POLL TA X  L IS T
Only Seventy-Seven Rangerites 

Have Forked Over for Vot­
ing Privilege.

Twenty-two Ranger citizens paid 
their poll taxes yesterday at the. 
Chamber cf Commerce, bringing the 
total number of poll tax receipts is­
sued by J. E. T. Peters as deputy 
tax collector, up to seventy-seven. 
Men and women are about evenly di­
vided on the list so far, the women 
calling at the office invariably pay­
ing their husband’s tax and the men 
sometimes paying their wives’ tax.

“ I don’t care for voting, sot why 
should I bother to pay any poll tax,” 
one woman demanded as she entered 
the office yesterday, more to satisfy 
her curiosity than to part with any 
fax money. It was explained to her 
that poll taxes must be paid before 
property taxes can be accepted.

Poll tax receipts are being issued 
by the deputy tax collector here as 
a convenience to citizens of Ranger, 
who would otherwise be compelled to 
make a special trip to Eastland, un­
der a ruling from the attorney gen­
eral’s office to the effect that citi­
zens of a city of 10,000 and over 
must pay their poll taxes personally.

TWO KENTUCKY 
MOONSHINERS 
SLAIN BY POSSE

HARLAN, Ky., Jan. 7.— A moun­

taineer moonshiner, armed with a 
high powered rifle, sat on a lofty 
mountain perch as guard today, over 
the lifeless bodies of Can Fee and 
Enos Fee, alleged moonshiners, killed 
in a battle with a posse near here.

John Wilson, prohibition agent, 
and Sheriff J. H. Blair reported they 
approached a still in the mountains, 
and found the two men operating it.

The officers said they called on 
the men to surrender. A volley was 
the answer. Returning fire, the 
posse killed both mountaineers.

The lookout on the mountain kept 
up his sniping while the officers de­
stroyed the still. His shots prevent­
ed removal of the bodies.

As the result of an influx of men­
dicants and in some cases poverty- 
stricken families into Ranger, an ef­
fort is being made to establish a cen­
tral charitable organization, to pro­
vide relief without duplication and 
to investigate the needs of those ap­
pealing for help.

Investigation has proved that 
a number o f these appeals are 
com ing from  improvident indi­
viduals and families passing 
through Ranger en route to oth­
er placer, and living on the coun­
try through which, ,'t'hey pass, 
and that it is desirable to assist 
these people in leaving town 
rather than have them settle 
here as a burden on the com ­
munity. A t the present time, 
it is pointed out, there is no 
agency for  handling these cases 
and that begging on the streets 
is becom ing common and that 
relief work is being duplicated 
by several organizations.

ARMS MEET BARS 
USE OF 
GAS M WARFARE
No Agreement Reached on 
Airplanes, and Another Con­

ference Is Suggested.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.—Poison 
gas as an instrument of war was 
outlawed here today by Great Brit­
ain, France, Japan, Italy and the 
United States, who through their rep­
resentatives at the arms conference 
approved the American proposal to 
prohibit the use of that weapon.

On the question of aircraft, the 
subcommittee reported that it was 
impossible to limit the size, use or 
character cf aircraft other than light 
er-than-air machines and that the 
question of aircraft should be left to 
a future conference.

After adopting the anti-gas reso­
lution, the conference discussed air­
craft restrictions, but reached no con­
clusion. The discussion will be re­
newed Monday.

All of the nations of the world 
will be asked to subscribe to the 
poison gas resolution, the adoption 
of which by the five powers marks 
another triumph for the United 
States in leading them to an effec­
tive limitation of armament.

The action in banning poison gas, 
which follows adoption o f the Root 
resolution prohibiting unrestricted 
submarine warfare, was taken by 
the conference sitting as an arms 
limitation committee. Later it will 
be formally approved at a plenary 
session. *

GERMANY TO PAY 
REPARATIONS IN 
GOODS. NEW PLAN

sentative to Cannes for consultation 
with the allied supreme council on 
the subject of German reparations, 
an allied delegate at the council an­
nounced this afternoon.

PARIS, Jan. 7.—An invention re­
cently perfected by Godfrey Cabot, of 
Cambridge, Mass., the American dele­
gate, designed to make possible the 
taking up of fuel by an airplane in 
motion, aroused great interest at the 
first Congress on Aerial Navigation 
held here.

Transatlantic air travel would be 
greatly facilitated by this method as 
stops at “airmen’s islands” would not 
be necessary at intervals in the At­
lantic ocean and airplanes! would hav,e 
much additional space available for 
passengers and mail which otherwise 
would be taken up by fuel sufficient 
for one crossing.

Mr. Cabot thinks that transatlantic 
air navigation will be a paying propo­
sition within fifteen years provided 
airplanes do not carry fuel enough for 
an entire trip. With a minimum of 
fuel and a maximum of space for mail 
and passengers it could be made a 
successful enterprise, Mr. Cabot said. 
He assumed that ocean crossings 
would be quite ordinary occurrences 
within a few years.

