Four Are ouis Hotel Fire
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SENATE DECLARES ARMISTICE IN FIGHT AGAINST SMITH, VARE
As the 70th Congress Dusted Off Its Desk

Buckingham Hotel And 
Annex Destroyed 

Early Today

ST. LOUIS, Dec. 5.— Four women 
are dead, four persons are reported 
missing and nearly a score are in­
jured as a result of fire which early 
today swept through the Buckingham 
hotei annex here. Four hours after 
the fire started firemen had been un­
able to enter the structure.

Most of the casualties occurred 
when guests of the hotel leaped from 
upper floor windows after being- 
trapped by the flames. The struc­
ture which with the main hotel was 
valued at approximately $1,000,000 
was virtually destroyed.

Three nurses rooming on the 
fourth floor discovered the fire at 
3:15 a. m., spread the alarm and then 
leaped from their window to the 
ground. Two of them were severely 
injured.

Fire officials expressed the belief 
the fire started in a first floor room 
from a cigarette carelessly thrown 
into a waste-paper basket.

Loses in His Suit 

Against Sheriff
C. S. Looney, constable of Cisco, 

lost to Sheriff John Hart of East- 
land county Friday when a jury in 
Justice of the Peace Jim Steele’s 
court at Eastland rendered a verdict 
in favor of the sheriff in a suit 
brought by Looney against him. Loo­
ney gave notice of appeal to the 
higher court and has ten days in 
which to perfect his appeal by mak­
ing bond.

Looney claims that he located Paul 
Dennison, who had escaped from the 
Eastland county jail, in New Mexico, 
made arrangements with the officers 
there to arrest Dennison and then se­
cured a warrant for Dennison and 
went to (the New Mexico town after 
him, but when he arrived the sheriff 
o'f the county had received a message 
from Sheriff John Hart telling him 
not to turn Dennison over to Looney. 
Looney now sues for $175 what he 
claims his fees and expenses for the 
trip were.

Following are the contents of the 
letter addressed to the gas company 
by Mayor Thurman:

“ I wish to call your attention to 
your franchise contract with the 
city of Ranger now on file in the 
office of the city and advise you 
that in accordance with this con­
tract we do not feel we have had 
the service provided for in same 
during the past three or four days.

“ The gas shortage seems to be 
such that our industries have been 
shut down most of this week not 
able to run on account of the lack 
of gas. Now, it is our policy to be 
lenient as far as reason will per­
mit but under the present circum­
stances we do not feel that the 
city’s interest should be jeopard­
ized as it Has been during these 
past four days. It does seem to us 
that in case of an emergency your 
company would be able to tie into 
some of these lines and could fur­
nish us with ample gas in an 
emergency like this and prevent 
the trouble we have had.

“ Representing the city and the 
people I must insist, and, if neces­
sary, demand, that the ordinance 
be complied with to such an ex­
tent that our city and the people 
will be protected and not be pun­
ished as you might say as they 
have been for the past two or 
three days. It has become neces­
sary for quite a few people to have 
to spend money for oil stoves to 
provide warmth and comfort in 
their homes and I am quite sure 
you will agree with me that it is 
not fair to the citizenship who de­
pend upon your company for fuel. 
The present city administration is 
having demands upon it by the 
general public to the extent that 
we must provide protection for 
their homes and we must insist 
that you give us this relief. We 
feel that there should be a reserve 
kept and maintained for this pur­
pose so that you would be able to 
take care of the town in cases like 
this.”

mer which Elish Swift, 43, confessed 
he wielded in the brutal slaying of 
J. F. Jowers, 49, retired Baptist min­
ister and small store keeper on the 
night of Oct. 31, was found at the 
Jowers home today.

Meanwhile, Swift and Mrs. Essie 
(lowers, 39, after confessing their 
part in the murder were in jail 
awaiting a special session of the 
grand jury called to meet Monday, 
December 12, to probe the case.

Prosecutor W. D. Goss today re­
jected the offer of the couple to 
plead guilty without capital punish­
ment. In her signed confession, Mrs. 
Jowers said that Swift and his 16- 
year old son, Paul, came to her home 
about the time Jowers was retiring. 
They waited in a back room she said 
until Jowers was asleep.

“ Paul left the house and Mr. 
Swift told me he didnt want to hit 
him (Jowers) but one lick and I 
would have to turn on the light. It 
was dark in the house and I could not 
„see what he was going to hit him 
with.

“ He came to my bed and told me 
to hold the light. I turned on the 
light and held it in the room. Later 
I went into the room and Jowers 
body was wrapped up.”

LAGRANGE, Tex., Dec. 5— Backy 
Bradley Rogers, victor by a 
jury in her arson trial at George­
town last September goes to trial 
here today for bank robbery in un­
sympathetic surroundings.

LaGrange is the county seat of a 
rich farming county settled largely 
by thrifty people of German and Bo­
hemian descent. It is not uncom­
mon for the women to work in the 
fields in the cotton season. There 
will be no maudlin sentiment for the 
college bred girl, who, the state says, 
turned robber.

Nor is it a promising field for her 
plea of dementia praecox. A Fayet­
te ciunty jury brushed aside an in­
sanity plea for wealthy William 
Langhorne, jr., attacker of two Bo- j 
hemian girls who took a drive with 
him. The jury gave Langhorne the 
death penalty. Governor Miriam Fer­
guson was convinced he was insane 
and commuted him to life imprison­
ment. Another jury tried Langhorne 
on ahother charge and gave him 99 
years.

Fred Blundell, who prosecutes 
Becky, was Langhorne’s prosecutor. 
It was Blundell, too, who sent A. V. 
Milliken to the electric chair after 
three reprieves and an insanity hear­
ing ordered by the highest tribunal 
of the state. Judge M. C. Jeffrey 
presided at the Langhorne and Milli- 
kin trials. Becky’s trial will be be­
fore him.

Made For Funds 

Salvation Army
Mr. A. F. Hartman, Ranger chair­

“ On the eve of the opening of the 
fund raising campaign for the Salva­
tion Army, I would like to clearify a 
few features of the Army’s budget 
system that may be a triffle min- 
understood by some.

“ First I will say-'that the Salvatir.n 
Army would very gladly dispense with 
the services of a campaigner, if the 
citizens would arrange, organize and 
go out and secure the necessary fund 
on-their own responsibility.

To save every dollar of expense we 
are going at top speed ourselves and 
urge the cooperation cf our friends 
se we can get the job done quick.

“ The call is for $2,900 and we have 
done our best to make clear to all 
that the fund, when raised, will bo in 
the hands of the local advisory board 
and not one— not even the officer in 
charge ictf the local Corps can touch 
one dollar except by the authority of 
the local board expressed in the 
signature of our treasurer.

“ Only $250.00 is alloted to Army 
work outside of Rang’er, distributed 
as follows: For the State Women’s 
Maternity Home and Hcispital, where 
any unfortunate girl from any city, 
town or hamlet in Texas may go and 
find refuge, sympathy and love of a 
true home, $150.00; for Aged'and 
physically disabled officers of this 
southern territory, maintainance fund 
850.00; for the Southern States Train 
ing College, where young men and 
women are sent for ten months of 
intensive training for officershio, 
$50.00.

“ It will be seen that Ranger par­
ticipates in the benefit of these ex­
penditures. But, should only a part 
of the budget be secured, then only 
a proportionate part of the $250.00 
allotment for outside institutions will 
be taken.

The raising of this budget of $2,-
