Business in

The lives of D. Joseph and A. Wil-

liams read like a modern day Odys-
sey. Homer told in the epic poem of
that name, the wanderings of Ulysses
for ten years following the seige of
Troy back to his home in Ithaca.
Perhaps when these two men return
to their own country, far away Syria
they will tell their people achieve-
ments and experiences that make
those of :Ulysses look insignificant,
for did they not come to a new and
foreign country with little money
and wrest from it a business that is
an honor and an achievement?

Mzx. Joseph and Mr. Williams, own-
ers of Joseph’s Dry Goods company
of Ranger, are more than partners.

It was in
1904 that the two came on the same
steamer to America and joined Mr.
Hassen at Piedmont.

After arriving in Piedmont, their
lives diverged, only to come together
again in later years. Mr.  Joseph
once said that he came to America
: _he.did.not eyen._then
go to work for any one else, but
started out in business for himself.
He carried his stock of goods in a
wagon and drove a horse.

and was in business at each ' city
prior to coming to Texas in 1919,
but in 1917 the two cousins joined in
partnership—a partnership that has
lasted ever since that time.

In 1923 Mr. Joseph went back to
Syria. He was gone a long time and
it was rumored that he was to bring
back a bride, for he was a bachelor.
One day he came back to Ranger
and brought with him his bride—and
now they have two children to bless
their home.

Mr. Williams took up the barber
business when he' arrived at - Pied-
mont and followed that trade untii
he formed a partnership with Mr.
Joseph in 1917. When his partner
came to Ranger he stayed in Okla-
homa for a while and had charge of
both® of - their Oklahoma stores until
they decided to move their stock here
in 1919. Williams landed in Ranger
on July:b, 1919.
he has been on the job almost con-
stantly, with the exception of nine
months spent in Syria. On August
7,'1924, he sailed for his old home
for a visit to his sister and brother.
But unlike Mr. Joseph he did not
bring back a bride but came back a
bachelor.

The two partners bought out C. L.
William’s stock of goods and his lo-
cation on North Rusk street and be-
gan then to build toward making
their store one of the best stores in
this part of the country.

HOLLYWOOD.—Jim Tully, Irish
hobo who rose to one of the most
successful of the contemporary novel-
ists, thas a few words to say about the
new-fangled marriage schemes ad-
vanced by Judge Ben Lindsey, Judge
Charles Burnell, et al.

“Fear is the monster that haunts
the bedside of most married women.
Fear of public opinion. Birth control
as advanced by Judge Lindsey will
take care of the children but it won’t
remove a woman’s fear of what peo-
ple will think and say should also
choose to separate from her husband.

“T have known Judge Lindsey 15
years.  He is a fighter in the libera-
tion war of humanity. He is honest
and courageous. That is why I won’t
criticize him. But I'm angry with
him for debating with a bunch of nit-
wits who can’t cut any ice on their
own. His companionate marriage
plan is perhaps the best of the al-
leged solutions offered.

Superior Judge Burnell has joined
those who seek new marriage ideas.
He advocates marriage in five-year
allotments.

“Somehow I can’t take Judge Bur-
nell seriously. I watched him when
Paul Kelly, the movie actor, was on
trial for murder of Ray Raymond,
the musical comedy star. - If he holds
such liberal and unconventional
moral views, as he seeks to indicate,
just why did he lecture Kelly so se-
verely on his conduct with Dorothy
Mackaye, the actress and wife of
Raymond ?”’

Tully claims to be the most hap-
pily married man in Hollywood. .

“My‘;wife treats me like a child,’

he said, “but I like it. She’s shrewd
enough to make me like it.”

The autnor has lived here 18 years.

Chief Justice
Taft Sees Need
For Law Regard

By United Press.:

WASHINGTON.—Reform of the
United States legal system to fore-
stall contempt for law and to pro-
vide swift and certain justice. for
wrong deers was urged upon the Na-
tional Crime commission in session
here, by Chief Justice William How-
ard Taft of the United States su-
.preme court.

“We are an easy going people,” he
said. “We allow abuses to creep in
until they become so objectionable
that we rouse ourselves and then
work radical reforms. I hope such
a time is at hand now.

“Our system of criminal prosecu-
tion suffers because we have not
through the states an adequate police
force who can apprehend criminals
and bring them to justice. We need
more policemen in most cities and
more  constables in the rural regions
of the states. We need legislation
to secure prompter information or in-
dictment and prompter trials. We
need legislation to. reduce men to de-
lay a review and final disposition of
the cases. We need legislation that
shall render impossible new trials ex-
cept for real injustice in a trial. We
need legislation to enlarge the power
of judges to guide the trial and to
help the jury.

“There will have to be further ex-
amination of the methods by which
jurors are selected. The method of

counsel for the
clusion of worthy citizens from the
' panel may obtain jurors of weak in-
' telligence, of little experience and

subject to emotions easily aroused.”

Those were some of the short-com-
ings of United States criminal pro-
cedure as seen by the highest legal
officer of the country.

What the chief justice did not re-
mark was that there has been recruit-
ed in the United States a vast armed
army of law breakers.
are pistols, rifles, shotguns and ma-
chine guns. It probably would not
be an exaggeration to say that this
lawless and largely unorganized band
of ‘armed men ' numbers tens of
thousands. It generally is recognized
in the United States that there are
two means of fighting the army of
the underworld. Police officers and
volunteer vigilantes may shoot it out
with marauders on oeccasion or the
system of dealing with criminals in
the American courts must be revised
sharply toward the end of speed and
severity of dispensing justice.

A beginning has bgen made in
several states, notably New York.
There has been enacted laws increas-
ing penalties for second and third
offenders and making the imposition
of a life sentence obligatory upon
the commission of a forurth felony.

. Since these laws became operative
more than a year ago, the quarterly
report of the New York city police
commissioner showed that 13 per
cent fewer stores were robbed in the
second quarter of 1927 than in the
corresponding period the year before.
Robberies of cigar stores were re-
duced 14 per cent, and jewelers and
bond messengers, 100 per cent.
