Morrow Will Be
Sympathetic In
Mexico Capital

(NEA Service Writer)

WASHINGTON. — After buzzing
around for several days te discover
the real meaning 1f the appeintment
of Dwight Morrow as ambassador to
Mexico, your correspondent is able
to repert that:

1—The appointment significs a
new method of dealing with Mexic)
which aims to supplant conscrvative
bungling with  cdenservatice intelli-
gence,

2—-The appointment is deplered
by one group in the Department of
State and by those American oil in-
terests which have worked behind the
scenes to foment trouble between the
two governments.

3——The appointment is gratifying
to the government of Mexicdo.

Although there are few thipes to
be said against President Coolidge’s
cheice, it should be understood that
the denials that the United States
and the Morgan banking firm are
sending a joint representative to
Mexico may be swallowed in a saline
solution. = There may be loud yeips
and whoops in the next Congress over
this phase of the matter.

The Morgan firm’s chief interest|

in Mexico lies in the fact htat it is

the collection agent for more than Y

half a billion dollars in Mexican
Bonds held in this country and
abroad. Under the Pani-Lamont

agreement, Mexico is playing nearly
$15,000,000 a year in interest and it
presumably will be part of Morrow's
job to see that this interest keeps
coming. He also will be interested
in laying any possible: groundwork
for Mexico’s eventual payment of the
¢normous prinecipal.

In attempting ticr analyze our Mexi-
can poliey, past and present, it must
be remembered that thers are two
ereat classes of foreign investment in
Mexico—the financzial and industrial.
Their interests do not always run/
parallel.

First, there are the owners cf oil
wells, mines, lumber and land. It
is not necessarily to the advantage
of these invertors to operate in a
strong, presperous Mexico.

Second, there is the sort of interest
in Mexico which Mcrrow represents.
There is Mexico’s public debt, seric-
thing more than $500,000,000, vwed
to foreign investors.

Then her approximately $200,009,-
000 in railroad bonds, perhaps half «f
which are backed by the government.

Then that annual $15,000,000 in-
tarest - payment which Morrow's
partner, Thomas W. Lamont, hatched
and has since nurtured s¢ carefully.

Then, finally, more than $150,000,-
(100 in scrip which represents interest
on bonds which went unpaid from
1918 to 1926, during Mexico’s revo-
lution period.

Everycne who is interested in these
various sums presumabiy wants Mex-
ico to be prosperous and her govern-
ment stable in order that she may pay.

It seems that President Calles of

~ Mexico and his federal troops might

have put a speedy end to the Mex-
ican revolution by means of the pub-
lic execution of one of the rebel
leaders, General Francisco Serrano,
and 13 of his aides. It is reported
that after the execution the bodies
of the rebel leader and his men were
exhibited to the public. ¢

The manner in which President
Calles has dealt with these rebels will
doubtless remind American people of
the way in which Diaz of old ruled
in the republic to the south. Appar-
ently Calles knows the Mexican tem-
perament and knows just what steps
are necessary in putting quick end to
an uprising against the government.

From all appearances it will just
be too bad for General Gomez, the
other rebel leader, if he should be
overtaken by the Mexican federal;
troops. If this should happen, and‘
it probably will, he no doubt will
. meet the same fate as that dealt out
to General Serarno and that will just
about be the end of the present up-
rising.

It begins to look now that govern-
ment affairs in Mexico will be in a
rather stable condition, at least dur-
ing the remainder of the Calles ad-
ministration,

Out there they can throw bombs,
they can engage in any violence or do
any of the stunts which they were'
carrying on in Chile.

If they object to established insti-
tutions in their own island bailiwick,
it will be their right to bomb them.
Whatever is wrong in the conduct of
affairs, they can demolish with torch
and blasting powder.

Being of like minds, they can apply
their philosophy of violence without
challenge from those who believe in
governments, laws and established au-
thority. It is their island, and there
will be n ocapitalistic hand to wrong
them or oppose them or humiliate
them.

If they believe in the torch and the

infernal machine and violence, why
should they not on their own island
 domain pursue liberty as they see it,
and shoot up the town or blow up
the banks or burn up all the temples
of authority? If with them the bomb
is preferable as an instrument of
freedom to the ballot box, it will be
. theirs, if they so will, to bomb the
" ballot boxes. If a written constitu-
tion is the concoction of capitalism,
they can spurn it or blow it into
fragments and perdition with injury
to no emissary of the capitalistic
class. ; :
QOut there in the Pacific, where the
ocean surf sings the song of liberty
on their own island, they can carry
out their inalienable rights and every
man be vouchsafed life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness, as he sees
them.—Portland (Ore.)

Each year the league’s fooball plan
for determining the state .champion-
ship is criticised, usually by one who
does not understand the objectives.
This plan is not a sudden develop-
ment,” conceived and brought forth
all at once. It is the result of seven
years of tediouslabor, of contsant ex-
perimentation and of a fine degree
of cooperation among the school men
of Texas who believe that there are
manifold educational, moral and citi-
zenship training values in properly
controlled high school football.

Prior to the season of 1920 condi-

tions in high school football in Texas
were unusually chaotic.© Games were
not well attended ; teams were miser-
ably equipped; eligibility rules wers
things to be avoided, disregarded ani
trampled in the dust; unsportsman-
like conduct, on the part of players
and communities, was common. In
many cases principals and superin-
tendents exercised little or no super-
vision over the players; each seasoy,
closed with a score of teams claim-
ing the championship, and with sport-
ing editors ghouting through - their
columns extolling the accomplish-
ments and flashing the records of
their favorites and  basing their
claims to the championship on com-
parative scores and other ridiculous
grounds.
_ Although mindful of the difficul-
ties, yet appreciating the fact that
something should be done, the leagne
hit upon the idea of establishing a
“bureau of high ‘school football re-
sults’” which was to be a sort of a
clearing house of information. The
league proceeded cautiously and an-
nounced that the purpose was not to
decide the state championship but
merely to compile the results of
games reported and issue summaries
from time to time.

The response upon the part of the
school was immediate and almost
unanimous, The inevitable result of
this service was a weeding out of the
weaker teams leaving a few strong
ones standing out prominently as un-
d1sputed' leaders in their respective
sections.. Yielding - to the requests
of these schools, the League arrangd
a sries of ‘eliminations, and although
the championship was™ not decided
the first year, it was because the two
teams that went to the final, Cle-
t\;3.1.11'119 and Houston Heights, played a
ie. :

I have seen Paul Waner in action
a2 number of times and well realize
a1e is a remarkable ball player. In
the only game in which I saw Lloyd
in action, he had a very ordinary
day, failed to hit and gummed up one
of his two fielding chances. In that
same game Paul was at his best.

In this connection, I recall what a
fan from northern Michigan once
said to me. Living several hundred
niles from Detroit, he saw Cobb play
perhaps a deczen times during his
connection with the Tigers. In fan-
aing#with him one day, I made the
remarl that Cobb was the greatest
player, all things considered, I have
aver seen in -action.

“I guess all you say about Cobb
is true, but 1 can’t vouch for it,”” he
replied. *‘I get to see him in action
about once a year; have seen him
play about a dozen games and yet 1
h?w? never seen him make a base-
Hibe?

It just happened that Cobb would
be off his stride or was opposed by
a pitcher good enough to make
rouble for nim when friend fan saw
him play.

Praise for Both Boys.

Interested to know what the Na-
tional League players thought of the
tamous Waner brothers, I have nev-
er failed to seek information on that
subject whénever I bumped into a
National League club during the sum-
mer.

“Paul Waner is a wonder,” would
invariably be the response from ev-
ery player I talked with.
