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MOVEMENT STARTED IN SOUTH
"0 PROTECT COTTON INDUSTRY|

COLUMBUS, S. C., Nov. 2L.—A
movement which widl extend to every
cotton growing state in the country
has been started here to protect the
cotton industry by urging the fullest
use of its products, finding new uses
and resisting with all the influence at
it commamnsd hostile’ tendengies to
make inroads on this great staple of
the south.

The first step was. the recent or-
ganization by cotton growers of the
cotton products extension committee
of South Carolina, with Dr. Wade
Stackhouse, of Dillon, as chairman.
Similar committees will be formed in
every other state of the cotton belt,
Dr. Stackhouse said today. These

_state committees will work in the
fullest co-operation with the Cotton

' Textile institute, the United States
goyvernment, the American Cotton
Growers’ exchange, the Textile Bag
Manufacturers’ association and other
agencies interested in the movement
. to ‘increase the use of cotton prod-
ucts, With the organization of these
state committees perfected, the next
step will be the formation of a south-
wide overhead committee composed
of one representative from each state
to cover the entire cotton growing
area of the nation.

Immediately after the organization
of the South Carolina extension com-
‘mittee, Chairman Stackhouse sent an
appeal to the state highway commis-
sion, in which he explained the pur-

The secretary of agriculture at
Washington is actively trying to find
new uses for cotton and the Cotton
Textile institute, headed by Walker
D. Hines, former director general of
railroads, is working to bring about
the: use of cotton for many other
purposes, Mr. ‘Stackhouse pointed
out. The United States department
of agriculture estimates, he said, that
the success of these efforts may in-
crease the consumption of cotton by
more than a million bales.

“Cotton is our chief money crop
and the textile industry our greatest

Boys Reported At
Arlington’ School

The county agent, J. C. Patter-
son of Eastland, says that there are
several splendid openings where boys
can work part of the time and pay
most of their expenses while attend-
ing a special ‘‘dirt farmer” course
at the North Texad Agricultural col-
lege at Arlington.

Only farm boys are eligible. They
spend half their time working at
some special line of livestock farm-
ing such as dairying, poultry work,
hog management, etc., receiving reg-
ular wages for their work. = There
are thirteen in the group at this time.

After receiving
such a petition the secretary of state
must have the acknowledgement of
the candidate that he will run. These
arrangements can be made any timc
up to 30 days after primary election
day.

NEW RACING RULES
OPPOSED IN MIDWEST

By United Press.

CHICAGO.—The new racing rul-
ings which will go into effect at New
Orleans Jan. 2 have created consid-
erable discussion in the middle west,
center of summer racing.

The rule provoking the most argn-
ment is the one which bars an ap-
prentice rider from using his whip.
Those favoring the rule point out that
a green boy is apt to be over-anxious
with a whip, and consequently spoil
a chance to win by over-whipping.

Opponents to the rule explain that

should not be deprived of this asset.

The other two rules creating dis-
‘cussion are:

1. Any race carded as a handicap
affair will be run as a handicap even
if there is only one entrant, and the
one horse takes a ‘‘walk-over,” by
going to the post by himself and fin-
(ishing as the only runner.

2. No claiming races of less than
a mile for horses of four years old
and upward. Claiming races of short-
ler distances will not be open to any
horse over three years old.

SAN BENITO, Nov. 23.—Gaps in
the Hug-the-Coast hichway from
Houston to the Lower Rio Grande
Valley have been financed with the
exception of Kenedy county, accord-
ing to W. O. Huggirs, president of
the Gulf Coast Good Roads associa-
tion, who was in the valley this weck.

At the recent meeting of the state
highway commission $225,000 was
granted Calhoun and Refugio coun-
ties and $46,000 went to Jackson
county, Cameron county was granied
$75,000 for grading and structures
on the eight miles from Combes to
the Willacy county line. This will
include a 2,650 foot causeway over
he north flrodway south of Sabas-
tian which will cost between $90,000
and $100,000.

Huggins was enthusiastic over the
progress made in recent months on
the coastal highway project. Mata-
gorda, Calhoun, Refugio and Jack-
son counties have each voted bond
issues by large majorities, indicating
that those counties are interestel,
Hugeins said.

Vigilante Bands
Grow In Number
Over Southwest

By United Press.

WASHINGTON.—Vigilante was a
word borrowed during the middle
and later years of the nineteenth
century by the men who were picn-
eering on the two major American
frontiers of that time—the far west
and the southwest.

Vigilantes were men who dispensed.
summary justice in vast areas where
no proper legal system existed or
whexe it was powerless to cope with
horse thieves, cattle thieves, murder-
ers and lesser criminals.

The vigilantes today have been
revived in the middle and Far West
and the organization is being extend-
ed into the southwestern State of
Oklahoma. In its reincarnation the
Vigilante organization exists to pro-
tect banks from burglars and rob-
bers. —The -national crime
sion met in Washington in November
and learned of the unprecedented de-
predations which brought the vigi-
lante organization into existence
again. Many states were almost im-
mune; others suffered severely.

