All this sounds very good. But
there are dissenters to the forego-

ing.

They point out that the Phxhpnmc
islands harbor in their midst a tots
of 87 dialects. They deny that 'lag-
alog at present has anything of a uni-
versal quality, saying it is restrlmel
to areas close to Manila and tha
other dialects are in use as close as
fifty miles to the eapital.

Official documents do not at pres-
ent rely upon Tagalog. President Cool
idge’s letter to the governor general
with reference to the veto of the ple-
biscite bill last spring
was put out by the Manila bureau of
printing in a bound booklet contain-
ing the text in English, Spanish, Tag-
alog Cebu-Visayan, Panay-Visayan,
Ilocano, Bicol, Pampango and Pan-
gasinan.

Tagalog is said to be an easy lan-
guage to learn, but it abounds in
words like “ng’”” “mg” and similar for
bidding spectacles which may possib-
ly be easy to say but are certainly
hard to look at.

The experiments are be-
ing carried on under the direction of
George N. Lamb, secretary of the
American Walnut Manufacturers as-
