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TEE PEE WELL
EXTENDS DEEP
PAY TERRITORY

Langford No. 1, Near Frankell,
May Be Goed Producer;
Deepen Townsite Well.

The deep sand from the Stewart
pool northeast of Frankell has been
brought closer to the town of Frank-
ell by the bringing in of the Texas
Pacific’s Langford No. 1, two miles
southeast of town, at a depth of
3,640 feet. The well, which is re-
ported to be making approximately
200 barrels, is being drilled deeper
with the expectation of getting a
larger producer.

The well is located between the
Stewart pool and the Texas Pacific’s
Adams No. 2, but on a line farther
north, thus bringing the deep sand
nearer to Frankell. The well brings
the deep sand into an entirely mew
territory and is expected to result in
the drilling of a number of other
wells in the vicinity., The Adams
well, which is several miles south-
ywest of Frankell, was brought in
over a year ago and has been con-
sistently making around fifty bar-
rels ‘a day as a pumper ever since
from a depth of 3,740. The greater
depth of the sand in the Adams well
is- thought to be due somewhat to
the elevations.

Drilling West of Caddo.

A location has been made by the
Texas Pacific on the A. S. Veale
lease, four miles northwest of Caddo
and drilling is to start there as soon
as the rig is completed. - The Prairie
company and the Atlantic company
have three or four wells each in the
same territory making several hun-
dred barrels. One of the wells,
drilled jointly by the Prairie com-
pany and the Texas Pacific company,
was brought in from 3,200 feet with
a 300-barrel production.

The Bobo well, just off the Caddo
road near the Texas Pacific camp, is
being drilled deeper into the sand.
Company officials feel that the well,
which producéd seven barrels for a
while before going dry, has never
been drilled into the lime.

Gasoline and Bank Checks to Be
Taxed to Pay Soldiers’ Bonus

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—One of
the greatest industrial battles in the
nation’s ‘history looms up in the
threatened mnationwide coal strike,
scheduled for April 1, government
officials admitted today.

Entering into it, in all probability,
will /be the questions cf wage reduc-
tion, the open shop, wage fixing by
national agreement, working condi-
tions, coal prices, and other kindred
problems. The success or failure of
the strike will be a mark for all in-
dustrial conditions in the country
within the next few years.

That the strike will come mnow
seems certain, -according to Secre-
tary of Commerce Hoover and other
officials. Their prediction is based
on these circumstances:

Show-Down Wanted.
Cc:y operators apparently desire a

“show-down” with the unions, and
have showr a disinclination to enter
a general conference with the miners
to discuss new wage agreements for
the coal fields.

They are demanding a, 20 per cent
reduction in wages.

The miners are standing firm
against any wage reduction and are

insisting on a national wage agree- |

ment, while the operators apparently
desire to break up the power of the
United Mine Workers by seeking only
local and state wage agreements.

The attitude of the ‘administration,
for the present at least, is that the
mine situation in the nation is in a
chaotic condition, and a strike cannot
be averted._  The sooner it comes
and the quicker the issue is settled,
the better it will be for the country,
officials hold.

A story of two negro soldiers be-
ing hanged withiout a fair trial, on
the word of an “outcast French wom-
an” was told by L. C. Mason, of
Davenport, Iowa, ex-doughboy.

The hangings, Mason said, occur-
red in the American camp at Mon-
toir, near St. Nazaire, France.

Complains of Attack.

The witness said that the woman
had complained to, American officers
that the United States soldiers had
attacked her, and she was taken to
the camp to pick out the men.

“She went to the white camp first,
picked no one out, and then to the
negro camp, there she quickly point-
ed wcut two men,” Mason said.

“In a few days the men were hang-
ed. If she was attacked by negroes,
why did she first go to the white
camp?

“An order was read from the scaf-
fold, saying the negroes were exe-
cuted after a court martial had found
them guilty, but in my opinion, they
were hanged simply as an object les-
son to other troiops. No ‘one in the
neighborhood except the court mar-
tial ever took the word of that
French woman. She was notorious.”

TWO NEGROES HUNG AS ‘EXAMPLE?
MAN EXECUTED UNDER SHELL FIRE

“During heavy shell fire mnear
Chateau-Thierry,” Yarbrough said,
“I was gioing up the road with other
men when we saw a soldier, his hands
tied behind him, being marched to-
ward the woods.

“The sight was so unusual it dis-
tracted our attention from the shell-
ing. There was an officer, I judged
to be a major, in charge of the squad,
‘and when they started to shoot the
soldier, a- white bloy, about 20 years
old, he asked that he be not blind-
folded.”

