State Health Officer Says
Samples Submitted Suit-
able for Drinking

That the purification methods in
vogue at the Ranger water plant are
being tested with absolute thorough-

state board of health is making week-
ly analyses of samples sent in for
that purpose. That these methods
are efficient and the water all that
is elaimed for it, is evidenced by the
two facts that sickness and death in
Ranger are rare events, notwith-
standing a large proportion of the
people drink city water and that
these weekly reports are uniformly
favorable.

In the last report, dated Oct. 23,
and signed by 0. Sappington,
state health officer, these words are

used:
“The sources from which the sum-’
ples were taken may therefore be|
considered as reasonably safe . for
drinking purposes.”  However, the
warning against trusting too far to a
limited \numbgr of reports, is issued
and it is sSuggested that additional
specimens be forwarded from time
to time. This, is being done, accord-
ing to the city engineer.
The samples submitted were taken
from a Ranger heights residence and
a hydrant in the business district.

| COMPLAIN THAT COTTON CROP
| FORECASTS ARE DECEPTIVE

W. M. Sneed, owner of two cotton
farms in Eastland county says the
farmers of this vieinity are practical-
ily of one mind.that the forecasts
sent out by the department of agri-
culture from Washington every fif-
teen days are entirely too large. In
Mr. Sneed’s opinion, the ultimate
crop this year will fall far below
that forecast and he gives it as his
observation that this has been true
mstances. Further-
he believes (and interviews
with some twenty-five farmers
throughout the county seem to bear
him out in ‘this) the farmers have

entirely.

Asked what they thought of the
forecast sent out Monday of this
weelk, estimating the crop at 15,225,-
000 bales, several farmers were of

{one accord in calling it ridiculous,

long sinee lost faith in these reports

though they did not use the same

word to express it in all instances.
One farmer said:

“It may not be the department’s
fault. They take what figures are
given to them. And these are near-
ly always vadded. Our crops in
Eastland county are just like other
crops. There have been rains and
cool weather in nearly all sections
and everybody knows the crop is cut
short on aecount of the boll weevil
which die off in hot, dry weather and
increase in cool rainy. weather. Yet
the last report is larger than the one
fifteen days ago.”

The damaging effect of these re-
ports, as concerns the farmers, is, to
bring down the price of cotton until
speculators buy it up and then, when
the truth is known and the crop falls
short of the estimates, it goes up
again and speculators get what is
justly coming to the farmers.

HER CABINET

Premier Painleve and Associ~
ates Resign To Get Cail-
laux Out

PARIS, Oect. 27.—The French
cabinet resigned this afternoon.
Thus Premier Painleve and his as-
sociates brought to a climax a fight
of several days, which centered in
removing Finance Minister Caillaux
from power. Painleve went alone
to President Dumerou and presented
the resignations.

Cailladx yesterday had refused to
be forced out alene. Instead, he told
Painleve and Foreign  Minister
Briand that if he was to fall the
whole cabinet must go, too.' Rumors
current this morning suggested that
Painleve - would seek to reform the
cabinet and propitiate the ‘socialists
Ly taking in Edouard Herriot, the
formeyr premier.

Resignation of the cabinet was
caused primarily by two factors, first
the dissatisfaction with French fi-
nances arising from the failure of
the French international loans to
come up to ecxpectations and (for
fear of new inflation, &And second,
much displeasure with Caillaux for
failing -to achieve at Washington a
settlement of France’s debt to the
United States, although, Sunday,
Caillaux suggested that it would not
be many months before a real agree-
ment would be forthcoming.

constantly in the eyes of the world, |

the speaker said.

Fifty per cent of the big manufac-
turing concerns of,the north and east
nave adopted some kind of a code of
ethics, many of them patterned after
the Rotary code of  ethies, and are
using them in their business, M.
Cline gaid.

Mr. Cline told his audience that
he did not come to Eastland to telld
them how to run their club. “This
is your club and you must run it. I
only came to help you if I ean,” he
said.

“The individual is the most im-
portant unit in the Rotary club as in
every other kind of organization and
the success of this or any other elub
is going to depend upon what we as
individuals put into it,”” Mr. Cline
said.

Urges Reverence.

There are two things in this work
that I am a stickler for, and J no-
tice that your club does both. One
is that you have an American flag
displayed in your clubroom and that
in opening your meetings you stand
and face it while you sing our nation-
al anthem. The other is that you
‘ask the blessing’—in some places,
they call it invoecation or something!
