President Lewis ruled 
the appeal out of order because it 
interfered with the convention’s de­
liberations on the wage policy, but 
referred it to a committee for ac­
tion later.

MEDICINE BOTTLE 
FIRES PISTOL, DALLAS 

REALTY MAN KILLED

DALLAS, Feb. 15.—A small bottle 
of cough medicine is believed to have 
been indirectly responsible for the ac­
cidental death here last night of 
Charles S. Martin, 50, prominent Dal­
las real estate man.

AUSTIN, Feb. 15.— The court of 
criminal appeals today affirmed the 
so-called “ empty grave” case from

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TEX.-OEA.HAfE
STILL ANOTHER
BOUNDARY FUSS

By Associated Press.

AUSTIN, Feb. 15.— After the le­
gal conflict between Oklahoma and 
Texas to determine the exact loca­
tion of the line that separates the 
two states along the Red river is set­
tled, another phase of the boundary 
litigation to which the two states are 
parties will remain, according to the 
attorney general’s department.

Settlement of the Red river mat­
ter will leave the determination of 
the western boundary of Oklahoma 
from the southwestern corner of the 
state to the point at which the Ok­
lahoma panhandle extends westward 
from the main part of the state. This 
litigation grows out of the fact that 
a survey made in 1903 by Arthur S. 
Kudder, head of the United States 
geological survey, revealed the fact 
that the line originally run as the 
boundary between Texas and Okla­
homa along the western side of Ok­
lahoma was far out of line, being 
from 2,000 to 4,000 feet west of 
where it should have been.

The original survey was made in 
1858. Mr. Kidder found that the 
monument at the 100th meridian, 
whfch striked Oklahoma exactly at 
the southeast corner, was 4,000 feet 
west of its proper location. This in­
accuracy grows less tov/ard the north 
until it becomes only half as great. 
More than 30,000 acres are involved, 
it was stated, worth considerably in 
excess of $1,000,000.

This phase of the boundary suit is 
a part of the main suit, according to 
those who are handling it for the 
state of Texas. It was decided by 
the United States supreme court, 
however, that 'the Red river matter 
should be handled first, the other 
phase to be affected by the western, 
boundary question, it was stated, al­
though the wealth that is in dispute 
in the Red river litigation is not in­
volved.

ROUNDING OUT RANGER.
‘ Building of the new high school is 
a step that every citizen w'ill want to 
see expedited.

Especially is this true if 
such a town also is the center of the 
supply and development end of the 
industry.; ;

ONE-THIRD OF

Fully one-third of the $30,000 or 
more issued in scrip by the Retail

SHALLOW PAY TESTED 
TO NORTH OF PUTNAM

COMMISSION MEETING 
POSTPONED ONE DAY

In the absence of two members of 
the city commission at the regular 
weekly meeting yesterday afternoon, 
the meeting was adjourned until this 
afternoon-, at which time the commis­
sion will transact a number of rou­
tine matters and possibly consider 
the recommendation of the state fire 
inspector that the shell of the old 
Commercial hotel on Main street, be 
strengthened or wrecked.

PUTNAM, Texas, Feb. 15.—A new 
shallow field is being opened five 
miles to the north of this place. Hen­
derson Lane, operators in the Sipe 
Springs field, are down 380 feet in 
their new test on the J. M. Isenhower 
tract.

Henderson & Lane are the first op­
erators to test the central part of the 
county, being surrounded by produc­
tion on three sides. To the east is the 
Putnam field, north is the Terry pool 
and east the Gulf Production com­
pany has shallow wells. On the south 
of the new operations is a gas sec­
tion where wells running from three 
to four million feet have been drilled. 
The gas sand is found at 575 feet.

Sands o f this county lie at a depth 
of from 480 to 550 feet, the wells 
coming at from thirty to sixty bar­
rels and remaining at that figure for 
several years. The wells continue to 
flow after the settled production pe­
riod is attained.

The contention of several promi­
nent; geologists that a sand lying 2,- 
300 feet will be struck in this county 
has resulted in two deep tests being 
undeh way with several locations an­
nounced. Much attention is being 
given these tests as nearly all of the 
larger companies hold desirable blocks 
in the vicinity of the new holes.

TEXAS BOOTLEGGERS 
LABEL IT TO PLEASE

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15— A warn­
ing that the bootleg whisky being 
sold in Texas is deadly stuff is given 
by Director D. H. Morris of Texas, in 
a report to Commissioner Haynes. 
One of the favorite camouflages, he 
says is to label the concoctions “ bot­
tled in bond.”  “ Liquor imported 
from Mexico is all drawn from the 
same barrel,”  says Morris. “ They 
simply place the label of your fa­
vorite brand upon it when they of­
fer it for sale.”

The Texas director also reports 
upon the confiscations in the Mexia 
section, and adds: “ Texas ranks 
with the best states from a standpoint 
of enforcement. Of course whisky 
is being sold by bootleggers, but the 
violations are greatly decreased.”

He al­
so had financial worries, Mrs. Hogan 
said.
