DUBLIN,. (by Mail to United
Pregs).=—Galway will become the
principal Irish port 1 plans of Free
State leaders are successful.

Revival of ‘the ancient port, whose
deterioration began three hundred
years ago after over four hundred
years of commercial importance would
cut a day off the trans-Atlantic mail
service if airplanes were used between
it and England. .

Under direct British rule, Irish
ports were at a disadvantage, British
ports were favored, and because of
discriminatory taxes, it was often
cheaper for a ship from the United
States bearing cargo for Ireland to
discharge its cargo at an English
port for re-shipment back to. Dublin
or: Queenstown.

Under the Free State, it will be
possible and advantageous for ship-
ping to ply direct between Ireland and
ports of the world. }

Irish leaders ,hope to revive Gal-|
way as one of the principal ports of
Europe. Its harbor is one of the best
—thirty miles long and ten wide; shel=
tered by the Arran islands. Its prin-
cipal disadvantages at present are
docks that will not accommodate large
vessels and lack of railways. Both of
these are to be remedied.

With prospect of both English and
American. eapital coming into the
country, leaders hope it will be impos-
sible to make Galway the principal
Irish port.

It is situated at the middle of the
west coast, and is the nearest port to
those of morthern North America. Sir
John Alcock “jumped off” for his
trans-Atlantic flight from a town
near it.

The railway problem can be solved
easily. There is a direct line to Dub-
lin, with a junction for Belfast, two-|
thirds of the way east. The principal
necessity is for speeding up the serv-
ice.

Galway’s last revival as a port was
between 1858 and 1864, when a line of |
steamers. traded between it and the
United States.: It -was best. known
centuries ago. Its oldest surviving
church dates from the fourteenth cen-
tury. It was considered important
enough to be captured in the thir-
teenth century, and it dates back cen-
turies before that.

Its-survival would permit a logical
stop-off for vessels botn to England
and principally Scots ports.

Disaster

Breaking  of Electric Wires
Caused Holocaust Aboard
Wrecked Dirigible.

By United Press. :

NORFOLK, Va., Feb. 22.—Army
air service experts today are to put
under way an investigation to de-
termine the cause of the disaster to
the American airship Roma, in which
thirty-four were killed and eleven in-
jured. ‘Stark and flame-seared, the
twisted steel skeleton that had been
queen of the American skies a few
hours before, lay near the 'Norfolk
mud flats today. Its charred remains
concealed many of the secrets that
will be sought. None will ever khow
who is to blame, if anyone, officers
at Langley field told the United Press
today.

Major General Patrick, chief of air
service, was on the ground today with
a court of inquiry to determine the
blame.  While thecourt will require
several days to make its investiga-
tion, it is believed the crew will be
exonerated and the cause reported as
unknown;

Heads Downward.

The consensus of opinion is that
Captain D. L. Mabry, commander of
the Roma, in making the turn over
the -base, failed to allow for increased
power. The rudder broke under the
strain at a height of about 650 feet.
The Roma’s nose pointed downward
and Lieutenant Burke; at the elevator
lever, tugged desperately and yelled
to Captain Mabry to shut off the mo-
tors. They were cut off, one by one.
In the meantime, the helpless giant
sagged ‘rapidly, its nose pointing
downward at an angle of 45 degrees.

Strikes Wires.

Two score feet above the ground,
it struck a group of high tension elec-
tric fires, tearing them into frag-
ments. A second later it struck the
ground, in the midst of a tangle of
steel billets, machine parts and scrap

iron, and collapsed  on its living
freight.. A few more seconds, and

fire, ignited by the twisting serpents
of flame from the 2,500-volt electrie
wires, swept the wreckage. A great
Sheet of fire shot upward, driving
back scores of men who had rushed to
the rescue. Unable to approach the
wreckage, they turned in a fire alarm
and turned to pick up Lieutenant
Reilly, who had jumped. He had fail-
ed to open his parachute and crashed
into a mass of metal.. He died on the
way to the hospital.

Practically all of the thirty-four
victims were burned to death, offi-
cers and physicians believe, as indi-
cations are that only a few men were
killed by the fall. Most of the bodies
were identified by trinkets, so thor-
oughly did the flames do their work
of destruction.

EDUCATOR SAYS

CLEVELAND, Feb. 22.—‘“Socially
and morally the world is chaos,” R.
G. Jones, president of the superin-

‘tendent’s department of the National

Educational association, told the
United Press today.

~ Jones, who also is superintendent
of the Cleveland public schools, and
one of the nation’s leading educators,
blamed the present lax standards on
parents. 5

He intimated the examples set by
mothers and fathers caused the new
standard of morals and social con-
duct to which the present generation
adheres. This, in large measure, he
believed, created the so-called ‘mod-
ern girl and modern boy.’

