BONDlSSUE 
FOR HOSPITAL

IS APPROVED
The proceedings of the city’s $35,- 

000 hospital bond issue has been ap­
proved by the attorney general and 
only the registration of the bonds 
by the comptroller at Austin re­
mains to be done before they can be 
offered for sale. Notification that 
the bond proceedings had been ap­
proved was received yesterday after­
noon by City Secretary George Hem- 
mingson.

This morning the bonds were sign­
ed by the mayor, city secretary and 
city treasurer and will be sent to 
Austin at once for registration. The 
sale of the bonds will then be taken 
up with several of the large bond 
houses, it is stated.

The contract fat the new city- 
county hospital was. let some time 
ago by the city and county authori­
ties to Quisle & Andrews for $50,- 
306 and work will be started on the 
Pine street site as soon as possible. 
The remainder of the $65,000 ap­
propriated by the city and county 
for the purpose will be used for the 
installation of an elevator, equip-, 
ment and on necessary expenditures 
on the grounds.

SHOT SEALS UPS OF 
VICTIM WHEN HOLDUP 

SEES HE’S A FRIEND
WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.—Deserted 

by his wife and unable to support 
their four small children, Paul Duve- 
ral Barry, 28 years old, held up Tyler 
B. Lawlor a trolley car conductor.

Then when he realized that Lawlor 
bad recognized him he sent a bullet 
through the conductor’s heart, accord­
ing' to a confession police say he 
made today.

After the killing Barry fled with 
$2.36 as the meager proceeds of the 
slaying, but later surrendered. In his 
confession, according to police, Barry 
said:

“I shot Lawlor to silence him. He 
recognized me, and the thought flash­
ed through my head that should I be 
arrested he would be able to identify 
me. Then I fired on him to keep his 
mouth closed forever.”

Bluebeard Expiates
W holesale

Knife Severs Neck of Europe’s Greatest Modern Criminal at 
Daylight This Morning; Refuses Confession but Fails 

to Proclaim His Innocence of Crimes.

VERSAILLES, France, Feb. 25.— 
“Bluebeard” Henri Landru, most re­
markable criminal of modern times, 
was executed on the guillotine early 
this morning. A large crowd, held 
in check by 400 cavalrymen, turned 
out before day to witness the execu­
tion, which took place in a street in 
the center of the city, beside a street 
car track.

Landru, who up to the last mo­
ment had expected a reprieve, met 
death stoically. Only at the last mo­
ment, when he was led from his cell 
and the frame of the hastily erected 
guillotine loomed up in the half light, 
did the Napoleonic slayer falter. He 
refused religious exercises and de­
clined liquor and cigarettes.

Execution Delayed.
The triangular knife of* the guillo­

tine fell at 6:25 o’clock twenty-five* 
minutes after the time originally set, 
the delay causing many to believe that 
landru had made a confession.

Mysterious until death, Landru re­
sented a priest’s query as to whether

he had any confession to make.
“ That is an insult to a man like 

me,” Landru cried. “Had I any con­
fession to make, I would have made 
it long ago.”

But never did he utter the word in­
nocent, as he had failed to mention 
it during the thirty-four months of 
imprisonment or the twenty-one days 
of his trial. He refused sacrament, 
but conversed for a few minutes with 
the priest. “ I shall be brave,” he 
told him.

The guillotine was erectfed within a 
few feet of the jail entrance. At 6 
o ’clock the jail door opened and Lan­
dru appeared dressed in dark trousers 
and a white shirt. His beard had been 
trimmed and his head shaved. He 
gave one look at the guillotine, shrug­
ged his shoulders and walked on. Be­
fore he had taken five steps, assist­
ants of the executioner seized him, 
leveled him on the table and up-ended 
it, then the heavy knife slid down. It 
was all over in less than twenty sec­
onds.

GOVERNMENT CLERK WHO WROTE 
DEATH THREATS IS RELEASED

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.—A belief 
that the rich should be compelled to 
do something for the children of the 
poor impelled George E. Long, a ebfffc 
in the bureau of insular affairs, to 
write blackmailing letters to the elite 
of Washington society, saying that un­
less they handed him sums of $15,000 
to $25,000, their houses “would he 
blown up during large social affairs.” 

