Estimate For
Area Boosted

Estimates on the 1948 colton crop
for the three-county area served
by the Blg Spring Texas Employ-
ment Commission office have been
elevated to 158,000 bales, Leon M.
Kinney, TEC manager, reported
this morning. :

Largest revision has been made
In Howard county, where estimates
are now pegged at 80,000 bales.
The Iatest figures represent an in-
erease of 10,000 bales since last

week
At the sames time, Mitehell
county’s eslimate was increased

from 40,000 to 48,000 bales.
Kinney wsald a revigion of the
Martin county estimate of 50,000
bales may be forthcoming within
another week.
The TEC manager said he had
made personal surveys of crops,
talking with farmers and gloners,
during the past few daya,
Al the oulsel of the harvest sea-
son, the TEC estimated Howard
counly’s tolal yield at 37,500 bales.
That flgure was increased to 40,
000 shortly after the harvest sea-
son started, and then was ad
vanced to 50,000 bales in October.
At the end of last week, Howard
county gins had handled 36,235
bales, nccording to the TEC week-
ly ginners’ survey, The TEC was
doubtful that more than 60 per
cent of the crop had been harvest
ed.
Mitchell county ginse had pro-
cessed 20,802 bales, while In Mar
tin county ginning figures had
mounted to JLEI5 bales. The Mar.
tin county figures do not include
gins at Ackerly, which bandle cot
ton from Dawsop and Howard
counties as well as Martin county.
Although there was some shift-
ing of ecrews within the ares, no
harvest laborers arrived here from
ouu-; sections during the past
wee

More workers could be used dur-
ing the next few weeks however,
The TEC estimated that 600 har-
vest laborers could be placed Im-
mediately In Howard county.

Krug Stayed Too Long--Sixth
Fair Dealer Entering Cabinet

WASHINGTON—The departing Secre-
tary of the Interior Mr, Krug, is another
man who stayed too long in his prestige
job In Washington.

Krug's path here has been booby-
trapped ever since the 1948 campaign o
which be did not, in the opinjon of the
palace guard and influential Democrats,
including the campaign finance chairman,
Louls Johnson, make & suificient con-
tribution.

He couldn't havé been in any doubt
about his status. Reliable guarters pub.
licized the politicoes’ complainls thal he
took to the briar patches of the sparsely
populated west and spoke on the issues
rather than véhemently defending Harry
Truman where It counted. He was & pro-
tege of B. M. Baruch and when Baruch
and the President fell out, it obviously
weakened him. He had no background of
old friendship with Harry Trumar to fall
back on: they scar~ely knew each other
until near the close of the war.

The President, ho ever: showe® no de-
sire to he vind citive after his surprise
election and Krug sensibly refused to be
stampeded by lesser fry. N vertheless
his detractors had the inside rall and
showed no signs of moving over to let
him join them.

Krug had two choices. He could have
got out on his own tme, without a public
rift and in circumstances which would
have made him more valuable to busi-
ness by stresping his White House con-
pections, Or be could have fought back
through the jungles of White House
power polities which is hard work but for
a cabinet officer who can grant or wilh-
hold many favors la not impassible.

It must also have been clear 1o Krug

" that in Under Secrelary Chapran, Tru-

man had ready-made a new secretary.
When Rooseveit died, Truman saw in
Chapman only a New Dealer who had
been for Wallace for viee president in '
By ‘48, Chapman had performed some of
the President’s mest delicate  political
chores and bad demonstrated an unguall-
fied loyalty to the Falr Deal which was
unaffected by his personal fortunes voder
Truman. In fact, the politicians had be-
gun to press Chepman's clalms to Inte-
rior to the point where the high m'~ded
Chapman interveped in Krug's behalf
But Krug was spparently lulled by the
Pregident’s Inaction.
