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NEWSPAPER MAN IS LOCKED UP
WHEN CLEAN TOWN IS PLEADED

Two Commissioners Standing Pat Against The Chief
%!*

GIVE CHIEF PARRISH 
FIFTEEN D iy S 'iR E TIM E

Chief o f Police Byron B. Parrish was placed on fif­
teen days' probation at continuation of the city commis­
sion’s investigation into open gambling Wednesday af­
ternoon. A, Davenport, police and fire commissioner, 
said that he would he willing to give up his responsibility 
for the police department if gambling was not closed in 
that time.

“ There is no doubt that gambling will he closed for 
the fifteen or thirty days, if we put Parrish on trial. His 
inefficiency and failure to keep his promises are clear to 
me. I am against continuing him,” said Commissioner 
M. R. Newnham.

“The great big fact that sticks in my craw is that 
gambling has been open and the chief has failed to stop 
it. W e have not proved corruption, but we have faced 
inefficiency at the least,” said Commissioner T. G. Deffe- 
bach.

Mayor M. It. Hagaman and Commissioner R, M, 
Davenport were in favor of further investigation of the 
police department. “ If there is one good man down 
there, and only one, we want to find him,’’ said Mayor 
Hagaman.

\ One civilian and several officers were investigated at 
the meeting of the commission. The civilian testified 

rthat he had been in a gambling house on Marston street, 
opposite the Presbyterian church, on Monday afternoon, 
and that a hundred men were present, fifty of them play­
ing, He said that two officers of the Ranger police de­
partment were present, one in plain clothes, the other in 
uniform. :

“From the street you could watch the numbers of 
men entering the stairway and coming down, between 4 
and 5 p. in. Monday. The testimony of Parrish the day 
before was that gambling had been closed at 10 p. m, 
Sunday. ^

“In the room where the games were going on, one of 
the dealers said that the two big houses down town were 
dosed up on account of some jam with the police, but 
that it probably would be straightened out that night,” 
continued the witness.

An effort was made to locate the officers reported to 
he present at that game, without success.

In regard to gambling one of the officers, when 
asked, “ Did you know gambling had opened up again in 
Ranger?” replied, “I didn’t know it ever quit.”

“ The chief told us not to do any raiding without he 
knew it. We had raided all these other places and there 
was a kick,”

“ The duel was working under orders himself, I 
thought. There was someone holding him back.”

Other officers testified that no white men had been 
arrested for gambling lately.

WHY?
WHY has open gambling persisted in spite of general 

knowledge of it?
WHY did Chief of Police Parrish wait until Sunday night 

to close the open games, in the most recent siege of gambling, 
when he admitted knowledge o f  them as early as Thursday?

WHY did the chief tell a representative ©f the Times that 
“his hands were tied” and tell the city commissioners that no one 
had a string to him?

If his hands were tied, why did he not tell who had tied 
them?

WHY has Ranger gairfeck in Mayor riagaman’s words, a 
“notorious” reputation because^ of the open gambling under 
Parrish’s regime?

WHY did he want co-opera t ton of the commissioners in exe 
cuting a task that demanded the attention of any conscientious 
officer?

WHY did he evade and say, “ Close the cabarets and I ’ll 
close gambling?

WHY did he fall down on his last promise to the city, that 
he would close every open gambling game in town and keep it 
closed? •

WHY was the original pledge, given when Parrish took o f­
fice, broken?

No gun-toting;
No high-jacking;
NO GAMBLING.

WHY are conditions in Ranger “ so rotten, so crude, so 
stinking” that a city commissioner should feel ashamed of the 
office he holds?

WHY does Parrish claim he wants the cabarets closed, when 
he called a meeting of several cabaret owners in his home and 
suggested that they secure an attorney to obtain an injunction 
restraining county officials from  closing cabarets, and offered 
to help them secure this injunction?

These questions are being aiked by citizens who want a law- 
abiding citizenship and realize the laxity of law enforcement.

Without opportunity to make bond, he was locked up and held from 7:30 p. in. 
to 3 a. ul, when he was released on his recognizance, Leading citizens offered to sign 
bonds, in any amount necessary, that he might be freed. They were told that the o f­
fense was not bailable. Later, he was released with no forfeit posted.

