ITALIAN CITIES SHOW
BIG POPULATION GAINS

By Associated Press
ROME.—The cry for the tourists of 

America, England and France is 
heard throughout Italy. It is as strong 
in Venice, Florence, Naples and Ge­
noa as in Rome.

But Italian- cities have increased 
their population at such an amazing 
rate ^uring/the war that there seems 
to he no room for tourists. Hotels in 
all the larger cities are crowded to 
overflowing at all times. Apartments 
and house's arc not available af any 
price; Rents have been kept down 
by lav/ and municipal authorities are 
hard-pressed to find shelter for the 
population that has flocked to the 
cities.

Rome had only 550,000 inhabitants 
before the opening of the war. It now 
has 300,000, and seems to- be grow­
ing daily. There are few foreigners. 
One seldom hears anything but Italian 
spoken in hotels, cafes and theaters. 
But the streets are crowded day and 
night.

In its. palmiest days Rome had 3,- 
000,000 inhabitants. But in the thir­
teenth century, when the papacy 
moved to Avignon, in France, the once 
grand capital of the ancient world 
became a deserted ruin with only 13,- 
000 inhabitants.

FORT WORTH, Jan. 22,—Final fig­

ures touching on operations in the 
North Central Texas oil fields for the 
year just passed, have been compiled. 
Several estimates on the operations 
have previously been mad-., some 61.' 
which have been approximately cor­
rect. Exact figures show that dur­
ing the year there were total com­
pletions in the North Central Texas 
territory of 3,347 wells, 2,570 of 
which were producing oil wells, 685 
were dry holes and 92 were gas wells.

Nearly 77 per cent of all the wells 
completed in these fields were pro­
ducers, while only 20 per cent were 
dry holes and less than 4 per cent 
were gas wells. Total new produc­
tion for the ;/eav amounted to 1,239,- 
600 barrels daily, or an 'average of 
443 barrels daily per well. The nine­
ty-two gas wells had a total initial 
output of 1,094,000,000 cubic feet 
dai 1 y.

New production was about evenly 
divided between the deep sands or 
lime fields generally spoken of as the 
Rang')’ territory, and the shallow 
Hand wells in the extreme northern 
Dart of the state known as the Wichi­
ta. Falls or Burkburnett territory. 
New production in The shallow sand 
district amounted to 569,225 barrels, 
while the new production in the deep 
sand district farther south was 570,- 
380 barrels.

The shallow sand district had a to­
tal of 1,952 completions, 1,523 of 
which were producing oil wells, 417 
were dry holes and twelve were gas 
wells. * In the deep sand territory 
there were 1,395 completions, 1,047 of 
■ Hicb \ < re .u oducing oHj wel 
dry holes and 80 were gas wells.

35 PERSONS ARE
REWARDED FOR 
THEIR HEROISM

By Associated Press
PITTSBURG, Jan. 22.—Thirty-five 

acts of heroism were recognized by 
the Carnegie hero fund commission at 
its sixteenth annual meeting h re to­
day. Two silver medals and thirty- 
three bronze medals were awarded. 
Thirteen persons lost their lives while 
trying to save others and pensions ag 
gregatino- $5,820 a year were granted 
to the dependents of seven of them, 
while to the dependents of three oth­
ers $4,100 were awarded to be spent 
as the commission may sanction. In 
seven cases $11,200 was given for ed­
ucational purposes, and in thirteen 
cases $9,500 was awarded for other- 
worthy causes.

Two of those who lost their lives 
were little girls, Lottie C. Steen, who 
was killed while trying to drag a 9- 
vear-old boy from a railroa l track in 
front of an approaching tram, at 
Dale, Minn., and Marjorie A. Brown, 
age 14, who was drowmed wlv'le trying 
to save a girl companion in the Goose 
river at Belfast, Me.

Owen Gaiter, of 333 East Seven­
teenth avenue, Denver, Col , a moving 
picture camera operator, was drowned 
in the Arkansas river at Canon City, 
Col., July 1, 1914. Mrs. Grace E. For­
man, to act her part in a moving pic­
ture play, had ridden a horse into the 
river where the current was swift. The 
horse fell and threw Mrs. Forman in­
to the water. Carter was drowned 
while trying* to save har.

Lloyd A. Osborne, a dentist of Sioux 
City, Iowa, lost his fife at Fremont, 
Iowa, Avhile attempting to save an­
other man, and the Rev. Walton E. 
Bruner, of Ekron, Ky., was drowned 
while trying to save Osborne.

LONDON.—A. Hayday, labor mem­
ber of parliament, who is the father 
of seventeen children and has an in­
come of $70 weekly, declares there 
;s a growing movement in Great Brit­
ain “which may be termed a ‘moth­
ers’ strike,’ ” due to the hard row the 

j lower and middle classes have in 
maintaining a home. He resents 

j suggestions those classes should 
| strive to make up the war wastages 
| in man power.
i “These people definitely preach we 
i must have increases in our popula­
tion,” said Mr. Hayday. “ If these 
people were to go around holding pub­
lic meetings advocating their views 
before the mothers of the country 
thev would be mobbed.

“ The many women who have to do 
their best to keep life in their chil­
dren by buying them penny cubes of 
some meat extract and by some spe­
cial favor obtain bones from the 
butcher for soup, are in no mood to 
add indefinitely to their present 
crushing anxieties.

