~ WASHINGTON, Teb. 2.—Interest
‘n the Texas delegation to both' the
San Francisco and Chicago conven-
10n< is being evmced by party lead-
s in Washington. The Democratic
delegation will, of course, be a for-
midable factor at San Francisco and
may play as important a 'part as at
Baltimore in 1912 when the Texas
and Pennsylvania delegations stand-
ing firmly by Woodrow Wilson until
the big Clark lead was finally whittled
awav, But for the adamantine stand
of these two delegations Clark would
have been the standard bearer.
It is generally believed here that
the Texas delegation at San Francisco
will be for William G. McAdoo, un-
less the Hoover movement attracts a
stronger following in the Lone Star
state than is how apparent. But in
the event that McAdoo cannot be
nominated on the early ballots what
will be the attitude of the Texas del-
egation? Will it stand out for Mec-
Adoo as it did for Wilson?
The Baltimore convention, it will
be remembered, lasted more than a
week, despite the fact that Champ
(Lnk went into the convention lack-
‘ng only a few votes less than the
two-thirds necessary to nominate. It
is now believed that no candidate will
2o to .San Francisco with as many
lelegates as Clark took to Baltimore.
‘herefore the Democratic convention
long-drawn-out affair — a deadlock
lasting for ten days or two weeks.

He is known to believe that the for-
ner food administrator is excellent
nresidential material. The Texas del-
sgation at San Francisco wx]l be well
worth watching.

Neither Senator Culberson nor Sen-
ator : Sheppard have announced a

sresidential preference. The eighteen
Texas members of the house are di-
vided between McAdoo, Hoover,
Palmer and Cex, with the preponder-
imce of sentiment toward McAdoo.

Texas will send twenty-three dele-
gates to the Chicago Republican con-
vention, four at large and one each
from the eighteen congressional dis-
tricts, with the exception of the four-
Loenth or San Antonio district, where
the Republican vote is sufhr:xentl}
large to entitle it to two delegates.
Texas i1s of little use to Republi-
cans in November, but its convention
votes are extremely desirable. Sen-
ator Poindexter was first in Texas for
:ampaign purposes, having. estab-
:ished state headquarvers at San An-
.onjo with S. Engleking as state man-
ager. But the Poindexter candidacy
is not taken seriously. Senator Hard-
ing and Governor Lowden have been
looking over the state from a distance
and are said to have strength there.
‘t is also said there is little Wood
seniment in the state.

Reports from Texas have: it that
the sentiment among the rank and
file is for Gen. John J. Pershing, who
lived in the state so long and has
qualities which particularly appeal to
Texans. Indeed, the Pershing boom-
ers intend to make a real contest for
the Texas delegatios 1o Chicago. The
leader of the A. E. F. is not an ac-
iive candidate, but would accept if
'rnfted. and his friends are out, to
see that he is drated.

Pershing boomers say that the is-
sue in. Texas is whether Republican
voters shall express their real choice,
or whether the delegation from that
Sate shall be controlled by Senator

enrose as usual and give its vote to
1 reactionary candidate.

Headquarters of Republican candi-
dates are clutteering up the landscape
around Washington these days. Sen-
ator Warran G. Harding of Ohio is
the latest to get his campaign under
way from Washingtou neadquarters.
I'he Harding headquarters are in the
old McKinley suite at the Ebbitt ho-
tel, where the martyr president lived
vith Mrs. McKinley curing his long
service in congress.

Governor Lowden has headquarters
n the Munsey building, as also has
Senator Poindexter. General Wood
s quartered at the Willard and Gov-
srnor Coolidge at the Raleigh.

Meanwhile, though there is much
VlcAdoo, Hoover, Cox and Palmer
talk, not one of the Democratic can-
didates has opened headquarters. Po-
litical observers say that this will
really be an aid to the Democratic
rampaign. The lack of Democratic
announcements, of course, is due to
the fact that Presicent Wilson has
not given an expression of his wishes
or desires. \

There is no Democratic candidates
the Republicany candidates are shoot-
ing at one another and some things
re Lo be said by one another in the
Republican ranks that it not going to
scund so well when one of them is
finally nominated at hicago. The
Democrats, confident that the coun-
ry’s sentiment is turning their way,
are  in  bomb-proof entrenchments
merrily watching the Kepublicans
shooting at each other.

