Former Secretary Advocates 
Giving Delegates 

Free Hand.

NEW YORK, Feb. 18.— W il­
liam Gibbs McAdoo announced 
today that he would not permit 
his name to be used on the 
presidential primary ballots in 
the various states and advo­
cated sending uninstructed 
delegates to the Democratic na­
tional convention.

The former secretary of the 
treasury said that he believed 
the highest constructive leader­
ship can best be obtained if 
“the national interest is not 
submerged in a contest of in­
dividual candidates.

“ I am not seeking the nomi­
nation,” wrote Mr. McAdoo, 
“ and I am reluctant to do any­
thing that would create the ap­
pearance of a candidacy.”

McAdoo’s views were ex­
pressed in a letter to Miller 
Bell, mayor of Milledgeville, 
Ga., in response to a telegram 
saying that citizens of Mc­
Adoo’s boyhood home had 
placed his name on the presi­
dential preferential ticket.

“ Personally,” Mr. McAdoo 
continued, “I would be de­
lighted if the next Democratic 
convention might actually be a 
great democratic conference 
where the utmost freedom of 
action should prevail a n d  
w h e r e high service alone 
should control.”

HamonNo. 6  
Hamilton to

Civil Cases Swamp 
One District Court

EASTLAND, Feb. 18.—The civil 

docket of the district coui't will occu­
py the time of Judge, E. A. Hill the 
entire week. Owing to sickness, it is 
hard to get any case to trial. Of the 
twenty-six civil cases set for Monday, 
there was no case ready for tl’ial and 
the jury was excused until Tuesday 
morning.

New suits are piling into the dis­
trict court daily. During the month 
of January 102 cases were filed. Dur­
ing the first fourteen days of Febru­
ary there have been seventy new 
cases. While there are more than 
one thousand cases on the dockets, if 
business keeps up at the rate of the 
last forty days, there will perhaps be 
1500 cases on the docket on the first 
day of the March term.

It is impossible for one judge to 
handle all the new business, and the 
need is growing for an additional dis­
trict court for Eastland county. The 
grand jury that adjourned on Feb. 7 
reported seventy-nine indictments and 
another grand jury will be convened 
on March 1. The county needs an­
other .court to handle the criminal 
business alone, not to speak of the 
need of another court to help handle 
the civil business.

Several days prior the 
university bought another residence 
which is being used as a girls’ dormi­
tory.

STATE BUREAU 
EXPLAINS WAY 

TO GET LIQUOR
Special to The Times.

AUSTIN, Feb. 18.—The following 
statement relative to the regulations 
governing the use and procurement of 
intoxicating liquors for medicinal pur­
poses, is issued by the bureau of in­
ternal revenue.

“ Any physician duly licensed to 
practice medicine and actively en­
gaged in the practice of such profes­
sion may obtain a permit to pre­
scribe intoxicating liquor and maj 
then issue prescriptions for distilled 
spirits, wines or certain alcoholic med­
icinal prepai’ations for medicinal pur­
poses for persons upon whom he is in 
attendance in cases where he believes 
that the use of the liquor as a medi­
cine is necessary. In no case may spi- 
ituous liquor be prescribed by one or 
more physicians in excess of one pint 
for the same person within any per­
iod of ten days.

“ No specific limitation is placed up­
on the quantity of wines which maj 
be prescribed lor medicinal purposes. 
The regulations merely require that 
no prescription be issued for a great­
er quantity than is necessary for use 
as a medicine. Physicians who do not 
hold permits to prescribe intoxicating 
liquor are under no circumstances 
permitted to issue prescriptions.

“ All prescriptions for intoxicating 
liquor are required to be written on 
prescription blanks prescribed by the 
regulations (Form 1403), and to be 
provided by the bureau, except that 
in emergency cases physicians may 
use their regular prescription blanks 
provided the same contain the date ol 
issue, amount prescribed, to whom is­
sued, and directions for using, stating 
the amount and frequency of dose. 
Pending an adequate supply of the of­
ficial blanks being printed and dis­
tributed to directors and acting di­
rectors, physicians holding permit? 
have been authorized to issue pre­
scriptions on blanks regularly used bj 
them.

