COOK IN FIGHT OVER 

EINSTEIN THEORY

MEXIA, May 10.—Sixteen men 
were killed as the result of the 
explosion at the Hughes-McKie 
well in the Powell field yesterday 
afternoon, according to officials 
of the company here.

The dead are said to be the 
same as in the list of dead given 
out at Corsicana. A brother-in- 
law of Allen, the company’s field 
superintendent, whose name was 
unknown and two other names 
unknown have been added to the 
death list.

It was said at the company’s 
office that the death list might 
be greater.

CORSICANA, Texas, May 10.— 
'Thirteen known dtead and possibly 
two more is believed today the total 
of casualties attending the oil gusher 
of the J. K. Hughes Development 
company on the McKee lease, near 
Powell, which started late yesterday 
afternoon. No reliable information 
is obtainable relative to the number 
of men working at the well when the 
fire was started by a spark caused 
by a cable or a hammer striking h 
new control head. Gas and oil ignited 
immediately and the men were en­
veloped by flames before they could 
move.

The well had come in a few hours 
previously and was reported' flowing 
more than 5,000 barrels of oil and 20,- 
000,000 cubic feet of gas when the 
fire started. It is the third completed 
in the new field from a sand that 
lies between 2,942 and 3,000 feet deep.

Seven bodies are in the morgue, 
charred skeletons can be seen through 
the flames at the well and two per­
sons are missing. It may be several 
days before the dead are definitely 
known, and then only after relatives 
and friends begin inquiring for miss­
ing men.

Steam will be used to put out the 
flames. It was turned on today, but 
it will be several days, it is stated, 
before the flames can be brought un­
der control. The fire is being fed 
constantly, both by the oil and gas 
that continues to pour from the well.

WHY SINGLE OUT 
MOVIE HOUSES? 

ASKS PALMER
Public Sentiment in Ranger 

Shown Favorable to Sun­
day Amusements.

‘‘Why should the moving picture 
houses be singled out for prosecution 
when the law lays that cigarettes, 
cigars, candies and other things must 
not be sold on Sundays,” said W. B. 
Palmer, manager of the Lamb and 
Liberty theatres, relative to the court 
action pending against him in the 
county court at law in Eastland.

Mr. Palmer said he would fight the 
six warrants issued against him by 
County Attorney W. J. Barnes for 
operating his two theatres last Sun­
day. Warrants were issued against 
his moving picture operator and 
ticket seller at both playhouses and 
two against himself as manager of 
both amusement places. He was com­
pelled to put up a total of $1,500 in 
bonds. The case comes up for jury 
trial on May 14.

‘‘If the county prosecutor is insist­
ent on enfoi’cing this law why 
shouldn’t he be impartial about it?” 
Mr. Palmer said. “ Why take a part 
of the statute and enforce it and ig­
nore the rest of it ?

“ If public sentiment were against 
it here or evenly divided, I would not 
attempt to keep the theatres open. A 
year and a half ago, I gent out ques­
tionnaire cards, the names taken from 
the Ranger Gas company’s list, and 
862 were for Sunday shows and 34 
against.”

Mr. Palmer and the managers of 
Eastland theatres are circulating pe­
titions today, which will “ request” 
and “ demand” that if the county 
prosecutor enforces the Sunday law 
against moving picture shows, that he 
also “ exercise the same energy” he 
exercises in closing the moving pic­
ture shows in Eastland and Ranger in 
the enforcement of the Sunday law as 
against any and all persons in every 
locality of the county who may en­
gage in labor, who may sell cigars, 
tobacco, cigarettes, cold drinks of any 
kind, excepting only the statutory ex­
ceptions, and that such prosecutions 
be filed in the county court at law.

The petition, as written up by at­
torneys for the moving picture men, 
declares it to be their belief that the 
matter of Sunday moving pictures is 
purely a local one and “ should be 
handled by the" local authorities for 
each community.”

EASTLAND, May 10.—Karl E. 
Jones, secretary of the Retail Mer­
chants’ association of Ranger, is ex­
pected tonight at a meeting in the 
city hall to complete organization of 
a retail merchants’ association in 
Eastland.

At the same time further consid­
eration will be given to the proposi­
tion made by Mr. Jones at a meeting 
here last night, when he suggested 
a county organization to include Ran­
ger, . Eastland and Cisco, illustrating 
his idea by using a chart to show how 
such an organization would work.

Ranger, with her four years’ ex­
perience and with a functioning asso­
ciation, would be made the headquar­
ters of a county organization, with 
clerks, files and offices in each of the 
two cities. Mr. Jones stated that 
Ranger had several thousand dollars 
worth of equipment which would be 
at the disposal of the three cities 
jointly.

To finance such an organization, it 
was suggested that Ranger pay 50 
per cent of the expense, Eastland 25 
per cent, and Cisco 25 per cent.

SCHWAB TESTIFIES
BEFORE GRAND JURY

County Attorney Barnes has 
explained that be is seeking to 
close the moving picture houses 
in Ranger at the request of the 
people of Cisco.

