WASHINGTON, April 28.—Boot­

legging and rum-running may shortly 
be declared to constitute “ insurrec­
tion” against the United States gov­
ernment, and bootleggers and smug­
glers declared as rebels against fed­
eral authority, it was learned here to­
day.

Such a step would permit the Presi­
dent to throw into action against vio­
lators of the prohibition law the en­
tire military strength of this govern­
ment. It would in effect constitute a 
declaration of martial law against 
such violators.

WITH FATAL END

authorities said today, the latter is 
dead.

Mrs. L. N. Nichols told authorities 
how she saw her husband fatally beat­
en in a fight this morning with two 
neighbors, Carl and Jess Commander, 
near the Nichols home. Trouble be­
tween Nichols and the Commanders 
started, Mrs. Nichols said,, after 
Nichols and Sellers, brother-in-law to 
the Commanders, had had a fight 
over the invasion of the former’s gar­
den.

Lois Nichols, 15, daughter of the 
slain man, also saw the tragedy.

COFFEE SAYS 
HE HAS NOT YET 

CHANGED MIND
Author of Bill increasing Tax 

on Crude Oil Studying 
Conditions.

Representative Roy C. Coffee, Tex­
as legislator, author of the bill in­
creasing the tax on crude petroleum, 
has all of the figures that a man 
would need to put over his point. 
When he talks, he constantly shoots 
figures.

He was asked if he would be sus­
ceptible to modifying his views on 
taxing the oil industry after he had 
seen the abandoned fields of Eastland 
county.

“I’ll learn more of the industry and 
things that I am not familiar with,” 
he said, continuing:

“Down in Austin, the comptroller 
has records of the taxes paid by the 
big companies, the Sinclair, Humble, 
Gulf, Magnolia, Prairie and still other 
big companies. You will find that the 
big companies pay three-quarters of 
all the tax on petroleum. The inde­
pendent producers pay the remaining 
25 per cent.

“We would like to exempt the lit­
tle producer. But the constitution 
won’t let us. It would be unconstitu­
tional to single out the small pro­
ducers.

“ We know that the independent op­
erates on a small margin, that he 
often goes bankrupt. He woulcf go 
broke even if there was tax on his oil. 
Small producers are going broke with 
the present tax.

“ We want to be fair to the oil pro­
ducers.”

He said Texas was not getting as 
much tax from oil production as Okla­
homa state. That state also requires 
an individual income tax.

Digressing to taxation in general, 
the representative said Texas was 
getting 65 per cent of its taxes from 
farming land and property.

He laughingly told of an experi­
ence the other day in the legislative 
committee room when a representa­
tive of a telegraph company appeared 
before the committee to be heard on 
the proposal contained in a bill to 
place an occupational tax on telegraph 
companies.

“He gave figures to show that the 
tax would use up 37 per cent of the 
company’s receipts,” he said. “ I 
couldn’t see how he figured it my­
self.”

“ Texas needs $4,000,000 for next 
year that must be raised from some 
source,” he said.

He declared the ad valorem is in­
adequate for financing the state in 
running the state departments and 
making general appropriations at this 
time.

Roy C. Coffee, member of the house 
from Wise county, entered the legis­
lature when he was 23 years of age. 
He is now serving his second term. 
He completed his law course at the 
Texas university last spring. He is 
now 26 years of age.

He let out a secret, if such it was, 
while here. Asked if he was married, 
he replied that he was “ wanting to 
be married.”

He is of medium height and has a 
mild manner.

WASHINGTON, April 28. —  A 
threatened split of the Republican 
party over President Harding’s world 
court attitude has been averted.

The irreconeilables like Borah 
alone are standing out against him.

This situation was brought about 
when the “ uneasy” declined the presi­
dent’s challenge to risk a party split 
now by contesting the world court 
issue. The challenge which he flung 
at them in his New York speech 
Tuesday was definitely declined last 
night by Senator Watson, spokesman 
for the opposition within the party, 
in a speech at Pittsburg.

Watson said in effect here would 
be no party split, no discord, nothing 
but harmony within the party’s 
ranks.

HOW BANKER-FARMER EXCHANGE,
PLAN AIDS BETTER AGRICULTURE
) -  ------------------------- ,

Buyers and Sellers Brought Together by Field Ex* 
perts Who Secure Square Deal for Both Parties; 

Quality of Farm Products Improved.

