Great Britain’s position on the
ships’ liquor question, as communicat-
ed to the state department Friday by
the British embassy, is understood to
be based on a contention that Ameri-
can port authorities have no jurisdic-
tion in international law over liquor
brought into American waters as a
part of the regular supplies of for-
eign vessels,

While this principle apparently con-
flicts with that recently laid down by
the supreme court, indications are in-
creasing that the treasury department

by permitting ships under foreign
registry to list the wine rations of
their crews as a part of the medicinal
stores allcwable under the law.

MEN REQUEST. INCREASE

DETROIT, May 26.—Inerease in
wages for practically all its approx-
imately 400,000 membeérs through-
out thelcountry have been asked by
the  United: Brotherhood ‘of - Mainte-
ance of Way Employes and Railway
Shop Laborers, according to an-
nouncement at national headquarters
of the union here. ' The requests for
re-establishment of the wages paid
under the Railroad Labor Board’s de-
cision Number Two, from July 1920,
to July 1921, and the request is made
that the increases be retroactive to
February 15, this year.

Increases already have been grant-
ed this class of workers on 17 rail-
roads of the country, while 28 other
cases have been filed with ‘the Labor
Board, it is announced.

In announcing the step the Broth-
erhood headquarters declares that a
recent survey. showed two out of ev-
éry three maintenance of way men
to be in debt because of low wages,
that but one in every seven has a
bank account, and that half of them
are without life insurance. During
the last year, it is declared, the av-
erage workerjof this class spent but
$28 for clothing, while: 6.3 cents a
meal for each person in the family
was the average food allowance of
the average worker.

Rhine Romance

Fades When French
Pilots Guide Boats

By Associated Press.

. BINGEN-ON-TH-RHINE, May 24.
Prosaic pilots in blue from the Seine
have taken the romance out of cer-
tain German fairy stories of the mid-
dle ages, and shattered legends of the
Rhine which have stood for many
centuries. The mysterious currents
of the Lorelei, famed in song and
story, and in Germany as well known
almost as Old Father Rhine himself,
have been conquered by the French
without a struggle.
When the French and Belgian occu-
pation of the Ruhr began scores of
grizzled German boatmen who steered
powerful tugs and trailingl barges
through the treacherous channel which
swirls about the great rock Lorelei,
quit their jobs at once as part of Ber-
lin’s passive resistance. .
Thereupon, persevering Frenchman
looked over the task ahead of them.
Boats on the river must be kept going
and coming as part of the occupation
program. None of these. pilots from
France had heard of King Rhine’s
fairy daughter, of ‘her golden hair
and ‘silvery voice which charmed all
navigators so that their boats were
smashed against the rocks, and their
bodies wafted away to fairyland.
Therefore they could go to work un-
hampered.
Modern methods were quickly ap-
plied by the Frenchmen. The river’s
depths were taken, tricks of the chan-
nel were recorded, and within a month
the French were guiding freight boats
by the Lorelei just as if they had done
so all their lives.

GRAFTING PROCESS
TRANSFERS-PERFUME
TO ODORLESS PLANTS

PARIS, May 26.—Professor Daniel
of Rennes appears to have discov
ered a process which will cause to
come true Shakespeare’s verse:’ “A
rose by any other name would smell
as sweet.”

By taking two plants of the same
species and grafting one on the oth-
er, notably a wormwood on a chry-
santhemum, he found that ont only
the grafted wormwood developed re-
‘markably, but its flowers gave off
a perfume much more powerful than
that of the original plant. More-
over,- the chrysanthemum had given
to the wormwood flower something
of its own scent.

Professor Daniel collected the
seeds of the grafted wormwood and
the following year obtained from
them some very fine plants.

Some perfumed flowers were
grafted on plants that heretofore had
no scent at all and the result has
been that the product of the grafting
smelt like the original.
