Lord Curzon Regarded as Most 
Probable Man, But Others 

Being Considered.

LONDON, May 21.— Marquis Cur­
zon, secretary of state for foreign 
affairs since 1919 is the most likely 
successor to the premiership from 
which Andrew Bonar Law retired 
last night.

Ill health from throat affliction 
forced the resignation of the man 
who has been at the helm of the Brit­
ish government since last October. He 
was too ill even to pay the usual 
customary visit to the king.

It is expected King George will 
summon Lord Curzon to Aldershot 
today and charge him with forming a 
ministry. Curzon has many enemies, 
however. Many think the premier 
should be qualified to sit in the 
house of lords. Consequently Stan­
ley Baldwin, chancellor of the Ex- 
checquer, has been mentioned for the 
office. Earl Balfour and James 
Hogge, the latter of the liberal party, 
are also in line for the premiership.

It is feared by many that the ap­
pointment of a conservative ' might 
open the way for a government by 
the labor socialists.

KING GEORGE HAS 
NOT YET SUMMONED

LONDON, May 21.-—Great Brit­
ain ivill be obilged to remain without 
a premier through today at least, for 
King George up to nbon had no one 
to accept the office from which An­
drew Bonar Law retired yesterday.

The most promising of several po­
litical leaders suggested for the pre­
miership are Earl Curzon and Stan­
ley Baldwin, the latter chancellor 
of the exchequer, both of whom are 
in the country today for the Whit­
suntide holiday and plan to remain 
until Wednesday.

Physicians of Bonar Law issued 
a bulletin this afternoon stating that 
a slight operation had been perform­
ed on his throat and otherwise his 
condition was unchanged.

WASHINGTON, May 21.— Wil­
liam R. Day, formerly associate jus­
tice of the supreme court, today pre­
sented to President Harding his res­
ignation as umpire of the mixed 
claim commission.

Judge Day explained to President 
Harding that his desire to retire was 
due to recognition of the enormous 
amount of work facing the commis­
sion, with claims aggregating $1,- 
479,054,300 to-be settled, and to his 
belief that a younger and stronger 
man should be in charge fo the work 
of adjusting claims relative to which 
American and German commissioners 
are unable to agree.

Edward C. Parker, of Texas, Amer­
ican member of the claims commis­
sion, will be named umpire, it was 
indicated at the White House today.

AMERICAN MAY BE 
CHOSEN TO NEGOTIATE 

WITH CHINESE BANDITS
By Associated Press

WASHINGTON, May 21.— Fur­
ther negotiations between the Chi­
nese government authorities and the 
bandit leaders are futile unless there 
is foreign representation on the Chi­
nese government’s delegation, in the 
opinion o f American observers re­
porting to the department of state 
today.

Suggestion is made that Roy An­
derson, an American of long resi­
dence in China and of intimate asso­
ciation with the bandit leaders and 
with the government officials, might 
be chosen to negotiate with the ban­
dits and be provided with plenary 
powers.

Otherwise, it is said,The only hope 
for early release of the prisoners held 
by the bandits will be by direct ne­
gotiations on the part of the for­
eign governments.

COLUMBUS, Neb., May 21.— Con­
templated irrigation projects and hy­
dro-electric projects in eastern Colo­
rado and western Nebraska will leave 
a dry bed of sand where the Platte 
river now flows, according to L. J. 
McAllister, Chicago engineer, who is 
making preliminary surveys for irri­
gation projects in this territory.

“ I have discovered,”  said Mr. Me 
Allister, ‘That the volume of water in1 
the Platte river has been reduced 
more than 38 per cent during the 
summer in the past twenty years by 
irrigation in the west, and more than 
27 per cent in the' winter by hydro­
electric projects. This reduction in 
the water volume reaches to the point 
where the Loup river flows into the 
Platte.

“ The contemplated irrigation proj­
ect in the west, as well as the hydro­
electric projects, if carried on at the 
same ratio as they have been in the 
past few years, will probably dry the 
stream entirely between Grand Is­
land and Schuyler within the next 
10 years, except during seasons when 
the heavy rainfalls of spring and fall 
bring an unusually heavy valume of 
water down the river bed.”

AUSTIN, May 21.— After months

REWARD OF $10,000 POSTED 
IN LEIGHTON MOUNT’S DEATH 

BY TRUSTEES OF UNIVERSITY

CHICAGO, May 21.— A reward of 
$10,000 is offered by the trustees of 
Northwestern university, at the. re­
quest of Dr. Walter Dill Scott, presi­
dent of the institution, for definite 
information that would clear up the 
mystery surrounding the disappear­
ance of Leighton Mount, a freshman, 
in 1921, appeared Sept. 21, 1921, after 
a class rush.

Eight hundred students of the uni­
versity at a chapel meeting unani­
mously adopted a resolution of un­
qualified support of and confidence in 
President Walter Dill Scott and ex­
pressed disapproval of methods of in­
vestigation of the disappearance of 
Leighton Mount, a freshman in 1921.

