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BOY SEES HIS FATHER 111
OFFICERS ARE 
SEARCHING FOR 

STOLEN GOODS
Trying to Follow Directions of 

Alleged Burglar of 
?. White’s Store.

RANGER, Dec. 10.— His written 
directions to the supposed hiding 
place of men and women’s clothing 
and shoes, stolen from the J. M. 
White & Co. department store on 
Nov. 7 having failed to uncover the 
goods Friday when the sheriff of 
San Saba eounty and Assistant Chief 
L. E. Davenport scoured the city 
dump grounds north of the city, the 
sheriff returned to San Saba Friday 
evening and was to return today 
with the prisoner alleged to have 
confessed to the big robbery.

The prisoner, who gave his name 
as William Davenport, said he and 
his partner followed the Texas & 
Pacific railroad until he came'to the 
Wichita Falls, Ranger & Fort Worth 
railroad tracks. The two men then 
turned in the direction of the dump 
grounds.

Davenport is confused on his di­
rections after getting to the dump 
grounds, the officers think. It was 
a dark night when they made the 
haul and the officers believe the men 
lost their bearings, making it im­
possible to give perfect instructions 
as to the d^tual hiding place.

Silk dresses, fur chokers, men’s 
suits and othpr pieces of clothing 
are alleged to have been buried at 
the dump grounds. The Ranger po­
lice department has a man watching 
the place until the . sheriff returns 
with his prisoner.

Davenport was given a 10-year 
sentence for automobile theft at San 
Saba, Assistant' Chief Davenport 
said.

If this clothing is recovered, the 
San Saba sheriff will receive the 
$100 reward offered by J. M. White 
the day of the robbery. The articles 
stolen had a total retail value of ap­
proximately $1,500.

SKELETON WRL 
GO INTO H I T

Factional Disputes to Be Re­
vealed at Trial o f Phil E. 

Fox.

ATLANTA, Ga., Dec. 10.— The 
skeleton in the closet of the Ku Klux 
Klan will be exposed to public view 
in the murder trial of Phil E. Fox, 
publicity director of one faction of 
the organization, which is to start 
Wednesday. Fox, an adherent of 
the Hiram W. Evans faction in the 
klan, will stand trial for the killing 
of William S. Coburn, legal adviser 
to the W. J. Simmons group.

Entwined with the fate of Fox is 
the outcome of the battle for con­
trol of the klan. The Simmons’ fac­
tion has elected to attempt to make 
a final trial of strength in their 
fight against the Evans rule. It is 
believed that final substantiation of 
charges of mis-government and im­
proper administration will be obtain­
ed during the trial. Documents re­
vealing innermost secrets of the or­
der and other evidence said to be of 
sensational nature is to be presented 
in court. An effort will be made to 
show, it is claimed, that a murder 
campaign was planned against Co­
burn, Simmons and other leaders.

The insanity plea will be the main 
contention of the defense. It is an­
ticipated there will be a bitter fight 
over selection of the jury and 172 
talismen have been summoned. At­
torneys will try to keep all klans- 
men off the. jury for fear of fac­
tional strife. Probably a week will 
be occupied in the selection of a 
jury.

Three Men Burned 
When Lighted Match 

Ignites Gas Pocket
RANGER, Dec. 10— A match used 

to light a cigarette caused an ex­
plosion of gas on a pipe line leading 
to the Lone Star. Gas company’s new 
compressor station, No. 4, being con­
structed nine miles northwest of 
Ranger, Sunday about 4 o’clock, and 
three men suffered second and third 
degree burns about the face, head 
and arms. None were seriously 
burned, Dr. T. L. Lauderdale of the 
Clinical hospital, who attended them, 
said.

The three men, Bob Weir, Dick 
King and Harry Swinks, were being 
cared for in the hospital today, and 
it was said they were on the way to 
recovery.

