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TWOHIGHWAYMEN OPERATING IN RANGER
BIG INTERESTS 
APPROVE POLICY 

OF PRESIDENT
Coolidge Believed S e e k i n g  

W a ll Street Support and  
N egro V ote.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 19.— Presi­
dent Coolidge’s first message, care­
fully and studiously prepared after 
weeks of thought, has gone to the 
world. The Democrats have gener­
ously refrained from unfriendly 
criticism perhaps one reason for this 
was that they realized that the first 
aim of the message was to enable 
Mr. Coolidge to win his own party 
nomination, and in this they wish 
him well. He is in, has been in but 
a short time, and they feel that he 
should “ have a chance for his white 
ally,”  as the boys say.

The Republicans around Washing­
ton, who, when there is pie'to be dis­
tributed, turn each morning toward 
the White House, even as the Mos­
lem turns toward Mecca, had greased 
their vocal cords and tuned their 
voices for a month in order to shout 
their approval, no matter what doc­
trines the president might proclaim. 
The people , of the country generally 
will probably get their best cue ps 
to just what , sort of message it was 
from the manner in which it was re­
ceived in certain quarters. It was 
observed that the Wall Street Jour­
nal chortled in glee when it found 
that everything for which it had 
prayed was duly set forth— reduc­
tion of the surtaxes on big incomes, 
continuation of the Esch-Cummiris 
law with its guarantees and prohibi­
tive freight rates, refusal of a bonus 
to the soldiers, and so on. The big 
interests for which the Journal al­
ways speaks were equally delighted 
with some of the omissions noted; 
while there were seven thousand 
words in the message, there was not 
one for the interests of labor.

W an ts N egro V ote .
Mr. Coolidge, with a weather eye 

on the colored delegates from the 
South and the negro vote next No­
vember, strongly espoused the Dyer 
anti-lynching bill. This bill is worthy 
of profound consideration. It pro­
vides, among other things, that °if 
five or more persons lynch another 
individual within any given county, 
that county shall be penalized to the 
extent of $50,000. Bad as this is, 
it becomes worse when one contem­
plates the situation which would 
arise if a mob originating in one 
county should carry the victim across 
the line into another county and 
there hang him.

The bill is largely fostered from a 
feeling that political conditions de­
mand it; Mr. Dyer has to hold the 
12,000 negro votes in his St. Louis 
district or lose his seat in congress. 
The Republican party has to hold the 
ne gro vote, now rapidly slipping, or 
lose several states in which it prac­
tically holds the balance of power. 
In the recent elections in New York 
and Kentucky the negro divided; in 
New York most of them voted the 
Democratic ticket; in Maryland so 
many of them broke from the Re­
publican party that even St. Mary’s 
county, Republican for decades,

. landed in the Democratic column. 
Schooling and going up and down 
in the land is steadily bringing the 
negroes to a different view; their 
leaders are finding that the spirit of 
Lincoln no longer pervades the Re­
publican party.

In fact, The eastern ,or reactionary 
end of the party has gone back to 
the old federalism of Hamilton, who 
believed that one class should rule 
over the others by right of birth, 
blood, breeding jand wealth; the 
western or progressive wing has be­
come to a large degree socialistic. 
The spirit of Lincoln had vanished 
before Hayes was manipulated into 
the presidency won by Tilden and 
long before Mark Hanna spent 18 
mill lions to put McKinley in the 
White House; had that spirit not 
been in eclipse, these things could 
not have happened* The intelligent 
negro— and he" is becoming numer­
ous and is leading his brethren— is 
feeling this keenly and realizing that 
he is hut a burden-bearer for the 
Republican bosses.

BURN TO DEATH 

AFTER CRASH
On W a y  From San Antonio to 

D allas W h en  Gasoline  
Tank Explodes.

TEMPLE, Texas, Dec. 19.— Capt, 
H. E. Sturcken, commander of the 
Forty-seventh school squadron, of 
Brooks field, and Sergt. C. E. Ryals, 
were burned to death Tuesday morn­
ing when their army airplane caught 
fire near Pendleton, Bell county, 
seven miles north of Temple. They 
Were en route to Dallas on a cross­
country flight from Brooks field for 
the purpose of buying a doll for 
Capt. Sturcken’s little 3- year old 
daughter, to present it to her as a 
gift from Santa Claus.

