Many phases of woman's present 
day status, especially her position in 
the eyes of the laws of Texas, are 
to be thrashed out in the convention, 
which is expected to draw repre­
sentatives from every county in the 
state.

Mrs. Ames points out that the ob­
jects of womankind can best he ob­
tained at present only when '“ men 
and women get together and t:i> e 
over the machinery of party politics 
and learn what makes the wheels of 
government §8 forward— and • ack-

. “ For four years,” said Mrs.- Ames, 
“ women of Te^as have been a po­
tential factor in the government of 
our state. During these years we 
have striven for great social reforms 
with varying success. In the begin­
ning our minds and our sympathies 
were stirred with a determination to 
right the wrongs affecting the women 
and the children, knowing that noth­
ing could be done for their advance­
ment without advancing the cause 
of the nation. Experience has brought 
us to the realization that though our 
eause be ever so noble, something 
else is required of us. We are learn­
ing that social welfare must for a 
time be a secondary consideration if 
we would win its rightful place of 
major importance for all time. World 
peace for the heart of womankind 
cries out, and the abolishment of 
child labor from the United States, 
can never be accomplished until men 
a.nd women get together and take 
over the machinery of party poli­
tics and learn what ,makes the wheels 
of government go forward and back­
ward.”

OKLAHOMA LULL

WITNESSES BEFORE 
HOUSE COMMITTEE 

MUST TELL TRUTH
OKLAHOMA CITY, Oct. 20.— 

Perjury charges against several wit­
nesses who have appeared before the 
house committee investigating the 
administration of Governor Walton 
will be placed in the hands of the 
grand jury, according to Chairman 
Disney of the committee. The names 
of the witnesses have not been made 
public.

Three newspaper men were ques­
tioned today relative to the gover­
nor’s alleged “ shoot to kill” order 
issued before the house attempted to 
meet Sept. 26 on a call by Repre­
sentative McBee of Stephens county 
in defiance of the governor.

PERSHING SLIPS

WASHINGTON, Oct. 20.— Gen­

eral John J. Pershing, who a little 
more than six years’ ago secretly left 
Washington for France to lead the 
American forces, again has slipped 
quietly from the capital for a so­
journ on French soil, ' He has pass­
age on the Leviathan, sailing today 
from New York, and it will he three 
months before he returns. His sis­
ter, Mi’s. D. M. Butler of Nebraska, 
is accompanying him.

So far as General Pershing and 
Mrs. Butler are able to make it, the 
trip will be just a sight-seeing tour, 
All agencies of the government have 
been invoked to aid, in so far as pos­
sible, in preventing publicity, and to 
induce French authorities to allow 
General Pershing and his sister to 
visit France as any other American 
citizens. •

MEXICO-CITY, Oct. 20.— Adolfo 

De La Huerta, former minister of 
the treasury and candidate for the 
presidency of Mexico, asserts that 
he has been threatened with death.

dent Obregon and Alberto Pani, min­
ister of the treasury, had been wait­
ing announcement of his candidacy 
for tlje purpose of “ smirching” his 
good name.

Denying chai’ges by Pani that mil­
lions had been misappropriated dur­
ing his administration, De La Ru- 
erta says in his statement that he 
will make even more serious chai’ges 
if an unseen hand did not cut short 
his life like Pancho Villa’s.

HAMBURG, Germany, Oct. 20.—  
Two men thought hy the police to 
be master minds in a white slave 
traffic ring, have been arrested, fol­
lowing interception of a letter which 
reads:

“ Five girls have arrived safe on 
the way to New York. The harbor 
at Hamburg is full of police. The 
girls were brought aboard with great 
difficulty. Two nearly betrayed us 
by their crying, but chloroform 
works well.

“ Bill has been arrested and John­
ny has taken his place. He will de­
liver the girls to the Blue Bird in 
San Francisco.

“ If you have more merchandise, 
bring them to the Hamburg girl mar­
ket. A check follows.”

