BERLIN, Nov. 28.—Germany has 
turned to her storm center, Bavaria, 
to obtain a leader for her ship of 
state, and today Herr Stegerwald, 
born in Bavaria and a former pre­
mier of Prussia, was endeavoring to 
knit together the fragments of a cabi­
net. He was invited late Tuesday 
night by President Ebert to under­

Herr Stegerwald is accounted a 
politician of ability and an able eco­
nomist.

Stegerwald’s opportunity to become 
chancellor came at a moment when 
the capital presented the most im. 
posing array of police, bayonets and 
tanks seen in Berlin since 1918. 
Searchlights were playing up and 
down the streets through the gloom 
of a disagreeable winter day trying 
to pick out the communists supposed 
to be staging a Moscow-inspired 
demonstration.

HARRISBURG, Pa., Nov. 28.— 

Power twelve times as great as that 
produced today at Niagara Falls 
awaits the magic touch that will 
transform the great bituminous coal 
fields of Western Pennsylvania into 
energy in the form of electricity.

•One county of Pennsylvania alone 
is capable of supplying five times 
the horsepower that Niagara can sup­
ply under most favorable development 
for a period of 500 years.

The Giant power survey, authorized 
by the last legislature at the instiga­
tion of Governor Pinchot, is consider­
ing these disclosures made by the 
direction of Dr. George H. Ashley.

Great Possibilities
Careful examination of possibilities 

for power development in this state, 
as well as in New York and Canada 
reveals that in future years, the whole 
eastern section of the United States 
will look to Pennsylvania for cheap 
power which can he supplied over 
'high tension lines from the generat­
ing plants located in the heart of the 
bituminous coal region.

If this project, advanced by Govern, 
or Pinchot, which is now being 
studied by a board of experts on this 
subject, is approved by the 1925 legis­
lature, within a few years this dream 
will be a reality and Pennsylvania 
will be the first state to offer such 
advantages to an awaiting public.

Street car fares will come back to 
five cents. The country can tell the 
anthracite coal industry where to 
“head in” and coal problems will be 
no more, for the vast stores of bitu­
minous will be utilized in the genera­
tion of electro-energy for heating, 
and cooking, as well as power pur. 
poses.

Benefit of Public
All of these things are possible, ac­

cording to the enginers who have been 
working on the survey under direction 
of Governor Pinchot. The Pennsyl­
vania governor has for many years 
advocated the development of natural 
resources for the benefit of the pub­
lic at large and not for private gain. 
He seeks through his power survey to 
establish, first, the feasibility of the 
enterprise and, second, the launching 
of the project under state supervision.

In a reecnt report to the governor, 
Dr. Ashley, a well-known geologist, 
pointed out how this state would be 
practically self.sustaining in this con­
nection and independent of the power 
resources of New York and other 
states, where water power is avail­
able, if coal can be converted directly 
into electricity.

“The other states will be looking to 
Pennsylvania instead of the people of 
this state seeking a solution of their 
power and fuel problems in the water 
power available in other states,” said 
Dr. Ashley.

Ranger’s Tax Rate 
For 1923 Fixed 

At $2; Taxes 
Now Due

RANGER, Nov. 28.— The city tax 
rate for 1923 will be $2, the same as 
it was this year. The city commission 
at the regular meeting yesterday 
evening, decided to leave the rate 
unchanged.

The commissioners had deferred 
the fixing of the rate until some 
progress could be made on the wat­
er works purchase proposal, and now 
that there will not be any direct 
taxation in the event the system is 
purchased, they felt that it could be 
decided upon.

Finance Commissioner F. A. Brown 
had the year’s budget arranged and 
upon the assurance of E. A. Ring- 
old, former city tax assessor that the 
real estate taxable valuations will ag­
gregate $5,000,000, Mayor Hodges 
asked the commissioners to decide 
upon the rate. On motion by Colonel 
Brashier, and seconded hy Brown, 
the tax rate was fixed at $2.

