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TEXAS HOUSE IS OV
EFFECT TODAY

Acts of Regular Session Which 
Did Not Carry Emergency 

Clause.

AUSTIN, Texas, June 13.— Some 
of the most important acts passed by 
the regular session of the legislature 
become effective today— 90 days af­
ter adjournment of the session. The 
list includes all bills that did not re­
ceive the necessary two-thirds vote 
in both houses and were not approv­
ed until after adjournment.

The Quinn sulphur tax bill is 
among the acts which take effect to­
day. It was one of the few revenue 
measures passed during the regular 
session and places a two percent gross 
production tax on all sulphur pro­
duced in the state. A similar act, 
carrying penalties which were omitted 
from the first bill, was passed by the 
session just closing. It is estimated 
the sulphur bill will net the state 
$500,000 annually.

Important New Laws.
A partial list of important laws 

which become effective today follows:
Amendments to workmen’s mnn- 

pensation act; county school unit bill; 
state educational survey bill; medi­
cal practice act; abolishing so-called 
“ three-percent” loan companies; 
county auditors’ act increasing sala­
ries; sheriff’s fee bill; nurses’ license 
act hnd county commissioners’ act.

The Rogers bill amending the work­
men’s compensation act increases 
minimum benefits under the act from 
$5 to $7 weekly, and maximum bene­
fits from $15 to $20 weekly.

The county school unit act, by Sen­
ator Stuart of Tarrant county, affects 
only five counties as passed— Dallas, 
Tarrant, Harris, Bexar and El Paso. 
It permits these counties to adopt 
the county unit system of schools, un­
der which all districts would be con­
solidated and operated under a cen­
tral cotinty head.

Survey o f  Schools.
Athough the $50,000 appropriated 

by the educational survey act for con­
ducting an investigation of all schools 
including public and higher educa­
tional institutions, is not available 
until Sept. 1, the governor is required 
to call a meeting of the directing com­
mittee within thirty days after the act 
becomes effective. This committee, 
consisting of the governor and school 
officials will select a coifimission of 
experts from outside the state to con­
duct the survey.

The medical practice act is prob­
ably one of the most important acts 
passed at the regular session. It com­
pletely revises medical requirements 
of state laws, and places stringent 
regulations on all those practicing or 
Seeking to practice medicine. It re­
quires all physicians and doctors to 
go before the state medical board and 
obtain, through examination, license 
to practice. One of the points of 
fricton while the act was under con­
sideration was the question of ex- 
exempting chiropractors and Chris­
tian Science practioners from pro­
visions of the act. Amendments to 
this effect were defeated and such 
persons come under the act if they 
charge compensation for their ser­
vices.

All “ three percent”  loan compan­
ies are given until May 1925, to dis­
pose of their holdings and transfer 
to other concerns under terms of the 
Bolbrook act, effective today.

Salary Increases.
Sheriffs’ county auditors’ and 

county commissioners’ salaries are 
increased varying degrees, depending 
upon size of county, under terms of 
othqr acts. Commissioners’ fees in 
sixty-eight counties are increased, 
ranging from $200 to 50 percent an­
nually. Sheriffs are allotted addi­
tional fees which, it is said, will in­
crease their salaries as high as fifty 
percent in some counties. Auditors 
of larger counties receive increases 
under the Ridgeway act.

Registered nurses are required to 
obtain new licenses within thirty 
days, under the Dudley act. All oth­
er nurses who charge fees and make 
nursing a profession are required to 
obtain licenses under the bill, subject 
to examniation and fees.

Numerous other bills of minor im­
portance are effective today and 
many local bills were approved by the 
governor before the session adjourn­
ed and already’ are in effect. The 
reclamation act and Texas Techno­
logical college act are among the most 
important bills which become effec­
tive immediately on signing by the 
governor.

PASTOR GETS PATENT 
FOR ‘ECONOMICAL’ AND 

SPEEDY GRAVE FILLER

CHILDRESS, June 13.—Rev. 
Dr. George A. Carless, pastor of 
the Baptist church here, has 
obtained a patent for what he 
calls “ the economic grave filler.” 

The machine is a hopper-like 
box built on a small truck. All 
the dirt from the grave is thrown 
into it. When the grave is to be 
filied the truck is moved back to 
the grave. The balance of the 
box is so made that it can be 
turned by a lever and the dirt 
emptied back into the grave in a 
few moments, thus doing away 

. with shoveling the dirt into the 
grave.

