Defendant Charged With Mur-
der of Hugh Maples About
Year Ago.

EASTLAND, Qct, 12.
dred and seventy-five special venire-
men have been drawn from the jury

wheel in the district clerk’s office,
out of which the jury of 12 men will
be selected to try R. I. Mohler for

the murder of Hugh Maples, former

service car driver and mail carrier
at Cisco. The list of veniremen was
turnd over to the sheriff’s  depart-
ment and several deputies out of that
office are busy summoning the men.

The case will be called for trial
October 29, in the Eighty-eighth dis-
trict court.

The indictment carries three counts.
The first charges Mohler with ‘“‘crush-
ing the skull of Hugh Maples with
some heavy. hard instrument;”’ the
second that “R. L. Mohler did on the
10th .day of August, 1922, unlaw-
fully, with malice aforethought, kill
Hugh Maples by crushing the skull
of the said Hugh Maples with some
instruments and weapons;” and the
third that “R, L. Mohler did on the
10th day of Angust, 1922 unlawfully,
in some way and manner and by some
means with malice aforethought, kill
Hugh Maples.”’

In all the counts the grand jurors
stated that the weapons used and the
manner in which the murder was com-
mitted was to them unknown.

Murder Recalled,

The mysterious disappearance of
Hugh Maples back in the summer of
1922, perhaps caused more interest
and excitement than has ever been
known in this county before, ' Maples
had left Cisco about dusk on the eve
of August 19th, 1922, headed for De-
Leon with a stranger, supposed to
have hired him to take him to that
place. Maples did not return to his
people in Cisco that night and was
never seen. until his body was found
and identified by his wife after it
was discovered near a country road
a few miles from Gatesville, in Cory-
ell county.

The day following Maples’ disap-
pearance, a posse of men from Cisco,
Mangum, Carbon. Rising Star and
Gorman was formed in each town and
they scoured the county for his body.
Excitement was at a high pitch and
several hundrefl men expressed a
locate and
bring to justice the man responsible
for Maples’ disappearance. /No .clue
was gained by their efforts that day
and the search continued for several
days. Nothing, in fact, was learned
of Hugh Maples until his body was
discovered in some weeds beside a
country road near Gatesville by a
farmer, ‘it is said. ~ He reported the
matter to the sheriff at Gatesville,
and the investigation by officers here
revéaled the secret of his brutal mur-
der. .Mrs. Maples and other relatives
went to Gategville and identifitd the
body.

Body Badly Mutilated.

The body was badly mutilated and
there was a barbwire wrapped around
his chest. Officers here state that
the' wire has been identified, both by
the size of the barbs and its length,
The fence, out of which the piece was
cut, has been detected, it is said.
This evidence will be used to show
venue here.

Mohler was arrested shortly after
the body had been identified and was
kept in. the county. jail in Coryell
county for several weeks. He was
later moved to Tarrant county, and
was brought here for one day during
a reeent court of inquiry, then he
was taken back to Gatesville, accord-
ing to Deputy Sheriffs Bettis. It is
understood he is now in the Eastland
county  jail.

Judge E. A, Hill has appointed
Tom J. Cunningham and B. D.
Shropshire to represent Mohler in the
trial. They asked for a writ of hab-
eas corpus, and the court will hear
their motion next Thursday. ;

Senator Joe Burkett and Elzo Been,
former assistant county attorney,
have been retained as special pres-
ecuting attorneys, They said today
-they would opose tthe granting of
baxl to the defendant.

HEDRICK TRIAL
NEARING END IN
FEDERAL COURT

Echoes From Defunct First Na-
tional Bank of Ranger
Heard.

in

ABILENE, Oct.. 12.—A  $30,000
note, signed by C. B. Hedrick, vice
president of the First Natlonftl bank
of Ranger in 1920, and ‘which was
transferred from the Central State
barnk of Dallas to the First National
by Headrick without the knowledge of
some of the bank cffieials, figured
in. the testimony introduced here
yesterday in his trial in the federal
court on indictments charging viola-
tion of the national banking laws.

The government rested its case
yesterday noon and defense witness-
es came on. The case may go to the
jury today.

David Murphy, who was a national
bank inspeetor in 1920, the time of
the alleged Violation%, was recalled
to the stand by the government when
the case was resumed Thursday
morning. He declared that he made
an examination of the First National
bank of Ranger, Texas, of which the
defendant was vice president, in
1920.

Dreinhofer Unaware of It.

