At last Jupiter Pluvius, either 
weakening under the state-wide 
cussin’ so generously handed him 
for some time, or possibly with the 
determination to “ heap coals of 
fire on the heads” of his vocif­
erous critics, has turned on the 
life-giving fluid in many sections 
of the state, including Eastland 
county, and while Eastland, Cisco 
and that section have been more 
favored in the earlier precipita­
tion, overhanging clouds promise 
the immediate vicinity of Ranger a 
portico, at least, of the recently 
promised gullywasher.
Just a two-minute shower l̂ it into 

the dust of Ranger, givfng taste 
for more, which seemed forecast by 
the clouds that piled up last night 
and the damp breeze that blew. This 
morning dawned dull and gray and 
clouds prevailed through the morn­
ing, but by noon the sun began strug­
gling to come out, though clouds low 
on the horizon, continue to hold out 
hope that heavy rainfall may arrive 
soon.

BURKETT OFFERS 
ROAD STATEMENT
Highway Commissioner Re­

plies to County Officials

Gerald Chapman

Senator Joe Burkett, member cf 
the state highway commission, gave 
out an interview this morning with 
reference to the $150,000 offered 
by the highway commission to East- 
land county to be spent on our high­
ways.

Senator Burkett insists if the 
commissioners’ court cannot or will 
not raise the money to match the 
amount offered by the highway com­
mission, the, county stands to lose 
much on roads that have been start­
ed but are yet incomplete, and that 
some of the roads, possibly the road 
from Cisco north over the Lake 
Cisco dam, will never be construct­
ed if it isn’t done at this time. He 
says: ’ ,

Cisco Dam Road.
“ The failure of the commission­

ers’ court to provide funds to match 
the money which can be secured 
from the highway department, in 
all probability, means that the road 
north from Cisco over Lake Cisco 
dam to the Shackelford county line 
on highway 23 will never be built. 
Callahan county is anxious for it to 
come from Moran to Putnam, a dis­
tance of about 15 miles. Shackel­
ford county will have to build but 
about three miles to the line to­
wards Putnam, with no bridges, 
while if the road comes to Cisco, 
Shackelford county will have to con­
struct about nine miles, including 
two or three costly bridges. The 
Bankhead highway is already under 
construction through Callahan coun­
ty, and sufficient funds will likely 
be left with which to match state 
and federal aid north from Putnam 
to the county line, and efforts are 
now being made to make highway 23 
from Moran south to some point on 
the Bankhead a part of the federal 
aid system. If this effort is suc­
cessful, then the federal department 
vill furnish one-third, the state one- 
third and the county one-third of the 
aioney, and as Eastland county can- 
rot, or Will not, furnish its part and

Flames Again Damage 
P r o p e r t y  of Former 
V i c t i m of Fire Loss

Fire damaged the home of J. B. 
Ames, 911 Cypress street, early 
Sunday morning, and at 7 o’clock 
this morning he had eight carpenters 
at work re-roofing the building. He 
estimated his loss to house and fur­
niture at about $2,000, with no in­
surance, but said he would have the 
entire house re-roofed before night, 
so that if rain comes it can do no 
further damage. Within two days 
he expects to have all traces of the 
fire removed.

The blaze was started by a child 
which dropped a lighted match into 
a waste basket on the rear porch. 
The flames were carried by a draft 
into the .ceiling and within a few 
minutes the entire roof was on fire. 
The flames burned through the ceil­
ing and burning brands dropped to 
the hardwood floors, but by that 
time the firemen had reached the 
scene and a deluge of water put out 
the blaze.

Furniture on a rear sleeping 
porch was damaged by the blaze, 
but the expensive furniture in din­
ing room, sleeping rooms and living 
room was removed by neighbors to 
a house across the street. Ames him­
self wag not at home at the time, but 
returned about the time the fire had 
been put out. Within a few hours 
lie had several men working with 
him removing traces of the fire from 
the house, mopping up the floors and 
getting everything ready for the 
workmen to begin rebuilding today.

“ Having no insurance I had no 
need to wait for the adjusters before 
tackling the job,” said Mr. Ames, 
“ but I wouldn’t have waited any­
way.”

Mr. Ames has been a heavy fire 
loser during the last two years. He 
had a barn filled with feed burned 
on a Comanche county farm, and 
was a partner in the grocery firm 
of Dixon & Ames, burned out in the 
McCleskey hotel fire of last July.

