BRIGHT LIGHTS
MENACE LIFE
ON HIGHWAYS

Lack of Dimmer Statute in
Texas Presents Ever Pres-
ent Daqger.

Sinee: the Bankhead - highway be-
came a much traversed tharough-
fare by aptoists last spring when it
was completed, motorists who think
in terms of safety began to give
thought to the headlight problem in
Texas.

This state has no statute making
brilliant headlights unlawful, al-
though one was passed in 1919 but
afterwards in a court decision was
held void beecause of the indefinite-
ness of . . the plovision Privers,
therefore, are .at the mercy of the
glaring light.

A number of Ranger. persons in-
terviewed on the subject showed
they have definite views of the mat-
ter. “I won'’t allow my wife to drive
our car on the HKastland ‘highway
after dark,” said ' a Ranger Ilease
broker. “Headlights. on some cars
are a positive menace to the safety
of a car. The state should go after
them,”

‘““Keep Eye on ‘Road.”

Another Ranger citizen made the
suggestion that the best way to play
the safety game is to keep one’s eyc
on the right side of the road and
away as much as possible from the
glare of the brilkiant light. ‘“If you
do that, you will not be blinded very

?‘much ” he said.

~ ‘A young woman, nurse in a Ran-

- ger hospital, told a Times reporter
that the lights jof an  approaching
car blinded.her so that she drove her
car into the ditch.

- No victims of automobile wrecks
caused by temporary blindness have
been brought to the Clinical or Ran-
ger General hospital the past sum-
mer, it was said by the superintend-
ents of both hospitals.

“We haven’t had anyone brought
in with such:.a complaint yet,” Mrs.
Alice Dailey, superintendent of the
General hospital,. said. ‘“But it is a
wonder to me.”

“I think not,” said M. F. Mitchell,
superintendent of the Clinical hos-
pital, when asked if any victims of
glaring lights had sought medical
treatment.

No Safety: Measure Here.

Many clubs affiliated with the
American _ Automobile - association
are establishing headlight testing

stations for their members so that
the lights might be focused and the
glaring headlights done away with,
according to a bulletin issued by the
association. There is no motor club
in Raunger to take advantage of this
safety measure. . If any headlight
testing is done here, it will be done
by the private individuals.®

So little attention is given to the
business of making the highway safe
for the other fellow 'that one motox-
ist counted but two drivers who dim-
med théir lights on a single, one-way
trip between Ranger and Hastland

recently.
The American: Automobile asso-
ciations is urging that motorists

have approved lenses and reflectors
and. have them . adjusted properly,
which, the association says, makes
dimming unnecessary.

Law Is Not Definite. -

The law passed by the state and
knocked out in. the court/of crim-
inal appeals at Austin, on Jan. 21,
1920, did not include a standard by
which a: driver or authority : could
determine what would interfere with
the sight of a driver of a car coming
in the opposite direction, according
to Milton T. Lyman,' city attorney
of Ranger.

Here is the law as passed:

“It shall be unlawful for any per-
son to operate an automobile, motor-
cycle or bicycle upon the public
highway of the state at night whose
front lamps shall project forward a
light of such glare and brilliancy as
to seriously interfere with the sight
of, or temporarily blind the vision of
the driver of a vehicle approaching
from an opposite direction.” :

In,k the test case, Griffin vs. the

CHILDREN-MUST

BE-INTERESTED
T0 BE TAUGHT

Fear ‘Should Be Eliminated in
Training  of Children, Says
Educator.

By Associated Press.

DETROIT, . Oct. 17.—Suggestions
for radical departures in the train-
ing of America’s children were made
here today before the annual meet-
ing of the American Child Health
association, by  Mrs. Marietta John-
son, director -of the Fairhope Sum-
mer school, of Greenwich, Conn.

Postponement of all intellectual ac-
tivities, such as reading, writing and
arithmetic until the child is eight
or nine years old was one of the rev-
olutionary moves Mrs. Johnson would
make.

The abolition of the “Three Rs”
from- the curriculum of children of
tender years, she said, would make
for an improvement of the' body,
the mind and the spirit.

I submit,” she.declared, ‘‘that one
of the needs of the body is that the
order of the development of the ner-
vous system shall not be wviolated by
any work of the school; that the body
should be allowed wholesome free-
domi; that  all specialized —activity
shall *be postponed until a latter pe-
riod. This alone would mean quite
a revolution in our public school sys-
tem. .. It would mean, first of all,
not more than 20 pupils to the teach-
er, that all intellectual. activities. such
as  reading, writing and numbers
would  be ‘postponed wuntil the child
is eight or nine years of age.

“The mind needs interest. .The
fundamental condition of thinking is
interest. -The school will then ask:
‘What are the interests of childhood?’
and will endeavor to provide these.

“We know that all children are in-
terested in things of the sense—
in handling, creating, investigating
and experimenting-—in ' other words,
in making and using ‘things. = 'This
would mean that the school wowld be
turned ,into a -workshop -and that
tools and material would be provided
for the most wholesome sort of self-
promoted creative activity.”

Of the training spirit, Mrs.
son said:

John-

“The spirit should = be fearless.
Self consiousness is fear. ' Fear is
death. Education is life, ., Therefore,

the school must not permit, much
less impose, conditions which develop
self conscioutness and fear.

“All grades, marks, systems of
promotion make’ for self conscious-
ness and are therefore, inimical to
health of the spirit.”

Mrs. Johnson' ‘also urged a system
through which the - child/ could. be
taught to keep clean and eat the
proper food not because of fear, but
because there has been instilled in
it a preference for cleanliness and a
desire for the right sort of food.

FLOOD PASSING
T0 EAST PART

By United Press

OKL;AHOMA CITY, QOct. 17.—
With the North Canadian river fall-
ing - here today, the unpnrecedented
flood stage is sweeping eastward to-
wards Shawnee, 40 miles away. Jones
City and Spencer, small villages be-
tween Oklahoma City and Shawnee,
were surrounded by weter during
the night and all communieation with
them cut off, but it is thought neither
will suffer great damage. No loss
of life has been reported in the

‘downward sweep of the waters.

Rock Island tracks, several miles
out of Shawnee, today were taken
up and moved to higher ground. The
Santa Fe shops are also thought to
be on ground too low to be safe,
Oklahoma  City, - which ' pas ssed
through the flood with ~only . twe
deaths so far, sustained property loss
estimated at about $2.000,000, and
today was facing a milk famine, the
milk dealers being unable to get sup-
plies. from. the country.. More than
2,000 persons were upable today to
return to their homes in the flood
district. Railroad service south and
west was virtually at a standstill. The
Santa Fe detoured its trains by .way
of ‘Shawnee and other railroads were
refusing to - sell tickets southward.
The Rock Island is running no trains
today and probably will not before
Friday. Frisco trains are leaving over
the Santa Fe tracks and normal serv-
ice eastward may be restored during
the day. Railroad losses are expect-
ed to run high.

COTTON RAISERS
URGE MEASURES
T0 HELP PRICES

Cotton Crop In
Fastland County
Shows Increase

Three new cotton ginsg in Eastland
county increased the ginning of cot-
ton up to Sept. 25. of this year 35
per cent over last year. The depart-
ment of commerce, through the bu-
reay census, in a preliminary report
on eotton ginned by counties in Tex-
as, has given: out figures for the
crops of 1922 and 1923,  Last year
2,196 bales were ginned and this year
3,196 bales up to Sept. 25 of each
year. This is an increase of 773
bales.

Ellis county is leading the state
with' 69,818 bales and Wllllamson is
second w1th 65,790 bales.
