WASHINGTON, Nov. 6.—The cur­
tain went up on the 1924 campaign to­
day as the people of thirteen states 
went to the polls to vote in bi-elec­
tions, which, were (expected to de­
velop issues that will have an im­
portant bearing on the fight for the 
presidency.

Party managers were centering 
their interest on the contests in Mary­
land, New York, Kentucky, Vermont 
and Ohio. The Coolidge administra­
tion figures in some of these elections. 
Republican leaders are watching the 
returns from New York especially, 
where four members of congress are 
to be elected, because of the slight 
majority of the G. 0. P. in the house.

Veteran politicians also will closely 
scrutinize the results to discover any 
radical trend, which many are pre­
dicting may bring about some start­
ling upsets in politics in the next 
presidential election.

The wet and dry issue figures to a 
degree in the gubernatorial contest in 
Maryland, where* Gov. Albert C. 
Ritchie, democrat, and Alexander 
Armstrong, republican, both have de­
clared in favor of modification of the 
Volstead act to permit light wines 
and beer.

Wet and Dry Issue
The prohibition issue also figures in 

the Vermont senatorial election. There 
Porter II. Dale, a dry, v/ho resigned 
from the house to become the republi­
can candidate, is running against Park 
H. Pollard, a democratic cousin of 
Pi’esident Coolidge, who is a wet. 
Strange as it may seem, reports 
reaching Washington from ‘ ‘rock-rib­
bed republican Vermont” indicate that 
Pollard “ has a chance.”

Ernest W. Gibson of Brattleboro. 
republican, is opposing Barton E. 
Bailey of Montpelier, democrat, for 
the seat left vacant by Dale.

Kentucky, once a democratic strong 
hold, is electing a governor to suc­
ceed Gov. “ Ed” Morrow, republican, 
and party chiefs are interested in see­
ing whether the Bloody Hunting 
Ground is still debatable territory. 
Representative William J. Fields 
democrat, is opposing Charles I. Daw­
son, republican, attorney general of 
Morrow’s administration.

The annual election of the New 
York assembly will furnish a test of 
strength for Gov. “ Al” Smith. It is 
now democratic by a slight majority 
and the state senate is republican by 
one vote.

Vacancies left in the house by the 
^Heaths of Representatives Riordan, 
Cockran and Ganly, democrats, and 
Mott, republican, of New York, are 
to be filled. Successors are to be 
chosen in the places of the late Rep­
resentative Cantrill of Kentucky and 
John W. Rainey of Illinois, both dem­
ocrats.

“ Pivotal” Ohio is another centre of 
interest. Columbus, Toledo and Ak­
ron are electing mayors. These re­
sults may furnish a straw vote for 
the 1924 campaign.

Elections in ether states are: ]\Jaine, 
a special referendum on a forty-eight 
hour week for women and children; 
Massachusetts, municipal elections 
principally non-partisan; Virginia, 
election of the senate and house of 
delegates and county officers; Rhode 
Island, Connecticut and Louisiana, 
municipal elections; Mississippi, elec­
tion of all state and county officers.

Anti-Jewish Riots 
Raging In Berlin; 

Shops Plundered
By United Press.

BERLIN, Nov. 6. -— Anti-Jewish 
riots, which at times threatened to 
.develop into mob rule, raged in Ber­
lin throughout the night and continu­
ed today in many parts of the city. 
At noon the police reported that 100 
individual cases of plundering during 
the night had been reported and many 
outrages were going on in a greater 
or lesser degree.

Hundreds of Jews, with bloody 
wounds and torn garments, testimony 
to the treatment they have received 
fled in a panic this morning. The 
refugees, stumbling and panic strick­
en, were numerous and many joined 
in the great exodus, spurred on by 
the yells of the mob,

MEDfCAL MEN CANNOT
PRACTICE WITHOUT LICENSE

AUSTIN, Nov. 6.—Operations of 
fake doctors and others alleged to be 
practicing medicine without a license 
are to be investigated by the board 
of counsellors of the Texas Medical 
association, to be attended by State 
Health Officer Beazley in Fort Worth 
tomorrow.

