In this great work the ways and
means committee is always in con-
stant touch with the treasury
partment, which collects all customs
duties and which has the expérts on
this big subject. " These experts are
in constant touch with the commit-
tee and its clerks, furnishing them
estimates, figures and recommenda-
tions. Thus the trealury has a very
large hand in making the tariff law.

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SURPLUS CHURCHES IN COUNTY
FOSTER RURAL DEPRESSION SAYS3 !
DIRECTOR OF RELIGIOUS SURVEY

NEW YORK, Deec, 26.-~—One vital
cause for the present rural depres-
sion is the alarming surplus of un-
productive country churches, Dr. Ed-
mund de S. Brunner of the institute
of social and religious research, 370
Seventh avenue, New York, declared
today.

Churchmen are working an injus-
tice upon the land worker of the
United States, gccording to Dr. Brun-
ner. who, as ‘director of the town
and county studies of the organiza-
tion, recently completed a survey of
the rural church situation in the
United States, during which data was
.collected in 1,000 counties and more
intensive studies made in 179. Home
mission 'societies of the various de-
nominations are among the worst of-
fenders against the prosperity of the
rural population by aiding the com
petitive fight for“existence of un-
necessary and chronically unsuccess-
ful churches. The burden of the
support of these non productive
churches, partly subsidized by home
nmiission societies, falls upon the rue
increasing existent
financial depression. :

“QOne-fifth of all rural church re-

ceive home mission aid,”’ stated Dr.

Brunner. “Of these ' subsidized
churches, a large number are in ac-
tive competition with =~ other subsi-
dized churches. A considerable’ pro-
portion of the aided churches are of
the chronically non-produictive sort.
It almost appears in many districts
that the fewer churches a county is
economically able to afford. the more
it is apt to have. ‘Subsidized com-
petition is sometimes even found be-
tween churches of he same denomi-
nation, and very frequently between
those of almost identical doctrines,
Out of 211 aided churches'in certain
typical *counties, it was found -that
149 could be dispensed with without
loss. The use of home mission money
to further unproductive competition

co Liwune oo gjustity. especially in
view of the hardship.it works upon
the rural population.” :

. Only one person out of every five
of the rural population is a church-
goer, according to further statistics
secured in the survey, and now given

to the public in “The Town and
Country Church in the United
States” by H. N. Morse and Edmund
de ¢ S. “Brunner. ‘This deecline in

church attendance is partly the fault
of the churches themselves, says this
survey, since the average country
church has failed to adapt its pro-
gram to the changed conditions of
rural life.

Two-fifths, of all rural churches
are today standing still or losing
ground, the figures obtained in the
survey show. Seven out of every 10
rural churches have only a fraction
of a pastor apiece, These pastors
are, moreover, so badly paid that one-

third of all rural ministers can live;

only by working at some other occu-
pation. : :

One-fifth of all rural churches
have no Sunday school. The old
adage, “Train up a child in the way
he should' go’” is being largely disre-
garded by the rural population, The
young people’s movement has failed
to take hold also in the rural sec-
tions.

“The average church provides a
program that ignores the yearnings
and ardors of youth,” says the sur
vey. “The Roman Catholic and the
Jewish communions have 'more to
teach Protestant bodies in- this field
than in any other:”

Charles| J. ‘Galpin, of the United
States department of agriculture, in
a foreword to ‘“The Town and Coun-
try church in the United States,” de-
clares that ‘“This courageous survey
has reduced the vastness of the rural
church problem to some order, and
set the religious soul: of rural Amer-
ica free from both ecclesiastical pro-

vinecialism and statistical timidity.”
