“The constitutional limit of ad valorem
and school taxes whieh the state can im-
pose has been rveached; - therefore, the

legislature could only attempt to deal
with the situation, if assembled, by im-
posing a heavy load of special taxes. 1%
is my judgment that if the legislature
was called by me, in view of the heavy
bivden already upon the people, it would
not find favor among the legislature and
tlie people who pay the bill to impose
these additional taxes. Nothing therefore
would result from the calling of the legis-
lature, exeept tho heavy cost thereof to
the state.
