TOURING CAR
PLUNGES INTO
DEEP CANYON

Mr. and Mrs. Fred Of Fort
Woeorth Have Narrow Escape
On Bankhead Hillside.

When the seven-passenger LaFay-
ette touring car of Mv. and Mrs. Fred
of Fort Worth balked in ascending
the long winding hill on the Bank-
head highway between Strawn and
Ranger, Mrs. Fred got out, and a few
minutes later, when the big car took
a forward leap, crashed through the
guard fenece and went careering
down the sloning hluff to the bottom
of the diteh, about 40 or 50 feet be-
low, Mr. Fred jumped out just be-
fore the plunge, so no easualty re-
sulted.

It is surprising, too, that the car

should have been damaged no more|

than it was. It almost reached the
bottom of the canyon: on its four
wheels, so that one flop was all it
could take before coming to a stop
upside down in the bottom of the
gulch, ite four wheels spinning in mid
air. The top is a complete wreck
and its radiator so badly bent and
twisted that a new one will be neces-
sary, one fender is' crashed beyond
recognition and ' one of the lamps
smashed, but except for these in-
iuries and a few internal disarrange-
ments, the car is in good shape. The
wheels and tirés were not damaged,
the leather and upholstery work little
harmed and the dents in the body
may be covered.

While Mr. Fred was
examining it to ascertain the trouble,
the car began to slide backward and
he jumped to the steering wheel to
back the car into the hillside. The
car hit the bluff behind it with such
force that it was thrown into gear
and leaped forward, Mr. Fred hav-
ing barely time to get out before it
went over the precipice.
