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Hagaman, Gholson and Neal

Indorsed as Candidates for

Trustees.

John M. Gholson, M. H. Hagaman
and L. L. Neal of Ranger were en-
dorsed for the office of school trus-
tee last night by the Ranger club:
Three trustees are to be elected . in

April.

Gholson ‘was mayor- of' Radnger,
1921-23, and a member of the school
board for two years. He is an inde-
pendent oil operator. Hagaman is
the present seécretary of the board of
board of school trustees, was the first
mayor of Rangerand. is actively iden-
tified . with several industrial::enter-
prises. Neal is a member of the
bank staff of the Peoples State bank
and secretary of the Ranger lodge of
Elks.

°  Five Available Candidates-

J. F. Connell, chairman of the
“availability” committee. ‘named to
interview the men and women whose
names were put forward last Monday
at a regular meeting as possible can-
‘didates for the office of trustee, re-
ported that onlyt five of the dozen or
more names recommended would in
any way consider the use of their
names.

These five, he said, had qualified
their consent. They were Mrs. T. O.
Bray, W. M. Myers, Gholson, Haga
man and Neal, There were several.
other committee members present,
but none talked except E. A. Ringold.

Connell ' declared the committee
only sought to ascertain the views of
the men and women suggested and
had no intention of positively endors-

_ing a group of three.

All Are Reluctant.

Mrs. Bray in her interview with
committee members, of which there
were about 12, declared she would
the estrongesi candidate
i f%i’d?’r‘i‘fi'%aﬁg‘maré‘ T wom-
n was available who was better
known than she, it would: be her wish
not to- be considered.. She also said
her health was not good. ¢

Myers discounted his candidacy on
the grounds that he had not made a
study of school problems as many; of
his neighbors had and he felt his
training would handicap him as a
member of the hoard. He said, how-
ever, he wuld be a candidate if three
others were not available.

Ringold, member of the ‘“availabil-
ity” committee, approached ~several
men and women mentioned as likely
candidates singly and ‘also accom-
panied by other committee members,
ne said. Gholson flatly refused to
be a candidate, he said, declaring he
would rather “go-to-South America”
than be a member of the school
board. Hagaman. dismissed the ques-
tion with the statement that he had
served as trustee all he cared to:
Neal asserted he had no desire for
the office. Dr. H." A. Logsdon can-
didly said he had no inclination for
the office.

Make Second Appeal

Ringold: said 'he: received reports
from other committee members and
they, too, had been turned down by
persons approached. A meeting was
held .and the committee decided to
appeal again to Gholson, Neal and
Hagaman to be candidates for the
office. Ringold said the committee
decided to seek the approval of Hag-
aman-and Gholson because “they had
done more for the schools of Ranger
than any man or group of men in
Ranger.”

Gholson was again emphatic in re-
fusing, Ringold said.” A long inter-
view-followed in which the committée
members pleaded with the-former
mayor to allow the use of his name.
On the understanding that Neal and
Hagaman would be his running mates
Gholson said he would. get- into the
race. Hagaman was next interview-
ed and after an explanation of the
situation, he said he would be a can-
didate for re-election if Gholson
would serve. Neal also agreed to be-
come a candidate.

School : Interests

J.. A. Davenport, president of the
Ranger club, said the organization
just sought to endorse only men and
women who had the interests of the
schools in their hearts.

A motion made to endorse Haga-
man, Gholson and Neal, carried with
but one dissenting vote on the first
viva voce and on the second, unani-
mously.

Davenport then called for ‘“pep”
speeches and more than a dozen short
impromptu talks were made. They
concerned mostly the personalities of
the men endorsed and school isSues.

RUMRUNNERS
NOW MAINTAIN
 BASEIN LONDON

Conspiracy to. Violate U. S: Dry
Laws Is Directed From
Limehouse District.

By United: Press.

LONDON, Feb. 26.~—The-London
newspapers have openly announced
that: the bootleg ring which has long
operated into the Unitcd States
through the Bahamas has shifted iits
center to London. :
This is largely the result of the
acceptance by Great Britain of the
United States proposition that sus-
peeted British vessels can be-stopped
within .an. hour’s sailing time-of the
United States coast, instead of the
old three-mile limit. Recent arrests
of 'prominent Bahama-United States
yum runners was another cause of
the - shift.

