Lieutenant Griffis., W ho Tried 
to Kidnap Draft Evader, 
Returns to United States.

NEW YORK, Feb. 11.— Corliss H. 

Griffis, who won fame through at­
tempting- to kidnap Grover Cleveland 
Bergdoll, notorious Philadelphia 
slacker now a refugee in Germany, 
returned home today on the liner 
Albert Ballin. He was given a hero’s 
welcome, which is to be added to 
with a banquet Wednesday night in 
Chicago, to be followed with a wel­
come, Thursday, at his home in Ham­
ilton, Ohio.

The mayor of New York named an 
official committee to meet Lieuten­
ant Griffis, who was convicted in 
Germany of the charge of trying to 
kidnap Bergdoll and sentenced to 21 
months in jail and was released re­
cently, having been pardoned by the 
German authorities before the ex­
piration of the sentence.

Attempting to get Bergdoll is 
salutary for the country for the rea­
son that “American patriotism runs 
higher with the draft dodger at 
large than it would be with Berg­
doll, the slacker, in jail, forgotten,” 
he said in a speech at the city halll.

Fidelity Well Good 
For 150 Barrels

' “ Good for 150 barrels a day” was 
the Report today on the V/.

STONEWALL JACKSON NEXT  
FIGURE ON STONE MOUNTAIN

ATLANTA, Feb. 11.— The head of 

Stonewall Jackson will be the next 
figure completed in the gigantic 
panorama of the “ Lost Cause” on 
Stone mountain here.

Gutzon Borglum, sculptor, who is 
directing the carving of the massive 
memorial in the huge granite rock, 
lias started work on the second figure 
and hones to have it completed by 
early summer.

The head of General Robert E. Lee 
already has been completed as the 
first step in the panorama.

“ I shall now start work on Stone­
wall Jackson’s head,” said the sculp­
tor. “ The first work will be to free 
the head by removing granite around 
the head area. When that is finished 
I shall work back into Lee’s head and 
give it the final touches, then begin 
work on the figure of Lee and his 
horse.”

Lee will be mounted on his famous 
charger “ Traveler” by fall, said Borg- 
lum.

The head of General Lee, which was 
unveiled with impressive ceremonies 
on his birthday anniversary, January 
19, will not be covered while the re­
mainder of the work is progressing, 
Borglum said.

FIRE LOSSES 
IN RANGER ARE 
KEPT WAY DOWN

Chief Charges Nine Incendiary 
Blazes During Year, Many 

Due to Carelessness.

Nine of the 34 actual fires in 
Ranger for 1923 were of “ apparent 
incendiary origin,” according to a 
report submitted by Fire Chief E. A. 
Chapman of the fire department to 
the city commission. The report was 
for the year ending February 1, 
1924.

The fire losses for the year ending 
in February, 1924, were 90 per cent 
less than for the preceding year. The 
losses-- totalled $137,840 for the year 
ending February 1, 1923, while for 
the year just ended $14,980.

When Chief Chapman took over 
the command of the department one 
year ago there was dissatisfaction in 
the ranks, he said. This has been 
eliminated and “ our organization has 
been, with one exception, very har­
monious,” says the report.

Every means has been taken, the 
report said, to equip and qualify 
every new man for work in the de­
partment. “ We believe, although 
fewer in numbers than at any pre­
vious time, that Ranger has today the 
best drilled firemen that she has ever 
had.”

The department answered 51 
alarms during the year, 17 of which 
were said to be unnecessary, nine of 
apparent incendiary origin, six of 
unknown causes, two from defective 
wiring, five from overheated flues, 
two from spontaneous combustion, 
four from careless handling of open 
lights adjacent to waste oils and 
volatile substances, and six from de­
fective gas connections.

Most of the fires were easily pre­
ventable, the chief said. The depart­
ment answered four calls from help 
outside of the city limits. Runs were 
made to the Butler lease for the 
Texas & Pacific Coal & Oil company; 
seven miles east of Ranger for the 
Southern Gasoline company and two 
runs to Chestnut & Smith casing­
head gasoline plants.

