The taxation amendment got a lit-
tile heavier coat of whitewash than
any of the others as there were only
22 votes for it and 198 against it.
This amendment provided for chang-
ing the constitution so the state could
derive its income in whole or in part
from other sources than the ad vai-
orem tax and permiatted a segraticn
of property for taxing purposes, al-
lowing revenues from certain sources
_ to go to the state exclusively.

All of the large cities of the state
killed the proposed amendments, par-
ticularly the tax reform amendment.
Dallas voted 12 to 1; Fort Worth, 4
to 1; San Antonio 8 to' 1 and Hous-
ton 3 to 1; all against them.

The El Paso district seemed to be
the only one that favored the amend-

nents as it returned an affirmative
vote for ali &f them.

Report Shows Reduction in Acreage of 12
Cent and Crop Condition of 69 Per Cent

By United Press.

AUSTIN, Aug. 2.—Cotton acre-
age wdudun of 13 per cent and 2
yield of 4,660,000 bales is forecast bV
Agm\_ulwlal Comissioner  George
Terrell in his erop report issued to-
day. Conditions of the Texas ‘cotton
crop is put at 69 per cent. It is based
upon reports.of July 25.

Commissioner Terrell estimated
the wheat and oats crops at half last
vear's production. The corn crop is
the best in years. Grain, sorghums,
peanuts, sweet potatoes and hay are
generally good. Discussing the cot-
ton crop, Commigsioner Terrell says:

“Qur reports show a little less than
17,000,000 acres planted, or a re-
duction of 13 per cent, but we have
placed the acreage at 17,000,000.
Estimating‘ the production at 146
pounds ‘of lint cotton an acre, the
s'a.me as last year, we should make

4,964,000 bales. But since cotton
picking’ is well advanced in the south-
ern and southwestern sections of the
state the yield is turning out less than
(last year and reports show consider-
able damage by rain, weevil, drought
and other causes in various sectiong,
we are making some allowance for
this and estimate the vield at 4,600 -
000 bales, or 1,006,600 bales less
than last year:

“On August 1 last year we esti-
mated the production at 5,413,000
hales and-the final ginning was 6,-
606,060 bales, showing that we miss-
ed the production 192,000 bales.

“It must be understood that any
estimate at this time merely shows;i
what the present condition of the
