FA LL IN WASHINGTON. BUT IS SICK IN BED
DRILLERS FIND 
NEW OIL SAND 

NEAR RANGER
Good Showing Reported 

Well on Bruce Farm in 
■ Frankell District.

Drillers have run into an apparent 
new sand on the Jennie Bruce farm 
in the Frankell district, about 12 
miles north of Ranger, it was report­
ed here today.

A good showing of oil was en­
countered Thursday at a depth of 
1,500 feet. An eight-inch casing is 
being set at this depth. The pay sand 
in this neighborhood is approximate­
ly 2,100 feet.

This is the first time that oil has 
ever been found at this depth, al­
though natural gas is common at this 
depth . The showing of oil was suf­
ficiently strong, an oil man who visit­
ed the well Thursday, said, to anti­
cipate a pool of oil at this depth. 
There was not enough oil, however, 
to connect with flow tanks for com­
mercial purposes. The flow created 
unusual interest.

Christy Brothers’ Humphrey No. 
3, located west of its No. 2, has the 
rig up.
The N. C. Bruce No. 2 of Mahlstedt- 
Mook in the Frankell district was 
down 450 feet Thursday. It is 450 
feet west of Bruce No. 1, which 
came in early in September and is 
now producing about 125 barrels.

‘MASTER MIND’
President of Bluebird Oil Com­

pany Credits Him With Sug­
gesting Working Plan.

HOUSTON, Jan. 25.— Blame for 

any fraudulent dealing in connection 
with the merger of 11 small compan­
ies into the Blue Bird company and 
sale of stock in the huge concern, 
was placed today on S. E. J. Cox, by 
Butler Perryman, president of the 
Blue Bird company, testifying at the 
trial of Cox and E. O. Glenn, on mail 
fraud charges.

Perryman said that Cox was the 
father of the idea to merge the com­
panies and wrote the letters and cir­
culars that sold the stock. He said 
Cox first came to him with the mer­
ger idea and that he did not broach 
the subject himself. Although the 
letters and circulars had been signed 
by him and other officials of the 
company, Cox wrote all o f them, 
said Perryman.

One of the letters introduced as 
evidence was a copy written by Cox 
for the use of Dr. Frederick Cook, 
recently tried in Fort Worth on mail 
fraud charges and sentenced to a 
long term in the penitentiary in ad­
dition to being heavily fined. At that 
same trial in Fort Worth, Cox was 
sentenced to eight years in jail and 
to pay a large fine.

Disclosure of additional details re­
lating to the huge company merger 
and stock selling plans were to be 
made at today’s session of the court.

He 
subsequently stated that he was glad 
to see klansmen in his audience.

“ I meet people on the street whom 
I have known for years,” he said. 
“ Nothing ever came between us in 
those years. Since this monster of 
a Ku Klux Klan has come, they turn 
their heads.”

Pleading for his hearers to pay 
their poll tax, Mayor Hodges said it 
was a pleasure to exerci|^ the rights 
of citizenship. “ I wish I had the 
ability to picture to you this pleas­
ure as I have heard it expressed in 
talks,” he said.

Similar charges that the klan fos­
tered hate and destroyed friendships 
was made by J. L. Hicks, druggist, 
in a short extemporaneous talk. 
Kicks related a personal experience 
of his in which a salesman, an ac­
quaintance of several years, and 
himself quarreled over the purpose 
of the organization, and the friend­
ship that always existed was blotted 
out.

Principle  Is W ron g .
Hicks said this was an experience 

common to many men of his ac­
quaintance. “ An organization that 
destroys the friendship and love for 
others has no place in our country,” 
he said. “ As a master Mason, I re­
sent the impudence of the klan to 
destroy the brotherly love of men. 
If I thought Masonry stood for hate, 
I’d throw this emblem away.”

Hicks set forth (several reasons 
for his opposition to the klan, read­
ing them from a paper, and enlarg­
ing extemporaneously. Briefly they 
were: Military autocracy and rule; 
opportunity for graft; secrecy of or­
ganization; political and religious 
persecution; secrecy as relating to 
membership.

Hicks said that numbers of men 
stay in because they are afraid of 
ostracism and the weapon of boy­
cott. “ They are right,” he said.

Many 
of those in line are bourgeois and 
many, after a grief glance at the 
waxen face, hurry across the square 
to the chapel of the Iberian Madonna 
and order a mass read on behalf of 
Lenin.

The respect of the diplomatic 
corps from those countries that have 
accorded recognition to Russia was 
evidenced by the German ' ambassa­
dor, Count Rantzau, who took his 
turn in line.

In a letter to the Petrograd soviet, 
the cabinet minister Zinoviess, pro­
posed that the name of Petrograd be 
changed to Leningrad.

Zevely said he personally obtain­
ed from Sinclair $115,000 worth of 
Sinclair consolidated oil stock and 
gave to Fall, with which to purchase 
and improve additional ranch hold­
ings.

Archie Roosevelt, son of the for­
mer president, and G. D. Walberg, 
employes of Sinclair, recently told 
the committee that their suspicions 
were aroused by the actions of Sin­
clair and Fall.

This was the plan advocated by 
Senators Newiand and LaFollette,) 
just before we entered the World i 
war and just before Senator New- i 
lands’ sudden death and at that time j 
the railroads that insisted on being 
taken over by the government, offer­
ed but little opposition. It seems to 
b« the only plan that will produce 
the desired results in our transpor­
tation problem, but because the fed­
eral government would have repre­
sentatives on each board of directors 
of these great consolidated com­
panies, it will be bitterly opposed 
by the railroad speculators on the 
grounds that it savors of federal 
control.

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PRESIDENT OF TEXAS 
TECH IS OBTAINING 

FIRST HAND DATA

Noted British Publishc 
Is Touring America

Special.
LAGRANGE, Texas, Jan. 2 

Dr. P. \V. Horn, president of the 
Texas Technological college at Lub­
bock, Texas, spent two days in this 
city as the guest of friends and visit­
ing the extensive cotton mills of La- 
Grange, He was intensely interest­
ed and made a careful study of all 
the processes from the entrance of 
the raw cotton to the completed pro­
duct. He discussed with a number 
of citizens the relation of textile 
training to: industry. He expressed 
great interest that the textile indus­
try has transformed a typical old- 
South village such as LaG range was, 
into the lively, bustling little city 
that it is today. It was his belief 
that the introduction of an extensive 
source in textiles into Lire new tech 
would help in such a transformation 
in many of the towns of Texas. The 
business men of LeGrange were 
much interested in his suggestion 
that West Texas is one of the com­
ing cotton centers of the world.

Before reaching LaG range, Presi­
dent Horn visited all of the state in­
dustrial schools in Texas and also 
the engineering department of Tu- 
lane university and the arts and 
crafts school at Sophie Newcomb col­
lege for women. He reported an ex­
cellent small engineering school at 
Tulane with a very fine new chem­
istry building. He was especially 
interested in the work in pottery 
done by the young women of Sophie 
Newcomb. This work is some of the 
best of its kind in the world.

The two, days before reaching La- 
Grange were spent at Auburn, Ala., 
in a study of the Alabama. Tech. 
This is one of the oldest institutions 
of the South and has done excellent 
technical work, although it is today 
overcrowded and not as well sup­
ported under the public fund as it 
should be. One of the best new build­
ings there is an excellent dormitory 
for men. While at Auburn, Dr. Horn 
was the guest of President Spright 
Dowell.

Prom here Dr. Horn went to At­
lanta, to study the Georgia Tech. He 
was to be met there by architects 
and members of the board of re­
gents of the Texas Tech.
