when he said he did not choose to run
for president, it seems that he is just
about to be counted out of the run-
ning. In other words the people of
this country seem to be deciding for
him, since he made such an illusive
statement.

The talk now is Hoover, Dawes,
Hughes and Lowden, that is on the re-
publican side of the fence. Each of
these has something to recommend
him as a candidate for the presidency.
Hoover is almost an idol among the
rank and file of American people, ex-
cept that he may not prove so popu-
lar, with the farmer, since it is re-
ported he was opposed to the Me-
Nary-Haugen farm relief bill. It is
also hinted that big business is very
favorably inclined to Mr. Hoover.

. Dawes is the type of man for
whom almost everyone has a personal
admiration. He is the type of man
who doesn’t believe in soft soaping
anybody or anything. He has the
courage of his convictions and the
nerve to say what he believes to be
true. If he were elected he probably
would be about as free from any en-
tangling alliances as any man in the
United States.

Hughes is the exact opposite of
Dawes. He 1s the scholarly diplomatic
type and is regarded generally as
about the most thoroughly informed
man in national politics.

‘As for the democrats they are still
fussing over. whether it shall be Al
‘Smith or Bill McAdoo. It appears
‘that neither of these men can be
elected but the democratic  party
probably will be fussing over whether
“to make it Smith or McAdoo long
after the national democratic conven-
tion: opens.

LONDON.—The British Royal fa-
mily, generally acknowledged to he
the only members of our European
royalty practically immune from the
danger of attempted assassination,
nevertheless, by their own acts, fre-
quently court violent death.

The simple act of inviting anv
member of foreign royalty to Brit-
ain increases manifestly the chances
of tragedy to British royalty.

The foreign visitor is accorded =
royal welcome with its accompanying
drive in an open carraige through the
crowded streets of London. The dan-
ger is always there of a foreign fan-
atic, nursing a supposed grievance
against the royal visitor, being 2
member of the cheering crowds.

This apparent danger to the reign-
ing house of Britain on the occasion
of state visits was impressed sharp-
ly on the public mind during the vis-
it of King Fuad of Egypt. The troops
and police escorting King Fuad, King
George, the Prince of Wales and the
Duke of York from Victoria Station
1to Buckingham Palace, were start-
led to hear two loud reports resen:b-
ling revolver shots from a section of
the crowd lining the route. Sur-
rounding the crowd they arrested a
youth who had discharged a toy re-
volver. A trivial incident, happily,
but it might easily have been serious.
Also during this visit, Scotland
Yard was further disturbed when it
was reported from Paris that an
Egyptian extremist had escaped the
vigilance of the native police and
was heading for England for the al-
leged purpose of wreaking his ven-
geance on King Fuad.

King Alfonso of Spain is a fre-
quent visitor to London. The num-
erous attempts to assassinate him are
legend. The special branch of Scot-
land Yard is taxed to the utmost
whenever this monarch pays a visit
to his royal cousin, King George.
Scotland Yard, entrusted with the
safety of royalty, is perhaps the moest
efficient organization in the world
and it has acgomplished wonders in
preventing at&mpts to get at royal
visitors, but there is always the dan-
ger for a slip.

And Dawes, All
Possibilities

WASHINGTON. — Probably
Dawes.
Perhaps Hoover.
Possibly Hughes.
That’s a tabloid lineup represent-
ing a consensus of the best politicai
weisenheimers as they consider the
strange situation in the republican
party which has developed since
President Coolidge threw the little
red apple out on the dawn and left
the boys in a quandary whether to
scramble for it or to hold off lest it
be coated with paris green.
Without definitely eliminating M.
Coolidge, it may be said that Mr.
Coolidge may have eliminated him-
self whether he meant to or not.
Most of the republican politicians
are well pleased with what the presi-
dent said and few tears are behig
shed among them over the likelihood
that he will check out of the white
‘house. Coolidge became president
through accident, was re-elected bLy
a force of circumstances and had
since built up ne personal political
following.
That’s where Dawes,
hughes come in.

Hughes Strong in New York.
Hughes would have the backing of
powerful interests—banking and oil,
But he does not hcld
the imagination of the people as do
Hoover and Dawes. He would be
vulnerable because of 'his recent law
connections, even more So than was
John W. Davis in 1924. In the last
three years, he has represented many
of the very biggest corporations in
cases where his arguments, if held
up to analysis in a campaign, wculd
not appeal to the average voter.

Hcover Sitting Pretty.
Hoover is sitting prettier than he
ever sat before. He has the best or-
ganized personal machine in the
country. Chambers of commelce,
manufacturers’ associations, Rotar-
ians and Kiwanians, as well as the
trade journals, are rooting for him.
He is often regarded as a “Morgan
man’’ by those who pretend to krow
the inside of things, but he certainly
is not offensive as such to the ordi
nary citizen. The financial groupsi
behind the public utilities like Hoov-
er.
