TWO BROTHERS 

QUARREL, ONE 
WOUNDS OTHER

Roy and Rural Pace, Living In 
Oakley Community. Have 

Dispute Over a Plow.

Two brothers living on adjoining 
farms in the Oakley community, 
south of Frankell in Stephens county, 
engaged in an altercation Monda.v 
afternoon which resulted in Rural 
Pace, 23, being wounded in one leg 
with No. 0 or 7 shot, and Roy Pace, 
26, who surrendered to Justice of 
the Peace J. H. Webb, being held 
in $300 bond pending an investiga­
tion. i

Roy Pace, a tenant on the Ted 
Hamilton farm, went to the home of 
Justice of the Peace Webb about 
2 o'clock Monday afternoon and sur­
rendered. He told the justice of the 
peace that his brother, who is a 
farm, adjoining, came to his place 
tenant on the Tuney & McCleskey 
about 1:30 and said he wanted a 
plow belonging to their father, who 
had told him to get it. Roy said 
he told his brother their father had 
told him to keep the plow on his 
place and to let no one have it. 
Words followed and Roy said he told 
Rural he would shoot him before he 
could take the plow and Rural laugh­
ed at him. Roy said he went into 
the house and got his shotgun and 
came out as Rural was about to 
hitch a team to the plow, and that 
he fired low to scare his brother. 
He fired higher than he intended 
however, and several shots entered 
his brother’s leg. The horses took 
fright and ran away and Rural ran 
er had not been badly hurt, 
after them, sb he was sure his broth-

Rural went to the home of Will 
Kennedy, about a mile distant, and 
Kennedy brought him to Ranger, 
where Dr. A. K. Wier got out all 
the shot except one that lodged in 
the knee. The wounds were mostly 
in the fleshy part of the leg above 
the knee and Dr. Wier said he 
thought none was dangerous. He 
told Rural to keep quiet for several 
days.

J, I. Pace, father of the two men, 
lives in Mineral Wells. He was noti­
fied by phone and said he would see 
both his sons today. Both men are 
married, Roy having one child and 
Rural two children. Both were rear­
ed near the Oakley community, ar* 
hard-working men who are well re­
garded by their neighbors and it is 
expected both will soon forget their 
quarrel and get back on a peace 
footing.

1 roject for a sinking fund similar to 
the recent Painleve project and de­
signed to aid in retiring some of 
France’s mounting debts.

These two sections of the I.-oucheur 
plan constitute the main scheme for 
meeting the pressing financial prob­
lems io f  France. Other measures 
call fbr an optional consolidation of 
certain bonds, and the modification 
of the income tax system, increased 
railrogd fai’es and lesser steps.

Taxation.
The new bill drawn by the House 

Ways and Means committee should 
be approved. Tax exemptions should 
not go above the $3,000 mark, of 
the bill, in fact the committee in 
this provision “ has gone as far as 
it is safe to go and somewhat furth­
er than I should have gone.”  The 
bill will correct defects in the 1924 
law and should provide sufficient 
revenue for the government. Just­
ly, the “ excessive surtaxes have been 
reduced, federal estate rates are re­
duced to more reasonable figures, 
with every prospect of Withdrawing 
from the field when the states have 
had the opportunity to correct the 
abuses in their own inheritance tax 
laws, the gift tax and publicity sec­
tion are to be repealed, many mis­
cellaneous taxes are lowered or 
abandoned, and the board of tax ap­
peals and the administrative fea­
tures of the law are improved and 
strengthened.” The committee shoul1 
be commended.

Foreign Relations

the Dawes plan, which paved the way 
for agreements at the Locarno con­
ference. Reduction of armies rather 
than navies is most important to the 
world at this time.

New York occupies, a unique posi­

has become the niecca of thousands 
of the weaker, Effort) immoral and 
more unfortunate people of many for­
eign lands.

To keep this,criminal population in 
check and so safeguard, the lives and 
property of the citizens the Police 
Department has 13,-300 men. a big 
force, but Commissioner Enright ex­
plains that more than half of these 
men are members of the Traffic Divi­
sion. of the Detective Division, of va­
rious special divisions and of the ad­
ministrative staff. I^ess than five 
thousand men are lgft- for regular pa­
trol duty. Under the existing law a

"No other world metropolis oper­

ates with so small a force as doe* 
N e w  York.” says Commissioner En: ;  
right. “ I have been in most, of the 
large cities in .Europe, studying police•- * • - y.
conditions. In Rome one patrolman̂  
protects 123 citizens; in London one 
patrolman protects 360 citizens; In . 
New York one patrolman is responsi** 
ble for the safety of 550 citizens. 
London, with police problems far less 
difficult than ours, has 24.900 police— 
nearly twi<je as many as we have.

“ In spite of the smallness of our 
force, the efficiency of our men. to­
gether with their courage and loyalty, 
has enabled us to keep crime in 
New York well under control. There 
are four crimes in the criminal eaien* 
dar which are known as crimes of 
violence— murder, .felonious assault, 
assault and robbery, and burglary. 
In 1915 there were 15.S85 crimes that 
fell under those four headings. By 
1921 the number of such crimes had 
fallen, to 10,436. For the last three 
years the figures are as follows: 192i2, 
9.147; 1923, 8,768; 1924, 8,548.”

The Thin Blue Line
Four thousand and more miles of 

streets, five hundred and sefOttty- 
nine miles of water front! A battle 
line nearly five thousand miles long!
