., WHY NOT ADOPT BAUMES LAW?
It would not be a bad idea for
Texas to pass a law similar to the
Baumes law now operating in New
- York. 'Already burglary and roohery
cases in that great state has declined
25 per cent; and the law has not been
in effect for more than six months.
It seems as if New York has found at
least a ‘partial solution to the crime
problem.: ..
. Under. the. Baumes law in New
York all fourth offense felons are
given life in the penitentiary and the
penalty is increased after the first,
second and third offenses. The pa-
role, probation and bail privileges be-
come more restricted. In other words,

~ heavier: punishment than a first of-
fense man, a third offense gets still
heavier punishment, and the fourth
time man gets life. Right to make
hail is restricted more every time,
and the possibilities and probabilities
of obtaining a parole or a period of
probation becomes harder each time.
In addition penalties for all felonies

heavier than when committed without
a deadly weapon. In other words the
pistol, black:jack or “sap” as clubs
are called by the criminal class, are
banned and when one is caught with
one, he must pay the penalty.

. Other states are following in the
~wake of New York. South Dakota
“has fallen in line, according to press
dispatches. Ohio was the pioneer
state, to adopt an habitual criminal.
act and:make the fourth offense life
in prison. Other states did not fol-
low it so closely except New York.
The New York law is more drastic
than the Ohio statute.

. [Texas needs to do something. = Sta-
tistics -’s}‘myv there is a striking reduc-
rti(;m in the number of holdups with
deadly weapons in states where laws
similar to the . Baumes law " are in
force. The traveler ought to be safe
on the highway, and citizens in towns
and cities should be protected more

than they are. = The criminal is wise
and when he or she knows that if they

‘are hailed into court for a second or
third ‘offense and that they will get
heavier punishment and that life be-
hind the bars stares them in the fact
for aifourth time, they 'will think
twice before acting.
- Texas has a mild indeterminate sen-
tence law. It should make pistol-
toting a felony, and no one should be
allowed to go armed without a gov-
. ernment ‘permit. The New York law
on pistol carrying is a good one. For
insjtance“’men who carry payrolls are
allowed the right to carry a pistol, but
must secure that right from the peace
authorities. We know of a case, a
nephew of the editor, he was pay-
master and accountant for the Chev-
rolet Motor company at Tarrytown,
N.. Y., twice a month, he had to go
to New York city for his payroll of
several thousand dollars, he had to
secure a permit from the state to go
armed and have his posse go armed to
protect’ themselves.

HE United States government is now devel-
oping a harbor at Brazos Santiago, off Point
Isabel, which is connected with Brownsville b

The present depth sought over the pass is eighteen
feet. . Two rock jetties are being constructed, jutting out
from the ends of Padre and Brazos Islands a distance of
1500 feet. The federal government has authorized a sur-
vey from extension of the intra-coastal canal from Cor-
pus Christi to Point Isabel, and up the Arroye.Colorado to-
the Missouri Pacific bridge near Harlingen. San Benito |
and Brownsville each have projects for canals to con-

nect with the intra-coastal.
