MORE GOOD ROADS.
There was a time, and that not so

very long ago when the commercial
life of a town or city depended al-

most entirely on railroads. If a town
was so fortunately located as to be
the converging point of many rail-

road lines its commercial supremacy
was practically assured. There are

dozens of prosperous cities in the
western part of the country today
that owe the major portion of their
prosperity to their early railroad fa-
cilities.

Railroads are just as important to the

commercial progress of a town or city
' today as ever, but the universal use

of the motor car has made good high-
way connections just as essential to
the life of a community as railroads
are.

It was estimated not so many weeks
ago that this summer would see not
less than 80,000,000 people touring
the United States in between 9,000,-
000and 10,000,000 automobiles. Nat-

urally these tourists are going to fol-
low the paved highways. They will

leave the hard-surfaced roads only
when necessity forces them to do so
and the town or community not for-
tunate enough to be located on a
paved highway will see very little of
this army of touvists.

But that is not the only important
item. Put a town on a big transcon-
tinental railroad line and cut it off
from the surrounding communities by
impassable or poorly surfaced high-
ways and its progress will be very
