DALLAS, Jan. 4.— With no arrests 

and few clues to work on, Dallas po­
lice and officials discussed drastic 
measures to combat the recent crime 
wave climaxed today by the killing of 
A. W. Wimble, apartment house 
owner by a bandit.

Wimble was shot to death in his 
apartment in an attempt to “ bag” two 
or more robbers of a drug store in 
the vicinity of his home. Looters had 
broken the safe and was leaving the 
drug store when Wimble fired from 
the window of the apartment house, 
and one of the robbers returned the 
fire, bullets ricocheting from the win­
dow sill and striking Wimble in the 
head, killing him instantly.

S. A. Moore, standing beside Wim­
ble, continued to fire when the rob­
bers fled in automobiles. Nearly all 
of the persons in the apartment in­
cluding Wimble’s wife and sister, who 
had been aroused by the noise in the 
drug store, saw Wimble fall as the 
bullet struck him.

Since last Saturday night there has 
been three burglaries, in which 4,000 
worth o f  loot was taken ; three hold­
ups, recorded, and one man beaten; 
besides some small burglaries and 
“ pick-ups.”

“ Something must be done, and 
done quickly,”  said the mayor, who 
believed tliat extra mounted police 
should be "placed on duty. “ A con­
dition where ordinary householders 
have to fight burglars, and safe flow­
ers should not exist,” the mayor said.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.— The

United States government acquired 
the right to build a canal across 
Nicaragua and establish a base in 
Fonesca bay was stressed by Presi­
dent Coolidge’s spokesmen in justi­
fication of the administration’s policy 
in the revolution torn Central Amer­
ican republic.

DETROIT, Mich., Jan. 4.— Three

nal stockholders in the Ford Motor 
■ompany. The proceedings are ex­
acted to last a month.

Included among the defendants is 
Jnited States Senator Couzens of 
Michigan, formerly a partner of Hen- 
•y Ford. It is alleged by the internal 
■evenue bureau, which Couzens has 
nade the subject of an investigation 
hat he owes $10,000,000 as a result 
>f his sale of Ford holdings seven 
mars ago. The Ford Motor company 
s now owned exclusively by Henry 
ford, his wife, and by Edsel B. Ford, 
heir .son and president of the com- 
jany.

Hearings on the appeals in these 
-ases will be conducted by John J. 
Vlarquette, John M. Sternhagen and 
Irnest Van Fossan, designated by the 
)oard of tax appeals* to take prelimi­
nary testimony. Final hearings will 
je held in Washington, following 
vhich defendants adversely affected 
nay petition for trial by jury.

Counsel for the defendants include 
two former presidential candidates, 
fohn W. Davis and Charles Evans 
lughes.

Worth, took over the supervision of 
the City-County hospital, Ranger, on 
new year’s eve, succeeding Miss Lof- 
lin, resigned.

Miss Stewart has all the qualifica-1 
tions and the personalities needed to j 
make a successful superintendent and 
when interviewed for a few minutes \ 
this morning, was busy answering; 
bells, helping patients here and there, i 
and turning her hands and mind to j 
the things at hand.

For the past three years Miss j 
Stewart had been supervisor of the i 
Dr. Charles Harris clinic in Fort! 
Worth and is a graduate of Dr. Har-j 
ris’ hospital.

She did her part in the world war, j 
serving 22 V2 monthsi n the army, j 
first with the British forces and later j 
with the American expeditionary 
forces when they went “ over there.” 
After the war when she returned to 
the United States, Miss Stewart at­
tended special clinics at the Chicago 
university.

The new superintendent expressed 
herself as being well pleased with heri 
reception hereby the members of the 
board and the physicians of the city 
and feels that she is going to like her 
work in Ranger very much— as she 
is very much in love with her profes­
sion.

She commented on the excellency 
of the two day nurses and the surgical 
supervisor, Miss Beshiere from Okla­
homa. \

Miss Stewart’s mother lives in Fort 
Worth, Where she was raised.

‘ ‘We enjoyed the largest Christmas 
business for three years,” Postmaster 
J. E. MeVoney of Ranger said today. 
“ Stamps receipts over December, 
1926, exceeded stamps receipts over 
1925 by $275.”

Mr. Meroney stated that the calen­
dar year for Ranger postoffice shows 
considerable gain, while the fiscal 
year, with six. months of it gone, 
shows a gain of something like $300 
over $1925.

At the end of the last fiscal year, 
July, 1926, the postoffice ran $33,- 
000 per year, but Mr. Meroney feels 
this year that it will run at least $35,- 
000 and perhaps more, that depend­
ing almost entirely on the extent of 
the boom that may follow on the heels 
of the new Gholson pool.

