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Operators Planning Extension of the Gholson Pool

Boiler Trouble Causes 
Delay in Drilling In 
Duffer No. 2 Today

Price-Russell, Ranger operators, 
are moving a rig: today to the Me- 
Glothin trac t four miles south of 
Ranger, and between R anger and 
the  Gholson pool. They will begin 
operation as soon as possible.

This location extends the exploita­
tion fo r the Gholson sand, so unex­
pectedly discovered in D uffer No. 1, 
two miles north  of the site.

The location will be made about 
one half mile east of the old Desde- 
m cna road. The well will be drilled 
to a depth of 3500 feet.

W ith all of the oil fra te rn ity  anxi­
ously w aiting to see w hat the Ghol­
son No. 2 is going to do, in te rest is 
running  high and w ith the coming 
in as producers of any of the wells 
now drilling in the  Gholson pool, 
fu rth e r  locations will follow p retty  
fast.

The P ra tt No. 7 north  of Ranger, 
is’;still making a large volume of gas 
but hgs not yet been drilled in. It 
wijl probably be drilled deeper.

On the G. W. Hines land in the 
M cAllister field, th ree arid a half 
miles southw est of Carbon, the cas­
ing has been set and drilling is in 
progress again.

A location has been made and a 
rig  is up on the Abies trac t and will 
be spudded in Monday night.

I t is reported  th a t the D uffer No. 
2 was delayed in drilling in today on 
account of boiler trouble.

AUSTIN, Feb. 16.— Unless C. T. 

Duke, convicted of the m urder of 
Cooper W ebster, in M arion county, 
Aug. 1, 1921, and sentenced to  life 
im prisonm ent can show th a t an un­
conditional pardon granted  him by 
Governor Ferguson is valid he will be 
taken to the penitentiary  to serve his 
sentence.

This was the opinion handed down 
by the court of crim inal appeals to ­
day, w ithdrawing its form er opinion 
of affirm ance of the case and dis­
missing appeal.

The test of the  validity of the con­
ditional pardon granted  pending 
Duke’s appeal would come up in a 
haseas corpus protSeeding. The 
court’s action today places the case 
exactly as ^t stood a t the tim e of 
Duke’s conviction in district court.

A test of the pardon validity would 
have effect on a hundred or more 
pardons granted by Governor F ergu­
son in cases which had not been final­
ly acted upon by the court of crim ­
inal appeals.

U. S. READY 
TO PROTECT

AMERICANS

WASHINGTON, Feb. 16.— The
United States governm ent is prepared 
to increase its forces of occupation in 
N icaragua, if  necessary, to protect 
American interests said to be m en­
aced by the revolution there.

More bluejackets and m arines will 
l̂ e sent to establish “neutra l zones” if 
Adm iral Latim er fails to reach an 
agreem ent in his conference with the 
contending factions.

He was reported today en route to 
see P resident Diaz, a t M anagua, a fte r  
a conference with the “rebel presi­
dent,” Sacasa.

Sacasa has agreed to w ithdraw  in 
favor of a neutral presidential candi­
date if Diaz who is recognized by the 
U nited States will do likewise.

Brick company a t Bridgeport. This 
com pany has four large plants. Two 
a t B ridgeport and two a t Ferris. As 
president of the Wise county W ater 
Control and Im provem ent, d istrict 
No. 1, whose purpose it is to reclaim  
some th irty  or fo rty  thousand of 
acres of land along the w est fork 
of the T rinity , between Bridgeport 
and F o rt W orth, which is being work­
ed out in connection with the T ar­
ran t county W ater Control and Im­
provem ent D istrict No. 1, the new 
vice president, shows th a t he is also 
a builder and puts his shoulder to the 
a ffa irs  of his community, ju s t as did 
his predecessor.

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 1 6.— \Vith 

the elefnents combining to exact a 
heavy toll of life and property  dam­
age, California today faced fu rth e r 
destruction from  wind, rain  and snow 
storms.

A lready more than a  score of per­
sons have been k illed ; eleven in a 
canyon snow slide, seven or more in 
tra ff ic  accidents caused by blinding- 
rain , and two in a tra in  wreck when 
an Overland limited plunged through 
a brieve which had been weakened 
by swollen w aters.

Driving rains in San Francisco and 
the bay region tu rned  to wind early 
today and before daybreak the gale 
was driving 34 miles an hour off the 
Golden Gate.

Coast radio stations of commercial 
companies w ere out of commission 
fo r a tim e this morning, it  was re ­
ported. The heaviest loss of life was 
reported  in the snow slide a t camp 
72 of the Southern California Edison 
company near Big Creek, Fresno 
county.

