The roadster, in 
which was a young man and two 
girls, was traveling in the same di­
rection on the highway as were the 
other two cars, and as the roadster 
whipped around a loaded truck on 
the road, it smashed into the touring 
car and knocked it out of the road, 
it was claimed. The roadster was 
not badly damaged, it seems, and 
continued its journey at a rapid rate 
of speed and ran into the sedan, 
when both the roadster and sedan 
was smashed and put out of commis­
sion. When this happened the driver 
of the roadster and his two young 
women companions, according to the 
occupant.-, of the sc-dan, ran back 
down the road and got on a truck 
that had just passed and went to­
ward Cisco. The officers have in­
formation, which they believe will 
enable them to locate the owner and 
driver of the roadster.

LONDON, Dec. 1.— The Locarno 
European security pact was signed 
today. Statesmen of seven nations 
assembled and affixed their names to 
a series of documents binding west­
ern Europe to keep the peace.

A leaky gas jet in a room where 
one is sleeping can cause asphysia- 
tion, too, if you haven’t a keen sense 
of smell.

Since natural gas in small, quanti­
ties may not be noticed, the local gas 
company has evolved a scheme that 
is sure-fire.'

A harmless chemical is mixed with 
the gas. If there is a leak anywhere 
in a home served with gas, house­
holders think rats have died. The 
order is highly offensive. Even a 
person with asthma could smell it.

The public is being informed 
through local newspapers to report 
the offensive odor to the gas com­
pany so that leaks can be repaired.

It was said unofficial­
ly that the former ranger was to be 
placed on the trail of “ highbrows” 
who violate the prohibition law.

The incident of the conference of 
the former governor with former 
Ranger Captain Hamer caused a stir 
in the capitol on account of the 
statement by Governor Ferguson re­
cently reflecting on prohibition en­
forcement in Texas. The ranger re­
tired from the law enforcement 
force last July and it was said then 
that the governor and captain had 
come to the parting of their ways.

Captain Hamer has a long list of 
law enforcement to his credit. It 
was said this was the first time the 
captain ever had called at the execu­
tive offices.

The move today added credit to 
the report that Ferguson was laying 
down a barrage to deflect public at­
tention from the state highway mud­
dle.

County Agent Bush 
Gives Terracing

Demonstration
County Agent R. H. Bush gave a 

terracing demonstration at the John 
Hopper farm, two miles southeast of 
Rising Star, .yesterday at which time 
3,000 yards of terracing was done on 
70 acres of land. There were nine 
farmers present to witness the work 
and each of them expressed a desire 
to have their farms terraced. Other’s, 
seen by Mr. Bush in thecity,: also 
made requests that he assist them in 
terracing their land.

Mr. Bush stated this morning that 
the requests for terracing had reach­
ed the point where it was impossible 
for him to give individual demonstra­
tions and that it was going to be ab­
solutely necessary for him to arrange 
community demonstrations in order 
that he could start the work off and 
let someone else finish it, thus en­
abling him to go on to another com­
munity and start another demonstra­
tion. “ I suggest that farmers in com­
munities where demonstrations are 
to be held, buy a farm level and buy 
or make such other instruments as 
they will need in terracing work,. so 
that they can carry on the work of 
terracing after I have started the 
work and given instructions as to 
how to complete it,” Mr. Bush said.

Defenders of Christmas Trees Claim
Thinning Does No Injury to Forests

WASHINGTON. Nov. 30. —  The 
annual use of Christmas trees “ is 
not a serious forest problem,” ae- 

j cording to an editorial to appear in 
j the current issue of Nature Maga­
zine, published by the American Na- 

| ture Association, which will eritize 
j the efforts of some conservationists 
1 to limit the cutting of small trees for 
I the holiday trade.
I The editorial will quote Charles 
Lathrop Pack, president of the Amer­
ican Tree Association, as saying there 
is no reason the childrden should not 
have their Christmas trees. It will 
also quote other forestry experts to 
the effect that the Christmas tree is 
a proper by-product of the forest.

