SOVIET ROSSSA

Koo based his charges upon an 
examination of documents seized dur­
ing yesterday’s police raid on the 
Russian embassy compound during 
which Chinese and Russians were ar­
rested and documents seized.

Washouts Stop 
Rail Traffic In

Southern Okla.

OKLAHOMA CITY, April 7.—  
Five irailroad washouts djisrupted 
wire communications, and the flood­
ing of Duncan and Chickasha were 
the major results of heavy spring 
storms in Southern Oklahoma last 
night and early today.

Parts of Duncan were under water 
after Cow creek, Red river tributary 
left its banks, washing away one 
home and forcing several dozen fami­
lies to vacate low land residences.

Chickasha, crowded with a district 
Rotary convention had a downpour 
of rain and hail, flooding some 
streets.

Rock Island service to Texas was 
tied up by the Duncan flood. At 
that city and at Chickasha, Rock Is­
lands trains were awaiting repair of 
a washout between the points.

C. C. Patterson has accepted Ihe 
position as manager of the Cleburne 
Chamber of Commerce and lias ten­
dered his resignation to the presi­
dent of the Ranger Chamber of Com­
merce, effective as of May 1, if con­
venient with the board.

PA"RCO, Wyo., April 7.— A joint 
funeral service'Tor~The victims o f an 
explosion at the Producers & Refin­
ers plant here was being planned here 
today while officials turned toward 
the task of repairing daamges.

The men were killed yesterday 
when two high pressure stills ex­
ploded and set fire to two huge stor­
age tanks of oil.

Only seven of the 23 men at work 
in the plant escaped death from the 
blast. They are in a hospital at 
Rawlins and doctors today said little 
hope was held for the recovery of six 
of them.

BORGER, April 7.— It would be 

foolish to declare martial law in Bor- 
gcr, because there is no necessity for 
it, in the opinion o f police officials 
expressed today to the United Press. 
Texas rangers and other officials 
have the situation here under control, 
according to police officials.

Seventy-five men have been arrest­
ed in the last 12 hours and 25 are 
known to have left town. There are 
about 25 still here who are classed as 
undesirables, according to the police. 
An edict was issued yesterday to al­
leged undesirables to leave Borg-er or 
be placed under arrest.

1 weeks later that Hindenburg, then 
i second lieutenant, found himself 
i plunged into the heat, sweats, blood 
I and turmoil of real battle.

| of the fighting at Koeniggraetz dul­
ling a charge upon an Austrian bat- 
I tery. A bullet pierced his helmet and 
iwounded him in the forehead.

1 sight of that same helmet, now rest- 
ling on the president’s desk.

Tumbling like a house built of 
cards, the price of oil did another 
marathon downward. The Magnolia 
Pipe Line company has posted the 
following prices, effective on Okla­
homa, Kansas and Texas oils, where 
purchased on a gravity basis:

Under 33 degrees gravity, $1.05; 
33 to 33.9 gravity, $1.07. There is 
a two-cent differential in price for 
each degree of gravity up to 52 and 
above, at $1.45. This price also 
quotes Luting crude at $1 per barrel.

Oil in. this vicinity runs around 38 
to 39 gravity and is affected about 
16 cents per barrel in the cut.

Cuts in the price of crude have 
been coming pretty regularly since 
Feb. 22. At that time 38 degrees 
gravity was posted at $1.75. On 
March 11 it was cut to $1.32 and on 
April 7 to $1.17. The new prices were 
effective at 7 o ’clock this morning.

The Magnolia Pipe Line company 
at Olden reported that it had not 
been advised of any other company 
cutting the price. The Prairie Oil 
& Gas company had not been advised 
to cut, but it is expected that the 
other companies will post new prices 
by night.

provements. The measure of their 
success will depend very largely on 
the degree o f help and co-operation 
given them.

To a considerable degree, the prog­
ress made in city development is due 
about as much to the efforts and co­
operation of the individual citizen as 
it is to the efforts of those in au­
thoritative positions. Often it is the 
case that the outsider can do more 
for the good of the city than the man 
in office, for the simple reason that 
he is not subject to the criticism so 
often directed at the city official.

There is one task in which every 
citizen can take a hand and be of 
real assistance. That is in the mat­
ter of collecting delinquent taxes. 
Every property owner in the city 
should first see to it that his own 
taxes are paid and he should then 
use his influence in a concerted ef­
fort to bring about the payment of 
all taxes. His efforts along these 
lines no doubt would accomplish 
more than the most drastic official 
action.

The Ranger Daily Times is square^ 
ly behind the city’s new mayor and 
every commissioner elected in Tues­
day’s balloting. We want the mayor 
and commissioners to know and we 
want the citizens of Ranger to know 
this.
