* turally bringing Eastland county
back. Eastland county was once a
progressive farming district, but
along came the oil man with his lease
money*and royalty checks and the
farmers almost forgot that their
farms would produce.

‘Far be it from us to minimize the
petreleum industry. It is the one big
" asset that Eastland county has. [ is

mainly responsible for the large cen-
_ ters of population in the eounty, it is

~ probably the county’s greafest ecco-

‘nomic force and should be given every

possible encouragement.

Buat the land owners of the county
should ‘be brought back to the real-
ization that the soil of their farms is
productive of great wealth. The oil
Lusiness and the farming business
should be made to work together for
the good of the county. One of these
industries should be the complement
of the other,

There is no reason why a farm ‘hat
yieids a handsome royalty check cvery
morth should not be made to yicld
an income from the surface. As a
usual thing the farmer is not in the
oil business. It should require very
little of the farmer’s time, for the oil
company usually follows its own judg-
ment in the development of the lease
anyway.

. From practically every standpoint
Eastland county is very favorably
situated for diversified farming. It.is
usually a‘ splendid cotton and feed
growing district and it is particulaily
well adapted to other lines, such ag
poultry, dairying, gardening and fruit
growing. KEastland county should
have hundreds of well balanced farms
—farms that produce everything con-
sumed by the family in the way of
food and feed and then a surplus that
should provide a money income.

PARIS.—At the present time,
France has nothing to fear from Italy
either on land or sea, according to a
serious investigation of the compaia-
tive strengths of the two armies and
navies.

With her total military strength at
the beginning of this year of 31,02
officers and 647,434 men, Franm, rot
so much from the standpoint of num-
bers, but taking into consideration
the recognized generally high stan-
dard of her units, probably still has
the strongest army in the world. The
great bulk of the above state total |
of troops is stationed in the interior !
of France, the Rhineland, Algeria
and Tunisia, but large numbers also
are found .in Moroecco, the Levant,
China, the Sarre and other.colonies.

The navies of France and Italy are
more nearly equal, so far as capital
ships are concerned seem to be in a
process of equalization in conformi-
ity with the provisions of the Wash-

ingten limitation of armamentg
treaty.

Identical Organizations.
Generally: 'speaking the armed

i forces of France and Italy are or-
ganized in an identical manner. ' In
each country the prinicple of obli-
gatory military service is the basis
of military organization, and at the
present time the length of military
service is eighteen months in each
country. The territories = of  both
countries are divided into wegions of
army corps, with the prineipal unit
in time of peace being the divisiou,
composed of three regiments of in-
fantry and one regiment of artillery.
On paper the analogy of the “two
armies is further indicated by the
fact that each is at present composed
of thirty divisions, with an advantage
on the gide of Italy, however, when
there is taken into consideration the
presence in the Alps of 27 Italian
alpine battalions not incorporated in-
to any division.
