Kyle 
which reported Monday night to the 
New York Daily Mirror, that wreck­
age of the monoplane Old Glory had 
been found in the North Atlantic 
were published by that newspaper. 
The message described conditions in 
the wreckage. No trace has been 
found of the missing crew and pas­
senger.

The Mirror announced that Doug­
lass Muir, its correspondent on the 
Kyle had wirelessed:

“ The wreckage of the Old Glory 
taken from a heavy sea, consists of 
34 feet of wing containing three tank 
sections, glass, fuel gauges and feed 
pipes connecting tanks. A fourth 
tank is missing. The other three con­
tained large quantities of gasoline 
when picked up.”

The other night we were return­
ing from a little sojourn into the 
western part of the county and were 
kept exceedingly busy from Olden to 
Ranger. The cause of it was that 
we were dodging stray cattle that 
had been turned out to graze along 
the highway.

We have heard complaints from 
many sources about that very thing, 
and it has only been a few months 
since a Ranger woman had a serious 
accident when she became blinded by 
the lights of an approaching car ami 
hit a cow amidships.

The practice of turning cattle and 
horses out on the highway to graze 
of a night should be stopped but we 
don’t know just where to file the 
complaint nor who is derelict in their 
duties. And so if you happen to 
know who it should be taken up with 
maybe you’ll let us know or maybe 
the right guy will read this and see 
about it.

At any rate, the owner of the live­
stock should have enough considera­
tion for the lives and property of the 
traveling public that he so carelessly 
puts in jeopardy, to say nothing of 
risking getting his own livestock kill­
ed, that he would readily discontinue 
the practice were it called to his at­
tention.

We should like for some student 
of psychology to tell us just why 
some people who own livestock have 
little, or no consideration for the 
property rights of others. There 
seems to be some sort of a complex 
that frequently makes them even 
have an innate desire to see their 
stock damaging other people’s prop­
erty.

For instance, a few weeks back 
we griped slightly on stray mules; 
getting into neighbor’s lawns and 
gardens. This was one case of one 
mule, one neighbor and one garden. 
Still we have been thanked by at 
least a dozen different people from 
different parts of town for expres­
sing the sentiment and as many as 
six plead guilty to owning mules that 
got out that night— accidentally, of 
course.

But this thing of turning stock 
out and letting them roam promis­
cuously on the highway is a danger­
ous practice. In case of a fatal 
automobile accident the owner of the 
stock should be held liable for crim­
inal negligence or accessory before 
the fact and sent down to Huntsville 
for a small stretch.

In case of a wreck he should b 
compelled to stand the total expense 
of repairing the damaged car, to­
gether with such other damages as he 
has been responsible for by his neg­
ligence.

Then, to make the emphasis more 
emphatic, he ought to be turned 
across a barrel and the seat of his 
pants fanned with a. piece of elm 
bark until the culprit is thoroughly 
satisfied that he has been impressed 
deeply with the penalty.

MANILA.— Thirty-one American
congressmen and senators have- “ ob­
served and studied the political situ­
ation and the economic possibilities 
of the Philippines” during the 1927 
vacation season.

They arrived in three separate 
groups, usually with wives and! chil­
dren. Three times within two months 
the constabulary band marclied down 
to Manila’s biggest pier and played 
Annie Laurie as the legislators came 
ashore.

In spite of the earnest hospitality 
which characterizes all residents of 
th.e. Philippines, “ unfortunate inci­
dents”  occurred during the visit of 
each group which are likely to echo 
in the Seventieth congress.

Some Jed to serious controversies 
and others will lose their seriousness 
before December. It will be many 
years before Representative. Carew’s 
vitriolic attacks on American official 
and the American population in the 
Philippines are forgotten.

Most of the visitors have left Man­
ila resolved to explain the situation, 
to congress next winter and demand 
action on the Philippines. They dif­
fer widely in their views of the sit­
uation and what constitutes action. 
In general the republicans opposed 
all independence plans while the 
democrats were sympathetic.

Senator Wheeler of Montana told 
the United Press that the United 
States was due for a revival of ideal­
ism and that he Would deal with the 
Philippine and far eastern questions! 
next winter in a vigorously “ anti-im­
perialistic” manner.

The latest congressional arrivals 
had little to say about the question 
of independence. They had met the 
first group, returning,'and had been 
warned to make no statements until 
they were safely aboard the home- 
bound ship.

Bobby Jones after defeating Mau­
rice McCarthy in the first round at 
Minikahdah, went on to win the am­
ateur title by overwhelming such out 
standing players as Jimmy Johnston, 
Francis Ouimet and Chick Evans.

This trio star players did not make 
things interesting for Jones and failed 
to give the gallery much of a thrill 
at any stage of the going.

it is a coincidence that in the last 
two amateur events, Jones has barely 
keen able to get by the first round. 
A year ago, Dick Jones all hut turned 
the trick of eliminating Bobby at 
Ballustrol.

It would have been an awful jolt to 
form, also so called expert opinion, 
if McCarthy had put the champion 
out of running in the first round at 
Minikahda. It nearly happened.

It seems that stage fright over the 
prospect of defeating the great Bob­
by Jones was a bit too much for the 
youthful McCarthy, son of a New 
York golf pro.

McCarthy Was Bold.
At the turn, McCarthy was one up, 

when they teed off at the sixteenth 
hole, the youngster still held that mar­
gin over the great Bobby, super golf­
er. Yet, at the finish Jones, was two 
up, still in the running, to go on to 
win.

I am told who watched the MeCar- 
thy-Jones match that while it was un­
questionably stage fright that defeat­
ed the youngster it was not the form 
of stage fright that comes with the 
lack of courage.

On the other hand, it could be class­
ed as stage fright, resulting" from in­
experience. With a win over Jones 
seemingly in the bag, McCarthy in­
stead of playing safe, continued bold 
to the last. This style of play made 
for wildness, particularly from the 
tee, and gave Jones the opening the 
opening he had hoped for and he was 
quick to seize it.

The champions, as well as the near 
champions, by the way, are none too 
keen for 18-hool champinship match 
play. They do not consider it a real 
test of one’s golf.

It is a cinch that George Von Elm, 
former champion, wouldn't cast his 
vote for the 18-hole championship 
match play, by which many of the ear­
lier matches are decided.

One of the big surprises of the Min­
ikahda tourney was the defeat of Von 
Elm by Harry Legg, well known in 
the vicinity of Minneapolis but not sol 
well known at large. Von Elm lost 
1 up after being 2 up at the turn. 
While both players suffer the same 
hardships, still 18 holes of golf is a 
rather short test for the national am­
ateur title in a game invaluably fea­
tured by the unexpected*.

The figures show that in two of 
his last three matches, before winning 
the right to play Bobby Jones in the 
finals, Evans was down at the 18 hole 
only to overcome the margin in the 
next 18.
