MAYFIELD, Ky., June 27.—County 

officials, under the leadership of 
Sheriff Marion McLain, today were 
vainly endeavoring to pierce the veiled 
mystery which surrounds the death of 
eleven persons, two entire families, 
whose charred bodies were found in 
the smoking ruins of a three-room log 
house near here yesterday.

Neighbors heard screams and gun 
shots at midnight Saturday. Rushing 
to the Lawrence home, they were 
driven back by a wall of flame. Blood- 
soaked bits of clothing clung «to some 
of the bodies. A pistol was found, 
three chambers discharged.

Various theories were advanced 
Sheriff McLain believed an enemy of 
the family might have committed the 
wholesale slaughter. A possibility 
that one of the men had suddenly 
become demented was investigated.

Today officers declared themselves 
baffled. Every clue had led to a blank 
wall. The sheriff today said that with 
every occupant of tVe.Iiouse dead, with 
no witnesses discovered, and with the 
failure of every clue, the mystery of 
Mayfield’s “ red night” may never be 
solved. m

Payment in commodities instead of 
coin may solve the problem of get­
ting from the allies the ten billion 
dollar debt owed to the United States.

Payment of world debts in coin is 
creating havoc in the international ex­
change markets. Settlement of the 
foreign debt to the United States was 
deferred three years by the Wilson 
administration because of the danger 
of throwing the exchange market into 
confusion.

The United States needs millions 
of dollars worth of goods annually 
from Great Britain, our greatest 
creditor, her colonies, and from 
France, Italy, Greece and other na­
tions owing money to the United 
States.

RANGER’S FIRE
LOSS $135,000  

IN 6 MONTHS
With a total of fifty-one fires in 

the past six months, Ranger’s fire 
less has been about $135,000, accord­
ing to figures compiled by Captain 
Homer Black of the central station. 
The reports show five complete losses 
and one that was almost a total loss.

They were the Commercial hotel, 
the Parkersburg Rig & Reel company 
and four residences. In each case the 
fire department could have saved a 
part of the damage if a proper alarm 
system had been installed, according 
to Captain Black.

In the six instances where the loss 
was virtually complete, the loss is 
placed in excess of $100,000, with 
$32,500 damage on the remaining for­
ty-five fires. The figures compiled 
cover the period from Jan. 1 to the 
present date.

WILL SAVE BIG SUM.

CHICAGO, June 27.—The new wage 
decision of the railroad labor board 
will make a reality of the estimated 
$400,000,000 annual savings expected 
when the board’s 12 per cent cut, ef­
fective July 1, is applied to all em­
ployes of all railroads known as “class 
one” carriers.

The decision, drawn up as an ad­
dendum to the wage reduction order 
of June 1, adds practically every rail­
road in the “ class one” division to 
the original list of roads authorized 
to make 12 per cent reduction. When 
the reduction order was issued it was 
estimated that if applied to all em­
ployes of all ‘ ‘class one” roads it 
would lop approximately $400,000,000 
from the country’s railroad labor bill. 

jMay Mean Strike.
Employes affiliated with the Amer­

ican Federation of Labor are now vot­
ing whether to accept the cut or strike. 
Representatives of the four big rail 
brotherhoods are to meet here July 1 
to accept or reject the cut. In case of 
rejection, there will be a plebiscite of 
the membership. The ruling of the 
wage board means that a total of 
$400,000,000 will be cut from the pay­
rolls of the railroads on July 1. The J 
last big increase given rail workers 
amounted to $600,000,000.

There are approximately 4,000,000 
men affected by this cut and the 
earlier ruling of the board.

These are the conclusions of Maj. 

John B. Hawley, in his report to the 
city commission on the value of the 
Ranger system. The report is based 
upon a survey of the physical prop­
erties and an examination of the 
books, maps and other records of the 
water company. No endeavor has 
been made to deduct possible depre­
ciations and market value -changes, 
the major states, and a formal ap­
praisal would somewhat lower the 
prices scheduled, but he deems the 
figures sufficiently accurate for the 
purpose desired. The present value 
of the plant is given as approximate­
ly $175,000, and with the addition of 
a twelve-inch main from the pump­
ing station and other enlargements at 
a cost in excess of $60,000, arid of 
the filtration and chlorination plant 
at above $40,000, the total value 
would be around! $277,000, based upon 
the prices listed in the company’s rec­
ords.

