Panic Closes Last Bank

Panic today closed the last bank in Ranger. Lack1 of con­
fidence, not of the people in the banks, but of the people in 
each other, led to a dog-eat-dog scramble to be first at the pay­
ing tellers’ windows.

That has brought about a situation unheard of—for a town 
of 15,000 inhabitants to be without banking facilities for the 
normal interchange of business. It has laid the way for want 
and privation. Through the selfishness or ignorance of the 
few, the thousands are temporarily without funds.

That the F. & M. bank will reopen is almost a foregone 
conclusion. There was no reason for its closing except that 
people could not see the appalling results of their acts, and the 
uselessness- The bank is in better financial condition than a 
large majority of the banks of Texas or of the nation. It was 
well over the legal limit in cash reserve. Its deposits were 
guaranteed by the state banking law. What more could any 

{person ask?
And yet a devil-take-the-hindmost spirit, born of the un- 

| fortunate close of the First National, and strengthened by the 
I failure to open on the part of the Guaranty State bank, led to 
panic which gave no heed to consequences.

It stands to reason that any bank must close if all the de­
positors want their money at the same time. No bank in the 
world could raise the money on a moment’s notice. It also 
stands to reason that a city as well as a country must stand and 
fall together. Thousands of dollars are in people’s pockets to­
day that should be in the bank. It would be safer there. If it 
were there, it would be 100 per cent safe, just as are the de­
posits which remain in the bank. And if they had been left 
there, everyone would have been means of carrying on a city’s 
business.

A city is no stronger than its weakest link. Is Ranger’s 
I weakest link the character of its citizenry? It would so ap- 
Ipear?
I , Let everybody keep their heads. Give some thought to the 
common good. It will not hurt you and will save others from 
suffering.

If Ranger is to prosper, co-operation and commonsense 
must prevail.

SENSATIONAL ESCAPE 
IS MADE FROM JAIL

It is 
said that Burton had a start of only 
two minutes when the jailer return­
ed from a nearby drug store where 
he had gone to purchase medicine.

Unforeseen Withdrawals Ex­
haust Institution’s Cash 

on Hand.

JUDGE LANDIS ENDS 
LOCKOUT OF BUILDING 

TRADES IN NEW YORK

Ranger today faces the worst 
financial crisis in its history. Panic 
on the part of bank depositors result­
ed in the closing* of the F. &  M., the 
largest and strongest bank in Ran­
ger, because an unforeseen run used 
up its cash on hand before its re­
serves could be rushed in from the 
larger banking centers, where they 
are kept. This leaves Ranger tem­
porarily without banking facilities, 
which can at least be boasted of as 
ai. unique record.

Posting of a notice on the doors of 
the Guaranty State bank this morning, 
that it was in the hands of the state 
banking* commission, started the run 
on the F. & M. The Guaranty bank, 
those in touch with the situation say, 
is perfectly solvent, but a run at the 
time the First National closed, weak­
ened it, and since then there has 
been a steady withdrawal of deposits, 
faster than collections could be made. 
That fact, plus the condition of all 
other banks in the country, which 
prevented rediscounting of notes, led 
to the closing.

Immediately with its opening this 
morning, triple lines formed at the 
F. &  M. bank’s windows. Some few 
deposited money, but the large ma­
jority were panic-stricken depositors, 
each thinking to get his money before 
the available cash gave out. When 
the F. & M. learned; at 11:15 last 
night that the Guaranty was to close, 
it had only sufficient cash in the 
vault for the normal run of business, 
and thus was unprepared to with­
stand the rush.

Its doors were closed shortly after 
10 o’clock, leaving Ranger without a 
bank in operation. What steps will 
be taken to reopen the bank and when 
it will be done could not be ascer­
tained early this afternoon. The 
state banking commission was com­
municated with and will make the 
decision as to what will be done.

It is stated that both banks are in 
a solvent condition and would have 
had no difficulty if the depositors had 
kept their confidence. All deposits 
in both institutions are guaranteed 
under the state depositors’ guaran­
tee law.

A public meeting to discuss the sit­
uation was held at 11 o’clock at the 
Lamb theater. E. J. Barnes presided 
and addresses were made by M. H. 
Smith, Rev. A. N. Stubblebine, M. H. 
Hagaman, former mayor, and R. R. 
Nelms. The crowd filled the house and 
there was hearty applause as each 
speaker reviewed the situation. Ran­
ger citizens were called upon to stand 
together for the common good and 
help abate the feeling of panic which 
caused the run on the F. &  M. The 
fact that every dollar on deposit was 
absolutely safe was stressed and it 
was ui’ged that each citizen appoint t 
himself a committee of one to inform 
the people as to conditions and thus 
stop the panic.

