With death approaching closer as
each second slips into space;, Mabel
Morris is in the Ranger General hos-
pital with her brain so befogged in
stupor that she cannot tell attend-
ants the exact nature of her illness.
If she dies, only an autopsy witl
{firally determine the cause of death.

There are three possibilities: Poi-
soned corn whisky, ptomaine poison
or a fractured skull sustained by fall-
ing in a bathtub.

The latter is the belief of attend-
ants now, though when medical aid
was ecalled four days ago she was sui-
fering intense pain in the abdomen,
which could be traced either to corn
whisky she had drunk or chicken sal-
ad which she had eaten, or a com-
bination of both. However, just be-
low her ear on the right side is a
bruise that could have been caused
by her falling at the time of taking
a bath, and it is known that she did
take a bath just before she was at-
tacked by the other malady. At-
tendants say that no evidence of pto-
maine poison exists or did exist at tae
time of being called.

The girl is about 20 years old and
has been in Ranger about a year and
a half. She has ‘worked in cigar
steres in the city. Her mother has
been notified and is expected to ar-
rive here from her home in Drum-
right today.

Had “Party.”

A girl friend of Mabel’s, when in-
terviewed this morning, said that
‘about four nights ago a crowd of
them had lunch and later went out

for the evening. There was some
ecrn liquor drunk. Later she and
Mabel came to her room and both

kad a bath, but she did not know
if the other girl fell while bathing.
It was. shortly after this, she said,
that Mabel complained of cramps in
her stomach. Hot water bottles were
applied and later a physician was
called. All during the night, she
said, she thought Mabel was going
to die but the next morning she was
much better.

Late Sunday afternoon Mabel was
carried to the Ranger General hospi-
tal. At that time, it is said that her
condition was such that she could not
be operated upon for the fracture, if
one exists. Nurses at the hospital
say that during such moments as she
was rational she refused to talk about
her condition any more than to say
her stomach was affected. During
the past twenty-four hours she has
been unconscious.

Assistant Chief of Police Murphy
made such investigation as he coulid
of the affair today and he is con-
winced that no foul play has brought
the girl to her present condition. This
opinion is agreed to by physicians.
It is the general opinion among doc-
tors that one could slip and fall
with sufficient force to result in a
fractured skull.

Physicians who have attended the
girl will demand that an autopsy be
raade, it is thought, in the event of
death.

The effects of Obregon’s export tax
cn Mexican crude may not be immedi-
ately apparent in the prices paid for
crude oil in the Ranger field. Never-
theless, it should begin to have an ef-
fect at no late date, if press dis-
pstches are true.

It used to be said of William How-

ard Taft before his election to the
Presidency that the chief justiceship
arpealed quite as strongly to his am-
bition. But both of these most exalt-
ed offices in the republic have now
been his and he is the only man that
ever lived of whom this could be said.
Chief Justice Salmon P. Chase had
sought such a goal by the other way
of approach but fell short of reaching
it.
. It may have been true, as came yes-
terday from the feeble Senate opposi-
tion to Mr. Taft’s confirmation, that
in Charles E. Hughes the Supreme
court was robbed of a great lawyer to
make an indifferent politician. But
it is 'decidedly not true that Presi-
dent Harding in this case is trying to
make a great lawyer of a politician.
Mr. Taft’s record as wsolicitor general
of the United States and as judge in
the Ohio state courts and of the Unit-
ed States circuit court was such as
to make any remark like that pecu-
liarly inept.

No man ever went on the Supreme
bench better equipped in learning and
training and temperament. The only
objection that can be raised is ‘his
age, which is only six years short of
the legal age of possible retirement.
But it is, for all that, an appointment
which will meet with the warm ap-
proval of the country regardless of
party.—New York World.

“While such things sound bad
enough when we read of them among
strangers, it is only when it comes to
our own people that we begin to real-
ize what it means, how much stark
tragedy is covered by the little item
m the city daily about another ex-
service man dying or being taken to
some public institution.

