DALLAS, July 23.—General lack
of interest prevailed today in the spe-
cial election on five proposed amend-
ments to the state constitution, in
whieh it was said the lightest vote
ever’ cast in. a state election was
polled.

VIOLATORS OF
ASSUMED NAME
LAW FACE FINE

Although the “assumed name law,”
requiring all firms not owned solely
by an individual and operating un-
der his name, went into effect on
July 11, there are still a number of
Ranger firms, it is said, who have
not complied with it and are thereby
subjecting themselves to a fine of
$25 4. day.

To date no cases have been filed,
but ‘it is understood' the county at-
torney’s department is now preparing
lists and all firms which have not
filed statements before their turn is
reached, will be haled into court.
There is no disposition on the part
of the authorities; it is said, to pros-
ecute in case a firm or individual
has failed to comply with the law
through ignorance, and filing now
would be considered proof that such
failure had been through ignorance
and not as proof of guilt.

Blanks for registering this infor-
mation with the county clerk may
be obtained free of charge at the
Chamber of Commerce offices. There
is, however, a fee of $1 for filing in
the county clerk’s office.

It is pointed out that all partner-
ships, and all business bearing such
names as the “Home Cafe,”” even
if owned by one individual, should
file these reports, to be on 'the safe
gside.