He was fastened to the pole 
with new locks and could not be re­
leased until parties attracted by his 
cries broke the locks with hammers, 
he said. Mathews declared there 
were about six men in the party, 
four of whom he recognized, but re­
fused to divulge their names. Math­
ews was recently indicted on a charge 
of selling liquor.

Mathews was en route to bis home, 
a short distance from Kountze, about 
10:30 o’clock last night when his car 
bogged down in the muddy road. 
Soon a party of men in another car 
approached him. Before he could 
get his gun from its scabbard the 
men in the other car got the drop on 
him, he said.

“ They hauled me from the car and 
carried me a short distance up the 
road, where they flogged me with 
a heavy leather strap,” said Math­
ews. “ They struck me about fifty 
blows and the blood flowed. Thert 
they covered my body with hot tar 
and added feathers. I was then 
taken to Kountze and was chained 
to the telephone pole. I was final­
ly released and went home, but I had 
some difficulty in getting the chain 
o ff my neck. One of my boys final­
ly sawed it o ff.”

BURCH TRIED SUICIDE,
IS BELIEF OF SHERIFF

ORANGE A GOOD TOWN, HAS OIL, 
BUT NO BOOM THERE. SAYS SPARKS
Ernest W. Sparks, ‘former Times 

reporter, and Donald Bangs, former 
Times ad man, invaded Ranger New 
Year’s eve, bound to start- the New 
Year right by getting in on the crest 
of a boom in the making. They were 
bound for Orange, to see what the 
Humble’s big well was really doing 
and what the town was going to be 
doing. Here’s Sparks’ account of the 
Orange field, reprinted from the 
Breckenridge American:

By ERNEST W. SPARKS.
All the talk of Orange, Texas, be­

ing in the throes of an oil boom is the 
bunk—just that and nothing more. A 
real oil field is being developed near 
the town, but; is causing no undue ex­
citement. In fact, Orange is uncon­
cerned. For the most part the busi­
ness men will say they do not crave 
a boom, and the Chamber of. Com­
merce is doing everything it can to 
keep a boom at bay. The stuff one 
reads of strong men and mannish 
women slugging for a room in which 
to sleep, and all that kind of talk, is 
the hectic dreams of special writers 
who send the “news” to the press 
associations.

The writer, who has arrived on the 
heels of several booms, decided for 
this once he would see one in the 
making, and forming in his brain was 
the mirage of a golden fortune. Con­
sequently he bought many yards of 
railway transportation, and for 
twenty-four hours did much hard rid­
ing.

Where’s the Boom?
Monday morning Orange was 

reached, and there was no surging 
crowd; the people of the town were 
going their placid way, and that was 
all there was to it. “ Where is your 
boom?” the question was asked re­
peatedly. And the answer was “ We 
have no boom.”

The situation was unbelievable to 
one who has seen some of the oil 
rushes in West Texas.

It is not within the writer’s ken to 
know if there will be a boom. The 
Humble’s Chesson No. 5, according 
to the scout report last Saturday, was 
producing 25,000 barrels of pipe line 
oil. It is located in an area where oil 
has been found theretofore.

No Wildcattin g.
Much of the outlying acreage and 

all of that close up is* in the hands of 
the large companies. No wildcatting 
is being done.

Three wells are approaching the 
deep pay; if they hit, a boom may 
come to Orange, but there certainly is 
none there now.

It would be the guess of the writer 
that on Monday the population of 
Orange had not been increased 100. 
However, at the wells a little town 
has sprung up and several hundred 
men have been put to work.

MAY MAKE GERMANS PAY 
’FRISCO FIRE INSURANCE

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 7.— Over 
$5,000,000 of insurance which six 
German insurance companies failed 
to pay policy holders who suffered 
losses in the San Francisco fire of 
April, 1906, may yet be paid.

An organization of policy holders 
has been, formed in San Francisco, 
headed by Harry Hill, insurance ad­
juster, to attempt to secure passage 
by congress of a bill directing the 
alien property custodian to sell such 
portion of property vajued at $25,- 
000,000 owned by the defaulting 
companies as may be necessary to 
satisfy the claims. .

The six companies withdrew from 
California in the days following the 
fire, leaving no deposits within the 
state, and merely refusing to pay the 
claims. Policy holders, in some in­
stances, w^re left destitute. Some of 
the members .of the association now 
formed give their addresses as the 
county poor farm.

TOOK $535,000, 

STATE’S CHARGE

WAUKEGAN, 111., Jan. 7.— The 
state will attempt to prove at the 
trial of Governor Len Small that 
he, with Vernon Curtis, the late Ed­
ward Curtis and Lieutenant Gover­
nor Fred E. Sterling, took $535,000 
of state funds and retained it “ for 
their personal and private property 
and the property of others un­
known.”

This is the substance of the state’s 
bill of particulars filed here with 
clerk of the circuit court. The bill 
goes into the details of the alleged 
conspiracy to defraud the state by 
regaining interest \mone$ .collected 
during the terms of Small and Ster­
ling as state treasurer.