In the middle western state of
Iowa in 1920, the commission was in-
formed 56 attacks were made oun
banks; 36 of the attacks were suec-
cessful and sometimes accompanied
by murder; the robbers obtained
$258,000 in money and negotiable
securities.

In 1925 as many as three banks
were robbed in one day in the state
of Illinois. Robbery losses sustained
by Ulinois banks in 1924 aggregated
$267,000. In that year 13 ‘banks
were robbed in Cook county which is
the county comprising Chicago. Three
bankers were murdered. In 15
months Iilinois banks lost $589,009
to robbers; in nine months 1,284 oil
filling stations for automobiles were
held up and robbed.

Bankers became frightened and
public opinion was aroused. The ve-
sult was the organization of vigilante
committees in .cities, towns and vil-
lages containing banks. Their duty
was to be subject to call under arms
to repel daylight attackers.

Towa, which had suffered 56 bank
attacks in 1920 and. ‘lost $258,000
perfected the vigilante system and
in 1923 there were only ‘eight at-
tacks, three of which were succesg-
ful, 'the aggregate loot of:the three
amounting to $2,600. Some 4,200
members of the vigilante organiza-
tion have been armed in Iowa. Ilii-
nois has profited similarly. So far
this year there have been only 13 at-
tacks on banks in Illinois where 3,-
200 men are members of the vigi-
lants. These men are equipped with
1,800 sawed-off shot guns, 1.400 rir-
les, 40,000 rounds of buckshot and
500,000 rounds of rifle ammunition.

The vigilante spirit is spreading to
[ndiana, Kansas, Michigan, Minne-
sota, Oklahoma, California and Wis-
consin.

AUSTIN, Nov. 25.—Alternate bids
will be received by the state highway
commission on paving -of state high-
way 3 from West Junction to the
Fort Bend county line in spite of the
recent demand of Commissioner Cone
Johnson that the engineers first de-
cide what material they want and
then ask bids.

The bids: on this work wiil be
opened Dee. 6, together with bids on
work in Anderson, Zavalla, Wise,
Franklin-Red River and Kaufman
counties.

Fifty miles of highway is provided
for in the group of bids. On the
Harris county work the alternates are
a concrete base course and curb, hot
mixed limestone rock asphalt, modern
Topeka type of bituminous conerete
and Warrenite bitulithic. There is
also an alternate of concrete bs
course and curb and bituminous filled
brick paving. One hundred working
days is given for the job.

The Anderson county
consist of grading and drainage
structures on ‘highway 43 from
Neches to the Neches river. In Za-
valla county the biggest stretch of
road will be built. It is a 31l-mile
section of highway 55 running from
the Dimmit county line north to the
Uvalde county line. It is estimated
200 working days will be required.

Grading and drainage structures
are to be built in Wise county from
Decatur to Sandy Creek on highway
39

A short distance is covered by the
proved work in Franklin and Red
River counties but it is difficult and
will require 120 days. The work in-

cludes grading, gravel surfacing and!

bridge construction on highway 49

‘from the Titus county line toward

Johnston. The total distance is a lit-
tle less than two miles.

A half mile bit of work in Kauf-
man is to be let. It consists of con-
crete pavement to be built from near
Elmo west over the overpass to the
existing concrete on highway 15.

ARMY EMBARRASSED
IN ITS OLD CLOTHES

WASHINGTON,—Morale of the
United States army is depressed be-
cause the soldiers must wear out the
surplus stock of uniforms left over
from war time, according to the an-
nual report of Major General B. F.
Cheatham, quartermaster general, to
be made publiec tomorrow.

“It will take several years to ex-
haust this stock and so leng as it is
issued, it will have a depressing of-
fect on the morale of the army,”
Cheatham said. The army stocks are
not of uniform sade and lack the
new roll collar recently authorizedi.

The ration allowance per man dur-
ing the last fiscal year was ‘only
34.8 cents per day, but under a new
executive order effective July 1,
1927, it has.been increased to ap-
proximately 50 cents a day, the re-
port said.

CRIMES OF CIVIC GOOD
CONDONED IN ITALY

ROME.—Persons guilty of crimes
which conflict with the penal code,
but bring good to the nation, will
hereafter not have such crimes held |
gainst their civic record and will re-
tain their full political rights.

A new decree reads “offenses com-
mitted for nationl ends are not to be |
registered on the penal certificates
persons sentenced for such: ot
fenses.”’

This does not mean that such per-
sons will not be tried and punished
in the ordinary way -and foreced to
serve a sentence. It means that|
such an offense will not be marked |
on their penal certificate as a civic |
blemish, but will allow them to loclk |
forward to the possibility of obtain—{
employment when their sentencei