Heard Command to Fire.

The witness said he was twenty
steps away when the command was
given to fire. He was positive the
execution was in July, 1918.

Yarbrough said he did not know

‘whether there had been a trial and

that he knew of no other execution.

Yarbrough, who said he had ap-
peared here recently after a soldier
had requested that he be summoned,
testified that he had heard the sol-
dier was shot for neglect of duty.
He did not know to what command
the man was attached, but said he
undeyrstctod the  officer in charge of
the firing squad was with an infan-
try regiment of the Third Division.

Col. Walter A. Bethel, assistant
judge advocate general of the army,

‘told Yarbrough he was an extremely

intelligent witness and he wanted
him to help give any additional facts
which might enable the war depart-
ment to look into the shooting.

“I wish 1 deuld help,” said Yar-
brough, “pbut I have told all I know.
1 was close to the squad, all mem-
bers of which fired at the command.

The soldier fell and the officer walk-|

ed over, felt his pulse for a moment
and turned away, then he ordered the
squad to move on.”

ROME, Jan. 20.—Pope Benedict’s
life hangs in the balance today and
fears were expressed at the Vatican
at moon that his holiness was in a
dying condition,

During the early hours of this
morning, towards 4 o’clock there was
a sudden change for the worse, and
the bronchial affection from which
he had been suffering for several
days spread to his lungs.

The pontiff asked for and receiv-
ed the last sacrament, insisting upon
this, “if only tic give a good exam-
ple,” he said, despite attempts by his
dttendants to dissuade him.

Oxygen Administered.

The pope’s physicians were in con-
sultation at the Vatican at an early
hour and the morning bulletin 'is-
sued afterward indicated an extreme-
ly serious condition. At‘ 11 o’clock
in the forenicon, the pope’s condition
became agg’ravated and the admm-
istration of oxygen was begun. CAL
11:30 o’clock the Eucharist was sol-
emnly carried to him. Meanw’ﬁll’e
prayer was being said in all the
churches and Catholic institutions of
Rome in behalf of his holiness, and
great crowds began to assemble in
St. Peter’s, to await news from the
Vatican.

VARIES WITH AGE

Lendon Psychology Expert Ex-
_ plains Cause of Juvenile .
Laughter.

e

People troubled with nerves will
perhaps say that children need no en-
couragement to laughter, but the mat-
ter is important enough to be an-
alyzed and reported for the august
British association, says the Literary
Digest. One of the addresses at the
recent session of this body, held in
Edinburgh, was taken up with a con-
sideration of the sense of humor in
school children. Dr. C. W. Kimmins
of London told the psychology section
what he had found out, beginning
with children of 5, who evinced an
extraordinary interest in Charlie
Chaplin.

The reason for it, he thinks, is be-
cause “there is not only continual
movement and change of action, but
also that Charlie is breaking all the
conventions and doing the very things
that children are forbidden to do.”

LAST MATCH
SAVES SEVEN
DEATHS AT SEA

NEW YORK, Jan. 20.—Without
food and water for two days, and
during that time lashed to the cabin
hateh of their water-logged craft to
prevent them being washed over-
board by mountainous seas, Captain
V. M. Cole and seven members of
the crew of the American schooner
James M| W. Hall arrived here on

the steamship West Canion, which
rescued them 250 miles southeast of |
Cape May, N. J.

Virtually abandoning hope of be-
ing picked up alive, the shipwreckedl
crew used its last dry mateh Friday ;
night to set fire to a dishpan of
gasoline in a final attempt to make
known its plight.

The resultant flare was seen from
the West Canon, bound here from
Java, which immediately headed for
it and took off the men, who were
suffering from cold and hunger.

Captain, Cole said he encountered
heavy gales and rough seas soon af-
ter' leaving Charleston. They in-
creased in force and became so vio-
lent on the 10th that the wvessel
sprung a leak and began to fill with
water. All hands were put to work
at the pumps, but they could make
little headway because of the pound-
ing to which the craft was subjected.

Finally conditions became so
serious that the captain ordered all
men to lash themselves to the hatch
of the cabin, which was the only part
of the deck structure to remain
above the surface.

Except for brief intervals when a
man would risk the fury of the seas
to send up distress signals, they re-
mained that way for two days and
nights with nothing to eat or drink.

OKMULGEE POLICE
CHIEF IS DEAD FROM
GUN FIGHT WOUNDS

OKMULGEE, Olga., Jan. 20.—

The total daily
production for the district was 134,-
300 barrels, only 700 barrels under
the previous week’s figures of 135,000
barrels.