“The primary cause is the younger
generation is taught too many ‘dont’s’
and not enough ‘dos.” There are too
many negatives and not enough pos-
itives. People are becoming static
when they should become progres-
sive.

“Unconsciously we are substitut-
ing the standards of morals set forth
by Confucius for the standards taught
by Jesus Christ.

STOIC RUSSIAN PEASANTS AWAIT

DEATH ON FAMINE SWEPT STEPPES

BY EDWIN W. HULLINGER
By United Press.

BULGARI VILLAGE, East Rus-
sia, Dee. 16— (By Mail)—American
food, given through the A. R. A, is
helping to preserve life in this, one
of the most ancient spots in Russia.

Thirteen hundred years ago one of
the three ‘‘Bulgarian” princes of the
old Slav dynasty settled here with his
retinue and followers. Thare were
three brothers. The other two estab-
lished themselves in Vienna and So-
phia, respeetively.

On the heights commanding the
Volga grew a city of 30,000 inhabi-
tants which ccnirsed the ecountry
for miles arcund. Remains of the
old city wall are still standing a:d
the American Relief Administracicn’s
children’s kitchen, in the little school-
house, is only a few yards from the
site of one of the palaces. For Lun-
dreds of years, however, Bulgari has
been a village, witk about 1,500 in-
habitants.

Of these 1,500 half have disap-
peared since summer, and unless help
comes from outside, most of the oth-
ers will be missing by next summer.
Then the cycle of fate will be com-
pleted and in the space of six months
history will have sprung back four-
teen hundred years, restoring Bul-
gari as it was when the Black Prince
encamped upon the promontory.

For. miles in every direction stretch
the level, treeless steppes, infinite in
loneliness, extent and cruel beauty.
Not a fence nor hedge or house
breaks the skyline. In fact, there
hardly seems to be any skyline at
all, as I write this, so perfectly does

A “Datch”
wmdmlll, its .four arms motionless,
nearby, stands in opaque reliefl, like
a cross, against the background of
snow and sky. A few stunted trees
on both sides of the road climb the
little incline from the plains to- the
top of the mole.

Across the frozen Volga, a mile
wide, our caravan of four Russian
sleighs drove this afternoon into Bul-
gari. The snow stopped falling as we
turned into a front yard of the log
cabin -school house where the A. R.
A. gives ninety children cne “supple-
mentaly’” meal a day. This supple-
mentary’”’ meal, however, is supple-
mentary only in the technical sense
of A. R. A. phraseology. Actually,
it is all the children get to eat. And
actually, also, it is evough to keep
them alive. ;

We rolled out of our sleighs like
huge balls of snow. The village lay
around us in stillness and snow, cach

hut seemingly snowbound for vears.|

Near the schoolhouse were the ruins
of three old buildings, dating f.nm
the fifteenth century.

Inside, the schoolmaster and his
wife greeted us with far western cor-
diality.

There was still fuel, so the school
had not suffered the fate of so many
in the famine region for the schools
are closing rapidly now, as the wood-
piles in the backyards disappear.

“We have very few books,” the
schoolmaster explained. “But we do
the best we can. We have almost no
paper and pencils.”

Then ‘he told how all activity—
economic and social—had ceased dur-
ing the last several months. How,
the simple peasants who were left
after the cold weather checked the
migration quietly withdrew them-
selves into their log cabins to await
death in stoic silence.

I visited scores of these homes
during the tour through the Tartar

Republic. They were nearly all ihe
same. Entire families, in varying
degrees of suffering, huddled around
the stove—where there was fuel or
more commonly, lying on the bare
floor with a guernseysack as a cover.
Often three generations, grand-
father, son and grandchild, were to-
gether in various stages of the slow
lingering death which the villagers
of the Tartar Republic are dying.
Meanwhile, the ceiling creaked rhyth-
mically with the undulations of the
cradle, under the hand of the grand-
mother. A Russian cradle is sus-
pended on an elastic cord from the
ceiling, and rocks up and down.

All three generations and both
sexes live together in the common
room, distributing themselves around
over the stove and floor at night. I
never saw more than one bed in a
peasant’s house. It was generally
occupied by the son and wife. 'The
grandfather and grandmother slept
on top of the brick stove, and the
children ~ither on the hard floor or
on the children’s shelf,’ a quaint fea-~
ture of every peasant’s house, a few
feet. from the ceiling. Here
children can be chucked out of the
way at any time of the day or night.

We put up in many of these peas-
ant houses during our trip, invariably
meeting with touching hospitality,
the hosts apologizing for not offering
us food (even though they were
themselves starving) and invariably
hustling out the samovar in a jiffy.

A single table, two or three chairs,
the huge brick oven, the cradle, sus-
pended from the ceiling, one bed, and
the icons' in the corner, were the to-
tal wealth in furniture.

Cook-
ing utensils are equally lacking. One