Charges may not be preferred

against Long, who was released to 
return to his home, where his wife is 
very ill. He has three small children. 
Police say Long is “ eccentric,” and do 
not believe he intended to carry out 
the threats. .

FOUR TREATIES 
SENT TO SENATE 

BY COMMITTEE

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.— The 
senate foreign relations committee 
today ordered favorably reported to 
the senate the four-power Pacific 
treaty, the supplementary treaty ex­
cluding the Japanese homeland from 
its provisions, the naval limitation 
treaty and the treaty limiting the 
use of submarines and poison gas. 
The Harding-Brandegee-Lodge com­
promise reservations to the four-pow­
er treaty was adopted, 10 to 3, and 
other proposed reservations were vot­
ed down. The vote on reporting the 
treaties to the senate also was 10 
to 3.

The reservation to the four-power 
treaty reads:

“ The United States understands 
that under the statement of the pre­
amble and the terms of this treaty 
there is no commitment to force, no 
allowance nor obligation to join in 
armed defense.”

OKMULGEE JURY WILL 
PROBE BANK ACCOUNTS 

OF STATE OFFICIALS

count records. It is understood that 
the jury, which will be empaneled 
there Monday to investigate the re­
cent closing of the Bank of Com­
merce, plans to delve into the per­
sonal accounts of high state officials 
held in 'the'Oklahoma City banks.

Work of remodeling the lower floor 
of the building to suit the needs of 
the club will be started Wednesday 
when the present occupant moves.

Another meeting of the mem­
bership will be called in the next few 
days, it is stated.

CITY DIVIDED

FOR TRASH H R

Have Rubbish Ready for Haul­
ing March 1, Is Injunc­

tion to Residents.

Ranger has been divided into sec­
tions for the grand finale of the 
cleanup campaign on March 1, and 
each section is to be supplied with 
trucks for the hauling of trash from 
the residence premises and vacant 
lots, under the plans of the city au­
thorities announced this morning. 
Nine trucks have been promised to 
the city for the general cleanup and 
more are needed. The Mims gro­
cery is the latest addition to the list 
of truck donors. Wagons and teams 
are also highly acceptable, Sanitary 
Inspector Wade Swift stated, and 
urges that everyone -who can, assist 
the city in this way, as the whole 
community will be immeasurably ben­
efited by the general cleanup. 
Scoops and forks are also needed in 
the work.

Work is scheduled to start today 
on the removal of the debris and 
trash on certain of the downtown 
blocks, the agents of the properties 
told the city authorities this morn­
ing. The work will include the clean­
ing up of the postoffice lot, which 
is to be plowed under, the removal 
of the wreckage left by the Marston 
street fire and the fire-swept areas 
of Pine street, and the creek bed in 
the vicinity of the Hattion depot.

All property owners should have 
trash boxed or sacked,, ready for 
next Wednesday, March 1. Assur­
ance is given that all trash will be 
hauled.

Shock Felt 100 Miles When Fifty Tons Go Off;  
Theatre Crowd. Thinks It’s Earthquake; 

Chicago Folk Think IFs Safe Blowers,

CHICAGO, Feb. 25.— The explosion of fifty tons of dyna­

mite in a rock quarry at Argo, 111,, last night was felt in a radius 
of 100 miles. Thousands of dollars damage was done in Argo 
and surrounding Chicago suburbs by breaking glass. Only one 
person was injured. He was a workman two miles away, who 
sustained a broken arm.

A panic resulted in a theatre ten miles away when the pa­
trons thought the building had been rocked by an earthquake.

In Chicago, thousands of persons rushed into the streets. 
Hundreds of calls came to the police department from persons 
who thought the explosion was caused by yeggs blowing safes. 
Police were kept busy answering these calls for an hour before 
the cause and place of the explosion was ascertained.

760,000 JAGS NIPPED IN MAKING

General Welters Recommends 
That Troops and Rangers 

Be Withdrawn.