Prior to the printing of Wednesday’s issue of the Times, Chief of Police Byron 
B. Parrish called up the Times office and told the business manager.

“ If you print the account of the commissioners’ meeting held Tuesday in which 
my resignation was suggested, I will lock horns with you good and strong. There’s 
a case against one of your men which can be brought up.”

In attempting to suppress news life Times may print, with intimidation and 
Ihreal, Parrish is not only attempting a foolishly futile thing, but is striking, and in a 
clumsy way, at a bigger thing than one man, or group of men, a bigger thing than 
one city. He is striking at a bigger thing than one newspaper, or the newspapers 
which will lake up the fight. He is striking at one of the corner-stones of the liberty 
on which America’s plan of government is based.

lie is attempting to muzzle the press.
There have existed, before now, men who considered themselves large enough 

that they could turn a deaf ear to the mouthpieces of the people, or that they could 
dictate the words that those organs should utter. The theory has been held, at times, 
that some men were big enough and strong enough, that they could say when to keep 
silent.

The annals of American journalism are records, thank God, of the failure of 
such intimidation and attempted suppression.

The Times stands for a clean city. It has supported movements for such a city 
in ils news columns, and editorially.

AND PARRISH'S THREAT
Following the account printed in yesterday’s issue 

of the Daily Times concerning the investigation of Chief 
of Police Parrish by the city commission, Larry Smits, 
editor of Ihe Ranger Daily Times, was arrested by 
Chief of Police Parrish, as he left the hall where the city 
commission had been investigating open ^gambling -and 
debating the suggested resignation of Parrish, Mr. Smits, 
was arrested on a complaint preferred  ̂b y the alieg ed 
husband of a former cabaret girl of this city, lie  was 
taken to police headquarters, searched, and locked in one 
of the cells of the city jail,

The arrest was at 7 :30. Two members of the Daily 
Times force who tried to see him, were, denied the right 
to talk to him.

About 8:30 he was taken from the cell by Desk Ser­
geant Reynolds and allowed to talk to City Secretary 
Armstrong, He was then taken.back to the run-around 
and kept there until 1 o’clock this morning.,-

He was taken out again and questioned by Parrish, 
and put back until about 3 o’clock in the morning, when 
he was released on his own recognizance.

Today he pleaded guilty to a misdemeanor and paid 
a fine.

Before being released, Mr, Smits told C 
in emphatic terms that the Times reserved 
print the truth and publish the news no matter where it 
hit.

Byron Parrish called the manager of the Times yes­
terday afternoon and stated that if the account of the 
session of the city commission was published lie would 
“lock horns with the Times force and get even.”

He threatened yesterday afternoon to Arrest Larry 
Smits if the article concerning him was published,

Mr, Smits is not the first newspaper editor who has 
been subjected to arrest on account of his stand for a 
clean town. The Daily Times stands for a clean town 
and clean officials. It stands for the suppression of open 
gambling, which is a felony under Texas laws, for the 
suppression of rampant prostitution, the enforcement of 
the law, and the removal of all officials who are unable 
to enforce the laws they swore to uphold.

! who has since been unable to recal; 
‘ his name or where he conies from 
j The man appears to be rational 
and physically normal in every re­
spect, but his mind is a blank or 
events in his past life.

This much was gleaned from him 
Monday following a cross-examina 
tion by Chief of Detectives John Con­
nolly. He believes his name is How 
ard and that he came to Fort Wortl 
from Kansas City. There was noth­
ing on his clothes (hat gave the po 
lice the slightest clew to his identity 
except a laundry mark on his collar, 
which bore the initials “ II. L. T.”

The man is about 40 years old and 
six feet tall. He has a ruddy com­
plexion. high cheekbones and a sharp 
nose. His hair is turning gray, but 
this is believed to be premature, as 
his face is free from any wrinkles.

WILL DISCUSS

J. F. Drienhofer of the Chamber of 

Commerce good roads committee 
Wednesday was in Eastland in con­
ference with Judge C. R. Starnes to 
arrange for a meeting of Ranger men 
with county highway officials on the 
routing of the road south from 
Ranger to Desdemona.

The utility to 
the city, he said, was more important, 
in view of the share of the expense, 
than the items of cost and engineer­
ing recommendations.