“ Many of these mothers and fa­
thers have to sacrifice their own 
meals to provide food for their chil­
dren.

“ There is growing over the country 
today a woman’s movement which 
may be called a ‘mothers’ strike.’ And 
who can blame these women ? It is 
really a condition of things more se­
rious than any epidemic ever could be.

“ The women of England have come 
definitely to decline to accent the re­
sponsibility of bearing children un­
less and until the public or state gives

definite assurances that the mother 
will be exalted and lifted to the high­
er pinnacle which she deserves to oc­
cupy.

“ Fathers and mothers not only are 
harassed by the increased cost of liv­
ing, but they also are nunt/u from 
the houses they occupy and are re­
fused admittance into others because 
their children arc declared to be a 
nuisance.

“The ‘mother strike’ will continue 
until mothers are afforded more pro­
tection than they now receive from 
those in authority and in a position 
to provide such protection.

“ It is my view, mothers should re­
ceive a guarantee of a minimum pen­
sion of $2.20 weekly for each child un­
der the age of 14. There should be 
local boards under the health min­
istry to increase the grant up to $4.20 
a week, or more in special cases.

“ Until that time arrives it will not 
6a advisable for public men to face 
the women of England and urge in­
creased population.”

Mr. Hayday says he has to add to 
his fixed income through lectures in 
Order to maintain six of his twelve 
living children who reside with him. 
and to.maintain his family they have 
to forego such things as cake, canned 
fruits, tomatoes, custards, wines, spir­
its. beer, theaters or music halls and 
holidays.

“ Under present conditions the talk 
of bigger families is sentimental 
twaddle,” Mr. Hayday asserts.

Medium Aided
by Ghostly Rod

International News Service.
LONDON.—Has Mr. W. F. Hunn- 

dall, of Camberwell, who is offering 
a salary of $5,000 a year to a really 
reliable medium, yet got into touch 
with Miss Kathleen Goligher, of Bel­
fast ?

Miss Goligher’s amazing claims as 
a medium are being set forth with 
great wealth of detail by Prof. W. J. 
Crawford, of Belfast university, in a 
series of volumes, of which the first 
two have been published, says the 
London Daily Mail, apparently sug­
gesting an answer to its own ques­
tion.

Dr. Crawford’s experiments have 
differed essentially from those of al- 
nost every other investigator into 

spiritualistic phenomena, because, be­
ing a highly trained mechanical engi­
neer, he has concentrated upon the 
purely material side of the subject.

Miss Goligher can lift and turn up­
side down a heavily weighted table 
with which neither she nor anyone 
else Das any apparent contact.

She can produce also—or cause to 
be produced by some force over which 
she exercises control — tremendous 
rappings that can be heard outside 
the house.

She can ring handbells without 
touching them and cause trumpets to 
float about in the air.

The phenomena themselves are not 
unusual; it is the engineer’s exp’ana- 
tion which sets them apart. This ex­
planation, supported so far by the 
printed particulars of f28 experi­
ments. is that all the phenomena are 
caused by flexible rodlike project'ons 
from the body of the medium.

These rods are said to be com­
posed of an ethereal substance which, 
under certain conditions, is visible, 
and which is cold, clammy, and “ rep-1 
tilian” to the touch.

They can combine to form a bar or j 
girder of extraordinary Ngiditv rnd i 
power, and this rod can both pu’I and 
push.

At its extremity it has something 
in the nature of a sucker which en­
ables it to take hold of and manipu­
late objects, and by striking the end 
upon the floor it can produce small

raps or loud thumps, imitate the 
sound of a bouncing ball, a trotting 
horse, or the sawing of wood, and 
make an immense variety of other 
noises.

The rod, according to Dr. Crawford, 
can be thrust out of the medium’s 
body to a length of about five feet, 
and is controlled from within the 
body.

The professor has employed what 
appear to be effective safeguards 
against fraud in all his experiments 
and his conclusions are based upon 
elaborate mechanical tests.

Applying his knowledge as an en­
gineer to the problem of how it is 
done, and taking into consideration 
all his safeguards to prevent ordi­
nary physical contact with the table 
cither by Miss Goligher or any other 
person present. Dr. Crawford was 
forced to the conclusion that some 
sort of connection in the form of an 
invisible cantilever exists between the 
medium and the table.

So great is the force developed that 
the strongest man cannot prevent the 
table from leaving the floor.

The table, once levitated, strongly 
objects to being pushed to the floor, 
and few persons can push it there.

| no matter how they try. Then after 
a struggle with the levitating force 
the table again becomes tranquil on 
the floor, and the visitor is invited to 
sit on it.

But he does not sit long. In a mo­
ment or two it gently rises on two 
legs and slides him off.

The experiments take place in a 
fairly strong red light, not a fu’l 
white light — the point upon which 
criticism fastens most readily.

Dr. Crawford declares, however, that 
on numberless occasions he has been 
under the table during levitations, as 
well as on it and all around it, with­
out detecting the smallest indication 
of deception.

Successful demonstrations have tak­
en place in a number of different 
houses, though most of them have 
been in an attic at Miss Goligher’s 
own home in Belfast.

Miss Goligher is 21 years of age. 
She is a healthy, serious-minded girl, 
and intensely interested in the ex­
periments, during which she is always 
conscious.