Unquestionably Governor Lowden
of iliinoig is now leading the Repub-
lican field, with General Wood a close
second. The old guard right now is
Sehind Lowden. A large part of the
Roosevelt, following 1s hehind Wood.
Neither will be neminated, though
they will be thc convention leaders
m the first half dozen ballots.

The fact that neither will have
anough votes to nominate and that
they are so unalterably opposed to
one another that the Lowden men will
nevey swing to Wood or the Wood
men to Lowden makes it apparent
that some other man will be nomi-
nated. That man is very likely to be
either Senator Warren G. Harding or
Gen. John J. Pershing.

OLDEN, 'Fexas, Feb. 2.—Olden is
a small but” growing town in the oil
field. Very few people of the outside
world would care to locate Olden on
. the map, but those few that would
could not for the simple reason that
it is newer than most of the newest
_maps, being less than one year old.
Midway between Eastland and Ran-
ger, two of the large oil corporations
decided in one case to locate a sup-
ply house, in the other both swpply
hoilse and machine shops. At that mo-
ment Olden ceased to be merely a
gitle track of the Texas & Pacific raii-
road and became a town, and’ from
that moment a housing problem has
existed.
With the advent of the big oil com-
panies large production was found al-

most at Olden’s back doer and from |

all directions workers were coming
, erying for a place in which to live,
Such few dwellings as were suitable
were snapped up at high prices or else

" yented at a tariff no ordinary mortal
could stand. Nevertheless, leases sold
on living quarters as readily as did
rayalties on production.
- Shacks and tents sprang up as
stars into the sky at dusk. Olden at
that stage was d minature Ranger.
Yet, as at Ranger, the demand for ‘a
decent place to live was ever increas-
ing, with nothing being done to sup-
ply that demand.
Time and dgam the business men,
who had come with the rest, were as-
sailed because they did not bulld rent
houses. But, as they themselves ex-

plained, they were ‘all .comparatively
peor men, having in many instances
staked their last dollar upon the fu-
- ture of Olden, and they were not able,
even if willing, to spend large sums
in building tenant hotuses. Yet they

. viewed the situation with grave alaym.

They knew that if something was not
done’ many would come and go away,
carrying with them the word that one
could not make a home in Olden.

At last, in desperation, the business
men of thc town. formed a chamber
of commerce, thinking some method
could be found to solve this condition
that was daily driving business from
their doors. At their first meeting the
subject which was uppermost in every
mind was discussed and every man
present agreed that something had to
be domne. But what? Nobody knew.
They adjourned no nearer a solution
of their problem than when they be-
gan. ;
At their second meeting, a week
ter, a man who had for many years
een a circus man, George Myer,

took charge of the meeting. He had an
idea that was good and intended to
put it over. He told the men in that
meeting that there was oniy one way
to get more houses and that was for
some one to start building in guanti-
ties, then others would follow in iIn-
creasing (uantities. He admitted
frankly that he did not  blame any
man for noi wanting to invest a large
amount of money in rent houses, but
he said: “There are encugh of us here
that by putting in, each of us from
$10 to $100, we can build at once two
houses and never miss the money, and
my plan is this: we will form our-
selves into a company to be known as
“The Oldén House Building club.’

“Qur sole purpose will be to:build
houses. Each house we build will be
a separate club; shares will be $10
each, each member taking as few or
as many as he cares for. The houses,
upon completion, will be sold or rent-
ed: If sold, the rate of profit will'be
only ten per cent and the sale price
will be distributed as a liquidation
divident. The officers in this company
are to act without pay.” ;

This plan was ddOptOd Several
months have passed sinec its incep-
tien, but the Olden club is still build-
ing three to five houses cach week,
and they have made money. As fast
as the houses are built, there is a buy-
er waiting. But that is not all. Myer,
the ex-circus man, knew  his crowd.
As soon as the house club was in full
swing, others began to build homes
a swell as rent houses, as he knew
they would.

The latest and biggest thing the
Olden House club has done is to sub-
scribe funds and begin the erection of
a two-story fire-proof business house,
to cost in the neighborhood of $10,000.
The upper story is to be divided into

1lodge room and offices, the rear of the

lowct story to house the post office
and the balance of the room to be
utilized as a merchantile establish-
ment.

Olden still has a housing problem,
but the wonderful work of the House
Building club, acting together in per-
fect harmony as they have, has done
a lot toward eradicating in Olden this
evil that seems to be prevalent over
the state.