“ Prescriptions for intoxicating li­
quor may be filled only by registered 
pharmacists who hold permits author­
izing them to do so, or who are em­
ployed by retail druggists holding 
such permits. Pharmacists and drug­
gists holding such permits will pro­
cure their supplies of intoxicating li­
quor from manufacturers or other 
persons holding permits authorizing 
them to sell liquor.

“ Persons to whom prescriptions for 
intoxicating liquor are issued by phy­
sicians may procure the liquor pre­
scribed through pharmacists or drug­
gists holding permits without obtain­
ing a permit.

“ Physicians may also obtain per­
mits entitling them to procure not 
more than six quarts of distilled spir­
its, wines or certain alcoholic prepa­
rations dui'ing any calendar year for 
administration to their patients in 
emergency cases where delay in pro­
curing liquor on a prescription thru 
a pharmacist might have serious con­
sequence to the patient.

Provision is also made in the reg­
ulations for issuing permits to hos­
pitals and sanatoriums to enable them 
to procure intoxicating liquor to bfe 
administered for medicinal purposes 
to Manufacturing, industrial and 
other establishments maintaining the 
first aid stations, authorizing them to 
procure . such liquor for administra­
tion to their employes for medicinal 
purposes in emergency cases.

“ All applications for permits above 
referred to should be made on Fornt 
1404 in triplicate and forwarded to 
Collector of Internal Revenue.

“ Complaints of exorbitant charges 
for liquor for medicinal purposes 
which place the dispensers thereof in 
the class of profiteers will be investi­
gated,’’

35,444 national guaifsmen in the 
United States and nearly one-third of 
these are in Texas, according to the 
Army and Navy Journal. The au­
thorized strength of the guard is 155, 
482, but owing to inactivity in most 
states the militia is just 120,038 men 
short of the quota, the Journal says.

In quotas, New York ranks first of 
all the states, and Texas second. Tex­
as’ quota is 11,427, and this figure is 
over-enlisted by eighty men, with a 
total of 11,507, says the Journal, 
whereas New York, with a quota of 
20.497, has a present strength of 
only 2,386.

William K. Carlisle, employed as gauger, was working 
near the tank at the time of the accident and received the full 
force of the explosion. His body was badly dismembered. 
He had been employed as a gauger for five months, was not 
married and had no relatives in this district.

Ed Gender, employed on the Prairie pipe line, also was in 
the building at the time of the explosion and was hurled through 
the roof and fell to the ground about five feet from the build­
ing. His escape from instant death was miraculous. Portions 
of his apparel are still hanging to the sides of the narrow hole 
through which he passed: .....

UNIONS AND THE LEGION. 
There is a mistaken belief that has 

been evidenced in Ranger on mote 
than one occasion that there are dif 
fei’ences between the American Le­
gion, nationall, and organized labor 
and that fidelity to < ne of these 
causes precludes any affiliation With 
the other. At a recent meeting of the 
Legion, it was mentioned and mem­
bers of the Carl Barnes Post made 
it clear that locally, as well as na­
tionally, there should be basis for the 
belief.

The theory that the Legion has as 
sisted, or even countenanced the as 
sistance, of Red propaganda in the 
United States is answered in the con­
stitution’s declaration for 100 per 
cent. Americanism, and in the nation­
wide help given the Centralia, Wash­
ington, post in its legal battle for 
justice meted to the radicals who 
broke up an Armistice Day celebra­
tion and killed'four Legion men last 
November. The local post gave its fi­
nancial aid to this cause.

Nor has the Legion as an organi­
zation stood behind, or approved, any 
strike-breaking activities.. Its mem­
bers are not subject to call in any 
such movement.

Members of the Legion are, in many 
instances, members in good standing 

, of labor unions. There is nothing in 
the creed of their organization as 
workers in peace time, which con­
flicts.

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FORMER SENATOR JOE BAILEY 
ATTACKS LEAGUE OF NATIONS, 

PROHIBITION, WOMAN SUFFRAGE

' GAINESVILLE, Feb. 18.—Former 
Senator Joseph Weldon Bailey, in an 
address here this afternoon, assailed 
“ progressive democracy” as exempli­
fied in the present national adminis­
tration, scored governmental “ extrav­
agance,” taxation and the league of 
nations, and pronounced the federal 
prohibition and woman suffrage am­
endments invasion of state rights.