If the majority of the people 
of Cisco do not want Sunday 
movies, or the sale of cigars, 
soft drinks, gasoline and the like 
in Cisco on Sunday it is their 
privilege to bar them and the 
people of Ranger have no objec­
tion. Therefore if a majority of 
the people of Ranger wish it 
otherwise in Ranger the people 
of Cisco should have no objec­
tion.

Ranger agreed to support Cis­
co as the location for the Texas 
Technological college, but was 
asked to do so. When Ranger 
wishes to have Cisco’s help in 
bettering her morals Ranger will 
not hesitate to ask. When Ran­
ger, some time ago, thought to 
send a delegation to Cisco to aid 
in forming a good government 
club, Cisco wired asking Ranger 
not to do so, insisting she was 
capable of looking after her own 
affairs, and the delegation did 
not go.

If Cisco wants moving picture 
shows closed there on Sunday it 
is her privilege to have them 
closed,'but let Cisco look after 
her own morals. Other commnu- 
ities in the county are fully able 
to look after their conduct with­
out the 'aid or advice of Cisco. 
If Cisco does not need or wish 
Ranger’s help to get the Texas 
Technological college located 
there, Ranger has no intention 
of forcing her aid on Cisco.

The Sunday ■ closing law in 
Texas was enacted at a period 
when saloons were kept open, 
and in many places vaudeville 
theaters were conducted as a 
business aid for the saloons. 
These were vicious shows, lured 
young people from the path of 
virtue and were not justified on 
Sunday or any other day in the 
week. The Sunday law was in­

tended to close them and also to 
close the saloons. The law fi­
nally closed the saloons every 
day in the week and even before 
that had frowned so heavily on 
the low class of vaudeville ad­
juncts of the saloons that most 
of them suspended operations.

When the Sunday closing law 
was amended to stop the sale of 
gasoline on Sundays, efforts 
were made in many places to en­
force it, but a rulihg that gaso­
line, being necessary to the 
transportation of many public 
necessities, comes under the 
head of a transportation facility, 
has made that portion of the law 
inoperative as contrary to public 
policy.

Sunday blue laws were en­
acted when it was the accepted 
custom of the people to devote 
the sabbath entirely to religious 
devotion. It was the belief of 
a majority then that any pleas­
ure on the Sabbath was wrong 
and so they prohibited every­
thing that seemed likely to give 
peasure. The -Sunday closing 
laws are a modification of the 
old blue laws, and in enforcing 
them the wishes of a majority of 
the people should prevail.

The people do not now, as for­
merly, believe it wrong to enjoy 
the Sabbath day, but they do not 
all agree on the latitude 
that may be permitted for such 
enjoyment. It is right that vic­
ious amusements should be barr­
ed, but there is no justification 
in a few persons insisting the 
majority shall abide by the wish­
es of a very small minority in 
putting up bars against innocent 
and proper amusements. And 
many, perhaps a majority of the 
people, believe today that what 
is right for a weekday pleasure 
is proper for Sunday and what is 
improper for Sunday should be 
barred also every other day in 
the week.

Moving pictures, baseball and 
ether innocent amusements oc­

cupy the • people at times when 
they have an interval between 
work and sleep fo r , recreation, 
change of thought and action and 
pursuit of pleasure. They have 
more leisure on Sunday than any 
other day; with many it is the 
only day for rest and amuse­
ment, for their work endures 
during the week from walking to 
sleeping. This is especially true 
of people living in the country; 
Sunday is the only day when 
they may enjoy a moving picture 
show. And young people, hav­
ing more leisure, need proper 
amusements to keep them out of 
mischief.

A little more than a year ago 
the people of Ranger voted 
through the Ranger Daily Times 
on the question of closing the 
moving picture shows on Sunday 
and a little more than five to one 
voted in favor of the Sunday 
movies. They are open on Sun­
day in every large city in Texas 
and in every large city in the , 
nation. Yet, because Cisco wants 
to be the Poo Bah of Eastland 
county, the people of Ranger and 
other communities in the county 
must bow to the wishes of Cisco.

God asks the people to wor­
ship Him every day in the week. 
T'he Sabbath was made for man 
and it is man’s privilege to deter­
mine how it may best be used 
for man. Man is told not to 
work on the sabbath day, but is 
not forbidden to get recreation 
both for body and mind. God 
should be worshipped on the Sab­
bath, as on other days and even 
more, for worship of God is re­
creation, but the enforcement of 
blue laws is not synonymous 
with worship. The moving pic­
ture shows have agreed to close 
their doors on Sunday during the 
prescribed hours of worship, 
but Cisco is insisting her stand­
ard shall prevail rather than the 
wishes of a majority. Shall 
Ranger be ruled by Cisco?

With seven youths, ranging from 
13 to 18 years of age behind the jail 
bars, and a half dozen others under 
surveillance, police officials are con-. 
fident that the gang of thieves that 
Jhas been operating “ carte blanche” 
in and around Ranger for the last 
few months has been broken up. Two 
of the youths under investigation are 
under suspended sentences, the police 
claim.