^ H E  RAISING of first class cattle and the planting of pure-bred seeds 
] ^ take but little, if any, more time than inferior cattle and inferior 
seeds. With improved livestock and dependable seed the earnings of 

the farmer are sure to increase in volume and value. 
That thought was the forerunner of the Banker- 
Farmer Exchange idea, a plan by which the banker 
might aid the farmer toward the possession of bet­
ter cattle and the production of better crops and 
find a ready market for his surplus.

The Banker-Farmer Exchange plan was proposed 
in 1919 by the Agricultural Committee of the Wis­
consin Bankers Association, of which the chairman 
was Burton M. Smith, now chairman of the Agricul­
tural Commission of the American Bankers Associ- 
tion. To get it started, bankers of Wisconsin sub­
scribed to a guarantee fund of $10,000, covering a 
period of two year*.

After three years of operation, during which time there has been 
opportunity to give the plan a thorough test, the Exchange has been 
found to be an actual and a distinct help to farmers, and, incidentally, 
to the banks of farming communities.

REPUBLICANS NKKD H E L P .
In order to “ freshen the ticket” in 

the presidential campaign of 1924, 
certain Republican leaders are still 
working for the elimination of Calvin 
Coolidge as the teammate of Mr. 
Harding. In 'Coolidge’s tead these 
Republican Warwicks would nominate 
a “ nan from the Middle West or the 
trans-Mississippi region. Hanford 
McNider of Iowa, former head of the j 
American Legion, Charles G. Dawes, 1 
of Illinois, and former Governor Hen-1 
ry J. Allen, of Kansas, are among 
those mentioned as politically avail­
able for the succession.

The considerations which suggest 
this supplanting of Coolidge are, in 
the first place, his “ want of person­
ality and pep,” and secondly the de­
sire to have a new name—and par­
ticularly that of a westerner—asso­
ciated on the ticket with Mr. Hard­
ing’s so that there may be “ something 
new in the appeal to the voters in 
1924.” It is felt that a new candidate 
for the vice presidency would supply 
much of the interest that would be 
lacking if the nominees were the same 
as those in 1920.

It is pointed out that there are 
precedents for substituting a new can­
didate for second place on the ticket 
even when the President was renomi­
nated, and that such action is not re­
garded by the rank and file of voters 
as a repudiation of the vice president 
or as a confession of weakness. By 
way of balm to Vice President Cool- 
idge’s feelings it is being recalled 
that Abraham Lincoln, the first Re-

How the Exchange Works
The idea is worlced out as fol­

lows:
Any farmer in the state who has 

any grade or pure-bred livestock 
for sale can step into the bank 
where he does his banking busi­
ness, and, on blanks furnished to 
the bank, can list what he has to 
offer, giving the number, age, color, 
records, price, etc. Any farmer, on 
the other hand, who wishes to pur­
chase a horse or a cow, or even a 
carload of stock, can notify his 
banker of the kind and number of 
stock he wishes. These listings are 
sent to a central office, where the 
prospective purchaser is put in 
touch with the listings of stock for 
sale that come nearest to meeting 
his requirements, and which are 
situated as close as possible to his 
locality.

With the development of the 
work of the Exchange, we found 
that there was a large number of 
inquiries coming in for carload 
lots of improved dairy cattle. In 
order to handle these buyers effi­
ciently, it was hecessary to secure 
reliable field men. This was done 
by getting in touch with local 
banks and having the banker rec­
ommend a reliable man who was a 
good judge of stock, who was well 
acquainted with the farmers and 
commanded their respect, and who 
was in a position to meet buyers 
with his automobile and take them 
from farm to farm, show them the 
stock that was for sale, and, when 
found satisfactory by the buyer, 
help in assembling, testing and 
shipping.

The Services of Field Men
These field men are expected to 

keep posted on the livestock for 
sale in their respective commu­
nities. They are to steer the 
buyers away from herds that 
are known to be affected with tu­
berculosis, or that have conta­
gious abortion. In other words, 
these field men are expected to

give a square deal to both the sell­
er and the buyer. P’or the services 
rendered by the Banker-Farmer 
Exchange, including the services of 
the field man and his automobile, 
the buyer pays a 5 per cent com­
mission. This commission is di­
vided equally with the local field 
man.