The resolution was drawn up by the

student council and presented by 
James Paterson, an athlete and popu­
lar student. In a short address Pat­
erson said the administrative offiaers 
and the student body are being “ma­
ligned, lied about and censured wide­
ly” when, beyond all doubt, all that 
the university sought was the truth 
in the case and that an effort was 
being made to make President Scott 
a victim.

The announcement was made in a 
letter to State’s Attorney Robert L. 
Crowe, from Dr. Scott, dated yester­
day, and confirmed by Dr. Scott in 
person today when he visited Mr, 
Crowe and assured the latter that he 
and the university authorities would 
continue to co-operate with the coun­

ity authorities.

AUSTIN, May 21.— Repeal jof the 
bill establishing the Texas Technolo­
gical college, to be located Ih iWest 
Texas within certain specified lines, 
is to be sought in a bill that is to be 
introduced tomorrow by Representa­
tives Winfree and Shires, according 
to statements made by them today.

Winfree said the bill had been pre­
pared and would be introduced as 
soon as a quorum is obtained. It is 
claimed by authors of the measure 
that it is in line with Governor N eff’s 
desires as expressed in his messages 
to the legislature urging them to keep 
all appropriations down and provide 
sufficient revenue to meet all obli­
gations incurred for the state.

There was no quorum in either 
house or senate today. The state in­
come bill was to have come up in the 
house, but consideration went over 
until tomorrow. In the house 89 rep­
resentatives responded to roll call 
and in the senate there were 17 mem­
bers present. The senate adjourned 
until tomorrow afternoon after, fail­
ing to locate a quorum.

Under terms of a bill by Thomas, 
the entire appropriation of $600,000 
made at the regular session o f the 
legislature will be repealed, A  reso­
lution seeking to place the senate on 
record in the circumstances ha$ b£en 
proposed.

Two new revenue measured have

RACING CARS

Speedway Event at Indianapo 
life May 30 Will See Them 

In Action,
By OAPT." E. V. RICKENBACKER, 

American Ace in World War.
(Written for the'United Press.)

INDIANAFO,LIS, Ind., May 21.—  
The automobiles which will be driven 
in the 500-mile race at the Indian­
apolis motor speedway Wednesday, 
May 30, are sleek and neat. In com­
parison with the 600 cubic inches pis­
ton displacement juggernauts of yes­
teryear, they remind one of the race 
between the 250-pound fat, flabby, 
undertrained athlete and the 125- 
pound, properly primed sprinter.

The new cars have a total piston 
displacement of only 122 cubic inches 
whether they be four, six or eight- 
cylinder motors. This is the first 
time cars of this small size ever have 
been raced in America. The smaller 
they have made the motors, the more 
rapid they run. It is just like the 
sprinter on the track. When he first 
starts training he is slow and loggy. 
Constant practice makes him quick 
on the getaway, develops his effi­
ciency and power and within a short 
time he is able to run great distances 
and still have surplus energy at the 
finish.

The motors in these new racing 
cars develop from 4,500 to 6,000 
revolutions per minute, compared 
with 2,500 in former days. The re­
ciprocating parts are lighter and 
easier of action. Fewer of them are 
broken under the stress and strain of 
high speed. Lubrication has been per­
fected to a higher degree and metals 
haye gained strength through experi­
ments which were made necessary by 
the constant reduction in the size of 
motors and cars decreed by the speed­
way management. *

A Bit of History,
It is interesting to note that in the 

s first 500-mile race at Indianapolis in 
> 1911 the winner, Ray Harroun, piloted 
t a six-cylinder motor of 447.1 cubic 

inches at an average speed of 74.59 
miles per hour. A foreign car which 
was second had a piston displacement 
of 544.4 inches and the largest piston 
displacement motor in the race, an­
other of foreign make, totalled 589 
inches. Yet the foreigners were the 
pioneers in developing smaller mo­
tors and have had much more experi­
ence with the smaller power plants 
than the American engineers.

In 1912, the winning car in the 
hands of Joe Dawson, had four cylin­
ders and a piston displacement o f 
4,0.8 inches and averaged 78.7 miles 
per hour. The following year Jiiles 
Goux won the race in a foreign fe.ur- 
cylinder car of only 488 inches,, but 
his slower average was 76,92 mil,es an 
hour.

Then Rene Thomas came along: in 
1914 and with another four-cylinder 
foieign job of only 280 inches; a ver­
aged 82.47 miles’ an hour. The car 
of smaller piston displacement made 
the fastest time ever made thus, far 
at Indianapolis. In the same ye^r he 
established a. track record for one lap 
of 103 miles an hoisr which still 
stands. /  ’ j

Ralph De Palma’s, foreign. ' four- 
cylinder car in 19FJ was of the 274 
cubic inches vinta'ge and he set up a 
record of 89.94 y.iiles an hour that, re­
mained intact ' until Jimmy Mlurphy, 
my former mechanic, smashed it to 
smithereens ’ iast May by negotiating 
the distance in a 183-inch car at the 
rate of 94.j4g miles an hour.