MISS BLANTON W RITES ON
“ EDUCATION IN T E X A S”

AM ERICAN INDIANS ARE 
INCREASING AND PROSPERING

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.— Con­
trary to the universal belief that the 
American Indian is gradually dying 
off, the annual report of the com-' 
missioner of Indian affairs today re­
vealed that the Redmen are steadily 
increasing.

“ Since 1913,”  the report said, “ the 
Indian population has increased more 
than 13,000, until today they num­
ber 344,303.”

The report also showed the In­
dians to be in a prosperous financial 
condition, with individual and tribal 
property valued at $1,010,870,519, a 
gain of $283,124,122 over last year, j 
Individual property alone was set at 
$535,956,774, an increase of $6,- 
275,548 in one year.

In the past year, allotments of 
land embracing 1,904,000 acres, 
principally on reservations in Mon­
tana, South Dakota, Arizona- and 
California were 'made to 3,923 In­
dians, the report stated.

The Indians also received more 
*than $50,000,000 for rental of lands, 
timber taken from the Minnesota 
national forest, oil and gas leases 
and payment of logging and milling 
operations on their land, the report 
said.

AUSTIN, Dec. 10.— From* the pen 
of Miss Annie Webb Blanton, for­
mer state superintendent of public 
instruction, has come one of the lat­
est and most complete books on ed­
ucational work in Texas.

Entitled “ A Handbook of Infor­
mation on Education in Texas” the 
book contains 500 pages of statistics 
on state educational work, especially 
during the years of 1918-22.

“ The book is not written so much 
for educators but for the informa­
tion of the tax payer,”  Miss Blanton 
says. “ The major portion of the 
full revenues of the state ^re spent 
for education. Citizens of Texas 
have a right to a full and detailed 
knowledge of the results of this enor­
mous expenditure.”

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.— Secre­
tary Hoover’s super-power project 
has nothing on a super-power 
scheme, reported to his own depart­
ment from Bolivia.

The Bolivian super-power plan 
contemplates the bottling-up of 
steam vents in the volcano “ Tatio,” 
near the Chilean-Bolivian frontier. 
The super-heated steam thus brought 
under control can be converted .into 
electric power capable of producing 
four hundred million kilowatt hours 
per annum, according to the conces­
sionaires, who are now trying to in­
terest American capital in the pro­
ject.

Italian engineers who have inves­
tigated “ Tatio” estimated that about 
fifty million paper pesos, each val­
ued at about 12% per cent in Ameri­
can currency, would be required to 
get the volcano in good working- 
order. It is believed that the power 
could be sold to various mining com­
panies, or utilized for the electrifi­
cation of railways.

As proof of the feasibility of the 
project it is recalled that a thermo­
electric plant near Florence, Italy, 
has developed 37,000 horsepower 
through turbines using the internal 
heat of the earth.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.— Presi­
dent Coolidge, in a special message 
transmitting the budget for the 1925 
fiscal year, today called on congress 
to reduce taxes at once.

He indorsed in full the Mellon 
program to cut taxes $323,000,000.

He opposed the soldier bonus as 
deadly to all hopes of tax relief and 
as not a “ proper obligation” to the 
veterans.

The time has come, he said, to 
share the benefits of governmental 
economies, past and in prospect, 
with the people by reducing the tax 
burden.

Rigorous adherence by congress to 
budget Estimates will permit imme­
diate and continuing relief; enact­
ment of extraordinary appropriation 
measures not contemplated in the 
budget will defeat it, Mr. Coolidge 
declared.

W ill Hew to Line.
For his part he will guarantee that 

executive departments responsible 
to him “ will hew to the line,” he told 
congress.

The budget transmitted by Mr. 
Coolidge provided for government 
expenditures of $3,298,080,444 dur­
ing the 1925 fiscal year, $266,357,- 
644 less than during the current 
year and the lowest yearly expendi­
ture of the government since before 
the war.