The doll had been ordered from 
a concern in Dallas, but had failed 
to arrive. Fearing congestion o? 
the mail would delay the package, 
Capt. Sturken decided to fly to Dal­
las to be sure of getting the present 

The flyers apparently had lost 
their bearings and were flying low. 
The ship crashed into a tree top 
and was destroyed by fire when the 
gasoline tank exploded.

Four men who were observing the 
flight of the plane were startled to 
see it sway suddenly and gyrate in 
midair, a moment later bursting into 
flames and starting its fatal plunge.

Upon arrival at the scene of the 
landing, the would be rescurers were 
obliged to stand by helplessly while 
the flames took their toll.

The bodies of both men were 
burned beyond recognition. The 
plane was reduced to a mass of 
blackened wreckage.

Capt. Sturcken lived at New York 
City. Sergt. Ryals’ home was at 
Glenwood, Ga.

The bodies will be sent to San An­
tonio.

FIVE MEMBERS OF MOB  
IN OKLAHOM A M A Y  FACE  

CHARGES OF UMRDER

DALLAS, Dec. 19.— Gov. Pat M. 
Neff, addressing last night a mass 
meeting in the Fair Park coliseum, 
in protest against lawlessness and es­
pecially to urge observance of laws 
forbidding the manufacture and sale 
of intoxicating liquor, declared he 
stood against any modification of 
the Volstead act.

“ The criticism often heard that 
snap judgment was followed in the 
enactment of the prohibition law, 
that the national legislation was 
‘put over’ on the people, is an error, 
the governor said.

“ The national prohibition legisla­
tion, the amendment and the Vol­
stead act represent the fruition of 
more than a hundred years of con­
sideration of the liquor question by 
the American people,” he continued. 
“ This legislation is on the statute 
books to stay. There should be no 
amendment to the constitution per­
mitting the manufacture and sale of 
light wines and beer. Congress should 
not say that beer is not an intoxi­
cant.”

Governor Neff emphasized “ the 
value of mass meetings such &s the 
one called for the coliseum.” He 
voiced the opinion that the Dallas 
meeting would “ prove of inestimable 
value and that it comes at a very op­
portune time. The majority of Tex­
as citizens are unqualifiedly in fa­
vor of law enforcement and observa­
tion,” he said, in his opinion.

He prophesied great value in this 
direction as a result of the Dallas 
meeting.

If he received the death 
penalty he wanted' to sell his body 
and the money to be used in an effort 
to free a fellow prisoner and his 
mother was to be told he had died 
in a plane crash.

DUNCAN, Okla., Dec. 19.— Charg­
es of murder probably will be filed 
today against •five persons in con­
nection with the slaying of Albert 
Bereh, hotel keeper at Marlow, and 
Arthur Jernegan, negro porter, Mon­
day night, according to County At­
torney Sullivan.

The two m.en; w\;re slain when 
Bereh resisted an attempt of a mob 
to force the negro to leave Marlow. 
One man, the alleged slayer, is be­
lieved to have fled, a search for him 
extending over 38 hours having fail­
ed to locate him. The county at­
torney said that witnesses placed the 
blame for the slaying on this one 
man. The names of the probable de­
fendants' have not beep divulged.

ATHENS, Dec. 19.— Driven from 

Greece by an uprising of his sub­
jects demandjng a republic, King 
George and Queen Elizabeth fled to­
day to Bucharest aboard the steam­
ship Daphne.

George II., who succeeded his 
father, Constantline, to the Greek 
throne, remains formal king even in 
exile and his regular appropriation 
will be sent him until the national 
assembly decides what form of gov­
ernment is best for Greece. His wife 
is the daughter of Marie of Rou- 
mania.

The Greek sovereign may never 
again return to the throne, for even 
if the effort, to form a republic is 
not altogether a success at this time 
it is likely that a new king would be 
chosen rather than that George be 
called back.