Kornelius Ritter is held at Lfm- 
merch and Charles Frank at Siegen. 
The police have been watching them 
and several others in an effort to 
stop the shipment of German girls 
to America in the white slave traf­
fic. One man was arrested in the 
act of trying to persuade a girl to 
go to Holland, promising high pay 
and easy work. He confessed that, 
working in conjunction with a -Hol­
lander, he had enticed 50 German 
girls from their homes in the last 
few months and sent them to Hol­
land. Girls between 16 and 18 years 
of age are especially in demand.

offices of the chief of police and chief

C. H. Fulwiller, who announced that 
it was done in the interests of effi­
ciency.

SAN DIEGO, Calif., Oct. 20.—  
Mrs. George E. Schick named E. W. 
Clark, his wife, Mrs. May Clark, and 
herself in % a forgery conspiracy 
against her late husband, George 
E. Schick, according to District At­
torney Keppler, who said today that 
Mrs. Schick had given him a state­
ment containing a full and complete 
Confession of circumstances sur­
rounding the murder of! her hus­
band.

“ Mrs. Schick has made a confes­
sion involving all three in the forg­
ery and has given information that 
may lead to the finding of Schick's 
body,”  said the district attorney. 
But he added, “ we are not sure that 
we can find the body.”

Mrs. Schick was arrested several 
days ago on charges of forgery in 
connection with the disappearance 
of Schick, who has been missing 
since early last February. It is al­
leged Mrs. Schick obtained posses­
sion of her husband’s property by 
forgery.

Kansas Physician Proposes a 
Campaign Agai'nst It;'Likes 

Chinese Method.

TOPEKA, Kan., Oct. 20.— A na­
tional campaign to eliminate hand­
shaking is being fostered by Dr. S. J. 
Crumbrine, former secretary of the 
Kansas board of health. Crumbrine 
started the movement which resulted 
in the banning of the common drink­
ing cup, the roller towel and he 
“ originated the “ swat the fly” slo­
gan.

Dr. Crumbrine’s campaign against 
handshaking will be more sensational 
than previous campaigns, his friends 
say.

“ Diseases are transmitted through 
handshaking,”  says the doctor, who 
is an officer of the American Child 
Health association, with offices in 
New York city. “ The most difficult 
diseases to control are those of the 
nose and throat and they are often 
transmitted through the handshake. 
The only people not handshakers are 
the Chinese. They have a custom of 
standing still when meeting with 
their friends and each grasps his own 
hand while bowing profusely to the 
other.”

Editor White Puts
Finger On Failure 

Of Enforcement

EMPORIA, Kan., Oct. 20— Amer­
ica will be “ shot-mouth deep” in 
booze unless the president declares 
that in the appointment of federal 
enforcement agents in states of wet 
senators, he will ignore the senators, 
William Allen White, editor of the 
Emporia Gazette, declared here to­
night.

White has just returned from New 
York and Washington, where he up­
held the contention, of Governor 
Pinchot of Pennsylvania in the en­
forcement prohibition controversy 
that the federal government is to 
blame for the present condition.

Connives At Failure.
White said: “ Give the wet sena­

tors the postoffice, bank examiner, 
revenue collector and custodian of 
life and property but don’t put in his 
hands the enforcement of laws, he 
disbelieves in, connives at its break­
down and too often profits at this 
connivance.”  v

In speaking of the statement made 
hy Senator Moses of New Hamp­
shire that the Volstead act is a jack­
ass statute, the noted editor said:

“ Federal law enforcers for New 
Hampshire are appointed by the 
recommendation of Senator Moses. 
They are in the nature of things of 
the same belief as he is that the Vol­
stead act is a jackass statute. These 
forces are charged with stopping the 
leaks on the Canadian line.

Howl or Bray.
“ Believing as they do, encourag­

ing as they do that the Volstead act 
is a jackass statute, men like Sena­
tor Moses blatantly howl at the law. 
How can they find the moral cour­
age to stop the leaks into United 
States when they can make $10,000 
to $50,000 for their negligence?

“ Suppose the communists had the 
appointment of men in enforcing 
the prohibittion law against confis­
cating property without due process 
of law? Would property be any safer 
in the United States than prohibition 
in New Hampshire?

“ If the law is not enforced in wet 
states, it is because the enforcers 
are appointed by wet senators,”

GOVERNORS ARE 
READYTO AGREE 
TO HIS PROGRAM

Three Only Prove Fractious, 
but All Others in Accord 

With President.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 20;.— Presi­
dent Coolidge today secured ths 
adoption by the governors’ confer­
ence at the White House of a sweep­
ing seven-point program, enlisting 
and co-ordinating the support of vir­
tually every official authority of the 
county, federal, state and municipal 
government in the enforcement of 
the prohibition law. ’

The adoption by the conference 
of the program followed an address 
by the president in which the chief 
executive emphasized that the states 
must adopt full responsibility Jor 
the enforcement of the law.