Ranger, city taxes, like the taxes 
of state and county, are due and 
payable Oct. 1, and must be paid 
before Feb. 1, following. After the 
latter date, penalties and interest 
will be added to the account.

Taxes in Ranger for 1923 were 
due Oct. 1, but because the city com­
mission had not fixed the rate, the 
assessor and collector was unable to 
figure the amounts due from each 
taxpayer, some of whom have called 
repeatedly to know the amount of 
their taxes and have been almost in­
dignant because they were not per­
mitted to make immediate payment. 
But the city assessor and collector 
said today that he would now be 
ready to take the money and issue 
tax receipts at any time, so that is 
another cause to be thankful.

Plant to Pay Itself (Out 
“ Half of the people I have talked 

to think that the purchase of the sys­
tem will mean direct taxation,” he 
said before stating that the purchase 
will not mean an increase of taxes. 
The principal and interest will be paid 
out of the revenue derived from the 
sale of water.

Brown, who is devoting considerable 
t:me to a study of the proposal to 
buy the waterworks before placing 
it before the voters of Ranger, pre- 
ented for the first time yesterday 

a detailed estimate concerning the 
purchase of the system, as well as a 
“conservative” estimate of the var. 
ious expenditures necessary to im­
prove the present system to meet im­
mediate requirements. It will be plac­
ed before M. PI. Hagaman, chief own­
er of the system, on his return from 
Austin Monday.

Brown, in a typewritten preamble 
to his figures, which were presented 
to all of those present, said he tried 
to be fair to all parties concerned. 
Two hours was given to a discusion of 
his report and at the end of it, O. D. 
Dillingham, president of the Cham_ 
her of Commerce, suggested that the 
committee adopt a favorable report 
on the detailed estimate. The resolu­
tion, seconded by M. R. Newnham, 
was adopted unanimously. It fol­
lows:

“ We recommend to the city com- 
mision the purchase of the Ranger 
Waterworks company system as out­
lined this afternoon.”

Income of Water Plant 
Brown in his preamble made the 

declaration that there would be a sub. 
stantial surplus accumulated after a 
few years, which, he said could be 
used in improving the water system 
and streets, beautifying parks and for 
other civic enterprises.

He based his estimated revenue on 
the sale of 400,000 gallons of water 
per day, which, he said he had been 
informed by the water company, is the 
present consumption. The summer 
consumption with the added sewer 
connections and the use of the water 
for drinking purposes as well as other 
purposes, should increase the con­
sumption to 500,000 gallons per day, 
he asserted. This, he explained, will 
mean 20 per cent more revenue, with 
no extra expense except the actual 
cost of the water.

The finance commissioner figured 
the rate to domestic consumers at the 
tentative figure of 50 cents, which 
is one-half the preesnt rate charged 
under private operation. The rate to 
industrials will he under 50 cents 
in proportion to the amount used.

Brown presented figures on the 
amounts used by large industrial con­
sumers. The Wichita Falls, Ranger & 
Fort Worth railroad uses on an aver­
age per month, 300,000 gallons, the 
Southern Ice and Utilities company 
uses during the warm weather sea. 
son as much as 700,000 gallons, and 
the Tiffin Rock Crusher plant, from 
1,500,000 to 2,000,000 gallons.

Turkey Prices Lev/ 
This Year So Their 

Popularity Returns
RANGER, Nov. 28.—Turkeys are 

so cheap this year that many Ranger 
housewives, who ordinarily would buy 
chickens for the Thanksgiving table, 
are buying a gobbler for the first 
time in many years.

Wednesday, retail grocers and meat 
dealers were quoting turkeys to their 
trade at 25 cents a pound, dressed 
and 22 and 28 cents on foot;. Chickens 
were being quoted at similar prices 
for dressed and live.

The sale of chickens is correspond, 
ingly lower this season with the big­
ger market for turkeys in Ranger.