COURT WARNS

Declares Reckless Driving on 
Eastland County Highways 

Must Stop.

EASTLAND, June 13.—‘^Reckless 
driving on the highways in Eastland 
county must stop,” Judge Joe H. 
Jones, of the county court, declared 
yesterday. His attention was called 
to the recklessness of drivers on the 
new highways of the county when the 
case of Odis Carwyle of Cisco, de­
fendant in a complaint made by an 
Eastland man, came up for hearing.

Carwyle is charged in the com­
plaint with carrying a pistol and with 
rudely displaying the weapon when 
the Eastland man drove back after 
he alleges, he narrowly averted a col­
lision, to get the license number of 
Carwyle’s car. The affair took place 
on the Eastland-Cjlsco highway on 
the evening of May 13.

“The highways are for the benefit 
of all the people and not just for a 
few who think they can drive as fast 
as they want to and act as they want, 
and this court will not be satisfied 
until reckless driving is stopped,” the 
judge said.

According to the statements of the 
complainant on the witness stand, he 
and his wife and small children were 
driving in a car when an automobile 
driven by Carwyle and another young 
man and girl came in his direction. 
The defendant is alleged to have 
caused his car to swerve in the di­
rection of the complainant. A col­
lision was narrowly averted, he said. 
The Eastland man testified that he 
turned his car around to give chase 
for the intention of getting the car’s 
number. When he was nearly upon 
the Cisco car, the youth stopped and 
pulled out a pistol from a pocket and 
waved it wildly in the air, the wit­
ness said. Carwyle was arrested by

ARKANSAS CITY, Kan., June 13.

BELGRADE, June 13.— Dispatches 
to' local newspapers report a state of 
civil war throughout Bulgaria. For­
mer cabinet officers Oberoff and 
Douparinoffare are said to have been 
killed during an engagement with 
revolutionary troops, while f ormer 
Premier Stamboulisky is fleeing on 
horseback through the mountains to 
Pirot, in Serbia, pursued by a squad­
ron of insurgents.

LONDON, June 13.— Former Pre­
mier Stamboulisky has been killed by 
the Zankopf government troops, ac­
cording to a dispatch received today 
from Vienna, repeating a mesage 
from Sofia. The report has not been 
confirmed.

FOUR BALKAN STATES
CALL TROOPS TO COLORS

ATHENS, June 13.— Four Balkan 
states have called their troops to the 
colors and reinforcements today were 
being rushed to the borders. Urg­
ent measures are being taken to pre­
vent the Bulgarian revolt and counter 
revolt from spreading.

Mobilization of thousands of fresh 
troops and a state of civil war is re­
ported from ‘ Sofia, which has caused 
alarm in Belgrade, Athens and 
Prague. In Budapest, the Hungarian 
capital, it was reported that news of 
the trouble in Bulgaria has been 
greeted with rejoicing and secret 
mobilization of three classes had tak­
en place. The Greeks were preparing' 
reinforcements to aid the Bulgarians 
in case of need.

Czecho Slovakia, further removed 
from, the storm center, watched with 
anxiety the gathering storm and^pre- 
pared for possible military action. At 
Prague it was confirmed that Bul­
garia had been partly mobilized, in 
defiance o f the treaty which ended 
that countrys participation in the 
World War. A bad impression was 
created in other capitals by this ac­
tion.T. &  P .

WASHINGTON, June 13.—In­
formal negotiations were initi­
ated by the state department to­
day with various maritime pow­

AUSTIN, June 13.—A resolution 
declaring the electrocution bill shall 
not go into effect and calling upon 
humane societies to protest against 
it w^s offered today by Representa­
tives Wood and Darwin. The resolu­
tion threw the senate into an uproar. 
Several senators refused to vote on it 
when they could not be heard. The 
resolution was ruled out of order by 
Senator Lewis, president pro tem, on 
a point of order saying that a law 
could not be repealed by a resolution.State’s New Speed Law Will Go Into Effect Friday

The new state speed law will go 
into effect Friday. It permits drivers 
to go 35 miles an hour on the high­
ways, provided they are not driving 
recklessly or endangering the safety 
of others.

The same law also provides that a 
person arrested for speeding can 
either appear before a justice of the 
peace or judge immediately, or he can 
sign an agreement to appear before 
the justice within five days, and go 
on in his journey.