J. F. Dreinhofer, a director of the
First National bank of Ranger be-
fore it discontinued business, was
recalled to the stand by the govern-
ment. He testified that he did not
know it if the directors of the bank
had instructed Hedrick to have ‘a
note for $30,000, which bore the de-
fendant’s name and which was held
by the Central State bank of Dallas,
transferred to the First National
bank’s account.

Assistant District Attorney Mar-
tin, who is conducting the prosecu-
tion for the government, requested a
short recess in order that a consul-
tation might be held. He alSo an-
nounced that all witnesses that had

been summoned to court here would|-

be excused temporarily. Judge James
C. Wilson excused all jurors who had
been summoned and who were not

being used in the case now on trial.

Hedrick Didn’t Get Authority.

T. E. Parks took the stand for the
government when court reconvened.
He said that he is now with the Fed-
eral Reserve bank at _Dallas and was
at one time cashier, then vice presi-
dent and director of the First Na-
tional Lbank of Ranger, becoming
vice president Nov. 1, 1919. He
testified that the board of directors
of the latter named bank did not
give Hedrick authority to transfer a
$30,000 note, signed by himself, to
the bank’s account with the Central
State bank of Dallas.

The defense began the introduc-
tion of testimony immediately after
the government rested its case. Ed-
win Hobby, who in 1919 was cashier

POSSES PLANTO
LYNCH BANDITS
WHENCAPTURED

Gang Holds Up Train, Killing
Four Persons and Injuring
Score.

REDDING, Calif., Oct. 12.—Opexn
threats of lynching, 1f captured, were
'made today against a gang of ban-
dits who killed three trainmen and a
mail clerk and injured a score of
passengers, in an effort to rob the
Frisco express of the Southern Pa-
cific railroad, about 20 miles west of
Ashland, Oro

Posses are searching the wild
reaches of the Siskiyou mountains
for the robbers. 'The entire region
between Ashland and Redding is in-
flamed over what is said to have
been the most brutal hold-up ever
staged in the Waest. The first re-
port had only two men engaged in
the hold-up, but later it was said
that several men were seen to hoard
the blind baggage at Siskayou, a
station a short distance from where
the attack occurred.

The robbers obtained no loot. They
sought to wreck the express car and
rifle the safe, but failed. The force
of the 'explosion wrecked the open-
ing of tunnel No. 13, where the hold-
up was staged, and the track could
not be cleared for several hours. The
mail sacks were burned in a {fire
started by the explosion.

More than a score of the passen-
gers were injured in the explosion
by which the bandits sought to féree
their ‘'way into the express car, but
officials of the railroad believe the
trainmen were shot down in <¢old
blood because they recognized the
bandits, thought to have been former
employes of the railroad and familiar
with the country about Ashlard.

Posses are working in' squads
searching the mountains for the ban-
dits, and number several hundrad,
including a number of the Oregon
national guard.

DETROIT, Mich., Oct, 12-—Henrv
Ford has not glven up hope of ob-
taining Musle Shoals. Since the sald
of the (101ga<; power plant, which was
ineluded in his bid for Musecle Shoals,
Ford has declared his offer still wis
before congress. “I shall not with-
draw it,” he said, and indicated that
despite the sale of the Gorgas plant
his engineers had gone ahead with
development plans.

“We have learned how to send
power over long distances with little
loss by leakage,” said Ford. “If 1
get Muscle Shoals, I shall run power
lines at least 200 miles in every di-
rection. I say this for the sake of
the international financiers who, with
the Alabama Power company, have
Muscle Shoals almost wholly in their
grasp.”’

Ford questioned the sincerity of
Secretary Weeks. “I have a strong
conviction that while we 'have been
negotiating with Mr. Weeks, we have
not been negotiating with the United
States gjovernmont ” said Ford. The
secretary of war’s ropeated assertion
that ‘Ford. will never get Musecle
Shoals, either with or without the
power plant, indicates his attitude.”

and vice president of the Security
National bank of Dallas was the first
witness called.

He said that he was a stockholder
in the First National bank of Ranger
until it suspended business. He tes-
tified that Hedrick made loans from
the Security National bank from
time to time and that these” loans
often ran as high as $30,000 or $40,-
000. A note for $100,000 was pre-
sented by the defense attorneys and
was identified by the witness, who
declared he recalled the transaction
for which the note was given.

Tells About $30,000 Note.