The 
state announced it would call A l­
fred E. Atwater, brother policeman 
of Skelly, who would testify he saw 
Chapman shoot Skelly. Word that 
50 witnesses were under summons, 
all ready to give evidence against 
Chapman, was received,

1 he defense c,aid a physician 
would be produced who saw an au­
tomobile supposedly used by Chap­
man on the night of the killing and 
that it contained only one map and 
that man was not Chapman. The 
defense said that McQue of New 
Britain would testify that Skelly on 
his deathbed named a man other 
than Chapman as the murderer.

It is thought this week will bring 
the climax of Chapman’s trial. He 
spent much of Sunday in' confer­
ence with his attorney. He smoked 
and read part of the day, showing 
no evidence of worry.

HARTFORD, March 30.— Gerald 
Chapman was named today by the 
only eye witness to the shooting of 
Policeman James Skelly of New 
Britain, Conn., as the man who did 
the killing. Policeman Alfred At­
water of New Britian was the wit­
ness. Atwater described going to the 
scene of the robbery, which preceded 
the shooting.

“ We went down the alley,” he testi­
fied. “ Skelly was behind me as we 
entered the building. I went in first 
and, as I did, that man over there,” 
and Atwater poiitted to Chapman who 
was seated hunched down jin his 

chair with his eyes fixed on the wit­
ness, “ pulled out his gun and fired 
three shots. He said, ‘put up your 
hands or I’ll shoot,’ and then he shot.”

PRAYER FOR RAIN.
Hoping against hope that rain will 

fall before it is too late to save this 
crop or that or to fill the stock tanks 
with water, the optimistic farmer 
or ranchman puts off praying for 
rain until the ground has become 
both parched and cracked and the 
cattle dropping dead on the barren 
range.

“ Why pray?”  asks a doubter. “ Will 
it bring rain any sooner?” It will, 
if faith be not lacking, for mankind 
has God’s word for it that anythipg 
they want and ask for with faith 
they will receive will be given them. 
Such faith may be difficult to pos­
sess; possibly it may 'be acquired 
only after a hard struggle. The 
Bible contains reference to a num­
ber of such struggles, not even ex­
cepting Jesus Christ himself.

Desiring rain, needing rain, the 
urgency for rain to bring prosperity 
to the country and save people from 
suffering, the people should not 
hesitate to turn to prayer in the 
logical sequence of, first faith, and 
second rain. Having the tenacity to 
struggle for and win thd first, the 
second will follow naturally.

At one of the state colleges during 
farmer’s week, a fairly large group 
met together for luncheon. liiere 
was a dean of women, several men 
from the; extension staff,, some fann­
ers with their wives and a business 
woman. Someone raised the question 
as to how many of the guests really 
preferred whole wheat or bran bread 
and spinach to white bread and some 
other vegetable. One-third of the 
number answered in the affirmative. 
The other two-thirds said they ate 
dark bread and spinach because they 
knew these foods were good for them, 
but, if governed by taste alone, would 
choose the others.

A discussion followed as to why 
these adults liked or disliked cer­
tain foods. The consensus of, opin­
ion was that foods which they had 
been accustomed to during childhood 
were the ones really popular with 
them.

This story again emphasizes the 
importance of guiding our children 
along the paths which lead to right 
food habits. The first taste of a 
new vegetable may not appeal to a 
child and he may refuse it. Serve 
it again the next day without com­
ment. The second taste will be less 
of a shock and probably a little will 
be eaten. Try it again in a day or 
two and perhaps you will find that 
he greets the once scorned*vegetable 
as an old friend. After a child is ac­
customed to a new flavor the vege­
table can be served in many differ­
ent ways— buttered, creamed, in 
soups, in souffles and salads. 1

Vegetable souffle is good for mem­
bers of the family of all ages be­
cause it brings both eggs and vege­
table into the meal. Spinach souf­
fle is made by combining a thick 
white sauce (three tablespoons of 
butter, three tablespoons of flour, 
a cup of milk and seasoning) with, 
three well-beaten egg yolks, one cup 
of cooked, chopped spinach, salt pep­
per and a little nutmeg. Fold in 
the beaten whites of the eggs—1-pour 
the mixture into a buttered baking 
dish, set it in a pan of hot water, 
and bake in a moderate oven from 
thirty to forty minutes.

Since a souffle is light, substan­
tial food may be served with it. This 
is a good place to use bran muffins 
(not too sweet) and a bland cereal 
such as rice or macaroni.

A simple bran muffin recipe calls 
for two cups all-bran, two cups flour, 
one cup molasses, two eggs, two cups 
sour hulk, two teaspoons soda and 
one teaspoon salt. Beat the eggs, 
add molasses, ail-bran and flour which 
has been sifted with soda and salt. 
Bake in a moderate oven 380 de­
grees fahrenheit) for about thirty 
minutes. •

Moran to Putnam, and since Putnam 
is in the midst of a rapidly develop­
ing oil field, the chances are good1 
for Putnam to get the road, and if 
she does the Cisco-Moran road will 
likely never be built, as Moran and 
Shackelford county will not be in­
terested enough to assist.