Reports 'from St. Louis alleging 
traffic in the sale of medical school 
diplomas has led to a suspicion that 
persons are practicing medicine in 
Texas without proper qualification, 
Beazley said.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 6.—  
President Cociidge’s Thanksgiv­
ing proclamation issued today

JUGO SLAV1A IS 
SHOWING TEETH 

TO BULGARIA
Has Demanded Apology and 

Salute to Flag for Slight to 
Military Attache.

ATHENS, Nov. 6.— Jugo-Slavia 
has begun the concentration of 
troops along the Bulgarian border 
as a warning that compliance is ex­
pected with its ultimatum demand­
ing an apology for an alleged slight 
to her military attache.

The Jugo-Slavia government de­
manded a complete apology and sa­
lute of its flag by Bulgaria follow­
ing the wounding of an attache who 
was fired on by an unknown assail­
ant.

LONDON, Nov. 6.— Bulgaria will 
accede to the Jugo-Slavia demands 
for full apologies for the attack on 
the military attache at Sofia, a des­
patch from Sofia by way of Belgrade 
said today.

Jugo-Slavia goverment demanded 
compensation, a flag salute and the 
fullest investigation of the crime 
committeed by three armed men who 
fire on the military attache.

DAMAGE SUIT OF 
MRS. HUNT AGAINST 

T. & F. COMPROMISED
The $50,000 damage suit of Mrs. 

Susie Bobo Hunt and two minor chil­
dren, against the Texas & Pacific 
railroad, for the death of the hus­
band and father, R. L. Hunt, East- 
land and Ranger banker, Tuesday 
was compromised for $12,000.

Of this amount, $8,000 goes to 
the widow and -2,000 to each of the 
children.

Settlement was made out of court 
by coursel for plaintiffs and the de­
fendant railroad, and the agreement 
was ratified by the court.

“ Bob” Hunt, son of D. G. Hunt, 
of Eastland, well and favorably 
known throughout the whole commu­
nity of Eastland county, was killed 
on Feb. 23, last, when a Ford car in 
which he was riding was struck and 
demolished by an eastbound T. & P. 
passenger train, about one mile west 
of Ranger.

At the time of his death, he was 
vice president of a bank at Mexia, 
Texas. Prior'to that, he was an offi­
cial of the American National bank 
of Eastland, and the F. & M. Bank 
of Ranger. Mrs. Hunt is the daugh­
ter of S. W. Bobo of Ranger. The 
Hunt and Bobo families are promi­
nent aim widely known and the death 
of Hunt and the subsequent litiga­
tion attracted considerable interest.

Twelve Bodies Recovered and 
About Thirty Men Are 

Entombed-

BECKLEY, W. Va., Nov. 6.— 
Twelve bodies have been recovered 
from the pit of the Raleigh Coal Co.’s 
Glen Rogers ’mine, near here, which 
was wrecked by an explosion this 
morning, according to a statement 
made by company officials. Thirty 
men are entombed, the . statement 
said.

Sixty-five men went down the 
shaft. Twenty-three miade their way 
to the surface soon after the blast. 
They were uninjured. Mine officials 
expressed grave fears for the fate 
of the 30 men who have not come up.

Rescue squads were making head­
way through the debris and several 
more bodies are being brought up.

The cause has not been determined 
hut it is believed to have resulted 
from a pocket of gas collecting far 
back in the mine. .

Wives and children of the men 
huddled before the entrance to the 
mine, presented a scene of tragedy, 
showing plainly the privations which 
have been their lot. They bore up 
bravely under their grief.

WASHINGTON, Nov. G.—Apple 
pomace, the residue of ground apples 
after the cider has been pressed out, 
can be profitably used as food for 
wintering cattle, the’ department of 

. agriculture announces. Thousands of 
tons of this pomace is wasted each 
year. When moist pomace can be used 
fresh or ensiled it yeilds a cattle food! 
comparable with corn silage. Its most 
profitable utilization depends upon its 
preservation by dehydration and pro­
ducing it as commercial food. Feed­
ing trials with dairy dows proved 
dried-apples pomace to be equal pound 
for pound of dry matter to good corn 
silage. The material was fed wet and 
replaced the corn silage in a ration in- 

{ riluding. grain and hay.