It ‘was too easy for United States
agents to spot rum buyers in the Ba-
hamas and" flash information: to' the
United States. Therefore, the cen-
ter of the traffic has been shifted to
London. Hére there are 2,000 firms
engaged in buying and selling spirits
and it is impossible: to detect pur=
chases in:behalf of the United States
TUmM runners.

In the: Limehouse.

The new headquarters of the Unit-
ed States-running rum ring are in
the Limehouse - district of  London,
where everything: foul and unelean
can be found.. The head of the or-
ganization * is- known' as  “Captain
Candid.” He is a former Baltic ship-
broker, who is English by birth, but
who spent a large part of his life in
the (United: States. - A 'large firm of
distillers, which: formerly did a big
legitimate business in the = United
States - is  credited with being asso-
ciated financially and  otherwise in
the traffic.

About 600,000 gallons of spirits
enter the London docks every week.
Much of that quantity is sold and re-
sold, so that tracing its ownership on
a large scale is impossible.

“Captain Candid” is said to be a
past master in disguising cargoes
and " veiling their dgstination. He
has a big payroll and on his staff are
some of the best mariners as well as
the worst cutthroats in  London.
“Candid’s” system is said to involve

The ‘tramp steamers hitred 'slip out
of Hull, Cardiff or some othér Brit-
ish port and discharge their cargoes
‘somewhere along: the  vast United
States sea ceast. Then they appear
in some English or, preferably, neu-
tral port “in ballast.” = Few ot’ them
have anything: to do with the ‘‘rum
row,” just outside of- New York.
When they go and how they unload
their rum is not generally known.
Rum Preferred.

It is stated’that runt is ecarried
by this brand of runners over whis-
ky or brandy, as easier to disguise
and harder to trace.

The rum runners have a .heavy
capital and profits are immenge. A
small. cargo will clear $10,000 and a
big one from $50,000 to $100,000.
London papers say that American
prohibition agents have leen work-
ing.on the new conspiracy for sev-
eral weeks. They have located “Cap-/
tain: Candid’s”’ headquarters and two
sleuths even got inside the: building,
but only to the outer:bar.. They
were detected and thrown out be-
fore they could 'penetrate the inner
“snuggery,”’ where the details are
arranged. Note ‘they were ‘“thrown
out’”’—not killed! The rum running
syndicate may not- hesitate ‘at mur-
der in_the United: States or on the
high séas; but it has no desire to run
afoul of the London authorities here.
What. the dealers are doing here ig
virtually : legal, as far as purchase
and shipment goes and they are un-
molested by London police. That is
why they avoid anything that might
make their business a matter of Brit-
ish eriminal: concern.

“It is scarcely to be assumed that
the worthless League of Nations or
the Utopias of effeminate pacifists
will be able to keep the world at
peace for long, despite many bombas-
tic peace protestations. The World
war has tayght that the bLest and
cheapest insurance against war is the
highe’st coneeivable preparedness for
war.’

U. S. Needs Big Flett.
For lands like the United States,
with long coast lines, Flamm held
that a medern, powerful fleet wds a
necessity.

“Whether in ‘order to be modern,
this fleet should consist of line ships,
armored cruisers and torpedo boats,”
he continue, ‘s, according to the ex-
periences " of the World war, very
doubtful.

“It appears that the great battle-
ships have reached a limit which can-
not be greatly exceeded.: The war
taught that development of warcraft
now lies with improvement and de-
velopment of ‘the undersea weapon.”

EARTHOUAKES
ARE CHANGING
EARTH SURFACE

Japan Claimed to Be Rising
Slowly but ' Steadily Out
of thie Sea.

By United Press.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 26.—Al-
though the great earthquake disaster
of ‘Japan, Sept. 1 of last year, was
one of ‘the greatest if not the great-
est seismological disturbance in' his-
tory, it was but: a ‘mere crackle or
tiny movement in a far larger pro-
cess which is steadily going on in the
earth’s surface. It was but one of
a long series of movements and pro-
cesses which are ‘now taking place
and: will transform completely: the
appearance . of ‘the surface of the
globe in a short time, speaking  in
terms of the history of the world.

This opinion was expressed here
by Dr. T. A. Jagger, director of the
Hawaiian volcano observatory and
one of the foremost authorities in
the world on  movements of the
earth’s surface.