Co-operation given by the citizen­
ship of Ranger has been largely the 
reason for the reduction of fire losses 
in the city, Chief Chapman said.

COOUDGE MUST 
ACT, DECLARES 

LA FOLLETTE

GALVESTON, Feb. 11.— Feeble 

S. O. S. calls from the stricken 
French dirigible Dixmude which went 
down in the Mediterranean with a 
crew of forty or more aboard, were 
heard by the U. S. Shipping board 
steamer Joyce which arrived here re­
cently.

“ About 9 o’clock on the night of 
December 18 we heard faint S. O. S. 
calls at frequent intervals but on 
account of the gale blowing and in­
terference from thunderstorms we 
could not make out the signature,” 
said Captain H. Muller, master of the 
Joyce.

“ It was not until 2 o’clock that 
we knew it was the Dixmude calling-. 
At that hour we picked up press dis­
patches from London telling of the 
Dixmude’s plight. The dirigible had 
been giving her French naval code 
designation in the calls and we could 
not interpret it until we heard the 
press message.”

WASHINGTON, Feb. 11.— Fore­

casting “ defeat and possible ruin for 
the Republican party,” as the result 
of the naval oil reserve scandal. 
Senator LaFollette, progressive 
leader, in a speech today held 
President Coolidge partly respon­
sible.

He declared that the “ administra­
tion of President Coolidge is em­
ploying the same tactics in this case 
as the administration of President 
Taft employed in the Ballinger 
case.” He asserted that the Ballin­
ger case brought about Republican 
defeat and prophesied the same fate 
for the Coolidge administration if it 
continued hiding behind a “ paper 
barricade pf technicalities.”

LaFollette demanded the resigna­
tion of Secretary of Navy Denby and 
scouted all arguments that it was 
not within the province of the sen­
ate to ask for it. “ The president 
must bear the full measure of re­
sponsibility,” he said.

“ He was aware of the policy of 
Fall and Denby in dealing with 
naval oil reserves long before the 
present investigation called public, 
attention to their conduct.

“ When I introduced the senate 
resolution, authorizing and directing 
the investigation which the commit­
tee on public lands is now at work 
on, the vice president, now the presi­
dent, was then in the chair. This was 
on April 1, 1923. When the resolu­
tion was called up for discussion 
and the whole subject gone into on 
April 28, 1923, the vice president-, 
now the president, w’as in the chair i 
and heal’d the discussion at that 
time of the revelations which were 
foreshadowed and which have since 
been publicly made known.”

PITTSBURGH, Pa., Feb. 11.— Two 

prison officers were slain today when 
100 convicts in the Weston peniten­
tiary made a dash for liberty fol­
lowing two gas explosions in the 
lower end of the institution. The 
dead are: John A. Pieper, assistant 
deputy warden, of Beech View, and 
John T. Coax, guard sergeant, of 
Pittsburgh northside.

As the smoke filtered into the cells 
of the convicts the warden gi\u 
orders to release the prisoners. Just 
then a second explosion occurred and 
the terror-stricken convicts ran 
down the corridor. In the rush one 
prisoner seized a guard’s revolver 
and shot him. He is allaged to have 
shot another prison official with the 
same pistol. At 10:45 o’clock order 
had been restored. A leaking gas 
main is said to have caused the ex­
plosion.

All available pplice and deputy 
sheriffs were rushed to the peniten­
tiary. Crowds gathered outside the 
walls and saw windows broken when 
stones were hurled by the rebellious 
prisoners. Cries and yells and in­
termittent firing were heard.

About 500 prisoners are lodged in 
the penitentiary at this time. The 
last outbreak at the penitentiary oc­
curred about three years ago, when 
several of the rioters were killed and 
many wounded.

World Discussion 
O f World’s Ills Is 
Suggested By King

OIL PRODUCTION IN NORTH 
CENTRAL TEXAS FIELD FOR 
THE MONTH OF JANUARY

TEXAS CENTENNIAL TO BE
PLANNED FULLY TOMORROW

AUSTIN, Feb. 11.— The executive 

committee of the Texas centennial 
celebration, which is to be in session 
tomorrow is holding a preliminary 
conference today with Cato Sells, 
chairman, presiding.