To be a first class office the re­
ceipts must total $40,000, so it would 
date an unexpected turn in the tide of 
affairs in Ranger to put its postoffice 
in the first class in the next year.

However, the gain that is shown 
now in receipts-is based on a natural 
growth of the town and not on any 
flurry, Mr. Meroney explained. He 
also stated that with the opening up 
of the new oil pool, the coming of two 
other chain stores to Ranger, and the 
other contributory sources of busi­
ness, that he expected to see a great 
pick up in costal receipts, and was

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.— One of 

three American citizens in the Rus­
sian Soviet prison has been released.

Julius Mi. Chevalier, of Gaines­
ville, Texas, imprisoned early in 1924 
for alleged espionage, for the United 
States and Great Britain, arrived in 
Berlin and appealed to the state for 
aid.

The department sent an order to 
give him an American passport, and 
dispatched legal papers which he 
must have, in order to receive $857 
held in trust for him in a Cook eoun- 

| ty, Texas, court.
The reason for his release by the 

Soviet authorities, after serving only 
j two years of his three year sentence.
| was not revealed.

After serving with the British 
| forces in the Caucasus during the 
j war, Chevalier applied at Batum for 
! repatriation as an American citizen. 
At one time he had worked in Batum 
for the Standard Oil company, but 
at the time of his arrest, was unem­
ployed.

Since his imprisonment, his wife, 
a Russian, died at Constantinople, 
leaving two children at the care of 
charity there.

Two of his brothers, Michael and 
Peter, live in Dallas, Texas, but have 
been unable to respond to his call 
for aid, because of financial circum­
stances.

Who will finally get the Wichita 
Falls, Ranger & Fort Worth is still 
problematical. It has been currently , 
reported on the streets of Ranger that 
the Kell deal had fallen through, al­
though the Wichita Falls Southern 
had complied with the law requiring 
certain publicity given to put the deal 
through. Local officials of the 
Hamon-Ivell line when approached 
kindly referred the paper to No. 55 
Bond street, New York, for any in­
formation about the deal having 
fallen through or if it will be son- 
summated.

If the Kell deal has fallen through, 
then it is expected that either the 
Katy or Frisco now will go after the 
line. The Hamon-Kell line would 
make an excellent feeder for either 
one of the two systems. It connects 
with the Frisco at Dublin and gives 
that line ingress into this oil produc­
ing territory.

However, the Wichita Falls South­
ern may yet be the lucky line. It may 
be that the Katy has withdrawn its 
support from the Wichita Falls South­
ern until after the Kansas City South- 
ern-Katy-Cotton Belt merger has been 
completed. The Hamon-Kell line also 
touches the Katy.

Since the Texas & Pacific has 
taken over the Cisco & Northeastern, . 
it is expected to see quite a fight be­
tween the Frisco and Katy to gain 
control of the Hamcn-Kill line. 
Should the Frisco take it over, an ex­
tension is to be expected, also should 
the Katy buy it.

ing the proposed merger of the Kan­
sas City Southern, the Missouri, Kan ­
sas and Texas and the St. Louis and 
Southwestern railroad companies as 
a combination in restraint of trade, 
violating the Sherman anti-trust law, 
the Waco, Beaumont, Trinity and 
Sabine Pass railroad pretested against 
the consolidation in the brief filed 
with the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission today.

A protest also was made by the 
Texas short line railroad asking to 
be included in the merger.

Britain was America’s best customer 
during the 11 months of 1926, with 
exports to that country from the 
United States totaling' $867,808,375, 
the department of commerce has an­
nounced; Canada led in exports to 
this country with $433,988,548.

American imports were valued at 
$4,071,623,500, an increase of almost 
$250,000,000 over the-first 11 months 
of 1925, while total exports were 
$4,343,567,608, a decrease of almost 
$ 100,000,000.

TURNING BACK THE PAGES.
The low price of cotton last fall has 

caused many a good farmer to go 
back to the good old days when a 
farmer was not considered a farmer 
unless he raised his own meat, lard, 
meal and other home supplies. He 
probably in the old days did not have 
as much money as some do now, but 
he was far better off.

The farmers of the country can to 
a great extent help themselves by 
raising their own home supplies. Ev­
ery farm should be a factory.

Not only can he raise his own home 
supplies and sell the surplus, but he 
can manufacture at home lots of 
things that he now buys. The farmers 
of Texas ought not to be required to 
import a gallon of syrup, a pound of 
meat, a sack of flour or meal. All 
of it can be produced at home, and 
more than enough for the family so 
that the surplus can be sold.