Scripps-Howard 
Takes Over Telegram 

In New York Citv

NEW YORK, Feb. 16.— Announce­
ment has been made by the New York 
Telegram, recently purchased by the 
Scripps-Howard newspapers th a t it 
has voluntarily  w ithdrawn from  the 
Associated Press and will, hereafter, 
depend solely upon the United Press 
fo r its telegraphic news coverage.

“Both agencies,” the announcem ent 
said, “ are independent, non-partisan 
and unequaled by any contem porary 
in enterprise and efficiency. They 
d iffe r chiefly in the ir form  of organ­
ization.”

That American newspapers have 
attained their present rem arkable 
news efficiency is largely attribu tab le 
to the fac t th a t they have not had 
to depend upon a single monopolistic 
or semi-monopolistic agency, the an­
nouncement declared.

AMERICA’S 
BOYCOT HITS 

MEXICO

nancial and economical boycot of 
Mexico by American bankers and 
business men is having a deadly ef­
fe c t upon th a t country, Jose Miguel 
Bejarano of the Mexican chamber of 
commerce of New York protested be­
fore the senate foreign relations sub­
com mittee today.

B ejarano charged th a t American 
bankers are influencing diplomats m 
relations between the two countries.

“ The United S tates is fas t ap­
proaching a crisis in which it is in 
danger of losing the friendship of all 
Latin American countries,” Bejarano 
said.

During the nine and one-half 
m onths it has been in sesssion no less 
than  six fights or near fights have 
occurred.

So frequen t have these encounters 
or near battles become in the last few 
days th a t the popular greeting among 
house members now is, “Have you 
had any fights today?”

The brawl yesterday-in  the house 
district committee in which Represen­
tative Blanton, Texas, grappled with 
R epresentative Bloom, democrat, New 
York, and several spectators joined, 
was the most serious in house annals. 
As the record shows members have 
attem pted to engage in fisticuffs but 
never before had spectators had the 
privilege of joining in.

The only bout in the senate was 
staged Saturday -when Senator Glass, 
democrat, Virginia, and Senator 
W heeler, dem ocrat, M ontana, came 
close to blows a fte r a verbal ex­
change.

In the lower house Saturday, two 
republicans, J. N. Tincher and Jam es 
C. S trong almost came to blows over 
the farm  relief m easure. Sulphuric 
language was used by all the com­
batan ts Saturday, while yesterday, 
they came to actual blows.

The fights recall the fam ous Sum­
ner escapade in the past century. 
Speaker Nicholas Longworth aided in 
separating  the belligerents.

is perm itted under a bill signed and 
filed by Governor Moody. The bill 
amends the act of the th irty-nin th  
legislature, which made it unlaw ful to 
trap  wild beaver, wild o tte r and wild 
fox.

The bill signed by the governor 
provides th a t the law shall not apply 
to wild fox in th a t portion of the state 
lying west of a line sta rting  a t the 
mouth of the Brazos river, where it 
empties into the gulf of Mexico, 
thence following the m eanderings of 
th a t river north to the intersection 
of the east boundary line of Jack and 
Clay counties to  the Red river.

Good Listeners; 

Resorts Hearing

NEW YORK, Feb. 16.— “ Good 
listeners” are being developed by 
radio, according to Mrs. E lizabeth 
Helm Nitchie, of this city, an  authori­
ty  on deafness. Not only is radio im­
proving the powers of concentration 
o f  hundreds of thousands of people, 
b u t there are a m ultitude of slightly 
deaf listeners-in whose hearing is ac­
tually  being restored by the nation 's 
flood of broadcast sound, she said.

“ The ability to hear well, like the 
ability  to  do anything else, deterior­
ates if  i t  is not used,” stated Mrs. 
Nitchie. “Few persons use all the ir 
powers of helping. They do not con­
cen trate  the ir attention  upon sounds. 
In ordinary social contacts this is not 
necessary, and during much of the 
m odern business day one is trying, 
consciously or otherwise, to  shut out 
d istracting noises.

“ Thus the power of concentration 
upon sounds becomes atrophied. If, 
in  addition, one is slightly deaf, this 
deafness tends to be increased by the 
lack of e ffo rt to  hear. The delicate 
m uscles of the ear deteriorate 
through disuse.

“ Listening to radio program s day 
aftqy day both restores the ability to 
concentrate upon sounds— to listen 
well— and also exercises ea r muscles 
which- have become unresponsive to 
a ir  vibrations. A prom inent New 
York business m an was, troubled  a 
year ago with a m arked deafness of 
the righ t ear. He became a  radio 
‘fa n ’, and now, a t th e  end of 12 
m onths, hears as well w ith his ‘bad’ 
ear as w ith the. other.

“ The ability of ordinarily  deaf peo­
ple to  hear well by radio has not only 
been a discovery th a t has brought 
pleasure to  hundreds of thousands of 
unfortunates. I t has stirred  up anew 
the in terest of science in the problem 
of hearing.”