The editoral will say in part:
“ The department oi: forests and 

waters points out that more than 500 
carloads of Christmas trees are im­
ported into Pennsylvania each year. 
Trees from six to nine feet high are 
in great demand, and can be grown 
on moist and fairly fertile lands, 
2,700 tres to the acre. With com­
paratively little care after the young 
trees are well under way, it is point­
ed out, a yearly cutting can be made 
netting the owner $150 to $250 an 
acre year after year, and still there 
will be enough left to form the ma­
ture crop.

“ There are certain phases of 
Christmas-tree gathering that should 
not be condemned by should be 
vigorously prosecuted by law. The 
outstanding’ is the petty thievery of 
other people’s property in young 
coniferous trees. It is the same sort 
of thing that prevails in' summer with 
the filching of plants and shrubs, ap­
ples and pears and other wayside 
products growing on private prop­
erty.

“ Against the man who steals a tree 
from someone’s lawn or a woodlet 
and carries it off in his automobile, 
there should be prompt and effec­

tive action. He is nothing more than 
| a common thief, regardless of the 
! horsepower of his car.
| “ In the larger commercial gather- 
j ing of Christmas trees, legally done 
j by -lease or purchase, education is 
necessary. The scientific cutting 
for thining purposes should be en­
couraged, specified in the lease of 
land for this use and demanded by 
common sense. The practice of top­
ping large trees to obtain the pretty 
Crown should be outlawed.”

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Farmer Finds That 
Supposed Weed Is 

Valuable Plant
Down on a Missouri River bottom 

a big- husky farmer was plowing his 
wheat stubble one Fall day. William 
'll . Woods of Logan, Iowa, “ W. II.’ ’ 
as the folks around there call him 
runs a 700-acre farm just as other 
people "run factories. His good val­
ley land is really a great chemical 
laboratory on which- he is continual­
ly experimenting with staple crops 

♦ and trying out new ones.
But this particular patch of land 

he was plowing that day had always 
been a puzzle to him. Year after 
year, without fertilization or change 
a good yield had been maintained. 
And for seven years the parcel of 
land had been planted to wheat 
which is exceptionally hard on soil. 
He was the particular man to stum­
ble upon a discovery which may re­
volutionize certain kinds of farm­
ing*.

While stopping to clean the dirt 
from a plow shovel lie noticed tiny 
knots on roots of a weed which grew 
in great profusion in this nehl. 
Knowing that nodules on the roots 
of alfalfa mean nitrogen deposits for 
the soil and being* of an inquiring 
nature as well as a hard-headed‘busi­
ness man who' keeps careful ledgers, 
Mr. Wood heaved his two hundred 
and sixty pounds off of the groaning 
plow seat and proceeded to gather 
some sample plants. Going over the 
field charts that night he discovered 
that this field had always had 
heavy growth of the curious fern­
like weed. It was brought in, he 
believed, by the Missouri River which 
•used to overflow, the bottoms and 
cover his land before the- installa­
tion of the dikes that now hold it 
in check. He also remembered that 
the weed alvvys crime up after the 
grain had been cut. Apparently it 
did not injure the crops. On the con­

trary a survey of his records that 
the yield in this field was greater 
than it had been seven years pre­
vious. And don’t forget it had been 
planted every' year to wheat. He 
went ahead and later furnished sam­
ples of the seed,, a very hard tiny 
grain, shaped almost like a l oxing 
glove, to the experiment station at 
Ames. Several acres-v/e.t*e:a’lso plant­
ed to - this Dalea along with his 
spring grain.

Now another one of these so-call­
ed obnoxious weeds has been added 
to the farmer’s list ox valuable 
plants as the much talked of Dalea 
clover. This plant, praciically un­
recognized before it was unearthed 
by the labor and experiments * of 
Mr. Wood now promises to become 
more popular than its famous pre­
decessor alfalfa. Already it is con­
ceded to be superior hv several re­
spects. It produces more seed per 
acre, is cheaper to handle and it can 
bo grown on soils unfavorable to