The lake itself will have a capacity
of 300,000,000 to 325,000,000 gallons, 
with the dam and spillway raised, the 
major -says, and the enlarged dam 
would be safe if properly constructed.

“Drainage area and rainfall records 
considered',” he continues, “ this stor­
age win probably, though -not certain­
ly, furnish a constant supply of sixty 
gallons per capita per day for 15,000 
people in time of severe -drouth.

These tests show 
the absolute necessity of a modern 
rapid sand filtration plant, with 
chlorination of filter effluent; in fact, 
the tests show the lake water to be 
near the limit of what may be' suc­
cessfully filtered for human consump­
tion. Should the lake be adopted as 
Ranger’s source of supply for the 
next ten years, rigid.regulations must 
be enacted to ‘sanitize’ the city and 
suburbs so as to minimize contamina­
tion̂  by human wastes. Again, the fil­
tration plant and chlorinization appa­
ratus must be in charge of a skilled 
operator, versed in chemistry and 
bacteriology, if the output is ’to be 
uniformly safe for human use.”

In his “resume,” Major Hawley 
says:

1. The value of the present dis­
tribution system is, with qualifica­
tions, $174,610. It will be adequate 
when reinforced at an estimated cost 
of $60,600.

2. The proposed filtration plant is 
designed and will be adequate if al­
ways skillfully operated. Cost of 
plant, with sewer from it to below the 
dam and raised or water-proofed 
pump station, is estimated at $42,000.

Probably Enough.
3. Storage of the lake (augmented 

by five-foot raise) will be about 300,- 
000,000 to 325,000,000 gallons, avail­
able for use. This storage will prob­
ably, though not certainly, be -suffi­
cient for Ranger’s needs for the next 
ten years, based on a population of 
15,000 people.

4. The five-fopt raise, with length­
ened spillway of suitable design, will 
be safe, if properly constructed.

On the whole, the major -concludes, 
“ the system, as outlined1 herein, will 
probably be adequate and satisfac­
tory.”

FAR EAST FORCE DEFEATS 
STERNBERG’S ANTI-SOVIETS

Workmen Have Ham­

mered Away.

NEW YORK, June 27.—The great­

est arena Tex Rickard has built is 
ready to accommodate approximately 
70,000 spectators when Champion 
Jack Dempsey meets Georges Carpen­
tier in Jersey City, July 2.

Since April 28, more than 600 
workmen have been distributed over 
all sections of the huge octagonal 
saucer which grew daily under their 
tattoo of hammers until today, when 
their labor was completed. The great 
reinforced structure, covering nearly 
a third of the tract known as “ Boyle’s 
Thirty Acres,” awaits the inspection 
cf g-overnment engineers and the in­
stallation of telegraph wires through 
which millions of persons, compared 
to whom the 70,000 actual spectators 
will be numerically insignificant, will 
see the “ Battle of the Century” 
through their mind’s eyes. 
s Twenty-five minutes from Broad­
way and 42nd street, a more advan­
tageous site for the contest could not 
have been chosen. Tube trains under 
the Hudson river will carry thousands 
to stations near the arena. Ferry 
boats will carry more thousands 
across the river from Manhattan to 
trolley centers in Jersey City within 
easy reach of the battleground. More 
than a dozen trunk-line railroads 
with Jersey City as a terminal will 
bring- their quota from distant places. 
Several . transcontinental railroads, 
with yards only a few blocks from 
“ Boyle’s Thirty Acres,” will park 
specialtrains of Pullman cars on con­
venient. . sidings which enthusiasts 
from distant points will use for shel­
ter during their stay here.

Tex’s Biggest Arena.
The arena is the largest ever built 

by Rickard or any other promoter for 
a boxing contest. It exceeds by far 
the amphitheater in which Johnson 
and Jeffries met in 1910 at Reno, 
Nev., and also the one where Jess 
Willard lost his title to Jack Demp­
sey at Toledo, Ohio, two years ago. 
It has been built at a cost of $200,000. 
Tjvo and a half million feet of lum­
ber, equal to 475 miles of boards, laid 
end to end, or about 140 carloads, 
have been used in the construction. .