It is 
thought possible by the police that 
someone could have hidden in the 
building and stayed until after clos­
ing hours. To have gained the out­
side it would have only been neces­
sary for them to raise the night latch 
and walk away.

Mr. Templeton, manager of the 
store, was in the building after 9 
o ’clock last night, he said, and noth­
ing was wrong. The police depart­
ment thus far have obtained no clew 
though they are working on the case.

EVERY DEPOSITOR 

F U L L  USE OF M O N E Y
With Consent of State Authorities, Will Issue

Script Which Will Be Legal Tender 
at Any Store in Ranger.

Every dollar, if necessary, tied up by the closing of the 
Guaranty State bank will be put into circulation by Hanger 
merchants through the issuance of script, provided the consent 
of the state banking board can be secured to the plan. This 
action was decided upon at 2 o’clock today at a meeting of the 
Retail Merchants’ association, at which seventy-five merchants 
were present. Under the plan, which will be worked out in 
detail this afternoon, a depositor in the closed bank will assign 
his or her account to the retail merchants or some one chosen 
by the committee appointed to work out the details. When this 
is done the one chosen will issue script to the assignor in the 
amount assigned. This script will be in one and five dollar 
amounts and will be legal tender in every store in Ranger.

Light bills, gas and other such bills can be paid with it. The 
plan virtually amounts to putting into circulation every dollar 
needed to do business in Ranger.

DEMPSEY FLOORED BRENNAN 
IN 12TH ROUND LAST DEC.

By Associated Press.
Jack Dempsey knocked out Bill 

Brennan in the twelfth round of 
their bout at Madison Square Gar­
den, Dec. 14, 1920, in his most re­
cent contest.

The champion’s showing that night 
against Brennan, a good second-rate 
boxer, was far from reassuring. 
The champion appeared to have suf­
fered from the long lack of action. 
He was much slower than in pre­
vious bouts. Brennan hit him and 
appeared to hurt him and Dempsey 
left the ring after the fight bleeding 
from an injured ear.

The bout, however, was slow 
through most of the rounds. Motion 
pictures were «• made and many be­
lieve that therein lay the reason for 
Brennan’s unexpectedly good show­
ing.

Dempsey throughout, failed to 
show his usual aggressiveness. Bren­
nan apparently had no fear of the 
champion, and took the initiative in 
several of the rounds, often standing 
toe to toe with Dempsey slugging. 
However, Dempsey managed to wear 
down the challenger in the later 
rounds and in the twelfth, a left to 
the body and a right to the head 
sent Brennan to the canvas in a 
neutral corner. It was the only 
knockdown of the unsatisfactory 
bout.

The early months of 1914, the 
rfose of which was destined^ to see 
Carpentier a soldier in a real fight, 
brought the Frenchman his first de­
feat since he had lost to Billy Papke 
in 1912. Joe Jeannette, the Ameri­
can negro heavyweight and, one of 
the game’s hardest hitters, was the 
victor over the' Frenchman in a 
slashing 15-round bout. Many spec­
tators thought that Carpentier should 
have been awarded the decision.

In spite of that, Carpentier’s hit­
ting power shown in. that battle con­
vinced Americans that here was a 
real top-notch heavyweight. Twice, 
he sent Jeannette to the canvas with 
crashing blows to the head. Jean­
nette has since declared that the blow 
with which Carpentier floored him 
early in the bout was the hardest 
that ever connected with his anat­
omy.

The veteran negro, who has done 
jittle fighting for several years, is 
now a resident cf Hoboken, N. J. He 
has done considerable work with 
Carpentier while the Frenchman has 
been training at Manhasset. One 
afternoon recently Carpentier, while 
sparring with the negro, unleashed 
his right with its full power and once 
again Jeannette hit the canvas, stun­
ned but not knocked out.

“ Can that boy hit?” was Jean­
nette’s question as he slowly rose to 
his feet, while Carpentier apologiz­
ed. “ Ah’ll say he can hit. What 
that right lands on must go down. 
And that includes Mistah Dempsey.”

WON AGAINST 

HEAVY ODDS
Spectacular Career of Promot­

ing King Beset With Num­
erous Difficulties,

Rickard planned first to get the 
champion and the Frenchman in the 
ring at Madison Square for a purse 
of $500,000, of which $300,000 was 
to go to Dempsey and $200,000 to 
Carpentier.

The huge size of the purse brought 
about such opposition that the New 
York State Boxing Commission, aim­
ing directly at the bout, ruled that 
not more than $15 could be charged 
for a seat at any championship 
bout.

This, of course, made it impossible 
to stage the contest in the Garden 
owing to its limited seating capacity. 
Rickard then set his eyes on Sheeps- 
head Bay, the site of the old auto­
mobile race track, where he planned 
to erect an immense stadium.