“This does not mean
that civilization is becoming effimi-
nate, nor does it result simply from
the fact that women will be num-
erically stronger. But there are too
many women for the marriageable
males and hundteds of thousands of
them are being compelled to make ili-
sorted marriages in which the man
in nearly every case, is the weake
partner. -

“In that way women are gaining
the ascendency and it is a certainty
that any society ruled by women will
lack. intellectual courage, logic and
initiative. Women married to men
who are their inferiors will become
embittered with life. Their experi-
ence will ' discourage other women
who are thinking of marriage. Pres-
ently we will find a whole body of
women, with a large and active ma-
jority of unmarried women ' con-
troling things, and men will have a
very unhappy time.”

UNCLE SAM SOON TO POSSESS

By Associated Press.

LONDON, July 5.—Uncle Sam will
soon become the possessor of the
British-built R-88, the largest right
airship yet constructed in any country
and a craft that represents the very
“last word” in “aerial dreadnaught”
designing.

Trim and smart as the quarter-deck
of an admiral’s flagship, the R-38,
soon to be designated officially by her
new American name, ZR-2, is claimed
to be the most formidable craft ever
to “take the air.”

She is expected to be capable of
5,600 miles’ flight at full speed—70
miles per hour—or 6,500 miles at a
“cruising speed” of 60 miles per
hour.

Her specifications call for an arma-
ment of 14 Lewis gun$, a one-pound
automatic gun, four bombs cof 520
pounds and eight bombs of 230
pounds. The machine-guns are dis-
tributed at vantage points so that
form of attack, from land, sea or
might effectually be combatted.

The ship’s heavy armament serves
a¢ an index to her character. She is

air;

designed to serve, if woccasion arises, |

as the general headquarters of a
wkole battle fleet, eyes, ears and, in
emergency, an auxiliary “business
end.” From the compact, convenient
“skipper’s” cabin close up under her
nose to the neat little machine-gun-
ner’s “nest” at the very tip of her
stern, ZR-2’s  arrangement and con-
struction spells efficiency and “striet-
ly business.” :

Without  extensive alterations,
ZR-2 could not accommodate com-
fortably a party of 65 persons as did
the TItalian-built, semi-rigid airship
“Roma” after being taken over by the
American government recently. But
if a submarine were sighted, ZR-2
could maneuver into position, then the
mere pressing of a button in the cay-
tain’s control would releass a bomb,
or a dozen bombs, if required, to “do
in” the enemy undersea hoat.

If enemy airplanes became bother-
some during this procedure, they
would not find, as was the case witn
the German Zeppelins, that there was
an unprotected spot under the ZR-2’s
lower part aft where they could hover
and pump machine-gun bullets into
her gasoline tanks. To meet just such
a contingency there is the stern ma-
chine-gun nest, one situated some 59
yvards ahead on the underpart of the
ship, and one in each of four of the
ship’s engine cars, which are suspend-
ed at her sides. Should the attack
come from above, a gunner, protected
from the fury of high altitude winds
ir a cockpit at the top of the ship,
would probably be able to do any-
thing necessary with his one-pound
automatic piece.

These represent some of the many
improvements, indicated by examina-
tion of wrecked Zeppelins and other
experience, which have been incorpo-
rated in the ZR-2.

Seen in flight, the ZR-2 will be
much like her sister-ship R-34 of
trans-Atlantic fame. But her shim-
mering sides and clean appearance

conceal a confusion of “interior work-
ings’’ that, to one unaccustomed to
such craft, is most bewildering.

As one proceeds along. the narrow,i
“man-high” corridor which extends|
the entire length of the ship, he sees |
a complication of criss-crossed alu-\
minum girders, rows of gasoline and
water tanks, what seems to be, and
actually are, acres of fabric gas bags,
and a miscellany of guy wires, con-|
trol valves, pipes, swivels, hinges and |
goew-gaws that defy understanding. |
But after a guide who knows every |
inch of the gigantic bulk has made|
explanations, the handling of the ship
is seen to be simplicity itself.