“ The purpose and object of said 
conspiracy,”  the bill recites, “ were 
by means of false pretenses, false 
representations, a pretended and fic­
titious bank, false certificates of de­
posit, false drafts, false vouchers, 
false accounts and false accounting 
and by and through the device of a 
pretended bank under the name of ( 
the Grant Park bank, there being in 
truth and reality no such bank, to 
obtain the money, funds and prop­
erty of the state of Illinois.”

Among the things which the state 
says it expects to prove are:

That the defendants falsely pre­
tended to the state of Illinois that 
the place of deposit of state funds 
was a bank, “ whereas, it was not a 
bank.”  •

That certificates of deposit issued 
by the Grant Park bank for state 
funds were “ false, fictitious and bo­
gus instruments.”

That the defendants falsely pre­
tended to receive about 2 per cent 
per annum for the use of the state 
funds, whereas the interest actually 
paid them ranged from 5 per cent to 
“8% per cent.

That the funds loaned by the 
Grant Park bank were in turn loan­
ed to Armour & Co., Swift & Co., 
Morris & Co. and the Cudahy Pack­
ing company, all Chicago packing 
corporations, and that the interest 
and profits of this deal above the 2 
per cent paid the state were retained 
by the defendaints.

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WAGE CUT PLOT 
DENOUNCED BY 

BRITISH UNIONS
Declare Employers Take A d­

vantage of Industrial Slump 
to Cheapen Labor.

By International News Service

LONDON, Jan. 7.—British industry 
has cut its wages bill more than one 
billion dollars a year.

There exists an organized con­
spiracy to secure unreasonable re­
ductions in wages and a drastic ex­
tension of the normal working week. 
These facts are doing more to foment 
revolution, disorder and bloodshed 
than all the activities of the extrem­
ists of the labor world.

Such are the declarations of the 
general council of the Trade Union 
congress, in a manifesto just issued. 
It contains a strong message of warn­
ing to the industrial chiefs of Britain 
and to the vast middle-class public, 
who, as labor sees it, permit this al­
leged campaign of alteration of labor 
conditions to proceed without protest.

Punish Workers?
“The existence of a serious slump 

in trade and abnormal unemploy­
ment,” the manifesto reads, “appear 
to be considered by employers as an 
opportunity for impbsing reduction 
in wages and increases in hours. In 
some quarters the spirit of getting 
their own back appears to inspire the 
employers, by which is meant the de­

termination to punish the workers for 
their audacious attempt to keep 
wages up during the war.

“ We have to warn employers that 
a policy of reprisals is one likely to 
lead to disastrous consequences. Sta­
bility in industrial organizations 
would be quite impossible, and a 
policy of attack and counter-attack, 
as determined by opportunities, would 
take the place of negotiation.

“ The worker has a moral right to 
claim improvement in working con­
ditions.

Reject Bare Living.
“ Organized labor will refuse to ac­

cept the theory that the proper funcr 
tion of industry is to provide a bare 
living for the worker and opportunity 
for wealth accumulation for the em­
ployer.

“As representatives of 6,000,000 
workers we refuse to accept the pres­
ent standard of life as the highest 
possible.

“ We are prepared to work for the

He is at 
present at Boulder, Colorado, but it 
is understood that he will return to 
Texas and take charge of the training 
school on the expiration of Mr. King’s 
term. Mr. Cantwell is a graduate of 
Baylor university and of Yale, a 
Democrat and a Methodist, according 
to the board of control. He was 
highly recommended by President W. 
B. Bizzell of A. & M. college, Presi­
dent S. P. Brooks, of Baylor universi­
ty, and Miss Annie Webb Blanton, 
state superintendent of public instruc­
tion.

Mr. Cantwell is 53 years old, for 
six years was superintendent of 
schools at Corsicana and later was 
superintendent of the Fort Worth 
public schools for seven years. From 
Fort Worth he went to Oklahoma to 
accept appointment by the governor 
of that state as president of Okla­
homa A. & M. college. Last March 
he voluntarily resigned that position 
and for several months past has been 
in Colorado.

DUTCHMAN’S 
BURGLAR TRAP 

IS FIRE ALARM

v LONDON, Jan. 7.—The burglar is 
in for a tough time in the future, 
according to claims made for a Dutch 
invention now being tested by Scot­
land Yard officials.

The invention is, a wireless burg­
lar alarm, the apparatus .of which is 
contained in a little box twelve inch­
es long, four inches wide and three 
inches deep. It’s magician’s secret 
lies, it is said, in a new use for elec­
tricity.

A single wire attached loosely to 
a window frame, safe, oj: whatever 
object the householder or business 
!man desires for special protection is 
sufficient.

When the article so protected is 
approached by the enterprising burg­
lar the instrument will report by 
wireless the number of the house and 
the street where the robbery is tak­
ing place. In addition, where the 
house is lighted with electricity the 
lights will be switched on automati­
cally in every room and alarm bells 
will be set ringing.

The apparatus is also a fire alarm, 
for if flame is shown near the object 
under its protection the bells ring 
and the lights go up just the same.