CHICAGO, Feb. 25.— A gigantic 
plot to flood Chicago and other Mid­
dle-Western cities with 190,000 gal­
lons of grain alcohol for use in mak­
ing bootleg whisky was frustrated 
by federal officers in raids in Chi­
cago and Ohio cities, it was learned 
today. The liquor was seized and 
five members of the clique alleged to 
have planned the sale are under ar­
rest in Columbus, Ohio. One car­
load of alcohol which had been pur­
chased from the government was 
seized in Chicago, one in Wheeling, 
W. Va., one in Cleveland and two

cars at Covington, Ky. Instructions 
have been sent agents in other cities 
to watch for liquor.

Prohibition agents uncovered the 
plot through the arrest of Ned J. 
Burns when he attempted to unload 
a carload of alcohol here. He said 
he represented the Consolidated 
Drug company of Columbus. An in­
vestigation, according to officers, 
disclosed that the drug company had 
purchased the alcohol from the gov­
ernment, ostensibly to denature it, 
but investigators claim that it was 
intended to be sold to saloon keepers 
instead.

MEXIA, Feb. 25.— Brigadier Gen­
eral Wolters today recommended to 
Governor Neff that martial law in 
Mexia and Limestone county be lift­
ed next Wednesday. No action was 
taken in regard to Freestone county, 
where state officials, are understood 
to be waiting the result of the grand 
jury investigation into conditions 
which necessitated a proclamation of 
martial law.

General Wolters’ action followed 
a conference with the governor yes­
terday. His telegram reads:

“ Respectfully recommend t h a t  
martial law be lifted in Mexia and 
Limestone county on March 1 and 
that rangers and troops be ordered 
to depart Feb. 28. Suggest that the 
quartermaster remain a sufficient 
time to close up all matters.”

PARACHUTES FAIL TO

ARCADIA, Fla., Feb. 25.—An in­

vestigation was under way today to 
determine responsibility for the death 
of Robert C. Washburn, a sergeant 
from Lansing, Mich., who was killed 
yesterday while attempting to drop 
from an airplane in a parachute while 
3,000 feet in the air at Carlstrom 
field. Both parachutes failed to op­
erate.

PARIS, Feb. 25.— Countess So­
lange Lastazzy has been fined 50 
francs (roughly $5) in the criminal 
court for ripping her mother’s eye 
open with a pair of scissors last 'fail.

The mother produced a doctor’s 
certificate announcing that he had 
sewed up her eye after Solange had 
attacked her.

SECOND SESSIONS TRIAL

The case 
was retried upon motion of defense 
counsel.

FIELDS WANTS 
LIFE AS PRICE 
FOR TESTIMONY

DETROIT, Mich., Feb. 25.—Perry 
N. Fields, who claims to know details 
of the slaying of William Desmond 
Taylor, slain movie director, at Los 
Angeles, today declared he had not 
told half what he knows as yet. “ I 
will not tell the true story of Taylor’s 
murder until I am assured by Dis­
trict Attorney Lee Woolwine that he 
will not hang me,”  Fields declared.

Fields apparently broke down while 
police quizzed him regarding defects 
in his original story. Police are still 
skeptical of his self-proclaimed*knowl- 
edge of how Taylor met his death. He 
admitted that two names he had given 
the police as alleged accomplices were 
imaginary. One was that of a famous 
motion picture actress.

He said he would not divulge any 
more details of the crime until he was 
guaranteed that he would not be 
hanged.

DRIZZLE COVERS WEST.

FORT WORTH, Feb. 25.— Rain 
followed the norther of yesterday in 
the cattle country of West Texas 
and if it continues will relieve the 
present shortage of stock water. .

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.— Accep­
tance of the government’s call for a 
conference between coal operators 
and miners to avert the threatening 
strike is practically assured, accord­
ing to authoritative government ob­
servers today. However, it is be­
lieved that there is little chance for 
a settlement being reached at such 
a conference.

The real attempt to force a settle­
ment will be through state and dis­
trict agreements, rather thaw na­
tional.

The conference probably will be 
called into conference by Secretary 
Davis, acting at the direction of 
President Harding, to consider re­
newal of the wage and working con­
ditions contract expiring April 1, it 
was said today at the White House.