WAR LESSONS 
TO AID MAN IN 
TIME OF PEACE

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Jan. 29.— 
Lessons in plastic surgery learned in 
war are to be adapted to the needs of 
peace to the end that facial injuries 
received in accidents, industrial or 
otherwise, may be so treated that dis­
figurement may be reduced to a mini­
mum or entirely eliminated.

One of the leaders in the movement 
is Dr. Y. II. Kazanj ian, of the chair 
of oral surgery at Harvard Dental 
school. Dr. Eazanjian was a major 
in the first Harvard unit, and during 
the war restored the faces of hun­
dreds of soldiers whose faces were 
.partly shot away, whose jaws were 
shattered, whose noses were mutilated 
or whose tongues were paralyzed. He 
is now engaged in fitting the surgical 
methods lie learned in war to the 
needs of peace.
, In his laboratory, , surrounded by 
plaster casts that illustrate the meth­
ods he uses, Dr. Kazanjian outlined 
some of the surgical principles and 
practices he follows:

“ It was not I,” he said, “ nor was it 
my assistants. It was, the great need 
of the times that evolved the tech­
nique which made it possible for in­
jured men to speak again, to look 
something like they did before,. Take 
the need, add patiebce and hope, and 
resourcefulness, and you have the in­
gredients that will bripg the surgeon 
to success in most cases of shattered 
jaws, paralyzed tongues, noses shot 
away. Small credit is due the doctor 
when we consider the-enormous need 
that made the new invention neces­
sary.

“ First of all, you have to see to the 
general health of the man. Perhaps 
the whole lower portion of his face is 
gone. You have to prevent hemor­
rhage, see that you keep him alive, 
and that he doesn’t develop septicae­
mia. Then you have to feed the man.

“ You must remember that in most 
of these cases the patient, whether in 
war or in industrial accident, can 
neither eat nor speak. So a tube has 
to be let down his throat or inserted 
through his nose to provide liquid 
nourishment.

“ First the oral surgeon lias to see 
what the gunshot, or the' automobile 
accident, or the pitiless factory ma­
chinery has left in the way of bone 
or tissue, to be patched together.. 
Bring the shattered bones together or 
hold them together by mechanical ap­
pliances to prevent deformity. Then 
stitch or suture the parts-into their 
original shape as nearly as you can.

“ The majority of eases may be. 
brought to decent shape in four or 
five weeks. When thhro has been loss 
of the lower jaw or part of the nose, 
or much tissue, you have your real 
difficulties.”

TRINIDAD WILL 
SEE BIG BOOM
International News Service.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 29.—Consid­
erable attention has recently been 
drawn to Trinidad, British West In­
dies, in connection with the boom of 
oil throughout the world. Spectacular 
advances have marked the shares of 
companies listed in London interested 
in oil developments in Trinidad, and 
there seems now a rapid movement to 
organize new companies to drill for 
petroleum on this island, according to 
reports received by the department of 
commerce from the American consul 
there.

The leading companies have de­
termined on a policy of further ex­
pansion, and in their keen competi­
tion for the purchase of lands thought 
to be oil bearing, the price for such 
lands has been as high as $509 per 
acre when indications of finding oil 
seemed especially favorable. This ap­
plies only to private lands, as all 
crown or government lands in the 
mineral oil districts have been covered 
long ago by concessions to British 
companies to explore, prospect and 
mine for petroleum.

The Island of Trinidad has an area 
of 1,862 square miles, being almost 
the size of the State of Delaware. 
The petroleum indications are con­
fined to the southern part of the is­
land, and particularly along several 
mere or less clearly defined Anticlines 
which follow an approximately east 
to west course.

The Trinidad government receives 
royalties of ten per cent on the value 
of oil obtained from the crown lands, 
a.s well as an excise duty of eight 
cents per gallon on the oil produced 
in the colony or removed from a pub­
lic warehouse. The local oil companies 
receive a fair measure of protection 
from outside competition, since, in ad­
dition to the excise tax, a duty of 
twelve cents per gallon is imposed on 
kerosene and other refined petroleum 
burning oils, and eight cents per gal­
lon on motor spirits, including ben­
zine, gasoline, naptha and petrol spir­
its generally. In 1918 the imports of 
kerosene oil from the United States 
amounted to $128,774, and of other 
kinds of mineral bils $106,664.