Much interest attached to Mr. Bail­
ey’s utterances as many auditors ac­
cepted it as the “ opening gun” of 
the state campaign to be carried on 
by the “ Bailey faction” of Texas dem­
ocrats ,which declared at a conference 
in Fort Worth last fall its opposition 
to the present state and federal ad­
ministrations and urged a return to 
the “principles of Jefferson.”

Those principles, Mr. Bailey said in 
his prepared address, “were once cher­
ished by every man in this country 
who called himself a democrat; but 
within the last few years a strange 
sect, calling themselves ‘progressive 
democrats,’ had arisen among us, and 
their leaders boldly proclaim that 
while our principles were sufficient 
in the days of our fathers, they can­
not be applied to the conditions under 
Which we now live.”

The speaker declared that conten­
tion “ not true,” for principles never 
change; “ they are as immutable as 
truth and justice,” but, “disregarding 
that obvious vital truth, these proph­
ets of a new cult, when they came 
into power, now almost seven years 
ago, proceeded to substitute ‘progres­
sive policies’ for democratic princi­
ples.

“ That was an experiment in 1918; 
it is an experience now*, and the result 
is an almost universal discontent,” 
the former senator continued. “ What 
else but evil could a democrat have 
expected when he saw the principles 
of our party abandoned and socialis­
tic vagaries adopted by those whom 
We had chosen to conduct the gov­
ernment.”

Mr. Bailey compared expenditures 
of the present administration with 
those of Presidents Buchanan and 
Cleveland, in 1860 and 1888, respec­
tively, declaring the per capita cost 
in 1860 was less than $2, while in 
1916 it was more than $17. In 1916, 
Mr. Bailey said, “ the Wilson ex­
penses were $1,800,000,000, while dur­
ing the fiscal year it will require $5,- 
249,000,000.” Deducting interest on 
the war debt and other expenditures 
directly caused by the war, “ we still 
have an ordinary expenditure of $4,- 
000,000,000 in the next fiscal vear, as 
against $1,800,000,000 in 1916,” the 
speaker said.

“ They are spending our money like 
drunken sailors,” Mr. Bailey con- 

, tinned. “ They_p.re wasting much of 
it in enterprises which do not relate 
to any proper function of federal gov­
ernment, and they are worse than 
Wasting much of it in multiplying of­
fices until we now have more than 
700,000 federal office-holders.”

Mr. Bailey declared a bill passed by 
the house of representatives and 
pending in the national senate, would, 
if made a law, fix $3 a day as the 
minimum wage paid to any person 
employed by the United States, ex­
cept in the army and navy. “ Under 
it,” he said, “ the negro men who clean 
out the cuspidors and the negro wo­
men who scrub the floors of our fed­
eral buildings would be paid more 

. than the white school teachers of Tex­
as.”

To supply the money for the gov­
ernmental expenses, taxation in this 
country, Mr. Bailey said, “ is rapidly 
approaching the point of confisca­
tion.” He declared himself opposed to 
many war taxes, and said the income 
tax rates ran too high and the exemp­
tions too low.

Declaring that the $1,800,000,000 
collected yearly by the government be­
fore entering the war can be made to 
answer all present purposes, the 
speaker gave this plan of procedure: 
First, refund the bonds the United 
States has issued, and by exempting 
them from all taxation, $500,000,000 
annually on interest would be saved, 
as the interest on the bonds would be 
reduced to 2 1-2 per cent. “ I would di­
vide that $1,800,000,000 into three 
parts; I would first set aside $550,- 
000,000 to pay the interest on the
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$26,000,000,000 public debt; $650,000,- 
000 for a sinking fund; and I would 
compel the government to live on the 
remaining $600,000,000.”

Turning from finances, Mr. Bailey 
explained just what was meant by 
state rights, and then took up ,the fed­
eral prohibition amendment, which he 
declai*ed was “not a question of prohi­
bition; it is a question of state rights 
with me.