County Attorney Barnes was sent 
for at 11 o’clock this morning by 
Justice of the Peace Roger Fenlaw 
to take charge of the investigation.

The depredations committed by the 
youths operating in gangs of two, 
three and four each, reached a climax 
the first of this week wjien three 
automobiles, including a Pierce-Ar­
row, Velie and Buick, at the Export 
Refining company plant at Tiffin 
were severely damaged in the boys* 
hunt for brass and automobile acces­
sories.

Cars Are -Mauled.
The Pierce-Arrow, the property of 

B. B. Walker, president of the re­
finery, was damaged to the extent of 
$500 to $600, according to a report 
made by Officer Wade Swift. The 
Buick and Velie were also much dam­
aged. Rocks were used by the boys 
in ripping and knocking the metal 
loose from the autoTnobile. The cars 
were stripped when none of the com­
pany men were at the plant.

Harry Britton, foreman at the 
plant, will come to the police station 
this afternoon to tell of the damage 
done.

A ' confession was obtained from 
two of the arrested youths by Assist­
ant Chief Leonard Davenport this 
morning after four of them spent 
part of the night in the jail following 
their roundup at 2 o’clock this morn­
ing by Officer Jim Ingram. They 
were routed out of bed in a Ranger 
rooming house and brought to the 
station.

Some of the boys are yet under the 
age for compulsory education. They 
didn’t seem to mind the reformatory 
sentences staring them in the face if 
convicted. Whenever a visitor ap­
proached the cell doors there was an 
immediate cry for cigarettes, or a 
“ stump” of a cigarette if the visitor 
didn’t have a whole one.

Two More Arrests.
Later in the morning Officers Dan­

iels and Swift caught up with two 
youths carrying a gunny sack up the 
Texas & Pacific railroad tracks near 
the T. & P. boiler house. They were 
told to halt. An investigation of the 
sack revealed a quantity of joints and 
valves and also a “ yellow dog” used 
by drillers.

The two boys told a reporter they 
had been told by a T. & P. railroad 
employe they could have the metal if 
they gave him half of the proceeds.

Seeking Hiding Place.
Late this morning none of the ar­

rested boys would tell the police the 
biding place of other things believed 
by the police to have been stolen by 
them or their confederates. Tires, 
motormeters, spot lamps and cushions 
and various automobile accessories, 
stolen promiscuously from automo­
biles on the street and in the garage 
have not yet been located. Police be­
lieve these things are concealed in 
brushwood or a dugout in the Ranger 
vicinity. Some of it probably has 
been disposed of, they say.

A visit to the yard of a Ranger 
junk dealer this afternoon is planned 
by the police. Besides the railroad 
metal recovered, a fire extinguisher 
and 250 feet of electric cord were 
found by Officer Ingram when mak­
ing the arrests at the boarding house. 
One of the boys confessed to selling 
90 pounds of stolen lead this week, 
officers said. He told the officers 
where he sold it.

Auto Driver Arrested.
The trip to Tiffin to strip the three 

autos of anything with a market 
value was made in a Hudson super- 
six, borrowed by one of the boys 
from a friend, telling him, according 
to Assistant Chief Davenport, he was 
going for a “ ride.”  The ride" to Tf- 
fin. The gang paid the 18-year-old 
driver the sum of $1.20 as “ service 
car fare” one of the boys said.

On this information, the 18-year- 
old boy was brought to the station 
and lodged in jail. Still others will 
be implicated in the series of thefts

Texas Woman Urges 
Women of Country 

To Do Their Duty
By Associated Press

ATLANTA, May 9.—Devote the 
coming year to a crusade that shall 
convince women that' citizenship 
means an appreciation of that solemn 
responsibility and glorious privilege 
of voting, was the plea made here last 
night by Mrs. Pervy V. Pennybacker 
of Austin, Texas, before the biennial 
convention of the General Federation 
of Women’s clubs.

“The women of our land have not 
availed themselves of the privilege of 
voting as they should,” said Mrs. 
Pennybacker. “There is much to be 
said in extenuation, but. we progress 
more rapidly if we deal not in ex­
cuses, but'measure ourselves by strict 
standards. It is a disgrace that at 
our last general election in 1920 not 
50 per cent of our voters went to the 
polls. I favor every club calendar 
printing in crimson the dates for poll 
tax payment, the dates for the pri­
mary and for the fall election, thus 
reminding the forgetful.”

Mrs. Pennybacker made an appeal 
for the observance by the public of all 
lams, stressing particularly the eigh­
teenth amendment. “ Our duty is 
plain,” she said. “ If we even by our 
silence have countenanced the break­
ing of this law, the time has come 
for us to ‘about face,’ and take our 
full share in trying to arouse public 
opinion at the necessity of observance 
of the law. We should not only abide 
by the law ourselves but permit no 
jest to pass our lips concerning its 
violation by others. It has been well 
said: ‘ If a law is bad, the ideal way 
to secure its repeal is to enforce it.’ 
Into the hands of women has been 
given the ideals of the race.”