During 1922, the Exchange ex­
perienced a marked growth. It bad 
inquiries for over 12,000 head of 
dairy cattle, an increase of 50 per 
cent over the preceding year. The 
records show 58 carloads sold, as 
compared with 23 carloads in 1921. 
Of these, nine carloads went to the 
state of Maryland, eight to Illinois, 
four each to Ohio and Minnesota, 
three each to Iowa, North Dakota 
and Missouri, two each to Mon­
tana, South Dakota, Florida, Mis­
sissippi and Canada, and one each 
to Washington, Michigan, Indiana, 
Georgia, New York and Kansas. 
The balance were sold to parties In 
Wisconsin.

Sales Greatly Increased
The value of the livestock sold 

during the year amounted to $115,- 
575, as compared with $37,092 in 
1921. The business transacted dur­
ing the year showed an increase of 
over 165 per cent:

An encouraging feature of th® 
work is found in the repeat orders. 
Buyers seem t® be pleased with the 
servic* they have received and are 
not only coming back thmselves, 
but are referring others to the Ex­
change.

Another encouraging feature of 
the Vork is the1 increased interest 
that is developing In the state. 
Parties are writing the Exchange 
for bulls with records and of cer­
tain lines of breeding, and are also 
writing for cows and heifers of 
foundation stock. With the devel­
opment of this type of work, the 
Banker-Farmer Exchange will be of 
material assistance in developing 
and improving the livestock of the 
state.

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Daylight Saving 
Period Again Is 

Here In the East
NEW YORK, April 28.— Daylight 

saving time will begin at 2 a. ni. to­
morrow under local ordinances in 
about 350 cities and towns in a group 
of eastern states, as well as a few 
scattered middle.western cities. Mas­
sachusetts is the only state having 
a daylight saving statute. The new 
time will continue until 2 a. m. Sep­
tember 30.

New York and New Jersey are the 
principal states in the eastern time 
zone in which, under local ordinances 
clocks will be advanced one hour, 
while about 50 scattered cities and 
towns in New England,' outside of 
Massachusetts, will observe daylight 
saving either by local ordinance or by 
common consent. Daylight saving 
throughout Massachusetts was as­
sured by the recent action of the 
house in refusing to consider further 
the- repeal of the present statute.

State E nactm ent.
In Connecticut attempts to pre­

vent daylight saving time failed 
earlier this month when the senae 
defeated an anti-daylight saving bill 
which the house previously had pass­
ed The bill provided for a fine of 
$100 or ten days’ imprisonment, or 
both, for the wilfull display of any 
but standard time in public places. 
Some fnembers of the legislature con­
sidered that the bill even applied to 
wrist watches. Members from the 
rural districts opposed any change 
in time.

The common council of Hartford 
recently voted for daylight saving, 
after the failure of an attempt in the 
legislature to have a referendum on 
the question. Hartford, so far as 
known, is the only municipality in 
the state to take this action. Last 
year such cities as New Haven, Hart­
ford, New London, Norwalk, Bridge­
port, New Britain, Meriden, Watei’- 
bury and others in the manufactur­
ing districts observed daylight say­
ing by common, consent, or by earlier 
working hours.

A,uti-Daylighl Bill.
In Delaware, where Wilmington 

and Newport last year observed day­
light Saving time under local ordi­
nances, ah, anti-daylight bill this year 
passed the legislature and became a 
law without the governor’s signature. 
There was talk of the possibility of 
court action against the law, which 
compels courts, public offices and 
banks to operate on eastern standard 
time.

England and Belgium are among 
some of the European countries 
which observe -five months of day­
light saving, beginnig the latter part 
of April.

Advocates of the new time here 
declare the principal objections to 
daylight saving, originating mostly 
in the rural districts, have been ex­
ploded by results of tests at the Mas­
sachusetts state experimental farms 
and by those farmers who do ;ot ad­
vocate daylight saving.

Many farmers have cntended that 
crops could not be cultivated early in 
the morning when dew still is on the 
plants, but this argument, daylight 
saving proponents say, was reduced 
to ,the case of one plant— beans. 
Subsequently, it was added, one 
Massachusetts farmer, an advocate of 
daylight saving, cultivated a record 
crop of beans while still dew laden, 
prior to 6 a. m.