Specifically, the executive asked 
for appropriations of $3,018,069,946, 
the difference between appropria­
tions and expenditures being due to 
the fact that congress makes some 
appropriations which carry over 
from year to year.

A surplus of $395,681,634 in the 
government’s financial operations 
for the next fiscal year was estimat­
ed, as compared with an estimated 
surplus of $329,639,624 .this year 
and an actual surplus of $309,657,- 
'460 in the fiscal year which ended 
June 30, 1923.

These figures, Mr. Coolidge told 
congress, “ certainly justify the view 
that we can stand a reduction in 
our ordinary receipts and still 
achieve a balanced budget.”

Expect Decrease In, Receipts.
The total receipts of the govern­

ment during the next fiscal year 
were estimated at $3,693,762,078, as 
compared with $3,894,577,712 dur­
ing the current year, a decrease of 
$201,000,000. These estimates are 
based on present taxes and include a 
back-tax collection of approximately 
$250,000,000.

Outstanding among the estimates 
for appropriations for the fiscal year 
1924 was the item of interest on the 
public debt, amounting to $890,000,- 
000.' Second only to this was the es­
timate for the veterans’ bureau of 
$349,065,000.

Next in size were the appropria­
tions asked for the war and interior 
departments, respectively, $336,441,- 
092 and $299^312,600. The navy 
estimate stood fifth at $278,499,054.

iness in the state.

Such a store of good things must 
make envious even the gentlemen 
who received more than $60,000 for 
telling the world about it. By the 
same token, farmers are urged to re­
gard themselves as rich.

The loss of a few bushels of his 
surplus wheat would not make much 
difference to the average farmer. 
Taking the same amount of grain, out 
of the store put by for seed for the 
next crop would be a more serious 
matter. That is just what has hap­
pened with the taxation, transporta­
tion and distribution systems that 
have absorbed so large a share of 
the value of the farmers’ product. 
High indirect and unseen taxes; high 
freight rates, high interest charges, 
and high prices for what he consumes 
have been taking the farmers’ money 
that should either have gone for new 
implements, better stock, more fer­
tilizer, or been used for the purposes 
for Which loans have been made at 
exorbitant interest rates.

Wise “ financiers” and alleged “'ec­
onomists” are devising schemes to get 
the farmer out of his difficulties by 
lending him back some of the money 
taken from him. A simple way out 
would be to take less from him.

departments and independent offices 
were slashed far below appropria­
tions provided them for the current 
fiscal year. The veterans’ bureau 
suffered the greatest- cut, its esti­
mate being placed more than $80,- 
000,000 below its current appropria­
tion.

War department, $336,441,092, 
decrease $13,000,000.

Veterans’ bureau, $349,065,000, 
decrease $82,000,000.

Shipping board, $30,344,000, de­
crease $20,000,000.

Public debt retirement, $310,000,- 
000, decrease $13,006,000.

Public debt interest, $890,000,- 
000, decrease $50,000,000.

Postoffice department, payable 
out of postal receipts and not by 
appropriation, $613,093,183, increas­
ed $28,000,000.

To Fight Rum Runners.
Mr. Coolidge told congress in his 

message that, in addition to these 
appropriations, he would shortly ask 
it to provide an additional $20,000,- 
000, with which to purchase more 
equipment for the coast guard, to 
enable it to cope more adequately 
with rum runners. If granted, he 
will later ask $6,000,000 more for 
the same purpose, he said. These 
appropriations, he sqid, would be 
charged against the current fiscal 
year.

While dwelling on this subject, 
Mr. Coolidge called particular atten­
tion of congress today to the in­
crease of $1,600,000 in 1925, esti­
mates for prohibition enforcement

indicating his desire that the money 
be provided.

The estimates for the war and 
navy departments provide for tAe 
continuation of the present person­
nel of the service, no money being 
provided for the increases in man­
power sought by Secretaries Weeks 
and Denby.