Admiral Countouris will serve as 
regent until the assembly decides 
what regime shall rule the country.

It is expected that a republic will 
be proclaimed.

Gen. Danglis, director of the Veni- 
zelist party, has telegraphed ex-Pre- 
mier Venizelos, now abroad, asking 
him to return and take command of 
the situation.

It is learned that King George 
cabled Venizelos Monday, asking 
him to return and form a cabinet, 
as the people had shown their desire 
for .his leadership when they return­
ed a moderate Venizelist majority 
in Sunday’s elections. Venizelos, 
however, approving the removal of 
the king, did not reply.

Pending decision of the assembly, 
the Gonatas government continues 
to function.

After blasting a hole into the vault, 
the robbers dynamited a hole in the 
safe, while their confederates kept 
up a constant fire.

ATLANTA, Ga., Dec. 19.— Infor­
mation regarding misconduct with 
women by Phil Fox, Ku Klux Klan 
publicity agent, was-given to W. S. 
Coburn, attorney, shortly before the 
latter was shot down by Fox, it was 
testified today in the trial of Fox for 
murder.

Ed Simmons, an investigator for 
Coburn, who was chief attorney for 
the Simmons faction of the klan, de­
clared today that he submitted evi­
dence that Fox had been arrested at 
a local hotel while in the company of 
Mrs. Margaret Weaver and had 
given other evidence of Fox’s alleg­
ed misconduct.

The testimony v/as introduced by 
the state to prove the motive for the 
crime; that Fox killed Coburn be­
cause of the damaging evidence col­
lected against him.

Simmons revealed that spies had 
been placed in resorts to get infor­
mation on Fox’s actions. He said 
that he was gathering the evidence 
to be used by Coburn in the filing 
of receivership proceedings against 
the klan.

SCIENTISTS PROMISE 
GREAT REVELATIONS 

A T  ANNUAL SESSION

CINCINNATI, O., Dec. 19.— Im­
portant discoveries, far beyond the 
present scope of science, are to he 
revealed for the first time at the 
seventy-seventh annual meeting of 
the American Association for the 
Advancement of Science opening 
here Dec. 27.

Prof. Harris Hancock, of the asso­
ciation’s Cincinnati committee, an­
nounced that revelations of vital im­
portance to the advancement of 
civilization will be made in several 
fields of science represented in the 
convention.

Local members of the association, 
however, declined to give any ad­
vance information as to thg nature 
ot the discoveries to he announced.

The convention, meeting in 5 sec­
tions and representing practically 
every branch of scientific study and 
development, will continue through- 
to Jan. 2, 1924. The University of 
Cincinnati— host to the gathering—- 
is arranging to a(ccom;modate be­
tween 2,500 and 3,000 delegates, 
each a leader in his own branch of 
science.

The association now has more than 
10,000 members in good standing 
representing the folowing sciences:

Mathematics, physics, chemistry, 
astronomy, geology, zoology, botany, 
anthropology, psychology, sociology, 
and economics, philology, engineer­
ing, medicine, agriculture and edu­
cation.

DEBTS TO U. S.
Reliable authorities practically 

agree that France and Italy have no 
intention of paying their debts to 
the United States or to Great Britain. 
Senator Borah has put into the rec­
ord Secretary Mellon’s letter to him 
on the subject, asserting that it war­
rants a senatorial demand on Premier 
Poincare for an explanation and for 
guarantees.

The total amount of the debt of 
France is now very close to four bil­
lions of dollars, while that of Italy 
is about two billions. The American 
debt commision has not made any at­
tempt to adjust these claims, except 
as some of the debtors have made ap­
plication.

It is claimed that the state depart­
ment did not desire to disturb the dip­
lomatic equilibrium by insisting on 
guarantees, but it is possible that 
congress will not be so tender in the 
bit. The people demand that taxes 
be reduced and the interest and sink­
ing fund on these debts amount to 
enough to pay the soldiers bonus and 
then some.

GET DIVIDEND
Receiver of Ranger First Na­

tional Will Sent Out 
Checks.