The program follows: \ t!
All Working Together.

Co-ordination of all state, federal, 
county and municipal authorities.

Call upon the press to support 
prohibition law enforcement and to 
stress law observance and treat the 
enforcement program commensurate 
with the gravity of lawlessness.

Call conventions of municipal, 
county and state officials at conveni­
ent times to discuss and adopt a pro­
gram, the federal department pledg­
ing every support to the program.

Call upon prosecuting attorneys in 
various district of the state to con­
fer upon the program, pledging ev­
ery support and aid to the district 
attorneys.

Impressing upon law breakers and 
aliens the majesty of the law.

Co-operation by national authori­
ties in all o f these activities.

Teach the Children.
At the suggestion of Governor 

Preuss of Minnesota, a .caventh 
point was added as follows: Edu­
cate children on temperance

The adoption of the program by 
the conference was a victory for 
President Coolidge. The seven-point 
program was adopted by unanimous 
consent, but there was no roll call.

Governor Ritchie of Maryland was 
fairly angry at what he declared was 
an attempt on the part of the presi­
dent to cut short the discussion aft­
er the government had made its 
case.

Three Only Appear Wet.
The appointment of four dry gov­

ernors as members of the program 
committee was criticized by Govern­
ors Smith of New York and Silzer 
of New Jersey. They contended that 
the government knew of the opposi­
tion to the Volstead act in its pres­
ent form and that states opposing 
the act should be represented on the 
committee.

The Maryland governor caused a 
sensation when he denounced the 
Volstead act as an invasion of state 
rights.

The governors of more than 30 
states were in the conference at the 
White House today to consider 
methods of obtaining better enforce­
ment of immigration, narcotic and 
prohibition laws.

Twenty-five governors a r r i v e d  
from the conference at West Baden, 
Ind., and about a half-dozen govern­
ors of eastern states already had 
reached the capital. All gathered at 
the Wihte House at 2 o’clock and 
were guests of the president at 
luncheon, after which they discussed 
the problems before them.

TAKE THE QUESTION TO
THE PEOPLE, SAYS COOLIDGE

WASHINGTON, Oct. 20. — The 
problem of prohibition must be taken 
directly to the American people, 
President Coolidge in his first ad­
dress and pronouncement on prohibi­
tion, declared in his address at the 
White House to the governors today.

At the same time President Cool­
idge pledged his own support to the 
“ limit” to the law-abiding public as 
provided for in the constitution 
against lawless elements.

The president told his auditors that 
the means provided by congress and 
the state must be used to the full 
extent of the laws’ capacity. “ It is 
certainly my purpose to use it,”1 he 
added. “ This is not a political ques­
tion and cannot be made one.”

Speaking upon the duty of the 
states in enforcement of the prohibi­
tion amendment, he said, “ No provi­
sion of the eighteenth amendment 
templates any surrender of state 
responsibility, We can only make 
progress by frank consideration. The 
case must not be decided by politics. 
These problems must be taken di­
rectly to the American people. This 
government is theirs. This problem 
is theirs,”

NOISE AND SILENCE 
The almighty dollar has a rival as 

the national god of the American peo­
ple—the “ Great God Noise," says 
Earle Albert Rowell, in the Novem. 
her Watchman Magazine of Nash­
ville, Tenn. The worship of his blat­
ant majesty has pervaded even the 
fastnesses of nature:

“From early morning till early 
morning civilization is a piercing 
shriek of whistles, a dingdong of 
street cars, a honk-honk of automo­
biles, a clamor and a clang, a hodge­
podge of sounds, a camibal of din, a 
concatenation of clatter, a crescendo 
of hub-bub. The very streets are the 
highways of the hullaballoo. Carni­
vals with all their shouting, fanfare, 
and bobbery, festivals with all their 
tinkle, jingle, and tantara throng the 
streets. The weekly street dance, 
with it3 jangle of jazz music, is fast 
becoming the community institution 
of small town and large city. The 
public parade must be led by the 
measured roll of the drum and the 
fantasia of the band. The circus 
parade would pass unnoticed without 
its ever-present, ear-splitting, caco 
phonous calliope. The American peo­
ple feel bereft if they cannot cele­
brate the Fourth of July by rending 
the skies with a thousand stridulous, 
'thundering, deafening explosions 
ranging from the giant firecracker to 
the earth-shaking broadside detona­
tion of the superdreadnaught in sham 
battle. Even on top of skyscrapers 
one is not free from the reverberation 
of city noises. One can hear the bab. 
ble of scores of discordant sounds 
from the streets below; the muffled 
buzz; the stentorian voices of the 
newsboys; the clear, shrill siren of 
the police auto, of the ambulance, of 
the fire engine; the resounding roar 
of the staccato blasts of the unmuf­
fled flying machine overhead. The 
sharp, piercing whistles of the ar­
riving and departing trains mingle 
with the harsh, morning, noon, and 
evening whistles of hundreds of fac­
tories, mills, and manufacturing 
plants, filling the air with a confused 
jumble of combination.

“ Silence, or aught resembling sil­
ence, seems to be dreaded as a dire 
calamity by most modems—Almost 
every camp and bungalow is equipped 
with some noise-making apparatus 
that will rend the air and startle the 
echoes. The talking machine is taken 
into the forest depths and made the 
companion of the canoist. The wild 
whispering in the trees, the sweet 
ocarol of the birds, the rippling mur­
mur of many waters, do not satisfy 
the jaded ear attuned to the disson. 
ant, clangorous noises of the city. 
Any* noise is preferred to the holy 
hush of nature. The sweet silences 
of the open spaces cannot be endured 
if it is possible to fill them with zip, 
hiss, and dissonance. Tourists are 
now importing canned music into the 
national parks amid the sacred 
glories of nature, and begin their 
mountain climbing to the strains of 
a jazz band."

Just as character and soul are sac­
rificed'to the Moloch of money-lust, 
8b our nerves are the offering we 
pi’esent to the “ Great God Noise." Mr. 
Rowell asks.

“ Why is it that we are so afraid 
of the silences, so afraid to be alone 
and continue with ourselves ? Why 
is it that people are anxiously await­
ing the time when they can carry

a radio set along with them so they 
may listen to something every 
moment of their waking time? What 
means this mania for noise, this diz­
zy delirium of sounds ? Why this in­
fatuation for frenzied racket? Is it 
a good or bad sign? Is it good for 
the mind, for the soul? There is no 
question but that the modern craze 
for noise is wrecking the nerves of 
men, women, and children. Anemics 
and neurasthenics are to be seen 
everywhere and are growing .more 
numerous every day. Civilization's 
ten thousand thrills and quivering 
sounds are in a measure responsible.”

Mr. Rowell answers his own ques­
tions by saying that the reason men 
prefer noise to silence i4 because they 
have forgotten God.

“Today men forget that the Lord 
is not in the multitudinous noises of 
civilization that have been invented 
to drown out the still small voice— 
How much sweeter, how much more 
satisfying and soothing to tired, 
jumpy nerves is the gentle music of 
the breezes in the foliage, the happy 
song of beautiful birds, the lulling 
purl of eddying waters! Here amidst 
the creation of God the soul can com­
mune with its Maker. Jesus knew 
the distraction of the noise of civiliza­
tion; He knew it was impossible to 
communicate with God amidst the up­
roar of public life—Secrecy and sil­
ence are the twin requirements of 
communication with God. But both 
are next to impossible today. One 
must with deliberation and intent 
firmly shut himself away from the 
Babel of modern civilization if be 
would hear the voice of God speak­
ing to him—Let us leave the city with 
its hum, its blare, its noisy pride, and 
go with Jesus to our soul, where we 
can enter into sweet, restful, strength­
ening communion with our Maker. 
Let us leave the shouting, boisterous 
throng and enter the portals of na­
ture’s silent temples of grandeur 
where we can hear God speak to us. 
God is always broadcasting His love. 
We can best get in tune with the In­
finite amidst the virgin scenes of na­
ture."

Three Oklahoma 
Prison Officials 

Face Indictments
OKLAHOMA CITY, Oct. 20.— 

Events in Oklahoma moved quickly 
today with an announcement from 
McAlester that three prison officers 
had been indicted in connection with 
the funds of that institution. One 
of them, A. R. Garrett, formerly dep­
uty warden, who resigned last Jan­
uary, is facing two charges that he 
diverted two sums of money, each 
less than $100 from the prisoners’ 
fund.