Six­
ty orders had been placed early this 
morning out of a shipment of 125 
turkeys from the farm. There were 
100 more turkeys on the farm sup­
plying the house, of which a number 
are expected to be sold before tomor­
row.

Quakers Heading 
Movement To Feed 

Hungry German Tots
PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 28.— Wil­

bur K. Thomas, secretary of the 
American Friends Service commit­
tee outlined here today the Quakers’ 
plans for feeding millions of starv­
ing children in Germany this winter 
with the fund being raised through­
out the United States by the Ameri­
can committee headed by General 
Henry T. Allen.

This will be the most extensive re­
lief program ever undertaken by the 
American Quakers, who have dis­
tributed over $12,000,000 worth of 
food in Germany since the armistice 
in addition to their work in France 
during the war and in Poland, Aus­
tria and Russia since then.

“ Definite assurance has recently 
been received,”  Mr. Thomas said, 
“ that both the German government 
and the German people will co-op­
erate with us in every possible way. 
In addition to furnishing a substan­
tial part of the foodstuffs the Ger­
man government will meet all in­
surance, storage, transportation and 
other overhead charges. It is not 
generally known that the German 
government supplied all the sugar 
and fat, which amounted to 47 per 
cent of the total amount of food we 
distributed in Germany since the 
war.”

A small staff of American Quak­
ers will join those now in Germany 
within a few days to superintend the 
childfeeding, Henry T. Brown of 
Moorestown, N. J., will be in charge 
of the Quaker organization in Ger­
many. The actual work of prepar­
ing and serving the one warm meal 
a day to the undernourished children 
will be done by German volunteers. 
This is the arrangement found most 
satisfactory during the winter of 
1920-21 when 40,000 German civil­
ians helped the Quakers feed a mil­
lion children a day. Many more will 
be needed this winter.

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STREETS NEED 
REPAIRS BUT 

FUNDSSHORT
Delinquent Tax Payers Sai’d to 

Be Most Solicitous for Work  
to Be Done

RANGER, Nov. 28.—“ When any­
one comes to me asking that his street 
be fixed up,” said Street Commission­
er Raymond Teal, “ I’ll ask him if he 
has paid up his taxes.”

Teal was led to make this state­
ment, following information from the 
city’s tax department that some pro­
perty owners of the city have been to 
the city hall, pleading that their 
streets be improved, but at the same 
time their names appeared on the 
city delinquent tax rolls.

■One property owner, who had ask. 
ed that “something be done” with the 
street in front of his house, has not 
paid any taxes in two years.

“ We can’t do anything for them if 
they won’t give the city money to 
do it,”  Mayor R. H. Hodges com­
mented.

“ It it unfair not to work the street 
in front of property rented out,” E. A. 
Ringold. special tax collector said 
when he was called in on a tax mat­
ter, “ just because the owner won’t 
pay his taxes, but you can’t get by 
with the present tax rate and keep 
your street work costs up to the fig­
ure it is now.”

The statement that street work 
costs must be brought down to keep 
within the city’s budget as fixed to 
meet the expected income from taxes 
precipitated a lively discusion, in 
which all of the commissioners par­
ticipated.

'Street Commisisoner Teal made a 
plea that the work now going on in 
different parts of town, with four 
teams in use, be allowed to go on.”
I go out to these places complained 
of,” he said. “And I’ll tell you they 
don’t exaggerate. Here there is a 
culvert washed out, there a drain 
blocked, and at other places deep 
ruts and roadways washed out.

“ The Lions and Rotarians spent 
more than $1,000 on the West Main 
street highway last spring and we’ve 
got to watch it after rains. Why, dur. 
ing these heavy rains, persons living 
at the street intersections in the 
Young addition, must leave their cars 
on Young street or Foch street, if 
they don’t want their cars bogged.”

It was indicated early in the dis­
cussion on street costs that the par­
ing knife might be applied to the 
street department, as it .has been 
wielded against other departments.