The new law eliminates the cash 
bond required under thejold law and 
violators are allowed to go under 
their own personal agreement to ap­
pear.

The fines for violating the speed 
laws have been increased.

WIDOWS OF TWO 
CATTLE INSPECTORS 

PENSIONED FOR LIFE
FORT WORTH, June 13.—Mrs. W.

D. Allison and Mrs. H. L. Roberson, 
widows of the two inspectors of the 
Texas and Southwestern Cattle Rais­
ers’ association, who were shot and 
killed at Seminole on April 1, were 
made honorary members of the asso­
ciation and voted $50 a month for the 
remainder of their natural lives, in a 
resolution adopted by the executive 
committee of the association at the 
Texas hotel yesterday.

DALLAS, June 13̂ —Dallas board 
of health was on record today as 
favoring the employment of a super­
visor for maternity homes, following 
charges made before the board by 
Dr. Lane B. Cook, health director, 
that “ trafficking” in babies was be­
ing carried on in Dallas.

“ Lots of people want to adopt 
babies,” the doctor said. “ They are 
willing to pay the price asked.”  Dr. 
Cook declared that maternity homes 
have arranged with baby “ peddlers” 
to get what they can for a baby, do­
ing it on a commission basis.

There are 14 maternity homes li­
censed in Dallas, Chief of Police 
Louis Brown said in saying that he 
would take cognizance of the charge. 
He said he would probably take up 
the matter with Dr. Cook late this 
afternoon and discuss specific in­
stances of alleged “ trafficking” in 
babies.

Oklahoma City fears a high water 
mark of 16 feet tonight. Farmers 
living in the lowlands are seeking 
higher ground.

According to reports the Crawford 
county dam in Arkansas has broken, 
and 8.000 acres of river bottom, are 
menaced.

FRENCH OCCUPATIONAL ! 
FORCES IN THE RUHR 

KEPT ON DEFENSIVE
DUSSELDORF, June 13.—An or­

ganized reign of terror in the form 
of guerilla warfare is being carried 
on against the French occupational 
forces in the Ruhr, according to 
claims of French officials. The cam­
paign is Said to be partly in a spirit 
of revenge for the execution of the 
former Cerman officer, Albert Schla- 
ger, on a charge of Sabotage.

Several high French officers are 
slated for assassination by the Ger­
mans, it is claimed in French circles.

HOUSTON OBTAINS COPY
OF AN OLD D IRECTORY

HOUSTON.. June 13.— One of the 
first directories of the city of Hous­
ton has been procured by the pub­
lic library here. The directory was 
compiled in 1866 by W. A. Leonard 
and was presented to the library in 
a collection of books known as the 
Bonner-McCraven collection.

Other than a list of citizens, the 
book contains a map of the city, a 
street directory, names of the city, 
county and state officials, provisions 
of the city charter, a list of courts, 
"ailroads, steamboats, churches and 
societies and an almanac of the year.

Names of the city officials from 
the years 1838 to 1866 are also giv­
en in the volume, which is less than 
an inch thick.

City directories for the years 1870 
and 1871 were also found in the Bon­
ner-McCraven collection.

The librarian, has been trying for 
a number of years to secure these 
volumes.

FAIL FOR MILLIONS AND

NEW YORK, June 13.—EdWard M. 
Fuller and W. McGee, stock brokers 
involved in a New York sensational 
bucket-shop case, today pleaded to 
charges of bucketing and were re­
manded for sentence.

The brokers failed several months 
ago for $4,000,000 and were commit­
ted to jail for contempt on order of a 
federal court after failure to produce 
papers to be turned over to the ref­
eree in bankruptcy. A desire to save 
influential friends from becoming in­
volved in the case is said to have 
caused the pleas of guilty.

GREAT BRITAIN ALARMED 
OVER IMMIGRATION TO 
UNITED STATES SHORES

LONDON, June 13.— Great [Brit­
ain is worried over the increasing 
number of skilled artisans and do­
mestic servants who want to take up 
their abode in the United States. The 
stream of emigrants which has flock­
ed from these shores to America has 
caused a special committee of the 
government to inquire into the 
causes.