Edwin Hobby again took the stand
when court reconvened at 2 o’clock
Thursday afternoon. In reply to
questioning by attorneys he describ-
ed the arrangements made by Hed-
rick with the Dallas banks concern-
ing the $30,000 note. dedrick wrote
a check for the ameunt and this went
back into the Central State bank of
Dallas, the witness said. The presi-
dent ~ of the Central State bank
agreed to charge a $24,000 note back
to the I‘nst National bank of Ran-
ker.

The witness testified further that
when the Ranger bank became bgnk-
rupt, he, the witness, owed the bank
about $15,000. Hedrick in turn owed
the Security National bank of Dal-
las, of which the witness was vice
president, $100,000.

- TEXASIN1923CLOSETOEIGHT
- HUNDRED MILLION DOLLARS VALUE

— e

The value of the agricultural pro-
ducts in Texas during the present
year 1923 will run close to eight
hundred million dollars, according to
statistical editor
of the Dallas News, who, writing in
“Texas Opportunities,” says:

A glance at the reports of state
and federal marketing - agencies
should convince the most skeptical
that the wave of propaganda for
crop diversification ~which swept
Texas several years ago has had a
very considerable effect. Excluding
the major crops, such as cotton,
corn, kafirs, rice, oats and wheat,
Texas soils will produce in large com-
mercial quantities during the cur-
rent year more than 385 different
crops of subtropical and temperate
zone fruits, vegetables, nuts and
other products. /

Estimates Are Low.

Because of rapid fluctuations of
market ‘quotations, the values of
these small crops are estimates at
best, but. the total will undoubtedly
be upward of $250,000,000. This
amount of money derived from small
crop production in Texas is higher
than the total agricultural produc-
tion values (on a basis of 1922 esti-
mates) of 35 different states of the
union., As for total crop values of
Texas, the figure will not be far from
$800,000,000, placing Texas first in
rank for the fourth suecessive year.

- This estimate is about $85,000,000

above the total crop value of Texas
last year. The cotton crop will be
slightly larger than that of last year
and bring a better price, while wheat
and oats yields are considerably in
excess of the yields of 1922. Veg-
etable markets have held up better
this year than they did during 1922,
particularly the tomato and cabbage
markets. A very sizable revenue
will be added to this year’s total of
crop values by the production of an
estimated 340 carloads of pecans, as
against a bare 28 cars during the
1922 season. .
. Acreage Gains Little.
It is noteworthy that acreages and

- productions of Texas’ major crops,

including cotton, corn, oats and rice,
have mot increased greatly during
the last 10 ‘or 15 years. The enor-
mous increase in annual crop values,
amounting to several hundred per
cent, hag been due to expansion of

the minor agricultural industries,
and the introduction of various new
lcrops.  (This takes into considera-
‘tion, of course, the process of infla-
i tion).

Ten years ago ‘Texas produced an
inappreciable amount of kafirs and
milos: today the production aver-
ages about 52,000,000 bushels an-
nually. There has been great de-
velopment of trick growing in KEast
Texas, the coastal plains, the Rio
Grande valley and the west cross-
timbers section lying west of the
black land belt in Central Texas.
There has been great development of
the spinach .and onion growing in-
dustries ‘in South Texas, and the
‘citrus fruit industries have begun
production on a commercial scale.
The fig crop is now of considerable
proportions, due to the increase of
urban population and the erection
of/preserving plants. Better market
services, better crating and packing
methods, and better shipping service
out of East Texas have served to
put tomato, potato, sweet potato
and peanut production on a more
businesslike basis. ’

Apple Production.

The apple orchards of Mid-West
Texas and'the upper Rio Grande and
Pecos valleys are beginning produc-
tion. The tendency of producers of!
honey, sorghum syrups and canned
goods to. standardize their products!
is assuring a more stable market.

The increase of city populatfon in
the Southwest, the adoption of more
businesslike market metheds and
better facilities for express ship-
ments to the great northern consun-
ing centers have:made possible at
least a partial realization of the
dreami of * the “diversificationist,”
who began spreading his multi-crop
gospel 15 or 20 years ago and has
not ceased since. In fact, the farm-
ers are out-realizing the former pro-
pagandists in some respects, for di-
versification was first preached with
the idea of production of food and

feedstuffs fer home consumption
when there was a fdilure of the
“money crop,” cotton. But Texas

farmers are making “money crops”’
of their vegetablés and fruits—and
“big money’’ crops at that.