“ Personally, and’ as a citizen of 
Eastland county, I want the road 
built north from Cisco to Moran 
over Lake Cisco dam, as Cisco is one 
of the main commercial centers of 
this section, but if Eastland county 
cannot or does not raise the neces­
sary funds to meet the state aid, it 
will not be possible for the state to 
build the road -alone. If Cisco can­
not get the road, I certainly want 
Putnam to get it, as I used to live 
there and I Want to see Putnam and 
Callahan county profit by the road. 
It is true that Cisco is. a much larger 
town and that more travel will be 
accommodated if the road goes north 
from there, than from Putnam, but 
the department will not spend its aid 
where it is not wanted and invited.

Pleasant Grove Road.
“ I had hoped that the rock road 

leading west from Ranger through 
Pleasant Grove would be completed 
and thus save from absolute waste 
the more than $200,000 already 
spent upon it, by topping the road, 
which I am informed, can be done 
for about $60,000. This would be 
of vast benefit to Ranger. I had also 
hoped that the road from Eastland 
to Desdemona could be hard-sur­
faced. This is one of the most im­
portant roads in the county. It is 
the main road to Stephenville and 
points east. The state highway en­
gineer has estimated this road can 
be built with 10-inch gravel topping 
for about $50,000. The same may 
be said about the road from Carbon 
to Rising Star, through Okra, which 
can be graveled for about $55,000. 
I think the people along these roads 
are entitled to some consideration, 
and as the commissioners’ court ha's 
issued over $260,000 in road and 
bridge warrants to complete the sur­
facing of the roads from Gorman to 
Leeray and from Cisco to Rising 
Star, it is, in my judgment, nothing 
but just and fair that they make 
some effort to furnish the people 
along the Desdemona-Eastland and 
Carbon-Rising Star and Pioneer- 
Nimrod roads with at least half as 
good roads to travel as the others 
they have hard-surfaced.

State Aid Asked.
“ I note -that the commissioners 

and county judge sqy they never 
applied for state aid. The commis­
sioners probably do not know and 
the county judge has probably for­
gotten that the county judge was 
recently in Austin before . tbe high­
way commission and asked for state 
aid in the sum of about $200,000, 
in addition to requesting the state to 
take over and maintain some of 
Eastland county’s roads, and the 
chairman of the commission asked 
him if he had an engineer’s estimate 
on the approximate cost of the roads 
on which aid was asked, and the 
judge replied he had not, whereupon 
the chairman suggested that he get 
such estimates and then present his 
request for aid in proper form. Of 
course, I cannot say whether the 
commissioners authorized the judge 
to make application for aid, but as 
the request was made, I assume it 
was -made with authority. And if 
the county has no funds with which 
to match state aid, as stated by the 
court in its letter, it is strange the 
judge would apply for state aid as 
he did, unless he had in mind the 
settlement of the suits in order to 
secure the funds. /

Action Needed Now.
“ But action must be had at once, 

as the state funds' will all likely be 
allotted within the next 30 or GO 
days. And the only way that I know 
to get the necessary funds is as out­
lined in my letter to the county 
judge, because there- are now out­
standing nearly $4,500,000 in road 
bonds and about $300,000 in road 
warrants against the road and bridge 
fund, and it looks to me like it would 
be bad judgment for the commission­
ers’ court1 to issue another $150,000 
of road warrants in addition to the 
$260,000 heretofore issued by the 
present commissioners’ court (ex­
cept Mr. Brittain). This should 
especially be the stand of Judge 
Pritchard, as, when he was county 
treasurer, he refused to sign $80,- 
000 worth of road warrants, saying 
he believed the people should pass 
upon whether the warrants should 
be issued. But when he became 
county judge he and his court is­
sued $260,000 in warrants without 
a vote of the people, and surely he 
would not want to impose another 
$150,000 issue. The road and 
bridge fund has warrants outstand­
ing against it till 1953. These war­
rants bear 6 per cent interest.

“ Other counties are clamoring for 
state aid on their roads, and all the 
available state aid will soon be al­
lotted. As a citizen I would like to 
see Eastland county get an addition­
al $150,000 state aid for our roads. 
As highway commissioner, it is im­
material in what county the money 
is spent, just so it is spent economic­
ally. The money will be spent on 
roads somewhere in the state re­
gardless of whether or not the com­
missioners’ court of Eastland county 
avail themselves of the opportunity 
to get it spent in our county.”