Fox, slayer of William. S. Coburn, 
lawyer of this city and attorney for 
the klan faction headed by William 
J. Simmons, had planned to kill* all 
leaders in the insurgent faction of 
the Ku Klux Klan organization, in­
cluding Emperor Simmons, authori­
ties were informed today.

Dr. Fred B. Johnson of San An­
tonio, Texas, once chief of staff for 
the Simmons faction, said Fox told 
him when calling at the Simmons’ 
home Sunday night:

“ You, Simmons, E. Y. Clarke rind 
‘Bill’ Coburn are slated to go.” 

Simmons was not at home at the 
time, Johnson said, and he backed 
Fox into a corner and disarmed him. 
“ He tried to kill me,”  Johnson said, 

Dallas Newspaper Man.
Fox, a publicity man for the klan 

and editor of the Night Hawk, o ffi­
cial klan organ, was a leader in the 
faction headed by Imeperial Wizard 
H. W. Evans. Fox shot Coburn to- 
death in the latter’s office in this city 
late yesterday afternoon, firing five 
shots, three of which took effect.

Fox came to Atlanta with Imperial 
Wizard Evans last March from Dab- 
las, where for 15 years he was on 
the editorial staff of the Dallas 
Times-Herald, and for several years 
its managing editor.

Coburn appeared last week as at­
torney for the Simmons-faction, en­
deavoring to have a receiver appoint­
ed for the klan because of alleged 
mismanagement by the Ewarts fac­
tion.

“ He was going to publish some re­
ports about me that would have ruin­
ed me and if I had not shot him ho 

' would have ruined me,” Fox said, 
and when informed that Cobuni was 
dead, he added, “ I am glad.”

He was grilled for more than a-n 
hour at police headquarters, but re­
fused to make any additional state­
ment.

Officials of the klan expressed 
deep regret because of the shoting: 
and sympathize with the widow and 
three children of the dead man. They 
said it must have been a personal dif­
ference between Fox and Coburn. 
Fox had not been at his office for 
two days, it was said at klan head­
quarters. ,v

home Sunday night, but that he re­
ceived Fox find that Morris A. Moore, 
a member of the Texas rangers, who 
was visiting Colonel Simmons, was 
present.

He said the 
information he had would tear up 
the Dallas klan No. 66. Fox launch­
ed into an attack on the imperial of­
ficers of the klan and said:

“ I cannot stand continuing to per­
secute myself as I have been com­
pelled to do.”

Fox said, according to Dr. Johnson, 
that he had left the imperial palace 
for good and would return to Dallas. 
He said that H. K. Ramsay, one of 
the imperial officials, was without in­
telligence and that he was trying to 
get George Butcher, a Dallas klan 
leader. He said that ,H. C. McCall, 
imperial representative at Washing­
ton, lacked brains and executive abil­
ity, Dr. Johnson said.

It 
has injected the department of justice 
into the prohibition enforcement sit­
uation. . . .

“ Pinchot’s latest smash to the Phil­
adelphia wets followed another re­
quest for help to the department of 
justice. This help was granted. This 
almost looks as if Commissioner 
Haynes’ force in Philadelphia weit 
falling down on the job. But it isn’t 
Haynes’ fault, his friends say. They 
blame it all on Blair, who they say 
forced Haynes against his protest to 
reorganize the Pennsylvania unit.

“ The reorganization, drys say, has 
not worked out well for prohibiton 
enforcement. Now Pinchot calls in 
the department of justice. There is 
to be a closing of saloons.

“ The result is, two things will be 
demanded of the coming congress: (1) 
A thorough-going investigation of 
the whole prohibition enforcement 
machinery, and (2) reorganization of 
that machinery to make the prohibi­
tion commissioner independent of oth­
er officials so that his policies and 
choice of personnel will not be inter- 
ferred with.”