Studying Volcano.

He has just returned to the United
States-after having made a detailed
investigation of .the causes and: ef-
fects of “the Japan  disaster and is
now in Washington making a report
of his findings to the government.
Upon 'the completion of his work
here he will return to his post.in Ha-
wail, watching the action of the vol-
canoes there, especially Kiluea, the
largest and most active volecano in
the Hawaiian islands.

“The Japanese earthquake caused
great changes in the surface of the
earth in that vicinity,” said Dr. Jag-
gers. “The extent of the changes is
yet unknown, but from the:investi-
gations already .made it is evident
that far greater changes took place
than has been the. ecase in similar
disasters. Although the quakes cen-
tered about the cities of Tokio and
Yokohama, the level of the ground
has -been . changed for  hundreds of
miles in all directions and investiga-
tions are going on now to determiie
their extent.

Rock Bottom Rises.

“The immediate site of Yokohama
sank several feet, but the solid rock
underneath rose from seven to eight
feet and such was the case through-
out. the entire district: affected.
Yokohama ' sank because the land
there is soft. Other areas along the
coast of Japan whien have been filled
sank, but underneath the strata for-
mations. rose.
~ “Such was the case along the en-
tire ‘east’ coast.
has been rising for ‘years and: each
quake of any consequence seems to
stimulate the movement. Approxi-
mately speaking, this coast line is
now 'several feet higher than it 'was
a generation ago. The rumors that
went out at the time of the disaster
that ‘this part of ‘Japan was sinking
into the sea are groundless. On the
contrary, it is rising, as each earth-
quake proves,

“Many theories as to the  cause
of the disaster have been brought
forward ‘'since September last. The
real cause is not known, because we
dq not yet know enough about seis-
mic disturbances, but it is my opinion
that it was' voleanie.”

WASHINGTON, Feb: 26.,—Hun-
dreds of telegrams were sent to Al-
bert B. Fall, former secretary of the
interior, land. Edward B. McLean,
publisher - of the Washington Post,
duirng their stay last December at
Palm Beach, according to testimony
presented to the. senate  Teapot
Dome investigating committee. to-
day.

President Coolidge requested Seere-
tary Denby’s resignation: from the
cabinet or Mr. Denby volunteered
to withdrdw. :

If the president asked his secre-
tary of the navy to quit his post,
then all the strong language about
executive independence and respon-
sibility and senatorial interference
proves to have heen™vain show, since
he has done what the sensate urged
as a matter of propriety.

If Secretary Denby. took the
initiative without a request or hint
from the president, the latter need
expect little public  commendation
for the elimination of ‘a discredited
official of his household whose ac-
tions he sought to defend in the face
of a bad showing and an' indignant
publie opinion and for whom he defi-
nitely declared he accepted full re-
sponsibility. :

The fact 1is, of: course;  that no
matter what Denby said in bravado
or the president uttered in bad tem-
per, it was inevitable from: the be-
ginning that there would soon be a
new secretary of the navy.

' LaFollette As Prophet.

Republicans are taking a conspie-
ueus part in the business of placing
on President Coolidge a chare of the
responsibility for the delay and hin-
drance that Senator Walsh (Dem.,
Mont.) has experienced in his ef-
forts to uneover the scandal in con-
nection with the leasing of the naval
oil reserves to Hdarry F. Sinclair and
Edward Doheny.

Senator - LaFollette reminded the
gsenate during the debate on the
Robinson resolution requesting the
president to call ‘for Secretary Den-
by’s resignation that Mr. Coolidge,
then vice president, was present
when he (LaFollette) made the.first
publie charge of fraud "and corrup-
tion in the leasing of the oil reserves
and warned ' the Republican party
that the disclosures when they came
would be worse than those in Bal-
linger case.

This “speech of LaFollette has
caused great uneasiness to the ad-
ministration, since it is likely :that it
will be circulated during the coming
presidential “ecampaign not only. by
Demdcrats but also  by' Johnson’s
managers and the agrarian ‘groups
in the West.