Many delegates to the conference 
have arrived and indications are 
that all sections will be represented. 
The conference will select the time 
and place for holding the celebra­
tion.

Production figures for the North 
Central district for the month of 
January, issued by the Prairie Oil & 
Gas company, show a total daily 
production of 43,199 barrels. There 
were 3,941 producing wells.

Breekenridge leads with 12,266 
barrels, and the Ranger-Eastland 
field is second with 8,537 barrels, 
according to the manner in which the 
fields are divided up by the Prairie. 
Clear Fork in Shackleford county is 
third with a production of 7,284 
barrels.

Caddo is fourth with 4,575 barrels 
and Desdemona fifth with 3,022 bar­
rels. Other oil field boundaries are 
credited with the following produc­
tion :

Gunsight, GS; Rising Star, 109; 
Pioneer, 2,065; Sine Springs, 239.

“ Wild cat” counties are credited 
with 5,034.

MILITARY LAW 
IS FIRST All 
TO CIVIL LAW

Dry Chief Takes Over Duties 
of Police Chief With 

Klansmen to Assist.

HERRIN, 111., Feb. 11.— With two 

automatic pistols strapped about his 
waist and several hundred Knights 
of the Ku Klux Klan under his or­
ders, S. Glenn Young dominated 
Herrin today.

Two klansmen armed with ma­
chine guns were stationed in front 
of the city hall where Young had 
established himself after taking over 
the duties of the chief of police.

Sheriff George Galligan, arrested 
on Young’s orders on a, warrant 
charging him with the murder of 
Caesar Cagle, is held prisoner in the 
same building, Young having refused 
to turn him over to the acting sher­
iff.

Young’s followers and state 
troops are patrolling the streets 
without recognizing each other. 
Many loafers are loafing about the 
streets. They were talking 'about 
the troops and Young, but mostly 
Young.

The troops have been called out 
six times, but only once has there 
been a Glenn Young.

The mines opened today but many 
miners did not work.

Armed Guardsmen 
Walk Streets Of 

“Bloody Herrin’ '

HERRIN, 111., Feb. 11.— “ Bloody 
Herrin” was a military camp today 
with 14 companies of national guards­
men under full arms patrolling the 
streets to prevent further conflict 
between the drys and the wets, the 
Ku Klux Klan and the anti-ldan 
forces. Fear of a strike among sev­
eral thousand coal miners further 
complicated the situation.

Members of the United Mine 
Workers of America said they would 
not tolerate klansmien jn their ranks. 
M|any miners are klansmen and the 
bulk of the miners were said to be 
ready to strike until all klansmen 
were ousted.

Adjutant General Carlos Black is 
determined there shall be no repeti­
tion of the massacre of June, 1922, 
when 25 union and non-union miners 
were slain. Herring is under mili­
tary law, which differs from martial 
law in that the military is not in ab­
solute control of the town. Under 
military rule troops are technically 
subordinate to the civil authorities.

Kendall, and were attended by young 
and old, who knew the pretty curly- 
haired girl as she grew from girlhood 
into womanhood. She went to Wal­
nut Springs from Alvarado with her 
parents.

WRATH AGAINST 
LEASE GRAFTERS

Declares His Name Brought i'n 
for Partisan or Political Pur­

poses— Gives Testimony.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 11.— “ I owe 

them nothing and they owe me noth­
ing.” This is the answer made to­
day by William G. McAdoo, leading 
candidate for the Democratic nomi­
nation for president, to testimony 
connecting him with Doheny oil in­
terests leases in the California naval 
oil reserves.

In his statement to the senate Tea­
pot Dome investigating committee, 
McAdoo said it had already clearly 
been shown that neither he nor the 
law firm of McAdoo, Cotton & 
Franklin, with which he was former­
ly connected, had any relations what­
ever to leases made at the Teapot 
Dome naval reserves.

“ There is therefore nothing more 
to be said on that score,” said Mc­
Adoo, accompanying his denial of 
any connection with leases of the re­
serve with an intimation that his 
name had been drawn into the con­
troversy for political purposes, and 
with a scathing denunciation of any 
persons having guilty connection 
with the leases.