We want to see the old times again 
when we can sit at a farmer’s table 
before a meal fit for a king and find 
out from him that practically every­
thing was produced on the farm ex­
cept perhaps the coffee, sugar, salt 
and one or two other things, and for 
these he sold some of his surplus 
home cured bacon, or corn and bought 
them. When this is done then the 
farmer will have more than one crop 
to fall back on for his ready cash. 
He still can raise cotton, poultry, a 
few sheep or goats and dairy cows.

It ought not be necessary for a 
farmer to have to buy his breakfast 
food from Battle Creek, his pork from 
Chicago, and his butter from Elgin, 
111.

The county and home demonstra­
tion agents are doing a great work to j 
bring this about. The farm agent} 
aids the tiller of the soil in his work j 
of diversifying and in the preparation 
and cultivation of his soil so that he 
can have more than one money crop. 
The home agent aids the women by 
teaching them how to can their sur­
plus for times when it is needed.

The farmers of Texas must do this, 
and when they do diversify, and raise 
their own supplies then there will be 
little need of McNary-Haugen and 
other hills for relief. The production 
of home supplies and diversification 
coupled with curtailing the acreage 
(planted in cotton soon will put the 
farmer in position to ask his price for 
Jiis products. He will be able to mar­
ket it as the world needs it.

OTTAWA, Ont.— Newsprint paper 
wood pulp, and lumber constituted 
more than half of Canada’s export 
volume to the United States in the 
year ending Oct. 1, 1926, according 
to a bulletin issued by the Dominion 
bureau of statistics.

“ Out of a total export trade with 
the United States of $468,713,748 in 
the twelve-month period,” says the 
bulletin, “ forest products totaled 
$241,745,337, or more than 50 per­
cent. Value of forest products was 
nearly double that of shipments of 
agricultural, vegetable and animal 
products which amounted to $128,- 
520,562.

NYITRA, Czecho-Slovakia.— One
thousand successful burglaries in less 
than six years, or an average of more 
than three each week, is the record 
of Ivan Barilov, a Russian emigre, 
who has just begun a year’s jail sen­
tence here.

Barilov’s method was unique. He 
pretended to be an idiot who had lost 
his mind, due to hardships inflicted 
on him by the bolsheviks before he 
was able to flee from Russia. He 
would never discuss any other ques­
tion except communism, the Tcheka, 
and “ the Russian murderers.” For 
this reason he was looked upon as a 
harmless imbecile by everyone who 
lived in the various villages in which 
he played his trade. No one ever 
even once thought of associating him 
with burglaries although they oc­
curred in rapid succession, sometimes 
three or four in one day, soon after 
his arrival in any locality.

BERKELEY, Calif., Jan. 4.— The 

Marysville buttes are the remains of 
the core of an ancient volcano, ac­
cording to Howell Williams, an Eng­
lishman studying livipg and dead 
American volcanoes.

“ This volcano, if we call it that, 
never erupted lava in a liquid form. 
Evidently the core of lava swelled up 
from the interior of..the earth without 
sufficient force to flow out over the 
country, and then, after the core soli­
dified, plugging the hole, a great ex­
plosion took place blowing ashes and 
boulders of hard lava for miles 
around,” said Williams. “ The core 
itself is three or four miles in diame­
ter and the lip of ash, corresponding 
to a crater, formed by erosion is 
about 10 miles across.”

The Marysville buttes stand out 
against thes kyline and can be seen 
for miles. They rise 2,100 feet above 
the plain.

Orange Trees 
Of California, 

Robinson Isle
By Unit,ed Press.

OROVILLE, Calif., Jan. 4.— All 
orange trees- in California sprang 
from a seed from Robinson Crusoe’s 
island, according to T. A. Van Nor- 
den, Pacific Grove. And the first 
tree to grow in the state was the 
“ Mother Tree” soon to be dedicated 
by Native Sons of the Golden West, 
at Bidwell’s Bap, Butte county.

The Crusoe Island theory was ex­
plained as follows:

In 1849, Van Norden’s brother, R. 
T. Van Norden, came around the 
Plorn in a sailing vessel. They called 
at the island of Juan Fernandez, com­
monly called the island of the original 
Robinson Crusoe. From the island 
Van Norden brought orange seeds.

One of these seeds grew into a tree 
near a ferry at Bidwell’s Bar on the 
west branch of the Feather river 
where Van Norden planted it. This is 
the mother tree soon to be dedicated.

The Van Norden theory of the ori­
gin of oranges in the state is ques­
tioned by many who claim the 
“ Mother Tree” was brought from Sac­
ramento in 1856.