Better than ever before at a boxing 
bout,, holders of reserved' seats will 
be protected at Jersey City, on July 2. 
Long experience in the psychology of 
“fight crowds” has taught Tex Rick­
ard the wisdom of precaution. Fences 
with barbed wire barricades, will 
mark the limits of the various seat 
sections, to which the crowd will have 
access through 20 entrances. Every 
seat, except the $5 general admis­
sions, has been reserved, and the 
holder of a $50 or a $40 seat will en­
ter and walk to the desired point of 
vantage with as much ease and cei-- 
tainty, Rickard assures, as the pur­
chaser of an orchestra seat in a met­
ropolitan theatre.

Advance sales have indicated that 
a greater proportion of women will 
attend the bout than has ever been 
the case in a title match heretofore. 
Rickard has declared that nearly one- 
fourth of the crowd will be composed 
of feminine spectators. Boxes, imme­
diately in rear of the $50 seats, have 
been constructed with the aim of ac­
commodating “box parties” comfort­
ably.

High-Ups Will Go.
Numerous groups of officials, in­

cluding Governor Edwards of New 
Jersey and his staff; Mayor Hague 
of Jersey City, and possibly Harry 
M. Daugherty, attorney general of the 
United States, will add to the color 
iand the quality of the unusual throng.

Only in the varying distance at 
which the different priced seats are 
located from the ring will they vary 
in desirability. Persons in every part 
of the arena will have a clear view 
of the boxers throughout. No posts, 
poles or obstructions will hamper the 
vision. From the ring, raised ab'out 
five feet above the level of the 
ground', the seats extend in a gentle 
slope upward in every direction for 
approximately 300 feet, making the 
breadth of the arena, from side to 
side, slightly more than 600 feet. The 
structure, at its most distant point, 
is 38 feet high.

Fans, curiosity-seekers and the

CARPENTIER’S 
WAR RECORD

IS R E A L  ONE
Dempsey’s Challenger Fought 

18 Months and Won Cita­
tion for Bravery.

By Henry L. Farrell
United Press Staff Correspondent.
NEW YORK, June 27.—Much has 

been said of Georges Carpentier’s 
war record1. France considers him 
one of the war idols. In America 
seme say Dempsey’s challenger was 
a slacker who wrapped the flag 
around him for defense. Others 
claim that he was virtually drafted 
and placed far behind the lines, out 
of danger.

His war record, secured from the 
Dossier French aviation headquar­
ters, shows that he was a real fight­
er, spent eighteen months actually at 
the front and was decorated with the 
Croix <3e Guerre and Medaille Mili- 
taire.

His service record, which records 
his every move for five years, shows 
that he reported at the outbreak of 
the war in 1914 and was first at­
tached to the Second Aeronautic di­
vision as a chauffeur, in which ca­
pacity he served until he received a 
license as a pilot, May 24, 1915.

He was sent to the front with a 
squadron and remained there three 
months in active service flying over 
the German lines in a Farman two- 
seater. He was sent back as a spare 
pilot to the general reserve headquar­
ters on August 16, 1915, to await as­
signment to another escadrille.

Twelve days, later he injured his 
leg in an accident, but recovered and 
was sent back to the front Sept. 11, 
1915, with the Farman escadrille No. 
55. He was engaged there in recon­
naissance work in pi’eparation for the 
unsuccessful Champagne drive which 
began Sept. 25. 1915.

Carpentier won the Croix de Guerre 
for his work in this offensive with 
‘the following citation: “ Sept. 25 he 
did not hesitate to fly during misty

weather and rain less than 200 yards 
above the enemy lines. He has given 
proof of many circumstances of sang­
froid, never returning until his mis­
sion was accomplished, often with his 
machine riddled with bullets and shell 
splinters.”

Carpentier was transferred to Far­
man escadrille* No. 8 on April 19, 
1916, during the attack of the crown 
prince on Verdun.

On Nov. 5, 1916, he received1 the 
Medaille Militaire for heroic action 
during the French counter attack, by 
which Daumont Vaux was recaptured. 
The citation follows:

“ Sergeant Pilot Carpentier as a 
clever aviator impresses everyone 
with bravery, executing really peri­
lous missions. He distinguished him­
self during the attack October 26, fly­
ing over the enemy lines at a low al­
titude for four hours, despite unfa­
vorable weather and even in con­
tempt of danger.”

Carpentier was forced by illness in 
December, 1916, to quite the front 
and he never returned. He went to 
the Viry Chatillon hospital and was 
then transferred to Clignan Court, 
just outside of Paris. He was grant­
ed two months leave Jan. 15, 1917, 
and in February obtained permission 
to visit the United States, giving ex­

hibitions, but the trip later was called
off.