Governor Miller then stepped in 
and let it be known that the contest 
could not be held in New York state.

To remove the “ big money scan­
dal” Rickard then succeeded in get­
ting the principals to work on a per­
centage agreement by offering them 
sixty per cent of the gate receipts.

New Jersey went after the bout 
then, in fact, invited it. Rickard 
was assured that there would be no 
interference and he selected Jersey 
City. No sooner had New Jersey 
been named as the site, than Gover­
nor Edwards issued a statement that 
“ as long as the contest was conduct­
ed in accordance with the boxing 
laws, New Jersey would be glad to 
have it.”

NEW YORK, June 28.— Big mon­
ey comes only after big work, big 
trouble and big worry.

Tex Rickard, king of all boxing 
promoters, has learned this in the 
spectacular career that has made him 
the biggest figure in the sporting- 
world.

Rickard has done big things, but 
he had to work and worry to do 
them and the returns haven’t ajlways 
been in proportion to the risk in­
volved.

If the promoting king had been in­
clined to worry abnormally, he 
would have gray hair dating back 
to 1906 when he staged the Gans- 
Nelson lightweight championship 
bout.

Gans, then the champion, and Nel­
son were dickering around for a 
bout when a telegram came from an 
unknown one, Tex Rickard, who was 
running a gambling house in Cold­
field, Nevada, offering $30,000 for 
the contest.

Gans and Nelson both laughed at 
such a ridiculous offer and passed it 
up as coming from a “ nut” or a pub­
licity seeker.

WAR COST TO 
ITALY WAS 81 

BILLION LIRE
By HENRY WOOD,

United Press Staff Correspondent.
ROME, June 28.— Italian statis­

ticians have just arrived at the 
total cost of the war to Italy.

The figure is placed at 67,000,- 
000,000 lire, Jllthohgh this is admit­
tedly far below the complete cost.

The figure was arrived at by find­
ing the difference between the ex­
penditures of the Italian ministry of 
war and the ministry of marine 
for the period beginning August 1, 
1914, and ending Dec. 31, 1920, and 
the expenditures of the two minis­
tries for the preceding correspond­
ing period of peace conditions.

During this peace period the two 
ministries spent a total of 6,600,000,- 
000 lire while the total expenditures 
for the war period mentioned above 
were 74,300,000,000 lire.

According to Italian statisticians, 
however, the difference of 67,600,- 
000,000 lire still Jacks about twenty 
per cent of what the war cost Italy, 
because, in addition to the money, 
the maintenance of the army and 
navy, other derivative expenses have 
been thrown onto the government 
such as the war pensions and assis­
tance to the families of the mobil­
ized.

With this additional 20 per cent 
added to the actual war expenses, 
the total cost of the war to Italy 
would therefore reach approximate­
ly 81,000,000,000 lire.

As a consequence of this war ex­
perience, Italy’s war indebtedness, 
as just compiled by the state statis­
ticians, reaches about 62,000,000,- 
000 lire. Of this total, about; 41,- 
300,000,000 consists of internal ob­
ligations and the remaining 20,500,- 
000,000 in foreign debts. The for­
mer costs Italy in interest 2,200,- 
000,000 lire annually, while the for­
eign war debt costs about 2,000,- 
000,000 lire annually, while the for­
eign war debt costs about 2,200,000,- 
000 lire annually.

EASTLAND ELKS STAGE
GRAND CELEBRATION

WAR CAMP LABORERS FED CAVIAR, 
R E P O R T  TO DAUGHERTY SHOWS
Officers Admit Graft and Waste in Construction Work at Camp 

Joseph E. Johnston, Florida, Where Pleasant 
Time Was Had by All.

WASHINGTON, June 28.—Many 
and varied were the expedients re­
sorted to by contractors doing con­
struction work for the army in the 
early stages of America’s participa­
tion in the war to swell their bills. 
Marble tile was used in bath rooms in 
fie,Id barracks, nickel-plated showers 
were installed in service camps, rail­
ways were built of almost invaluable 
spruce logs.

Out of a mass of such details— 
from which Attorney General Daugh­
erty hopes to secure convictions—the 
report on the construction of Camp 
Joseph E. Johnston in Florida reveals 
a development of the “ cost plus” sys­
tem which might be termed pictur­
esque.

According to documents on file 
with the House investigating commit­
tee and the Department of Justice, 
the officials and laborers of the con­
tracting company constructing this 
camp were fed bn:

Caviar at $4.32 a pound; ipompano 
at 40 cents a pound; broilers at 42 
cents a pound; ducks at 25 cents a 
pound; turkevs at 37 cents a pound; 
geese at 25 cents a pound; butter at 
56 cents a pound; and oysters at $2.50 
a gallon.