Thus, the “skipper,” standing at
the wheel in ‘his cabin, just as a seal
captain on the bridge, has
reach a miscellany of buttons, switch- |
es and levers, electrically controlled, |
with which he can release ballast wa- |
ter, definite one or more gas-bags,|

empty his gasoline tanks, start a

within |

course, steer the ship upward, down-
ward, to right or left.

He can send orders through a tele-
phone system which connects up the
whole ship, for the starting or step-
ping of one or all of the ship’s six
propelling engines, advise his ma-
chine-gunners of the approach of an
enemy or, through the operator at his
back, send observations by wireless to
a flagship or land base.

Comfortable bunks are provided for
the off-shift of the crews—in all, 30|
officers and men. During prolonged |
flight warm meals are made possible
by a system of cooking from engine
exhaust heat. Electric lights are pro-
vided wherever required. The ship
can ‘‘tie up” to a mooring mast, re-
plenish her gas, oil, water and fuel
containers through “feed” pipes ter-
minating at her bow and resume her
journey with the loss of but a few
hours’ sailing time.

If adapted for transport, ZR-2
cculd carry 40 passengers and two
tens of freight in a non-stop flight
from England to Egypt in about 48
hours. As a result of the experience
gained in building ZR-2, however, her
constructors have designed a shin
with a gas capacity of about 4 000.000 |
cubic feet which it is believed could
carry 50 passengers and 18 tons of
freight on the same journey in 49
bours.

Be it ordained by the Board of
Commissioners of Ranger: That no
person, firm or corporation shall con-
struct, reconstruct or repair any side-
walk within the City of Ranger with-
out first obtaining from the Commis-
sioner of Streets and Public Property
a permit to do so, and same shall be
done under the supervision of the
I City Engineer and in accordance with

1 Commissioners.

}which you are the agent, located at

the specifications hereinafter pro-
vided for or such other specifications
as may be prepared by the City Engi-
neer and adopted by the Board of

Article I. That no' contractor, his.
agent, servant or employee shall pro-
ceed with work on any sidewalk in
the City of Ranger without first ob-
taining a permit as provided in the
next preceding Article hereof, and
also filing a bond made payable to
the City of Ranger in the sum of
fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500.00),
conditioned that the said contractor
shall faithfully and strictly comply
with the specifications hereinafter
mentioned and the terms of this or-
dinance and such other ordinances,
resolutions or regulations that may
be passed by the Board of Commis-
sioners, governing and relating to the
construction, reconstruction and re-
pair of sidewalks. That by the term
“sidewalk’” the same shall include
curbs, provided in each case the reso-
lution shall state the kind of curb
and sidewalk to be constructed or re-
paired, or may merely direct the con-
struction, reconstruction or repair of
a curb alone or sidewalk alone.

Art. II. The Board ‘of Commis-
sioners shall have the power in their
discretion by resolution passed by a
majority vote to order the construc-
tion, reconstruction or repair of side-
walks along any street, avenue, pub-
lic place, alley or square or part or
section thereof within the City or in
front of any property abutting upon
the same. The said resolution shall
in general terms describe the side-
walk to be constructed, reconstructed
or repaired, and the materials of
which it is to be constructed or re-
paired, according to the class herein-
after named, and the street, avenue,
square, alley or place or part or sec-
tion thereof any sidewalk is to be
constructed, reconstructed or re-
paired, and the City of Ranger shall
have the power to assess the whole
cost of said sidewalk or part of same
against the property abutting or
fronting thereon and against the
owner thereof. ;

Art. III. Upon the passage of
said resolution, it shall be the duty
of the City Engineer to forthwith
prepare and present to the said Board
of Commissioners specifications for
the said sidewalks or ‘repairs for
same, detailing the manner of con-
struction, reconstruction or repair
thereof, and the material or materials
of which same is to be constructed,
reconstructed or repaired. If satis-
factory the Board of Commissioners
shall approve the said specifications
and the same shall remain on file in
the office of the City Engineer.