Such a meeting of the operators 
and miners, it was said, would not 
conflict with a ruling of Federal 
Judge Anderson at Indianapolis, 
which forbade operators and miners 
to deal with one another. The de­
partment of justice, it was explained, 
had looked into the matter and felt 
there would be no violation of the 
judge’s order in case the conference 
was held.

WACO, Feb. 25.—Seventeen-year- 
old Mareine Matthews, girl slayer of 
J. F. Crosslin, the man she accused 
of wrecking her life, waited today for 
action of the grand jury which meets 
in two weeks, and which- attorneys and 
friends believe will exonerate her.

Mrs. Georgia Murdock, head of the 
Evangeline home here, said the girl 
spent a restful night. Mrs. Murdock 
said the girl told her before retiring 
that she had not slept for many nights. 
She appeared much refreshed after a 
peaceful night and in the best of 
spirits. 1

Mareine made no statement to add 
to her few words of yesterday, when 
she said: “ I thought I ought to do it. 
He wrecked my life, but he will never 
wreck the life of another girl.”

NEff RULES WILL 
GOVERN HOURS 
OF EXPRESS MEN

CHICAGO, Feb. 25.— Railway ex­
press employes were placed on the 
same basis of working hours as rail­
way clerks, who do similar work, by 
the United States railroad labor 
board, effective March 1, in a decis­
ion Friday, eliminating time and one- 
half pay for the ninth hour and cre­
ating a “ split trick” of eight hours 
within a spread of twelve at straight 
time rates.

Straight time will be paid for the 
first nine hours’ work each day, al­
though the rules retain in principle 
eight hours as constituting a day’s 
work. Time and one-half will be 
paid for all work over nine hours. 
Time and one-half formerly was paid 
after eight hours’ work.

Sundays and holiday work will be 
paid for at the pro rata rate as in 
the past.

For employes paid by the month, 
240 hours shall constitute a month, 
but overtime will not be paid until 
after 270 hours have been worked. 
Formerly, time and one-half was 
paid after 240 hours.

The board set a rate of 60 cents 
an hour for men employed in train 
service, but not regularly assigned. 
Helpers will receive 50 cents, both 
with a minimum guarantee of eight 
hours.

In a state­
ment she made and signed before As­
sistant District Attorney Hanger, 
Mrs. Harrell admitted she had a part 
in the plot to commit the theft, which 
included turning off the electric lights 
at the hotel while the purse contain­
ing the money was taken. At the 
time of the theft, Bolton was taking a 
bath, according to his statement to 
police officers.

However, no charge was made 
against the woman and she was re­
leased to go back to her 2-year-old 
child.

In her room, where the poison glass 
was found, a long arid rambling note 
to the authorities, together with a 
brief one to a friend, indicated that 
she drank some mixture containing 
carbolic acid and then started writ­
ing.

Although she started the note by 
declaring her child would die with her, 
Mrs. Harrell apparently changed her 
mind and, at the last, indicated that 
she desired it to be given to a Mrs. 
Rumbeck of Kosse, including instruc­
tions for the care of the babe, which 
is not in good health.

MRS. SANGER NOT BARRED 
BUT HER PROPAGANDA IS

i TOKYO, Feb. 25.—Instructions of 
the Japanese foreign office to the 
Japanese consulate in San Francisco 
that it refuse to vise the passport of 
Mrs. Margaret Sanger, head of the 
Birth Control league, were on the 
ground that propaganda along the 
lines it was understood she proposed 
was illegal in Japan and an improper 
subject for public discussion.

The foreign office’s action, how­
ever, it was stated by an official to­
day, did not mean that Mrs. Sanger 
would be barred from Japan.

Yusuke Akamatsu, chief of the im­
migration section of the foreign of­
fice, said today the action taken was 
intended as a warning to Mrs. Sanger 
that she would not be permitted to 
lecture and to forestall any complaint 
that she did not know the Japanese 
attitude in advance. Statements that 
she would not be permitted to land in 
Japan were incorrect, he declared. On 
the contrary, she undoubtedly would 
receive permission to enter the coun­
try, upon the condition that she would 
not attempt propaganda.