“ Never until Mr. Wilson became 
president were the advocates of fed­
eral prohibition able to even bring 
that question to a vote in either 
house of congress. The amendment 
was ratified by every southern state, 
although we were pledged by our prin­
ciples and pur traditions to oppose all 
federal interference with our local af­
fairs.

“ Much as I deplore federal prohibi­
tion,” Mr. Bailey went on, “ I feel sure 
that federal woman suffrage will 
prove the greater evil; because fed­
eral prohibition is not apt to affect 
national legislation on other questions 
—and federal woman suffrage is cer­
tain to do so.

“ For years, and notwithstanding 
the fifteenth amendment, the country 
has acquiesced in partial suppression 
of the negro vote in the south, upon 
the ground that it was largely a local 
matter with our people. But when 
southern democrats themselves have 
made the question of suffrage a na­
tional one by coercing unwilling 
states to extend the franchise to wo­
men, we can no longer ask that we; 
be left to deal with it as a purely lo­
cal question; and if the republicans 
carry the next presidential election, 
with both houses of congress, it is 
practically certain that they will pass 
a federal election law, or a law to en­
force the fourteenth amendment, with 
respect to our representation in con­
gress. They may do both, and what 
argument will we make against

them? If we say that suffrage is a lo­
cal question, they will reply that we 
have voted to make it a national ques­
tion; and the south will some day re­
pent in sackcloth and rishes the folly 
of these supremely stupid congress­
men.”

Referring tri the action of the Tex­
as legislature in ratifying the Woman 
suffrage amendment, Senator Bailey 
pointed out that this action came only 
about forty days after the state voters 
in a special election returned a ma­
jority of 25,000 against Woman suf­
frage. a

“ Within two weeks after our state 
election,’ he continued, “ the senate of 
the United States voted oh the ques­
tion of submitting the federal; suf­
frage amendment, and both senators 
from Texas voted for it, their votes 
helping to give it the necessary * two- 
thirds of the senate.”

The child labor law, the speaker de­
clared, was another invasion of state 
rights; and also warned against the 
“advocates of centralization now sys­
tematically at work to clothe the fed­
eral government with ah exclusive 
power to regulate all commerce—in­
trastate as well as interstate and 
foreign,”— with consequent nullifica­
tion of the power now held by the 
various state railroad commissions. i

There are “ three fundamental and! 
insuperable objections to the league! 
of nations,”  Senator Bailey said. “The! 
first is that it surrenders a part of 
the sovereignty into the r keeping of 
an European council; ,the second is 
that it will involve Us, so long as it 
exists, in European complications; the 
third is that it obligates the United 
States to furnish Soldierk for wars in 
which we might not have the remotest 
interest, i f  eitner one of these objec­
tions can be sustained, no American 
statesman can justify himself in 
voting for this league of nations; arid 
if all these objections can be sus­
tained, it is the most indefensible 
proposition ever presented to the Am­
erican senate for its approval.

“ If this league of nations did not 
compromise the sovereignty of the 
United States, I would Still oppose itj 
because it will involve ouir country in 
every ; European complication which 
occurs so long as we are members of 
it. In that imperishable message 
known as the Farewell Address, 
Washington advised his countrymen 
against all European alliances, and all 
of our great statesmen sipce his time

have united in extolling the wisdom 
of Washington’s advice.”

“ If you older men do not know 
what it \ means for American soldiers 
to fight in Europe, ask ' these splen­
did young, men who saw service there. 
I know what answer they will make. 
Ask them jif they’ are willing to fight 
the wars which j European emperors 
may wage against European kings; 
and if you are not satisfied with; their 
answer, then ask their mothers. I 
know what answer they wilF' make. 
For eight months I saw the mother 
of a soldier in France rise jwith the 
sun every morning, and, dressing her­
self,- wait for the morning (paper to 
be'delivered; I saw her take; that pa­
per, and anxiously scan its Tong list 
of casualties to see if her boy’s name 
was among the dead or wounded. I 
will remember that mother’s anguish 
as lprig as I live, and as long as I 
remember it, so help me God. I Will 
never vote to send her boy back to the 
'old world to fight the battles of arty 
Country except her own.”