Sources o f  Revenue.
Sources of revenue for the fiscal 

year, 1925, were estimated in the 
budget as follows:

Income and profits tax $1,800.- 
000,000, a decrease of $50,000,000 
from estimated receipts from the 
source for the current year.

Miscellaneous internal revenue, 
$927,585,000, a decrease of $6,000,- 
000.

Customs receipts, $493,000,000, 
a decrease of $77,000,000.

Miscellaneous receipts, $473,177,- 
078, a decrease of $67,000,000.

The British government, Mr. Cool­
idge said in his message, under the 
terms of its debt agreement with this 
country, will pay $160,000,000 into 
the treasury nevt year, probably in 
Liberty bonds. Under the law these 
will be retired.

Mr. Coolidge opened his budget 
message with a concise review of the 
country’s finances since the war. He 
pointed out that since August, 1919, 
when the nationad debt was at its 
peak of $20,500,000,000, it has been 
reduced nearly $4,500,000,000. He 
then plunged immediately into his 
recommendations for tax reductions.

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“CAMILLE,” MADE FAMOUS BY 
DUMAS AND BERNHARDT, REAL 

CHARACTER, NOT IMAGINATIVE
By JOHN O’BRIEN,

United Press Staff Correspondent.
PARIS, Dec. 10.— Who was “ Ca­

mille?”
The seductive heroine of the fam­

ous drama, in the depicting of whom 
the golden voice of Sarah Bern­
hardt was attuned to its tenderest 
expression, was not a Creature of 
the imagination of Alexandre Du­
mas, Fils. She was a reality, a 
reality surrounded with mystery* but 
nevertheless a woman of flesh and 
blood, who dazzled Paris three quar­
ters of a century ago and then pass­
ed out, as in the play, at the very 
height of her splendor. Some of the 
mystery which veils the life story of 
this “ shooting star” of the boulevard 
firmament has been pierced by 
Johannes Gros, who has published 
his discoveries in a volume entitled, 
“ Alexandre Dumas and Marie Dupes- 
sis.”

Authentic documents quoted by 
the writer reveal that the girl whose 
tragic story was to furnish the 
theme for a world-circling drama, 
known to American and English au­
diences as “ Camille”— an inappro­
priate rendering of the original title 
“ La Dame aux Camelis” (The Lady 
of the Camelias) — was the daughter 
of a Normandy peasant, Marin Pies 
sis, a ne’er-do-well, gambler, hard 
drinker, swaggering roysterer, and 
a pretty girl of the ■village of No­
nant, who le( herself be captivated 
by the persuasive blarney of Plesses, 
whose exploits had won for him the 
sobriquet of “ Marin the Wizard.”

The Child Kidnaped.
Mme. Plessis fled from her brutal 

husband a few years later and be­
came a chambermaid in the service 
of an English family, placing her lit­
tle daughter in the care of her own 
parents. Alphonsine Plessis grew up 
to girlhoood in the fields and farm­
yards of Lower Normandy. When she 
was 14 a wandering band of gypsies 
took her in charge and she found 
her way to Paris— and misery. A 
vegetable dealer in the rue des 
Deux Ecus, near - the central mar­
kets, took her in as a maid-of-all- 
work.

She was a waif, a little savage of 
the slums, dressed in rags, her feet 
encased in clumsy sabots, afraid of 
her master and the devil, of ghosts 
and the bogyman. She couldn’t write 
her own name.

Three years later she was queen 
of the gay world of Paris. Installed 
in the opera box of a young duke, 
bearer of one of the oldest names in 
the French nobility, men and women 
alike came to pay her homage. Her 
gowns, her exquisite taste, her regal 
manners, her entrancing conversa­
tion were the talk of Paris. Her 
salon in the Boulevard de la Made­
leine was the rendezvous for every­
body who had a name, or sought one, 
in the realm of art, music, letters. 
She had apparently read everything. 
She was an admirable musician. Her 
name had now become Marip Duples- 
sis.