BONUS OF TAXES 1 
It may be said that the outspoken 

opposition of President Coolidge to 
the proposal to grant a bonus to 
former service men in the world war, 
reflected not merely the conviction 
of the chief executive, but' the calm 
judgment of the great majority of the 
American people. The president and 
secretary of the treasury are em­
phatic in the statement that if a 
bonus is granted taxes cannot be re­
duced.

Business demands a reduction of 
the surtax, and the people hope for 
a reduction in the costs of living. 
Whether their hopes will be fulfilled 
by relieving the tax on capital is a 
matter that only future events will 
determine. The low price of wheat 
has not resulted in a perceptible de­
crease in the cost of bread.

But whether the bonus be granted 
or not, the disabled and needy vet­
erans of the war should be given bet­
ter treatment than they have had.

A P P E L L A T E  C O U R T  R E V E R S E S  

C A S E , R E N D E R IN G  J U D G M E N T

EASTLAND, Dec. 19.—M. McCul­
lough and Burkett, Orr & McCarty, 
attorneys for the City of Rising Star 
in a suit against J. M. Dill, which 
was tried in the Eighty-eighth dis­
trict court a few months ago, have 
received notice from the court of 
civil appeals at Fort Worth, to which 
the case was appealed by them after 
a judgment had been rendered for 
Dill in the lower court, that the case 
had been reversed and rendered.

This case is a tax suit and a test 
case of some 50 or 100 cases being 
filed by the City of Rising Star to 
collect taxes assessed for street im­
provement.

Plaintiffs alleged that the City of 
Rising Star was not a legal corpora­
tion in that when incorporating it 
had not complied with the statutes 
governing same. They further al­
leged that some of the levies were 
illegal in that they were not made 
for the proper purpose. It was also 
contended that plaintiffs were not 
given the 90-day notice of the filing 
of the suits.

RANGER, Dec. 19.— Payment of 
a dividend of 3 per cent to creditors 
of the First National bank of Ran­
ger, which closed its doors on Feb. 
17, 1921, has been authorized by the 
United States comptroller of the 
treasury. The dividend will total 
approximately $40,000. This will 
make a total of 17 per cent paid to 
creditors in three installments, in­
cluding the last one.

E. B. Cushing, receiver of the 
First National announced today that, 
while regretting that the dividend 
checks will not be ready for Christ­
mas, they will be surely distributed 
by Jan. 20 of next year.

Cushing said that enough money 
had only been collected on Monday 
to pay the dividend and that he re­
ceived word today to make the an­
nouncement.

Send Checks to W ashington .
The checks must be sent to the 

comptrollers office in Washington 
for verification and signature, which 
will require two weeks or more, 
Cushing said. They will then be re­
turned and distributed to creditors.

“ While it cannot be definitely 
stated,” Cushing said in a written 
statement for press, “ yet allowing 
for the usual delays of the holiday 
season, it is hoped that the checks 
will be ready for distribution about 
Jan. 20.

“ Due notice will be given to all 
concerned in ample time to file their 
receiver’s certificate. It is suggest­
ed that they await such notice be­
fore sending these certificates to the 
receiver.”

$ 1 ,2 5 0 ,0 0 0  In Deposits.
Thege was approximately $1,250,- 

000 in deposits at the First National 
when the doors of the big institu­
tion closed for the last time after a 
heavy run on the bank.

The payment of a dividend will af­
fect all of those who have proven 
claims against the institution, in­
cluding those who hold cashier’s 
checks as well as those who hold cer­
tificates of deposits.

The closing of the First National 
shook . Ranger to its roots, because 
of the’ magnitude of the deposits and 
the suddenness with which it came. 
Efforts at reorganization and re­
opening failed, after several months 
of work in that direction.

Townes, former dean of law and at 
the time of his death a professor of 
law in the University of Texas, died 
in a local infirmary at 1:45 o’clock 
Tuesday afternoon as the result of 
an attack of appendicities.

became dean of law in 1905, being 
the first faculty member to have oc­
cupied that position. He continued 
in that capacity until Jan. 1 of this 
year, when he resigned, but contin­
ued as a professor of law and was 
engaged in writing a work on torts 
at the time of his death.