Ed Swtizer, a fourth man, a*former 
warden, also has been indicted, but 
the papers have not been served on 
him because he is a non-resident.

Warden J. H. Townsend, one of 
the men indicted, appeared before the 
house investigating committee and 
said he would return voluntarily to 
face the charge against him as soon 
as released from the house committee 
subpoena.

SAN ANTONIO BANK IS 
SUED BY STATE FOR ITS 

GUARANTY ASSESSMENT

AUSTIN, Oct. 20.— Suit was filed 
today by the attorney general 
against the Central Trust company 
of San Antonio for aproximately 
$60,000, the assessment to the state 
guaranty fund. The bank is a mem­
ber of the guaranty system of the 
state banks and the petition alleges 
that during the year 1922 the bank 
failed to pay its assessment.

The collection of the assessment 
is sought in what is stated to be the 
first suit of its kind ever brought 
under the guaranty system. The 
bank claims that for two years it 
has not taken any ordinary deposits 
and has derived no benefit from the 
guaranty fund.

BOMB EXPLOSION ALARMS
PERSONS IN ST. LOUIS HOTEL

ST. LOUIS, Oct. 20.— Several 
persons were slightly injured and 
scores driven to the streets in their 
night clothes when a bomb was ex­
ploded in the rear of the St. Louis 
hotel, near the center of the city, 
late last night. The impact hurled 
many of the hotel guests from their 
beds and caused many in the lobby 
to be cut by flying glass.

No reason for the bomb explosion 
has been repealed to the police.

The nature of the security was 
not revealed. The governor’s an­
swer declares that he is a farmer 
and has been a farmer for 20 years.

PHOENIX, Ariz., Oct. 20.— The

In a signed story, sent out 
from Austin, Roy B. Henderson, 
University of Texas correspond­
ent, says that a recent ruling by 
the state executive committee 
of the University of Texas In­
terscholastic league “ puts a 
stop” to the custom of certain 
teams playing “ practice games.”

“ The committee,”  Henderson

From 277 teams that started 
at the beginning of the season, 112 
remain as contenders for the state 
championship. This is no small num­
ber in itself but barring unforeseen 
delays the league will announce the 
champion by the second week in De­
cember. |

6,000 Texas Boys In It.
Six thousand and ninety.four Tex­

as boys, ranging in age from 14 to 
21, are participating in this vigor­
ous sport under the auspices of the 
league. This means that these boys 
must measure un in full to the high 
standards contained in hte league’s 
eligibility .rules. In addition to this, 
each of the more than 6,000 boys, as 
well as each coach, has pledged him­
self to observe the interscholastic 
league football code which reads as 
follows:

“The football code means to play 
the game in the spirit of fairness and 
clean sportsmanship, to observe all 
rules and not attempt to hold, ‘beat 
the ball’ or coach from the side lines 
because it can be done without the 
knowledge of the referee, or to re­
sort to trickery in equipping or pre­
paring players. It means to accept 
decisions of officials without protest, 
to treat your opponents as your 
guests and to put clean play and real 
sportsmanship above victories. It 
means the ability to win without 
boasting and to lose without grudge. 
‘Victory is no great matter. The im­
portant thing in sport is the manly 
striving to excel and the good feeling 
it fosters between those who play 
fair and have no excuse when they 
lose.” '

A recent ruling by the state execu­
tive committee puts a stop to the 
custom among certain teams of play­
ing “practice games.”  The commit­
tee took the position that the league 
would be seriously hampered in its 
work of conducting a state cham­
pionship series, which at best is a 
very complicated task, if teams were 
permitted to flit about engaging in 
games that mean nothing. All con­
tests regularly conducted by officials, 
or games where admission is charged, 
-are counted on a team’s percentage.

Although the city tax rate has not 
Tbeen set for the ensuing year, it is 
believed, at the city hall that it will 
be approximately $2 a hundred.

In fixing the 1924 tax rate for the 
city, allotments must be made for 
the police, fire, public welfare and 
city administration departments, and 
for the bonds maturing and the ac­
crued interest on public improve­
ment bbnds.

The percentage of the reduction