Only the exhaustion of the annual 
quota of British subjects eligible to 
enter the United States under the 
percentage law has prevented tens of 
thousands of others from pitching 
their tents under the Stars and 
Stripes. With the 'exception of 
France and Germany, practically ev­
ery nation is now barred from send­
ing emigrants to America until next 
July, when the new annual quota be­
gins. Already the steamer bookings 
from the United- Kingdom td’ America 
for July, August and September are 
full.

“ America will still *be the melting 
pot,”  remarks the Westminster Ga­
zette editorially, “ but its legislators 
are keeping a stricter eye upon, the 
metals which go into the alloy than 
ever before. The British race is giv­
en a certain measure of flattery in an 
evident disposition to welcome more 
of its members, but that is scarcely 
surprising when we discover that the 
people whom w6 send are in a large 
measure domestic servants and skill­
ed workers., neither of whom we can 
afford to lose.

Ban Johnson, Czar of American League Regains Old Power
By HENRY L. FARRELL 

(United Press Sports Editor)
Not the least of the comebacks that 

have added so much color to the 1923 
sport season and one of the most 
prominent of the veterans who have 
been tearing down the old idea about 
youth’s advantages over age, is Ban 
Johnson, president of the American 
league.

Ban is back in the political saddle 
cf baseball, apparently just as strong 
as ever, after having been thrown out 
three years ago.

After making the American league, 
Johnson made the mistake of over­
reaching himself and his assumption 
of the role of baseball dictator be­
came so obnoxious to the National 

., league magnates, that an organized 
campaign wras adopted to curb his 
power.

With the support of five American 
league clubs, Johnson was able to 
resist the attacks of the New York 
Yankees, the Chicago White Sox and 
the Boston Red Sox, but he was 
forced to capitulate and virtually ab­
dicate when the National league clubs 
joined forces with the Yanks, White 
Sox and Red Sox and threatened to 
form a new twelve-league club.

Johnson was thereby clubbed into 
agreeing to a new form of govern­
ment in which Judge K. M. Landis 
was made commissioner of baseball 
and was vested with all the power 
that Johnson had taken unto himself.

Until this spring Johnson had re­
mained in passive submission to the 
new order of things but he has broken 
out now by killing off the enemies 
within his own family circle and there 
is no telling how far he will go.

* *
With all the faults of vanity, greed 

for power and ingratitude, Johnson’s 
enemies have held him tip as possess­
ing, it must be admitted that Ban 
Johnson was responsible for the pres­
tige that the American league enjoys 
and that his achievements show that 
he has sought as much to make the 
American league prosper as he has 
to advance his own private and per­
sonal interests.

, Johnson tried to keep the league 
f well balanced and provided good base­

ball all over the circuit. He succeed­
ed fairly well until Harry Frazee 
bought the Boston Red Sox and turn­
ed the club into an auction market.

For three years Johnson tried to 
get Frazee out of baseball and re­
store Boston to the place that it once 
held in American league baseball. 
He didn’t succeed until this year.

Had Col. T. Y. Huston, Charley 
Comiskey and Harry Frazee not 
warred so on Johnson, it is certain 
that the New York’ Yankees would 
not have been able to pick a cham­
pionship club for the mere picking 
and that Boston would have some­
thing other than a disgrace in the 
American league. I '

Johnson, it is understood, wants to 
to put Bobby Quinn, vice-president 
of the Saint Louis Browns, in as pres­
ident of the Red Sox anjj he also has 
designs to get Tris Speaker back in 
Boston as manager.

It would take all of Johnson’s old 
power and influence to get Speaker 
away from Cleveland, but Ban seems 
to be back as strong as he ever was.

Johnson was always a fighter and 
he showed more fight than he was 
ever thought to possess when he bat­
tled his way back to his old place, 
after he had been beaten and beat­
en badly.

* *
Perhaps the National league will 

learn before the end' of this season 
that business will not be as good 
with one club making a runaway race 
for the pennant.

The National league should do 
something about the disgraceful Phil­
lies. Ban Johnson’s aggressiveness 
in dealing with the situation in Bos­
ton offers a few suggestions that the 
National league might do well to fol­
low in Philadelphia.

In handling its own Boston situa­
tion, the National league made a very 
wise move in getting Christy Mathe- 
son in at the head of the club, but 
even the personality of Matheson 
may not offset the popularity that 
would return to the Red Sox if the 
old idol, Speaker, returned as inana- 

l ger of the club.