Senator -Johnson has been holding
President - Coolidge - accountable for
indifference to the charges of crook-.
edness made in connection with the
oil leases. While Johnson’s utter-
ances are somewhat discounted by
reason of his competition with the
president for the Republican nomi-
nation, they nevertheless are regard-
ed as likely to influence his own fol-
lowers and prompt them tc oppose
My. Coolidge if and when he becomes
the Republican nominee,

Walsh Is Ignored.

Président Coolidge’s {ailure to
consult Senator Walsh of Montana
concerning the appointment of spe-
cial counsel to prosecute the naval
oil leases cases wuntil after the men
had been named has been subjected
to much criticism.

“There is no legal, meoral'nor®con:
stitutional objection to an inheritance
tax on tax-free securities. The tax
is levied on the transfer.and motien .
the property. The transfer ‘of prop- °
erty ‘is regulated by stdte or mumi-
cipal law. " The right of states to im-
pose inheritance taxes on: goyern-
ment bonds is therefore not ques-
tioned. o
“When two estates are settled, one
of which has evaded taxation and the
other annually contributed *o the ra-
tional treasury during the life of the
decedent, no injustice will be done it
the tax-evading-estate pays a heavier
fee for the privilege of transferrving.
the accumulated wealth to the ‘heirs.
“Such payment would ' be only a
tardy compensation: for ‘the 'protécs’
tion' of the tax-free estate, received
during the:life of the owner.. The
supreme court recognizes this prin-
ciple.”’

MOST PEOPLE ARE HONEST

As one follows the daily news and
reads of hold-ups, confidence games,
swindles and burglary, maybe you
occasionally get the notion that the
world recks with dishonesty. But
’tis not so. Honesty is so common
and general that it is not considered
“news.”  Dishonesty is the excep-
fgion——therefore a matter of interest.
- Soloman Ulmer, a Cleveland bank
president, interested in a new tuber-
culosis sanitarium at Los Angeles,
picked a thousand names at random
from the city directory. To each of
these he mailed a letter, inclosing a
dollar bill. He stated that he hoped
the dollar would be returned with an-
other. one as a subscription to _the
fund but they could keep the dollar
if so inclined, but hoped they would
not. = Over 600 returned the dollar
with at least one more, and 200 sent
the dollar back alone. The other 200
kept the dollar. This would indicate
that four out of five are honest, and
three out of five both generous and
honest.

TO ELIMINATE THE MIDDLEMAN

" Congressman Bland of Ohio pro-
poses to introduce a bill providing for
a charter by congress to the Inter-
state Farm Marketing association to
be organized and conducted by rep-
resentatives of real dirt farmers.
Headquarters are to be in Washing-
ton with subsidiary state boards, they
in turn to organize county and com-
munity boards,

The bill calls for an initial loan by
the government of $5,000,000 to $10,-
000,000 to cove¥ the mecessary costs
of organization, this loan to be secur-
ed by virtually all the farm assets of
the country.

To meet operating costs the farm-
ers "‘would levy small assessments,
rané&ng from one-half of one per cent
to five per cent of the market value
of the various farm products involv-
ed.  From the annual fund thus rais-
ed the government loan is to be paid.
Continuing this process of annual as«
sessments on their crops, the pro-
posed association would, it is calcu-
lated, in a short time have an operat-
ing fund of $250,000,000 and would
need no more government loans.

NEW YORK, Feb. 26.—Owners of
minor league clubs insist that it
would not be practical and would not
be good business for them to agree
to a restoration of the old draft
agreement by - which the major
leagues were entitled to the best of
the minor league players, for the
nominal draft price.

Club owners naturally consider
business first and there is much to
support their argument that it would
not be a sound financial move to al-
lIow a major league club to draw a
star player and pay $5,000 for him
when the same player might be sold
on the open market for $50,000.

Minor league managers, however,
are more inclined to look at the prac-
tical side because they are paid to
develop a winning team and their
salary depends entirely upon the de-
gree of success they meet with.

Student Aid By

Organized Group
Being Considered

FORT WORTH, Feb. 26.—That a
large number of those young men
and young women of Texas who are
capable of taking a higher educa-
tion may be sure of the opportunity,
Secretary R. T. Ellis of the Texas
State Teachers’ association has be-
gun a survey to see how many of
this group are willing to really work
for an education. He stated today

that if the number found is large
that a group of Texaz men and

women will open the way for them.