“ I think it may fairly be presum­
ed that if my name was not promi­
nently mentioned in connection with 
a high office, my present employ­
ment as a lawyer would be of no in­
terest to the public or to this com­
mittee,” said McAdoo. “ Whether 
or not my name has been used for 
partisan or political purposes, the 
country will judge. It would be a 
crime against the public if the drag­
ging in of innocent persons would 
divert attention from the guilty or 
prevent the conviction of those who 
have betrayed the public trust.”

A demonstration was staged for 
McAdoo when he entered the com­
mittee chamber. Spectators burst 
into applause lasting several min­
utes as the former secretary of the 
treasury walked into the room. He 
told of going to Mexico in the in­
terest of Doheny and of a confer­
ence with Obregon. Chairman Len- 
root asked if he ever appeared be­
fore any of the government depart­
ments in connection with this serv­
ice.

“No, I refrained from this pur­
posely,” said McAdoo. “ There was 
no question of political influence in­
volved because / the government 
policy was established under the Wil­
son administration and continued 
under the Harding administration.”

LABOR LEADERS 
ASK PRESIDENT 
TO INVESTIGATE

Allege Alaskan Railroad and 
Nava! Reserve Coal Mines 

Victims of Conspiracy.

SINCLAIR TO SAIL FOR

COX BEGINS SERVING HIS
'TERM IN THE PENITENTIARY

ing his eight-year sentence in the 
federal penitentiary here for mail 
frauds. Cox registered here in the 
usual way and was assigned sleeping 
quarters. His duties will be outlined 
to him later.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 11.— Repre­

sentatives of the Big Four labor 
unions are preparing to press Presi­
dent Coolidge for action on their re­
quest for a clean-up in Alaska.

The labor leaders conducted a 
secret survey of conditions in Alaska 
last summer about the same time 
President Harding was there, and, on 
January 24, requested President Cool­
idge to make an investigation of con­
ditions, it was learned today.

In their letter to President Cool­
idge the laboY chiefs say that an in­
vestigation, properly conducted, will 
reveal a conspiracy of such magni­
tude and ramifications that it is cer­
tain to prove more serious and bane­
ful by far than disclosures from the 
naval oil reserve lease investigations. 
The report says:

Alaskan Railway Suffers.
“ Our investigations have convinced 

us that the Alaskan railroad is the 
victim of deliberate intrigue and con­
spiracy, extending over a long period, 
directed by interests determined to 
destroy it as a government owned 
railway and to exploit it for their 
own benefit.

“After forcing the construction 
cost to excessive figures, they have 
prevented, so far as they have been 
able, development of the country’s 
resources that would have contrib­
uted to its support, thus making it a 
financial failure.”

The investigation called for by 
labor leaders would center on the 
Alaskan railroad, but would include 
also steamship lines and other indus­
tries. Several years ago an appro­
priation of one million dollars was 
obtained from Congress for the de­
velopment of the Matamiuska coal 
field, which, if developed, would con-’ 
stitute an important factor *in obtain­
ing increased freight tonnage on the 
railroad.

Mine Transfer Made.
Former Secretary of Interior Fall, 

in May, 1922, obtained the transfer 
of this mine, which was a naval re­
serve, from the navy department to 
the department of the interior, the 
order making the transfer being 
signed by Secretary of the Navy 
Denby. Immediately after the trans­
fer Fall ordered all operations in 
the mine stopped.

Meantime a special board of the 
navy department conducted tests of 
that coal to determine if it was suit­
able for navy fuel. At that time the 
ginia, so that tests were made in 
navy was using coal from ’West Vir- 
comparison with the West Virginia 
fuel. In its report this special 
board said that the Alaskan coal was 
15 per cent more efficient than the 
"West Virginia fuel, and that the 
Alaskan coal developed more horse 
power despite its lesser tonnage.