On May 16, 1917, he was assigned 
to the escadrille stationed at Algeria 
but was declared unfit to continue as 
a pilot and was detached from avia­
tion. He then became physical in­
structor at the Joinville school of tbie 
French army, five miles outside df 
Paris,

He served as a boxing instructor, 
touring all of the French camps and 
many of the American camps. Six 
months after the armistice he was 
transferred back to aviation and then 
demobilized. .• t.idk  i

On the other hand, 
there are several instances of fatali­
ties resulting where victims of such 
blasts continued to stand erect.

There should be a safety code for 
the oil fields.

And this code might be 
well taught in the public schools.

25c each!”

So reads the advertisement of a 
popular restaurant in Montreal. 
Imagine the rush that would ensue 
sho»Ll any American restaurateur 
advertise lobsters at such a figure.

How can Canadians furnish this 
delicacy so cheaply? _

Here’s the explanation. Canada 
is the home of the lobster. Ninety 
per cent of the world’s supply of 
this toothsome edible originates in 
the waters off Nova Scotia, Nov 
Brunswick and Quebec. Such por­
tion as appears in the Canadian 
market is free of duty charges, 
hence can he sold more cheaply 
than in countries to which it is ex­
ported The fishermen at Richi- 
hucto N B.. are catching so many 
lobsters that they are nard put to 
it to know what to do with the 
catch

Mere than 4U0 years have passe*-
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since the first Basque and Breton 
fishermen found lobsters among the 
fish drawn up by their nets from 
Chaleur Bay, yet today the same 
quaint customs, costumes and ideas 
prevail in that far eastern arm of 
Quebec province that is held be­
tween the south shore of the St. 
Lawrence River where it empties 
into the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and 
the north shore of Chaleur Bay— 
Chaleur Bay immortalized by the 
chansons of the north. One of 
these ideas is that lobsters, clams 
and oysters are sure-death to him 
who eats them.

Recently an American writer 
spent a summer at Perce on 
Chaleur Bay and relates most 
amusingly the horror with which 
the natives greeted his intention of 
making a supper of clams. Early 
the next morning several fearsome- 
ly approached his house expecting 
to find a corpse. The house servant 
remarked. “I’ve heard that folks

did eat ’em, but 1 wouldn’t r o- 
lieved it ever if I hadn’t a’seen you 

j eat ’em before my own eyes.” These 
people live on a sparse, almost 
meatless diet, denying themselves 
these luscious, nutritive foods, 
through sheer ignorance.

Lobster dinners in Quebec at the 
price of Boston beans or New York 
beef-stews are sure to appeal to 
Yankee tourists. Perhaps the fact 
that, the menu card on which Mr. 
Lobster is listed, carries a wine list 
too. may be a factor in making the 
province so popular with those 
traveling for pleasure.

SMUGGLERS ON 
BORDER EARN 
$300 PER HEAD

WASHINGTON, June 27.— Immi­
gration officials are making renewed 
efforts to stamp out the smuggling 
of aliens into this country across the 
Mexican border by persons who, offi­
cials believe, are members of a well 
organized gang, it was stated today 
at the department of labor.

Several members of the gang have 
been arrested and it has been estab­
lished, it was added, that they have 
received as high as $300 each for 
having enabled aliens to enter this 
country illegally.

The “ underground railroad” be­
came active* it was stated, as soon 
as it appeared certain that immigra­
tion into this country would be re­
stricted by law. Belief was expressed 
that the gang of smugglers had rep­
resentatives abroad who directed the 
aliens to Vera Cruz and other Mexi­
can ports, where they established 
communication with the smugglers in 
Mexico and were brought into this 
country upon payment of specified 
fees.

A large percentage of aliens smug­
gled across the border are from Rus­
sia, it was stated. Before the Rus­
sian border was closed to deportees 
from the United States they were sent 
back to that country, and some have 
been returned to Mexico.

The Hebrew Sheltering and Immi­
gration Aid society has offered to co­
operate with the department of la­
bor, it was learned today, in pre­
venting Jewish immigrants entering 
this country illegally through Mexico, 
and to take responsibility for keep­
ing them in Mexico after they have 
been sent back across the border.

Several alleged radicals who were 
ordered to be deported to Russia have 
been released on bond, since the Rus­
sian border was closed, it was an­
nounced.