$95,746 Lost in 144 Days.
The commissary at the camp was 

operated for 144 dlays and the gov­
ernment suffered a loss of $95,746.80.

Officers in charge of the camp, 
even after vouchers for these luxuries 
were uncovered, declared that “ cavi­
ar was served on one occasion only— 
when Secretary of War Baker visited 
the camp to make an official inspec­
tion.”

The company to which the contract 
for feeding the men was let received 
5 per cent on expenditures of $222.- 
103.49, or a total profit of $11,1-55.18 
for the .144 days.

After the commissary was closed: it 
was discovered that several thousand 
pounds of bacon was missing. It lat­
er was found in a warehouse, hut had 
spoiled and was turned over to coun­
tv authorities for use as fertilizer. 
Enormous ouantities of canned goods 
bought in Chicago and Cincinnati and 
shipned to the camps, freight prepaid! 
by the government, were disposed of 
in the same manner.

jOfficers Admit Graft.
The contractor received a fee for 

money soent on feeding the men. as 
well as the commissary company. The 
government not only furnished the 
equipment, but paid for putting up 
the mess halls.

Throughout the investigating of the 
construction of 'the various camps 
runs the statement by investigators 
that “ there unquestionably were in­
efficiency, petty graft, mismanage­
ment and a prodigal disregard! for 
economy in cost construction and 
man-power, but all documentary evi­
dence found fails to indict the con­
tractor.”

Army officers in charge of con­
struction admit that prodigal waste 
and all kinds of graft existed. Then 
they make this observation: “ You 
can’t expect to wage war without ma­
terial sacrifices.”

The contractor building Camn 
Johnston, which cost the government 
$5,100,000, received a fee of $240,000. 
but insisted that he made a net profit 
of only $40,000, though his contract 
with the government provided that he 
was to be reimbursed for expendi­
tures.

Autos for Everybody.
The government was further mulct­

ed in the matter cf transportation. 
During the 150 days or so that the 
contractor was on the job the govern­
ment paid $61,000 for automobile 
transportation alone. The average 
number of automobiles in service each 
day was eighty-two and the govern­
ment paid an average of $5 a day for 
their hire.

“ Practically every office employe, 
superintendent and foreman had the 
use of fan automobile,” says the offi­
cial report. The contractor was al­
lowed a fee of $2.50 a day additional 
for repairs and oil and gasoline.

Though the formal report shows 
that in almost every instance the 
government paid practically double 
the original cost of the car in rentals, 
not one of the cars was taken over 
when the job was completed.

The only place for the slogan 
“ there’s one born every minute,” ac­
cording to these, is in a national mu­
seum of antiquities, where some day 
in the not too distant future a seek­
er after knowledge will scrutinize 
it carefully and then murmur, “ pret­
ty soft in those times!”

For the 1921 model in amusement- 
seeker, according to the concession­
aire, wants— and nearly always gets 
—just what he pays for, whether it 
be a be-ribboned box of candy, a 
side of bacon or merely a thrill. Par­
ticularly in the latter commodity, 
they assert, 'is he desirous of getting 
his money’s worth.

The great circus man and philos­
opher sounded the keynote of his 
time, according to the men who cater 
to the tired vacationist, but the per­
iod has passed when the American 
public is satisfied with just— a laugh.

This growth of transition has 
brought a vast change in amuse­
ments. Where formerly little or no 
investment was required of the beach 
amusement purveyor, according to 
W .  L. Roe, secretary of the Galves­
ton Beach association, it is now nec­
essary to expend huge sums in the

erection of complicated and expen­
sive “ thrillers.” Figure Eights, roll­
er coasters, merry-go-rounds, chute- 
the-chutes, dips of death, racing 
derbies, all amount into the thou­
sands when it comes to getting them 
ready for gathering in the nickels 
and dimes. Even the modest “ knife 
man” and “ candy wheel” operator 
must have a not inconsiderable sum 
on hand before he is able to set up! 
in business.

Like the jealous aristocracies of j 
the “ big top.” the concession game j 
has its royalties and near-royaltics. j 
Whereas in the circus the elite is j 
composed of families and offsprings | 
of'those who for generations have 
trouped under the “ big top,” in the 
business of selling thrills to week­
enders, newly-weds and volatile va­
cationists it is composed of those 
who have followed the concession 
calling all their lives. Names to con­
jure with are those of big operators 
at Coney Island, Atlantic City, New­
port and other famous tidewater re­
sorts of the United States. The “ lit­
tle fellows” are mostly those who 
have accumulated a modest fortune 
with traveling carnivals and who 
wish to “ settle down for life” at 
something safe and conservative.

It’s an ideal life, that of the con­
cessionaire, if one likes the crowds, 
the noise, the dust and the good na- 
tured chaffing. But, as for Barnum, 
they say— he’s all wrong. >