Art. IV. That unless otherwise or-
dered by a resolution of the Board of
Commissioners the  specifications
hereinafter set forth, and prepared
and certified to by the ,City Engineer
shall constitute the permanent and
standing specifications  governing
all work of construction, reconstruc-
tion or repairs of sidewalks which
may be ordered by the Board of
Commissioners, according to the re-
spective classes of sidewalks referred
to in said specification. ;

Art. V. That upon passage of any
resolution by the Board of Commis-
sioners for the construction, recon-
struction or repair of any sidewalk,
the City Engineer shall prepare and
file with the Board of Commission-
ers, a statement consisting of the
name or names of the owner or own-
ers of property abutting upon the
avenue, street, alley, public place or
square or part or section thereof
where said sidewalk is ordered to be
constructed, - reconstructed or re-
paired, and briefly descrihe the prop-
erty of each owner. Description may
be by block or lot number or any
other description which will be suffi-
cient to identify the same together
with an estimate of the cost of the
said sidewalk or the repair of the
same, in front of the property of
each owner. Upon the filing of said
statement, it shall be the duty of the
City Secretary or such ‘other officer
as may be designated by the Board
of Commissioners, to publish in a
newspaper of general circulation
within the City of Ranger, a notice
to the owner or owners,-of property
in front of the sidewalk or sidewalks
which are ordered to be constructed,
reconstructed or repaired, which no-
tice shall briefly recite the fact that
said sidewalks have been ordered to be
constructed, reconstructed or repaired
by the Board of Commissioners and
the said street, avenue, alley, place
or isquare or part thereof, along
which the same has been ordered to
be constructed, reconstructed or re-
raired, and that the plans and speci-
fications for such work have been
adopted by the Board of Commission-
ers and are on file in the office of
the City Engineer; and notifying said
owners of property abutting upon
such proposed sidewalk or sidewalks
to construct, reconstruct or repair the
same in accordance with said resolu-
tion and specification within thirty
days from the publication of such no-
tice. That a copy of the specifica-

Bidders are cautioned to read care-
fully the specifications and examine
drawings, plans and profiles. They
will be adhered to strictly.

GENERAL UNDERSTANDING.

Proposals for all City work must be
made on forms furnished by the City
Engineer, otherwise bids will not be
entertained. 5 :

Rejecting Bids: The right is re-
served to Teject any proposal sub-
mitted for any reason deemed suf-
ficient by the Board of Commission-
ers.

In all bids made by a firm the in-
dividual name of each member of the
firm must be written out and signed
in full. The place of residence must
be signed after each individual name.

Any alterations or interlineations
must be explained or noted in the
proposal over the signature of the
kidder. -

All prices must be written as well
as expressed in figures, and writing
and figures must be perfectly clear.
Bidders must state price for every
item of work. Otherwise no allow-
ance will be made for such work.

A faijlure to observe and comply
with any of the above instructions
will be considered a sufficient reason
for rejecting any bid submitted,
should the City Commissioners deem
it advisable.

Should any disagreement occur be-
tween the inspector and contractor,
the \decision of the Engineer-in-
charge, or Inspector, shall be final
and binding on all parties.

The contractor - shall furnish one
man whenever called upon to assist
the Engineer in setting stakes.

All material now in the street wiil
remain the property of the City and
be deposited as directed by the En-
gineer or inspector.

GRADING.

The contractor will be required to
excavate to sub-grade, as shown by
stakes set by the Engineer. Contrac-
tor- shall haul all earth -excavated
from the street to -any point desig-
nated by the Engineer within a haul-
ing distance of 1,000 feet. All spongy
material must be taken out and re-
placed with good earth, and thorough-
ly tamped so as to make places in
line with and compact like surround-
ing surface. Excavating will be paid
for at the price bid by the contractor.

CLASS “A” COMBINED CON-
CRETE CURB AND GUTTER.

This .course .shall be of a thickness
and size as shown by plan, and or-
dered* by the Commissioners, and
shall becomposed of either gravel
and cement, or crushed stone, sand
and cement; if gravel is used it shall
be composed of one part Portland ce-
ment to six parts gravel. Gravel
shall be bank gravel and shall be
free from chalk, disintegrated peb-
bles, loam, earth, and shall not con-
tain more than 5 per cent of clay,
and shall contain no pebbles larger
than 1% inches in its largest dimen-
sions. The ratio of the gravel to
the sand shall not be more than 6 to
3.nor less than 5 to 4. The addition
of acceptable stone or sand to make
the required ratio will be permitted.