PROVIDENCE, R. I., Feb. 25—Dis­

BRAVE MISS GOES SKIING

PLYMOUTH, England, Feb. 25.— 
The American brand of prohibition is 
too revolutionary for the human race, 
according to a statement attributed to 
George Harvey, 'Ametican ambassador 
to England, by the newspaper West­
ern Morning News Friday.

LIGHT RAYS TRANSPOSED INTO 
MUSIC ENABLE BUND TO READ

By Associated Press.

NEW YORK, Feb. 25.—Rays of 
light converted into harmonious 
musical sounds yesterday were dem­
onstrated to be a medium by which 
totally blind persons may read news­
papers, magazines and books.

Describing the test, which took 
place in Jersey City, the New York 
World declared that Miss Margaret 
Hogan, a blind girl, read the front 
page of a New York newspaper by 
means of an “ optophone,” the inven­
tion of Professor E. E. Fournier 
D’A-lbe, former instructor of physics 
at the University of Birmingham, 
England.

Ten years have elapsed since Pro­
fessor D’Albe first brought his opto- 
phonetic idea before the London opti­
cal convention. It was announced to­
day that Miss Hogan had proved the 
practicability of his machine.

The optophone projects light by 
means of a tiny photographic lens 
through five rows of oblong perfora­
tions in a revolving disc and reflects 
it back to be transformed into sound 
by selenium cells. These rays of light

to the unethical observer, appear as 
the five parallel bars of a musical 
staff, producing as they play over 
each letter five notes of the musical 
scale, si, sol, do, re, mi, and sol again 
on a higher key. So delicate is the 
registration made that even the small­
est of type can be read.

Explaining her impressions of the 
optophone, Miss Hogan said that when 
she first listened to the sounds she 
thought them beautiful, but could not 
interpret them and became discour­
aged. Finally she said, she realized 
she was distinguishing the sound 
characterizing the letter “A” every 
time she heard it.

“ Then,” she continued, “ I began to 
distinguish other sounds and soon 
tried to read a paragraph. I wrote 
on my Braille typewriter as I listened 
and learned when someone compared 
with me that I had made several mis­
takes, but had recorded the full sense 
of the sentences.

“ Soon I could take fifteen words a 
minute.

“ I believe that anyone could be 
taught to use the optophone. It is a 
God-send for the sightless.”

NEW YORK, Feb. 25.— Such a 
thing as being too good is no nice 
way to be. It has its compensation, 
but it also has its beck slaps.

Benny Leonard, world’s light­
weight champion, says the rewards 
of greatness are nothing compared to 
its penalties. '"

“ I’m lauded to the skies one min­
ute and put on the pan the next. The 
panning is what hurts, because the 
knocks come from my best friends. 
They all want me to win but if I 
don’t get a victory by a knockout 
they roast me,”  the dapper light­
weight king says.

Around police headquarters when­
ever Leonard is announced in a bout 
they get the reserves ready. The 
young champion perhaps has more 
real friends and a bigger following 
in New York than any other boxer. 
Harlem and the Bronx are with him 
to a man and they consider him 
“ their own.”  Whenever he boxes, 
they swoop down to the ringside en 
masse, loaded with money. In their 
over-zealousness they expect him to 
knock any opponent kicking in a 
round or two and when some fortu­
nate happens to stay the distance 
with him, they cry.

Leonard fought one of hi§ greatest 
fights recently against Rocky Kan­
sas. .After getting away to a* bad 
start,' he showed his class as a real 
champion by winning a decisive de­
cision.

The fans, however, growled— “ He 
didn’t knock ’im out. He’s going 
back.”

Fhey didn’t stop to consider that 
Kansas never has been knocked out; 
that he has ribs of steel and a jaw 
of iron; that he is so awkward he 
has a clever fighting style and he is 
one of the most dangerous light­
weights: in the ring.

They figured only that Leonard is 
one of the greatest lightweights of 
all time and that he didn’t knock 
his man /out.

Early in the bout, the champion 
looked . bad.’ He missed frequently, 
his footwork was not up to the stand­
ard and above all— his hair got muss­
ed and his ■ face was‘ smeared with 
crimson.