How had it happened?
Three Years o f Mlstery.

A writer of the time, Nestor 
Roqueplan, has told of meeting the 
little peasant girl one cold night on 
the Pont Neuf, hungry and home­
less, and had bought her a plate of 
fried potatoes and a cup of coffee. 
From that moment until her mirac­
ulous metamorphosis nothing is

known of her history. M. Gros docs 
not attempt to solve- that mystery. 
“ Three years of Parisian life” is his 
only explanation.

The younger Dumas met her when 
she had reached the pinnacle of 
fame. He was invited to a gathering 
of artists, singers and writers at the 
apartment in the Boulevard de la 
Madeleine. There he discovered her 
secret— which was to make his plav. 
As the champagne flowed, Marie’s 
language became freer and bolder. 
Her spirits heightened. She called 
for a waltz and danced with frenzy. 
Suddenly she stopped, almost totter­
ed and, a handerchief to her lips, 
went into an adjoining room. Dumas 
followed. Marie was lying on a 
couch, her high color gone, the’ red 
spots on the handkerchief betraying 
the cause.

To the anxious questions of the 
novelist the young woman revealed 
that she was doomed. But she did 
not want to linger on for years and 
see her beauty die before herself. 
She wanted to “ go out in glory.” 
Gros quotes a letter of Dumas in 
which he says that the scene of the 
play which deals with this episode 
was an “ absolutely accurate tran­
script of what happened.

Six months later she died. She 
was 23 years of age.

“ The Caspar.ds of Pine Croft” is 
the latest hook by Ralph Connor, 
author of “ The Sky Pilot,” “ The 
Man from Glengarry” and numerous 
other works of exceeeding interest 
and lofty ideals. If this last ranks 
as his best, and it will be said by 
many that it does, the praise is both 
high and well deserved, for each of 
his other works has been lauded in 
turn by discerning critics. It is pub­
lished by the George H. Doran com­
pany, New York.

Around character of unusual 
strength, simplicity, devotion and 
purity, the author has constructed an 
interesting romance. In Paul Gas- 
pard is pictured one of those men 
who has been a compelling force in 
the world’s progress, one who has 
sublime faith in God, yet recognizes 
that if he wrould do the work he has 
been sent out to do he must make 
himself fit to meet any emergency.

In these days when “ higher criti­
cism” has been condemned by many 
who fear it may undermine faith, it 
is refreshing to find an author, him­
self a minister of the Gospel, who 
does not hesitate to point out the 
folly of trying to hang back while 
the world advances. In the outset a 
devout Scotch mother is teaching the 
catechism to her boy, just entering 
his teens, and finds a stumbling 
block when she tries to explain to 
the young inquiring mind the mean­
ing of “ fore-ordained.” He is will­
ing to grant that God has arranged 
everything, but is unwilling to ad­
mit that God has permitted evil and 
distress to qnter the world. He had 
seen God’s face looking at him out 
of the sky as he had lain on his back 
thinking of the lessons learned in 
the catechism and that face was 
kind. “ He wouldn’t do anything bad. 
I just know He wouldn’t hurt any­
body,’ the hoy declared.

This faith upholds him through 
years of temptation and trial, guides 
and comforts him, leads him on and 
on and helps him to conquer. But 
much of that time is spent among 
the Indian and simple folks who 
are not concerned with the “ higher 
criticism.”  He comes in time to 
mingle with minds that are keeping 
up wyith the world’s progress and for 
the first time hears the writing of 
the Bible discussed and he asks, “ Is 
the Bible true?” He does not doubt, 
but wonders. He is discussing with a 
student one of the great psalms:

“ He will not suffer thy foot to be 
moved. He that keepeth thee will 
not slumber. T'he Lord is thy keep­
er. The Lord shall keep thee from 
all evil.