The proposal is to establish fac-
tories and farms and shops near a
highly developed state school and to
give the student employment at a

salary large enough to meet all
school and living expenses. It

is further proposed to make the fac-
tory and farm profit-sharing insti-
tutions, and to give the student his
part of the profits, divided after the
development fund is set aside.

Parent-Teacher clubs i several
schools have assured Mr. Ellis that
their memberships will buy the pro-
ducts of such institutions, and that
they will in every way encourage the
development of the enterprises. They
point out that whatever will help the
I'exas youth to a full realization of
his dreams for higher education
would meet with a quick and hearty
response on the part of every par-
ent.

Ellis bases his plan on the present
economic demand of the people of
the state, who ‘are seeing as never
before that the college ' trained
young person has a much greater
earning power than that of the un-
trained. - He has pointed out that
many of the serious financial prob-
lems of ‘the state would be wiped out
by training a greater number of
economic leaders in the colleges and
universities.

A survey made in a small terri-
tory indicates that the proposed
plan will meet with a large response
in which case the details of the plan
will be announced and immediate
action taken to give the young peo-
ple the chance. It is the hope of
the group behind the plan to waste
no time, so that no one need feel
that he wlil have to wait longer for
the opportunity.

TRUSTS CLAIMED

Motor Fuel Made From Either
Coal or From
Peat.

BERLIN, Feb. 25.—Germany and

In an exclusive interview with the
Jnited Press today, Professor Fis-
‘her, director of ‘the “Kaiser Wil-
1elm Institute for Coal Research” in
viuelheim, Ruhr, declared that it -will
e possible heveatter to make Syn-
hol, resembling gasoline, “in any de-
ired- quantity from coal.”

Synthol will not come into ques
ion for America at the moment, he
‘eclared, and will be useful for that
and only when the vast Aruerican
wupplies of gasoline begin to wane:
He dissipated, too, the impression
that 'synthol could be made {(nore
:heaply than gasoline.

The significance cf his discovery
qjowever, lies in the fact that syn-
hol ecan be made in any couniry
vhich has coal or peat resources.

Fischer, one of Germany’s fore-
nost scientists, has achieved thie po-
ition of head of the Kaiser Wil
telm Institute in Muelheim through
sears of brilliant labor.

His synthol discovery represents
he work of nearly a score of years.
Jis efforts in this direction went
yarallel with similar researches by
the Badische Anilin and Soda Werke
sut he was. the first to discover a

oractical ~ substitute for gasoline
which can be commercially = sup-
plied.

“Qur process,” he said, “congists
5f obtaining water gas from coal,
coke or half coke. With our system
the water gas is converted into a vol-
atile oil practically free from hydro-
carbons,  This ‘synthetic oil which
has been given the name of “syn-
hol,” is neither benzin nor benzol
though it can be converted into ben-
zin, if desired. This conversion, how-
sver, has merely seientific interest.

“Tests of synthol in motors has
proved that it is superior to bopzo]
(a gasoline like substance gained
from coal.) We believe that our
work means the beginning of a new
tind of fuel for motor vehicles. There
is still’ considerable to do before the
nrocess is fully adapted to commer-
»ial purposes. We feel that our many
years’ devotion to this problem was
justified because through it, it is pos-
sible to create in any desired guan-
tity volatile motor fuels in countries
which, have no petroleum, but have
*0al or peat.”

The patent for the Fischer pro-
cess is still held in Germany, though
axperiments are being made in Aus-

6 tria with his product.

“The new fuel synthol,” said Fis-
cher, “‘is not at all identical with
It ecan, however, replace
benzin, and is in my opinion even
better ‘than "benzin.”’

“A model  Armenian village; in-
cluding houses, barns, cattle sheds,
community gardens and a park, has
been erected by the boys’ classes in
home economics at the.Near East Re-
lief (Orphanage for 17,000 children,”’
the cablegram sent from Alexandro-
pol,’ Armenia, said.

“The village has héen named Phil-
adelphia in recognition of the relief
work by the people of that city. The
name in Armenian, however, is Ye-
ghpairagon-Tger.”

This is the third town in the Near
East to bear the name of Philadel-
phia. . The other two, dating® back
twenty centuries or more, are locat-
ed in Palestine and the second‘ near
Smyrna, in Asia miinor. They were
founded by the anciens Greeks.