GOVERNMENT CERTIFICATES

The Rhode Island state workhouse, 
Established in 1872, is to be abolish­
ed. During the 52 years of its life 
31,385 men were committed, of 
Whom 42 per cent were for being 
common drunkards. In the four 
years of prohibition the average oc­
cupancy of the workhouse was 58.2. 
For the 10 years previous to the pro­
hibition period the average was 
211.4. In the house of correction 
for women the number of prisoners 
has decreased from an average of 
60.7 to 27.7 and some departments 
of woi’k have had to be abolished.

All indications in congress point 
to a very severe restriction of immi­
gration during the next three years. 
Many members favor a total restric­
tion, or at least limited to temporary 
tourists or visitors. There seems to 
be no question about the present 
quota being materially reduced.

Boy Scouts Plan 
Work For Boys In 

Anniversary Week
United Press.

NEW  YORK, Feb. 11.— In connec­
tion with the fourteenth anniversary 
of the Boy Scouts of America, Feb­
ruary 8 to 14, the Boy Scout founda­
tion of Greater New York will try to 
increase the 3,000 scout leaders by 
at least another thousand. There are 
now over 23,000 registered scouts in 
the greater city, and it is estimated 
that there are at least 100,000 boys 
of scout age in New York City who 
might join the movement if there 
were sufficient leaders. There are 
now' nearly 600,000 boy scouts in the 
United States and over 3,000,000 in 
the whole world.

The forthcoming Boy Scout week 
will be celebrated all over the United 
States wherever there is a Boy Scout 
troop, and thei'e are over 24,000 of 
them, scattered from Maine to Cali­
fornia. An outstanding feature of 
the anniversary week will be the pil­
grimage hikes to patriotic shrines, 
birthplaces of famous Americans, and 
historical spots on Tuesday, Febru­
ary 12, Lincoln’s birthday. While the 
scouts of Springeld, 111., are hiking 
to Lincoln’s tomb, the Boston boys 
will march to Burtker Hill or the tomb 
of Paul Revere. Some of the New 
York City scouts will pay their an­
nual visit to Roosevelt’s grave, while 
others will hike to a dozen other his­
toric shrines, and a thousand or so 
scouts will visit the battleship“ West 
Virginia,” the latest pride of the 
navy, at Brooklyn Navy yard. The 
scouts of Marion, Ohio, will make a 
visit to the tomb of their late friend 
and benefactor, Warren G. Harding. 
The scouts of Washington, D. C., will 
sail down the Potomac to the tomb 
of Washington at Mt. Vernon.

This year the Boy Scouts will be 
largely interested in radio in addi­
tion to their other activities. So far 
over forty prominent men, including 
the chief scout executive, James E. 
West, will broadcast from various 
stations throughout the United 
States.

In St. Louis on February 8 James 
E. West, the chief scout executive, 
will induct 1,000 boys into the boy 
scout movement. This is the largest 
number of candidates ever invested 
at one time anywhere. The cere­
monies will be staged in the coliseurq 
in the presence of 4,000 boy scouts.

Exercise and Live 
a Hundred Years, 

Barker Told Girls
“ How to live a hundred years,” Dr. 

Charles E. Barker, physician and 
health expert, told an audience of 
girls and women at the Liberty thea­
ter Fi’iday, is often possible by fol­
lowing regularly every day a set of 
bending and stooping exercises.

Dr. Barker promised his audience 
that he would have the exercises pub­
lished in The Ranger Daily Times and 
here they are:

Breathing Exercises.
1. Bend body at hips, fists at 

knees, throw out bending backward 
as far as possible while inhaling and 
exhale while returning to original 
position.

2. Clasp hands behind back— throw 
chest out and upward, shoulders back 
and inhale, and vice versa.

3. Breathing run.
For Kidneys.

4. Keeping knees stiff —  lower 
hands to floor and return to chest.

For Spine.
5. Swing the arms in a circle in 

front of the body, keeping the knees 
stiff and stretching upwards as far 
as possible while raising arms, stand­
ing pigeon-toed.

For Liver.
6. Feet apart as far as possible—- 

keeping knees stiff, bend body from 
side to side, raising arms alternately 
over the head.