Soviet System Opposed to Ex­

perience and Ideals of Amer­
ica, Leader Says.

#  By United Press
Detroit, June 27.—“ The Socialist 

party is opposed to the formation of 
a soviet government in the United 
States.”

Otto Branstetter, national secretary 
of the party, made this statement to- 
d!ay as the Socialist national conven­
tion opened here.

The Socialists plan, said Branstet­
ter, to capture the government at the 
polls after workers have been edu­
cated to the Socialist point of view.

“ The soviet system is opposed to 
the experience, ideals and aspirations 
of the American workers and will not 
be acceptable to them,” he said. “ The 
Socialist party proposes a system of 
government combining industrial and 
geographical representation, under 
which all of the legislative officials 
and many of the higher administra­
tive officials shall be elected directly 
by the workers.”

It. is expected that a fight against 
the Communist party of America will 
be waged on the floor of the conven­
tion.

According to one resolution which 
will be introduced, members of the 
Socialist party who also belong to the 
Communist party will be expelled un­
less the latter stops its campaign of 
inducing Socialists to change” colors 
and join them.

Leadprs in the convention frown 
upon the calling of frequent strikes. 
Political strikes, they said, called for 
trivial reasons, are foredoomed to 
failure and will result in discrediting 
the powerful weapon and in the weak­
ening and possible destruction of , the 
organizations involved.

This, according to Branstetter, is 
the way the Socialist party hopes to 
gain control in America:

“ The Socialist party declares its in­
tention to win a majority of the peo­
ple to an acceptance of our program 
at least to the extent that they agree 
tc our control and willingly submit to 
our leadership; that when we have 
and because we have such a majority, 
we are justified in carrying out our 
program, over the protest and against 
the opposition of the minority.”

Resolutions calling for the release 
of Eug-ene V. Debs and other political 
prisoners will be passed, Branstetter 
stated.

Discussions as to the relationship 
that should exist between American 
Socialists and those of Europe will 
be held.

BRITISH ADVENTURER FINDS 
NEW CONTINENT IN ANTARCTIC 

RICH IN BOTH MINERALS AND OIL
Details of a new continent in the Ant­
arctic region, described as rich in oils, 
minerals and furs, are given in a ca­
ble from Sydney, N. S. W.. quoting 
the Sydney Morning Herald, which 
announces findings of the British 
Antarctic expedition headed by Dr. 
Cope.

Strange birds of immense size, seals, 
sea leopards and forgeous emperor 
penguins inhabit the land lying be­
yond Terra del Fuego, the area of 
which has not yet been computed, ac­
cording to brief dispatches reaching 
Sydney from the “bottom1' of the 
world.”

Dr. Cope left England early in 1920 
with a party of geologists to report 
on the hidden wealth of the Antarctic 
continent, landing Jan. 12 on the west 
coast of Grahams Land, latitude 64.50 
south, longitude 62.40 west.

Swept with winds, abounding with

huge glaciers, the land touched is 
said to be an extraordinary inhospi­
table part of the globe. No human 
inhabitants were met by the explor­
ers, the last traces of human habi­
tation being found on the coast of 
Terra del Fuego.

Scott, Shackleton, Amundsen and 
other explorers have penetrated the 
Ross sea sector of the Antarctic. Dr. 
Charcot, a French explorer, in 1909, 
is said to have merely touched the 
fringe of the land which has now 
been explored by the British doctor.

Cope and his party are equipped 
with every modern means of travel 
in the Antarctic. His boat, the Terro 
Nova, has left the party at Grahams 
Land for the winter and is returning 
to civilization to replenish supplies. 
She will re-outfit, perhaps at Buenos 
Aires, and sail south again at the 
end of this year.

WHEN AN ADMIRAL “ ROOTS,” 
CAN WORDS EXPRESS HIM?

WASHINGTON, June 27—Admiral 
Robert E. Coontz, chief of naval op­
erations, took advantage of the half 
holiday Saturday—a quarter holiday 
for him—and went to the baseball 
park here to root for the St. Louis 
Browns, his home team. The fact that 
the Nationals cleaned up the Browns 
with a score of 5 to 4, proved a real 
disappointment, but did not dampen 
the ardor of Admiral Coontz.

“ I played baseball until I was forty- 
eight,” he said. “ My last effort was 
on the Island of Guam, where I played 
in the mid-winter league. While folks 
here are not highly enthusiastic over 
mid-winter baseball, it so happens in 
Guam the temperature is about four 
degrees hotter than in mid-summer.