Concrete  made of broken stone
shall be composed of one part Port-
land cement, two mparts of sand and
four parts of broken stone. The
kroken stone shall be'of hard lime-
stone of graded sizes not more than
1% inches in its longest dimensions
nor less than % inch, and shall be
free from dust, dirt, or disintegrated
stone.

The cement and sand shall be thor-
oughly ° mixed dry. Then only
enough water shall be added to give
the mortar such consistency as will
permit-a thoroughly incorporation of
the stone; the stone having first been
wet, shall be added and the entire
mass be turned over and worked by

The foundation shall consist of
good gravel, or cinders, wetted and
tamped to wsolid bed not less than
four inches in thickness, top surface
to be true and parallel to what will
be the finished surface of the iside-
walk., Where walks are laid on sandy
soil ¢his sub-foundation of gravel or
cinders will not be required.

CONCRETE. -

This course shall be three and one- '
fourth inches in thickness, using same,
materials as specified for concret
curb and gutter. i

The ratio of the gravel to the sand
shall not be more than six to three,
nor less than five to four. .The ad-
dition of acceptable stone or sand to .
make the required ratio will be per-

mitted.
TOP SURFACE.

Top surface shall be three-fourths
inch thick and shall be composed of
cne part Portland cement and one and
one-half parts of clean, sharp sand
and to be laid to a smooth and even
surface. When curb and walk are
completed, the walk shall be covered
with one inch of clean sand and to
remain covered for five days, and the
sand must be sprinkled with water .
as may be directed, after which the
contractor shall remove sand and
leave the walk in good condition.

_The finishing course for curb and '
sidewalks shall be put on while the
concrete is in a soft and plastic con-.
dition so that it will be a homoge-
necus solid when set. The concrete
used in this work shall be mixed with
either machine or hand.

CEMENT.

All cement used in building side-
walks and curbs shall be of the best
quality of hydraulic Portland cement,
which will comply with the physical
properties adopted as a standard by
the American Society of Civil Engi-
neers. The contractor shall not use
any portion of the cement under test -
without the written approval of the
Engineer which shall not be given un- .
til after the tests have been made.

FORMS. i

All Forms must be well staked anc
thoroughly braced so that tampin
the materials shall not disturb. them
or move them out of line. TI
and back boards must be true i
and grade before material is put in
to give the curb a straight ard even
finish. '

METHOD OF BUILDING.

_The base course, or core, shall be
first placed and shaped  before the
finishing course is put on. ' The
ishing course shall be three-fourth
inch for curb surface, three-fourt
inch for walk and one inch for gut-
ter face, and must be put on the core
while the core is still perfectly green.
The work being carried on uniformly .
and whole curb completed while in a
soft and plastic state so that it will
be homogeneous solid when set,

The contractor will be required to
use metal parting strips three-eighths
of an inch thick for conerete curb and
walk, and shall be spaced to the satis-
faction of the City Engineer. The
contractor may use such methods for
molding curb and gutter as. may be
deemed best. If a metal shaping form
is not used to finish, care will be
taken that the curb and gutters will
show no trowel marks, high spots or
Any serious showing of wun
even places after being finished shall
be condemned by the Engineer and
must be replaced by the contractor.

REPAIRS—CLASS “A” =
* SIDEWALKS.

The places to be repaired must be
cuf, out to make square joint and ex-
cavated not less than 5 inches below
the adjoining walk, and a foundation
of good gravel or cinders wetted and
tamped to a solid bed, not less than
4 inches in thickness. Upon this
course shall be same construction as
is specified in concrete sidewalks
Class “A>» .

FINISHING AND SHAPING UP

THE WORK. ; -

After the curb and gutter have *
been finished and, in the opinion of
the Engineer, become thoroughly set,
the forms shall be removed by the
contractor and the sidewalk ishall he
“backfilled” and leveled off, leaving
the same in first-class condition. All
tools, rubbish and wunused material