7. Gladstonian exercise.
Lying-Down Exercises.

8. Arms at side— raise chin to 
j chest and push hands along the limbs;
vice versa.

9. Throw body to sitting position, 
keeping hips, knees and feet on floor; 
vice versa.

10. Draw both knees back to chest 
and return to floor.

11. Raise both legs from the floor 
at the same time, keeping knees stiff; 
vice versa.

Miss Lawson, playing small parts 
in moving picture productions, while 
she studied music in New York city, 
became the object of many men’s ad­
mirations, according to press asso­
ciation stories from the metropolis. 
She was the moth whom men, prin­
cipally of wrealth, danced around 
while she lived.

The young woman whose life story 
Dr. Barker told of in stressing his 
injunction to girls to say “ no” when 
good times beckoned, was taken to 
be Virginia Rappe, dancer and 
beauty, although Dr. Barker did not 
mention her name. The description 
which he gave of her life and the 
circumstances connected with her life* 
leading to her death in the Palace 
hotel as given by newspapers were 
identical.

4. I am opposed to the enactment 
of a state income tax law, at this 
cr any other time.

f>. I am opposed to a further en­
largement of our statutes creating 
special assessments and consequent 
liens against real estate, for public 
improvement.

6. 1 am opposed to the present 
policy of this state of educating 
non-resident students at the expense 
of the taxpayers and believe that a 
flat charge should be made against 
such student on a level with charges 
made by other educational institu­
tions of this state of like standing 
and for similar work.

7. I am opposed to the legislature 
making appropriations in an amount 
beyond the available current reve­
nues of the state government, and 
am opposed to any increase in state 
taxes except in so far as it may be 
necessary to care for debts created 
by past legislatures.

Germs to Help Run Engines

Methane, one of the gases used for mo­
tor fuel, is being produced in commercial 
quantities in India with the aid of germs 
that convert a mixture of sewer sludge 
and sawdust into various compounds of 
which the gas forms an important part.

Marsh 
gas, frequently found in stagnant pools, 
is largely the result of their presence and 
causes decay and fermentation of vege­
table matter. Banana stems and skins; 
have been found to yield as much as 81 
per cent methane when acted upon by
certain kinds of germs.

“Sand Shoes” of Wire End 
Strain of Travel

Made of stiff wire, and larger than the 
soles of the boots to which they are 
strapped, “sand shoes” are used by the 
military forces in Syria, in making long 
Starches over the shifting deserts. These 
meshed foot protectors distribute the 
weight over a greater area and give the 
wearer a better purchase in walking, thus 
doing away with much fatigue and strain.

Radio “Dot” Spans Ocean 

at Speed of Light
Recent experiments show that radio 

messages can be acknowledged and 
checked almost simultaneously with the 
sending. The tests were conducted over 
the aerial loop between New York and 
Warsaw, Poland, a circuit of 8,500 miles. 
The operator at the control center in 
America instructed the European repre­
sentative tb tie up his receiving station 
with the transmitting station. A “dot” 
was then sent out and made the complete 
circuit from New York to Warsaw and 
return while the foreign operator was 
manipulating his key. The Polish opera­
tor was then instructed to leave his key 
and tShe “dot” raced twenty times around 
the circuit at a speed of 186,000 miles per 
second before dying away because of elec­
trical disturbances.

Preventing Pump from Freezing

As an ordinary pitcher pump in good 
condition does not allow the water in the 
suction pipe to run down, the water is 
subject to freezing during winter. To pre­

vent this, the vacuum chamber is tapped

destroys the vacuum and releases the 
water.

A Folding Kitchen Table

In a small kitchen, where space is at a 
premium, a folding table of the type 
shown in the drawing will be greatly 
appreciated. The table top is 1 by- 30 by 
48 in. in dimensions  ̂and is supported by 
two braces of 1 by 2-in. stock. Two 4-ft, 
lengths of.l by 2-in. material are screwed 
together at right angles and fastened to 
the wall by long screws driven into the 
studs. The table top is then hinged to 
the lower member as shown. The braces 
are 32% in. long, and are cut and hinged 
so that they will fall into place auto­
matically when the table top is lifted.