Asked whether he was a regular 
rooter, Admiral Coontz grinned like a 
100 per cent fan and allowed he “ tore 
loose” from time to time.

U. S. BY STORM
Senator Wadsworth Says Free 

Distribution of W ar Ma­
chines a Scandal.

WASHINGTON, June 27.— When 
the war was won, so many American 
cities and villages wanted captured 
German cannon and machine guns 
that it looked as though Uncle Sam 
would have to order a lot of them 
from Krupps to give away. It now 
develops that this demand for souve­
nirs was paralled by a demand for 
more practical things, which has 
“ bankrupted” the war department in 
one item, and has bitten deeply into 
its supplies in other ways.

Motor vehicles, trucks mostly, lead 
the list. The free distribution of 
these to the states is a “ scandal,” 
Senator Wadsworth, chairman of the 
senate military affairs committee, 
declares.

“ I may be utterly alone in my 
opinion,”  Wadsworth said, “ but this 
debauch of the free distribution of 
government property has gone far 
enough. I can well understand the 
appetite that is aroused in a state 
highway commissioner when he un­
derstands that the war department 
owns a lot of trucks and that there is 
a law authorizing the secretary of 
War to turn those trucks over to the 
agricultural department, free of 
charge, to be given the states.

“ The drive for these trucks has 
ramifications all over the country. 
All they have to do is ‘press the but­
ton’ and the people interested in the 
building of roads write and wire ask­
ing that the war department be di­
rected to turn over trucks.”

As a result, Wadsworth said, the 
war department is short of motor 
trucks required for its own peace 
time uses 1,505 trucks and 487 pas­
senger cars and has some 4,000 auto­
mobiles on hand that wouldn’t run 
and can’t be sold for anything but 
junk.

The motor truck “ pork barrel” has 
yielded the states 26,432 trucks and 
spare parts valued at $7,271,735, 
Wadsworth says. The allocations by 
states range from thirty-nine to Dela­
ware, up to 1,047 to Pennsylvania. 
New York state got 1,024, Ohio 620, 
and other states from 100 to 800 
trucks apiece. Only a few states have 
failed to get some trucks, Wads­
worth’s list shows.

Some of them not only got motor 
trucks, he says, but canned goods 
from army stores left after the war 
and other supplies.

FOOD SHIP GIVEN 
ROYAL SALUTE AT 

PETR0GRAD DOCKS
RIGA, June 27.—Honors such as 

are usually accorded to royalty or to 
officials of high rank were given the 
Dutch steamer Alexander Polden 
when she arrived at Petrograd re­
cently, says the newspaper Izvestia 
of Moscow. The steamer brought the 
first large cargo, of food that has en­
tered the harbor for about three 
years.

As she passed Kronstadt she was 
saluted! by the battleship Marat, 
while Russian sailors lined the decks 
and cheered. The Dutch cantaiu 
dipped his colors while the ship’s 
band played. The vessel steamed di­
rect to the dock and unloaded her 
cargo of herring.

With years of starvation at the 
back of them the dock workers, by 
day and night shifts, unloaded 5,350 
barrels so swiftly that the next day 
twenty carloads of herrings were dis­
patched to Moscow, while the rest 
was left for distributbion in Petro­
grad. Only the day before the ship 
arrived the Economic Lifq wrote as 
follows about Petrograd:

“ The fate of the city is so tragic 
that no comparison can be found in 
the world1 history.”

AGA KHAN OF THE XSMAILI
* SECT DETESTS AMERICANS

DURATION OF THE WAR

CHICAGO, June 27—A new variety 

of war romance was revealed here 
when Harold R. Cartere, formerly of 
the A. E. F., charged Mrs. Margaret 
Lamar Carter with having married 
him “ for the duration of the war.” 
He sought and obtained a divorce.

The decree was granted when Car­

ter offered in evidence a letter from 
his wife, which read:

“I would have written you long ago 
but it seemed right to wait until the 
war was over and you were safely 
through that experience. With the 
end of the war comes the end of the 
contract I entered into so hastily. I 
want to be released from it now. I’ll 
not live with you again as your wife.” 

The Carters met in March, 1917, 
and were married June 21. They part­
ed Sept. 13, 1917, when Carter went 
overseas. He had enlisted on the day 
war was declared.
